Shri Badan Barua: May I know from the Honour-
able Minister, Revenue, what are those guiding factors ?

Shri Mukut Sarma (Minister, Revenue) The guiding
factors are given in the Land Policy .of 1989. So this
is a long list.

Land within Greater Guwahati notified under Goy-
ernment Notification No. RSR:: 21/59/126 dated 1st Oct-
obar, 1966 and in any other Towns may bz scttied on
payment of the primium with the indigenous persons of
the State in order of preference as follows :

An indigenous persons, who has no land in his name
or in the name of any member of his family and who
has been in occuption of Government land with members
of his family for last 15 years or more.

An indigenous persons, who has land in rural area
of the State, but has no land in City or Town in his
name or in the name of any member of his family and
has bzen in occupation of Government land with members
of his family for last 15 years or more.
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An indigenous person, who has no land in rural areas
or in City or Town in the State either in his name or
in the name of any member of his family, and has been
staying in urban area for last 15 years or more with the
members of the family.

An indigenous person, who has land in rural areas,
but has no land in any urban areas either in his name
or in the name of any member of his family, and who
has been residing in urban area for last 15 years or more
with members of his family. :

Provided that such person is required to reside in
urban area permanently by very nature of his service/
profession and who has not been able to purchase Tand
in "urban area on account of poor pzcuniary conditions.

Other indigenous landless person of the State.

So far T know the surplus lands scquired as such under
Urban Land Ceiling Act should be distributed for common
gocd. Tt should be given to those whoare have nots and
it should not be given to them who have lands, etc. But
what we have seen in our experience IS that when the
Revenue Minister have already stated that the Deputy
Commissioner, Kamrup is entitled for such a land ? Whether
I am entitled to such a land when it is distributed ?
