have’ no jurisdiction Wwith respect to any order passed,
when the civil servant has not availed of all the
remedies available to him under the relevant service
rules. executive instructions -of orders ..

Provided that notwithstanding any thing contained
in the above paragraph the Tribunal may entertain
an appeal from a civil servant, if any appeal revision
petition or representation filed by him under the relev-
ant service rules before the competent authority has not
been firally disposed of by the competent auth.ority within
a period of six months from the date of filing such
appeal, revision petition or representation.
