It was
stated two or three days back in the Assembly Hon'ble Chief
Minister also recently visited Barak Valley who assured that there
would be no power during the day time and power cut would
be here only from 5 PM. to 11 P.M. But till yesterday no action
seems to have been taken and power cut is continuing. So, the
cut is still going on inspite of the assurance given by the Hon'ble
Minister that there would be no power cut. We know there is
pilfarage, there is cluster of tea garden in that region. So, Sir,
unless something is done urgently for the Barak Valley people
will have to suffer a lot, not to speak of the businessmen, the
students' examinations are going on they will suffer very badly.
So may I suggest to the Hon'ble Minister, Power to install 15
MW power line immediately so that can be supplied atleast to

meet the minimum demand in the Barak Valley.

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Shri Jagannath Sinha : Mr. Speaker Sir, One clarification sir, under the

circumstances, the Hon'ble Minister ha- stated the difficulties being -

They
have told that within 2 weecks NEEPCO water level is going to
be slightly raised and they except that with the increased water
level NEEPCO will be able to supply some power and whatever
we would get from NEEPCO would be given to Barak Valley
and (2) excepting this transmission line through Meghalaya there

is no localised power available inside Barak Valley from Gas Base

Turbine. We are going to take prompt steps, Hon'ble Chief Minister
has already initiated action. We are to produce localised power
within Barak Valley from source and there is only one source
is avaliable, that is, natural gas. At the moment, with limited natural
gas available how we can supply power to Barak Valley. Hon'ble
Chief Minister has himself taken initiative in this regard. We are
examining the matter if some Gas Turbine projects can be set
in Barak Valley itself for suppling power to this Valley. Yesterday,

I had written a letter to the union petrolium Minister in this regard.

Shri Jagannath Sinha : Mr. Speaker Sir, it is not necessary that gas turbine
should run on gas only it can be run with oil also. If it is not
known to the Hon'ble Minister I would request him to places get

on enquiry and find out the real thing.

* Shri Devananda Konwar (Minister Power) : Mr. Speaker Sir, Gas is the
only natural resource which is available in Barak Valley, oil in
large quantity is not available in Barak Valley. I had already written
a letter yesterday to the Union Minister in this respect. For
information of this August House I would like to buy that a
confence of power Ministers is going to be held on the 4th of

this month. Hon'ble Chief Minister has asked me to discuss this

matter.

* Shri Golok Rajbongshi (Minister, Parlimentary Affairs) : Mr. Speaker Sir,

under which rule this discussion is going on?

(a) What measures have been taken by the Govt. to check the
illegal transfer of Tibal Lands ?

Shri Mukut Sarma (Minister, Revenue) replied :

(1) The following measures have been taken by Govt. to check
the illegal transfer of Tribal Lands. (1) Section 164 of the Chapter—
X prohibits a settlement holder i.e. an annual lease holder from

transferring his land by way of sale etc. under any circumstances.

(2) The Land holder, i.e. the periodic patta holder has no right
to transfer his land to any person belonging to non-proteacted
classes or to any person who is not a permanent resident in that
protected Belt/Block. The land holder may transfer his periodic
patta land in a protected Belt/Block concern with previous
permission of the Deputy Commissioner the Deputy Commissioner

is to keep the interest of the protected class formost in his mind.

(3) Section 162 (2) lays down that no person shall acquire any
land in protected Belts/Blocks by way of transfer, exchange, lease,
agreement on settlement in contravention of the provisions of

Chapter —X. This provision has been elaborated under the Section
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162 (3) by way of an amendment in 1964 which prohibits
registration of any documents, evidencing any transfer of any land
within the protected Belts/Blocks in contravention of the provisions
of the Chapter-X shall acquire no right or title on the land by

any length of possession whether adeverse or not.

In April, 1990 there has been a further amendment of Section
164 which provides for punishment of transfer and transferree
with simple imprisonment for term which may extend to six months
> or fine upto Rs. 1000/~ or both for causing any lease/transfer of

- fund in protected belts/blocks in contravention of provisions of
Chapter-X.

(4) Chapter-X also prescribes eviction of unauthorised occupant
not only of Govt. waste land but also patta land (Annual Patta
or periodic) in a protected belt/block and restoration of the patta
land to the original land holder.
