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% Shri Gobinda Chandra Langthasa (Minister, Health) :

Mr, Speaker Sir, I would like to inform the following
facts before the house for your consideration.

The Assam Medical College was established in
1947 in the base Hospital of the American Army and
over the year the old building ‘has become delapidated
due to wear and tears. However, the Government of
Assam has been trying from time to time granting
financial side for maintaining the building as well as
for construction of new. buildings in place of the old
buildings. . 'For, example, Rs. 43.00 lakhs has been
granted in 199391 to reconstruct the Medical Unit-
I and. IV.  However, due to paucity of fund, the
construction works could - not be achieved to the
extent desired.

' So far as the Dermotology Deptt.. is concerned
the unit bas the full contingent of staff with one tull
time Professor, one Associate Prof. one Asstt, Prof,
and one Registrar. It is true that it is under the
Medical Unit-IIT but the Professor of Dermatolegy is
free to run independently his own branch, Regarding
the number of beds, there is a shortage of beds in the
Dermatology Deptt. by 10 beds as per requirement of
the Medical Council of India. However, this minor
readjusgment in the Deptt. of M-dicine could very
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well be made to fulfill the deficiency. In fact, it has
been decided to open P.G. degree in the Deptt. of
Dermatology at the Assam Medical College after the
recommendation of the Medical Council of India.
The Deptt. of Neurology as such is non existent in

- the Assam Medical College except a Neucleus to a unit

with an Asstt. Prof. and a resident Physician. "However,
in the meantime, a private organisation in the name
and style of Stowart Hall has come forward to offer
building and some of equipment for the Neuro Science
Deptt. and the Government Assam has already accepted
the proposal and it is expected that a full fledeed Unit
of Neuro Science with Neurologists and Neuro Surgeons
will be developed in the near future.

So far as the Urology Deptt, is concerned since
it was set up very recently. Only in the last financial
year a post of Asstt. Prof. has been created and a
person will be appointed to start the neucleus of

the Urology Deptt.
As regards the T. B. Ward, a Professor of the unit

has joined recently who was transferred from Guwahati
Medical College and it is expected that a full fledged
department will start functioning with the new
incumbant and efforts will be made to start the P, G.
course in T, B, and Chest Diseases;

The Orthopedice Surgery Deptt, is very much in
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existence in Assam Medical College which st present
has been looked after by an Associate Prof. He is
also acting as the Head of the Deptt; as the professor
and the Head of the Deptt. died last year. Once the
Deptt. become full fledged we can request the
Government of India to help us to start an artificial
Limb fitting centre,

So far as the Neuro Surgery Deptt. is concerned
this has not been started in Assam Medical College
because of the non availability of the gqualified persons
in the State, The Government hasg already accepted
on principle the proposal of the Stewart Hall which
will incorporate the Neuro Surgery Deptt,

The Cardio-Thoracic Surgery is also suffering irom
lack of qualified and tranined personnal as such
seperate unit is not viable, That is why at this
moment it is attached with the Surgery Deptt, The
only man who was posted at Assam Medical College,
Dibrugarh has gone abroad for further study.

There is a proposal for the vertical extension of
the O & G Deptt. t0 accommodate another unit but
due to paucity of fund, it has not been possible over
the past two years, However, steps will be taken to
improve the existing accommodation by making altera-
tion and addition of the labour room,

So far as the Surgery Deptt. is concerned there
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are full fledged four units with qualified and experienced

personnel who is competent encugh to handle @ any

kind of emergency that may cOme. I do not think

that the Casualty Deptt. is any :way deficient to
manage any emergency.

So. far as the Pathology Deptt. is concerned the
sufficient staff .and facilities but the

Department has
However, the

blood banking is not modernised.

Government of India has promised to improve the

blood banking system of: the whole state. particularly
in the Medical Colleges of Assam in 2 phased manner

within the Eight Five Years Plan, Inthe meantime,

Guwahati Medical College blood . bank has Dbeen
designated as the 7onal Referral Centre and an amount

of Rs-3.05 lakhs have been sanctioned. | Adequate
facilities for testing of blood will be provided as early

as possible in the Assam Medical Cotlege, Dibruearh,
Mention may be made that the Government of India
has already sanctioned an Elisa Reader for HiV Test
of blood in the Assam Medical College.  However,
in the meantime HIV test of blood is made in the
Regional Research Centre of the ICMRZ situated at

Dibrugarh,
With all these honest efforts made by the Govern-

ment., I think, the Hon’ble Members of the House
can judge whether the Government is neglecting the
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Assam Medical College, Dibrugarh,

Government will certainly take action against a
parficular person or a department if there is specific
allegation of corruption against any one.

In this connection, the Hon’ble House mav be
interested to note that the M. C. ¥, inspected Assam
Medical College, Dibrugarh in November 1991 and
acreed to increase 20 more Under Graduate seats in
the Assam Medical Ccllege, Dibrugarh.
