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Shri Devananda Konwar (Minister) : Speaker Sir, State-
ments made by the mover of the Cut Motion Hon’ble
Member Shri Thaneswar Boro and I-am thankful to
the suggestion put forwarded’ by the Hon’ble member
and suported the Cut Motion: Regarding first point
raised by the Hon’ble Member and Mover- of the Cut
Motion Shii Thaneswar Boro in respect of expenses in
the ‘budget estimates in the pages between 15 and 34
volume 2 part.

Union Te.rritory. But there is a provision under Art-
213 Parliament can enact law and as the Hon’ble
Members of this August House know Gauhati High
Court is a common High Court for all the North-
Eastern States comprising 7 States, therefore under
Central Government Statutory for the constitution of
separate Branches the estimates are taken in the budget
for all these States. So this is the position. We can
also reimburse the amount. I would like to mention
to the Hon’ble Members that many of the 7 States
are depending for separate High Court in their own
States and under Art, 214 of the Constitution parmanent
branches have been established already in Kohima,
Imphal and Mizoram. Constitution of such a parmanent
branch of the High Court will be established in the
months to come. Therefore, this may be the first step
towards having own High Court,.

So, Whatever expenditure estimated were taken
into budget that will be reimbursed by those States
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and there is nothing to be worried on that point,
Secondly, it is a valuable suggestion came up from
the mover of the cut motion with respect to the
establishment of a Zonal Council for the North-eastern
areas of the Union of India, But at the moment
we are having North Eastern Council, and the North
Eastern Council is an administrative device and here
it canuot exercise under the constitutional authority
with regard to the judicial functioning of the country
nor with respect to the administrative jutstice of this
area, So, there should be, there could be and there
would be a Zonal Council for the North-Eastern
States, what is for the Government of India and
Union Home Ministry ponder over it and decided,
Then with respect to another point, legal aid to the
poor and legal aid to the accused under Section 304
of the Criminal Procedure Code. We have made
sufficient provision and in fact we have estimated
an amount of Rs. 11,93,000/- and Rs. 3 lakhs respect-
ively on this account and the Union Ministry of Law
and Justice had taken it very seriously, Another
point raised by the Hon’ble Mover of the Cut Motion
with regard to the setting up of a Law Research Institute,
ﬁe mentioned about that Institution whose headquater
at Calcutta. It is the only Law Research

Institute
in the North Eastern Region which has been housed

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in the premises of the Gauhati High Court and it operates
and functions under the Chairmanship of His Lordship
Chief Justice of the Gauhati High Court established
with tune of Rs, 2,72,000/- and T would like to inform
the Hon’ble Members that the f.aw Research Institute
is doing a very commendable work particularly with
regard to the various land revenue affairs of the North-
eastern India as well as with regard to the adoption of
customery laws, Various academic members have
compiled number of research papers and number of
books. They are doing very commendable work with
regard to the administration and justice. As the Hon’ble
Members know that in many States of North-Eastern
Council including Nagaland, Arunachal Pradesh, Tripura
and Manipur, there are several dichotomy. That with
regard to the establishment of the new courts, We
have made provisions in the budget estimate to the
tune of Rs. 10 lakha, For the information of the
Hon’ble Members I would like to say that within the
next two months we are going to establish four new
District & Sessions Judges Courts in Bongaigaon;
Morigaon, Tinsukia and Hailakandi. Also we are going
to establish Judicial Magistrates’ Courts in places like
Patsala, Bilasipara and some other sub-divisions. S0, the
provisions have also been made in the budget for the
establishemnts of the new courts, Next, I would like
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to take up the points raised by Hon’ble Member Sri
Haliram Terrang with regard to the separation of
judiciary from the executive’ of the two hill districts,
The separation is done wunder the Gonstitution of
India under Article 50 and as the Hon’ble Member
know that thedistrict councils are created with respect to
the administration of the tribal areas under Article 244
(1) and 275 under the Constitut'on. The administration
is entrusted to the district council under the Research
Council under paragraph 4 of the sixth schedule, it
is entrusted within the region and within the district
council area, And if they think that it should be
separated because of certain division, then it must be
separated if demand comes, which will be given
weightage and that is one of the constitutional
aspiration of our people. The demand for separation
of judiciary from the executive can be put up through
the department, namely the Hill Areas Department
and that matter should be taken up with the depart-
ment concerned of the Government of India. So far
there is no such specific demand and so it could not
be taken up. Another point raised by the Hon’ble
Member Shri Giasuddin Ahmed with respect to the
functioning of the District Judges Court under the
shadow of the Deputy Commissioner. He has men-
tioned that the Deputy Commissioner also feels diffi-

culties for the accommodation of courts and other
things. We are aware of this problem and as a
matter of fact the Hon’ble Chief Justice of Gwuahati
High Court, whom I meet very often, raised
this point that there are two or three separate buil-
dings for the District & Sessions Judges which acco-
mmoda‘ion is dilapidated and inadequate. This matter
is being looked into and we are trying to do some-
thing about it. And as regard another suggestion put
forward by the Hon’ble Member in the discussion
regarding the delay in disposal of cases. Time space
has been provided for disposal of cases. For example
cases under section 302 for murder in the criminal
courts, it is difficult to disposed of the case so quickly.
There are many reasons for delay. Sometimes it Is
delayed due to non-availability of medical report,
forensic report and handwriting  report. Against
there may be 20 witnesses and the no. 20 may not
be available for examination,

There are other reasons apart from these factors
which stand on the way of successful implementa-

tion of the judicial system in our country. A case
may be filed before a Munsif Court then taken up
to the Court of District Judge in the district level for
a decision and then again taken up for revision be-
fore the Hon’ble High Court and then again sent to
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the Supreme Court. And as such is the reason for
delay for a case to be solved, and for improvement
of this system there should be all India concensus.
Unless there is a concensus for a judicial reform on
how things should proceed, unless there is a specific
fixed time for final disposal of a case it may take
8 or 10-12 years, At the moment I am speaking
about the limited scope of  the Judicial  sysiem in
which we work where we do not get ample scope
and that is why there should be an all India
concensus with regard to such judicial reforms,
Anpother point I want to refer here is the point
made Dy the Hon’ble Member Sri Giasuddin Ahmed
was that there are lots of litigation and cases pending
in some courts under Section 80 CPC. We know
that under CPC there are many cases filed. Ag the
cases under Section 8y CPC have been filed in vari-
ous district Courts and Sub-divisional Courts, but 1
would like to give this information to the Hon’ble
Menber that now-a-days the widest spectrum is not
under the CPL or Cr, P.C. As a result various
rights of the citizens of India, most cases are being
filed under the constitutional rights of the citizens
and most of the cases are referred to the High Courts
because of the delay and also for other factors,

Another point that has been mentioned by the

K-
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Hon’ble Member Sri Giasuddin  Ahmed with

regard to appointment of various Government pleaders
and Public Prosecutors in Assam and he mentioned
that they are and we are only appointing Advocates
of the Ruling Party only. The Advocates of the
Ruling Party. But I totally deny this information.
Advocates to the various Courts in the State of Assam
are done purely. taking into consideration of their
professional carecr. But in fact we have appointed
a very senior Advocate, who has nothing to do with
the Ruling Party. I may mention his name. He is
Sri S. N. Medhi and is a supporter of that Party to
which the Hon’ble Member belongs. We also appoin-
ted another Government Pleader and Advocate Sri
Jiten Sunni who has nothing to do with either poli-
tical party and is a member of the CPM. I also
mention, just to give an illustration, the name of a
Government Pleader Sri Jeevan Bora who belonged
to the Janata Party. For appointment of Advocates
as Government Pleaders consideration is made on
their capability of conducting cases in a fair and
competent manner. And lastly I am taking up the
statement made by the Hon’ble Member Sri Parameswar

Brahma that no Advocates from the Plains Tribal

has been appointed as Judge of the Guwahati High
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Court., But I would like to say that we have got
several exisiing Judges who are Tribals. They may
not be Tribals from the Boro community or Plains
Tribal area, They are Justice Sangma, Justice Cessa
and other Tribal areas of the North Eastern region
of India. ;

Sri Parameswar Brahma ¢ I mentioned about the
Plains Tribes people.

Sri Debananda Konwar ( Minister, Law ) : Speaker
Sir, at present there is no Judge from the Plains
Tribes community of Assam. but this will be kept in
mind and that day is not far of when a candidate
from the Plains Tribal community of Assam will be
appointed as a Judge of the Bigh Court.

A High Court Judge cannot be appointed accor-
ding to the wishes of the Ruling Party of the State
or a particular High Court of a State. The appoint-
ment is made under Art 217 of the Constitution of
India. - An individual aspiring for the pos. of a Judge,
he has to acquire ceriain prerequisite qualifications:
He should be atleast a High Court Advocate of the
standing of more than 10 years of practice and
certain other qualifications statutorily prescribed.
There connot be a departure in the case of appoint-
ment of High Court Judges. The High Court Judges
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are appointed by the President of India in consulta-
tion with 3 other persons, i, e. Chief Justice of the
Supreme  Court, the Government of the respective
State and the Chief Justice of the concerned High
Court: Therefore there are certain Constitutional
prescriptions in regard to the appointment of High
Court Judges. When the members of the  Plains
Tribes aspiring for the posts come up to that standard,
there will be no difficulty on the part of the conce-
rned authorities to make recommendation, and the
time is not far away when the Plains Tribe candi-
dates will be appointed for the posts of High Court
Judges. I would like to inform the Hon’ble Members
that one such person with qualification was appointed
in the Guwahati High Court.

Shri Karendra Basumatary : Mr. Speaker Sir, the
State Government could not fulfill the provision of
appointing the Tribal people in the Session Court.
I give aun instance-one Shri Gayari was an Advocate
of the Lower Court at Udalguri, He was supposed
to get appointment as a Judge of the Session Court.
Shri Devananda Konwar (Minister) : Mr, Speaker Sir,
that problem can be looked into separetely. T am now
dealing with the appointment of High Court Judges:
Shri Karendra Basumatry : Mr. Speaker Sir, We are

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telling about the appointment of Plains Tribes in the
Judicial Courts,Lewer and High Court,

Shri Devananda Konwar, (Minister) 1 Mr, Speaker Sir,
In regard to appointment in the Lower Court, recom-
mendation of the Guwahati Higth Court is necessary;
We will certainly fulfill the back-log and make arrange-
ment for appointment on the recommendation of the
High Court.

In regard to the demand of Shri Parameswar
Brahma, I waut to say that for appoiniment of High
Court, Constitutional procedures have to be complied
with. There cannot be any departure in this regard;
1 want to give an instance of a departure in the case
of a gentleman who was due to be appointed by the
Gauhati High Court as Judge. But the Supreme Court
turned down the order of the High Court and the
gentleman was not allowed to take oath for the post
of the Judge in the Gauhati High Court, The apex
body, i.e. the Supreme Court had gone into the
matter and found that this particular gentleman did
not possess the requisite qualifications, Therefore,
there are ordained Constitutional procedures from
which there cannot be any departure; So, when the
members from the Plains Tribes community come up
and get the requisite qualification, there will nothing

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come in the way of getting the appointment as Judges
of the High Court.

Shri Devananda Konwar ( Minister ) : Mr, Speaker
Sir, as the Hon’ble Member is aware, the Designated
Court deals with TADA., This is a specialised Court
created under special Act. This does not deal with
normal Civil or criminal law. Considering the diffi-
culties being faced by the people who are to come
from far away places like Sadiya, Tezpur, Lakhimpur
etc, we are having inter departmental discussion to
constitute more Designated Courts

Shri Giasuddin Ahmed ¢ Sir, I want to state one
point for clarification from the Hon’ble Miaister, Law.
The point is that instead of increasing the number
of Designated Courts in the State whether Govern-
ment would consider the proposal for withdrawal of
the Special Act. altogether.

Shri Devananda Konwar ( Minister ) ¢+ Sir, actuallv
instead of asking for enlargement or increasing the
number of TADA Courts the situation should be so
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created that Government should be enable to with-
draw the provision of these TADA Courts., The socio-
political climate in the State should change and ag
condition is created that we can altogether withdraw
the Act. I wish we should all co-operate so that
there is no need of TADA Courts in Assam,

Shri Chandra Mohan Patowary ¢ Sir, these Courts
relate to the common people of the State. Sir, I am
very happy that the Hon’ble Minister, Law has menti-
oned about creating a congenial condition in the State
for withdrawal of the Act. But, Sir, what I want to
say is that the common people who are being tried
by these Designated Courts are facing great difficul-
ties. Sir, because of the location of these Courts
only at Guwahati people from distance places like
Sadiya, Dibrugarh, Tinsukia and other places are
required to come here for attendance. Sir, 1 know
there are restrictions to these Specialised Courts in

other places alsn in Assam, ¥ am very much one
with him that opening of this sort of additional
Courts in Assam is within perimeters of legal provis-
ions. I admit there are problems, But, Sir, even
then I woull request Hon’ble Minister, Law to consicer,
not as a Law Minister, but as a Lawyer the problems
faced by the common people and put his hands to

consider opening of TADA Courts in Assam.
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Shri Hitendra Nath Goswami : Actually, Sir, the Desig-
nated Courts are manned by the Judges who are equi-
veleat to District and Session Judge. I, therefore, feel
that every District and  Session Judge Courts in Assam
can also try the TADA cases. I feel because of th

special security reason TADA Courts are located in
Guwahati only,

Because if the Courts ate located in the districts
the TADA detenu will required special kind security
cover which cannot be given in every cases. I, how-
ever, feel that some District and Session Judges’
Courts can be given charge to deal with the TADA
cases with special security cover given to them. I
urge upon the Minister, Law to consider this aspect.
Shri Devananda Konwar ( Minister ) s Sir, I have
already stated that this is a Specialised Act and under
this Act there is no scope to increase and open new
Courts, The State Government cannot take any
decision of its own, We have to consult the Ministry
of Home Affairs, There should be interdepartmental
discussions and there it will have to be resolved
whether to open any new Courts or to entrust the
District and Session Judge’s Court as Designated
Court, Sir, T am aware of the problems and difficul-
ties litigants as mentioned by the mover of the cut-
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motion Shri Patowary. Now, T appeal to the Hon’ble
Members of the opposition to co-oparate with us so
that we can create a most congenial and peaceful
situation so that there is -no need of these Courts in
our State, Let us go for that and bring about a
change in the socio-political situation in the State so
that there is no more any terrorists activities in the
State and there is no need of TADA Courts to operate
in Assam or appoint any District and Session Judge
Court as Des’‘gnated Court for trying the TADA detenu.
Sir, Shri Upen Sanatan has mentioned about appointing
Fx-teca Tribes and tea-Tribes in Judicial Service. Sir,

as a matter of fact,I am happy to say that gradually
more and more ex-teagarden and tea-garden Tribes
are entering into Judicial Services. AsI have mentioned
alreadv, one Mr., Sundi belonging to the tea-garden
Tribes have taken up this profession. I find a lot of
graduates in law have started tiking this profession
in an increasing way, Sir, in this connection I would
like to say that doors are open for the teagarden and
ex-teagarden Tribes not only for entering into Judicial
Services but also in other secvices like Assam Civil

Services and the like. I, think there is already a
perceptible change in the academic situation in the

tea-garden or ex-teagarden tribes. We have already
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seen advocates from different parts of the State, like
Tezpur, Dibrugath are coming out in large numbers
into this profession. Even at Guwahati there are two
junicr advocates who belong to this community are
working as Assistant Public Prosecutor. There are also

APOS one at Mangaldoi and Udalguri and in various

Shri Parameswar Brahma : Sir, I woyld like to speak
a few words,

Mr. Deputy Speaker: Alright

Shri Parameswar Brahma; Mr. Deputy Speaker Sir,
I support the Cut Motion and I stand to speak in
favour of it. The Revenue Department is very important
Department and it is more important for us becausa
we have been compelled to demand a separate state
of Bodoland. Now, Sir, the tribals are derendent op
lands because their last resort is agriculture and for
agriculture land is necessary and inevitable, They
are simp'e and unsophisticated as they arc backward,
They don’t have the knowledze of modern science
and technology and also education that is why they
are dependent on land even in thess days also. Some
persons in the Goavernment thought over the problems
and they felt that the lands of tribals should be
protected till the time they come up to face the
modern days. Now, for this purpose the Assam Land
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Revenue Regulation Act of 1986 was enacted ‘and
under this Act. especially for the tribals land, Chapter

X has been incorporated. The purpose of this is to

protect the tribal lands so that they can live Cepen-
ding on land and undertake agricultural activities and
thereby they can develop gradually and face the

environment of the modern days. But Sir, due :0

the apathy of the Government and non-implementation
of this provision i.e. Chapter — X alot of difficulties
aiose, I am very sorry to meution it, that, up till now
for aggressive and communal approach the Government
has nof taken any initiative to inplement these provi-
sions and instead non-eligible and non-tribal peopleare

encipaching upon these lands.
It can not work. It does not work because of
non-cooperation of the adminis-

isceurity and :
My strong Views are that

frative  machinary
land  should be protected from illegal occupants

or encroachers. NoO illegal  encroachers should

be Sallowed Satosszsettle il any tribal belts and
blocks, - The interest of the tribal people is not safe-
guarded by the Governmert and their legal rights
can not be protected by the people also. There are
many reasons because of the deliberate and aggressive
feeling of the political parties and officials against
the tribals it can not be impletmented and never be
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implemented. I have requested Revenue Minister to
furnish the details of the encrochment, He has furnish
the reply. His answer was that 4, 37, 438 bighas 3 kathas
and 4 lachas of land under tribal have been illegally
encroached. This is correct the actual fact is much
higher. It should be doubled the furnished
data. In addition to that in Sonitpur tribals
were deprived of thier legitimate rights. Now
Sir, in the District of Lakhimpur some 33 villages have
been used to settle others to accommodate their political
gains. Assam Government wants to put forward
the argument that they  are minority ~ even
belts & Blocks. So Bodo land can not: be
conceled. This should not be the attidute of the
Government. Bodo people and tribal population is being
marginalised to project theming minority. So their lands
were deliberately encroached and forwhich, now Sir,
we have no alternative to Bodo land and it is happen-
ding due to full pr~tection given by the Government to
the encroachers. If the tribal people are not protected
then a day will come they will be no where. Now Sir
one thing I would like to draw the attention of the
House, in the name of protecting these tribal lands
Government is appointing of S.D.C they have been instr-
ucted to look into the tribal lands exclusively but not
a single S.D.C. is not doing for this purpose for which
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they have been assigned to. That Sir, how they will act

as a protector ?

Dr. Kalita has menticned about the protecticn of
tribal lands form the people of illegal encroachers. M.L.
A. is the Jocal representative and they should be allowed
to see the interest of the local people exclusively, They
should be also allowed to recommend the cases of those
whom should be given pattas of the Jand. In Kokrajhar
District what is happening ? This matter should be
seriously taken up tecause it creates apprehension in
the Government policy and role taken by the Govern-
ment. My strong concern Iis that part cularly in LAC
local M.L. As should be accommedated so that interest
of the local people arc not jeopardised. The Govern-
ment officials i.e. D.C. SDC, Mandal and Kanangues
are functioning for the settlement of tribal lands in
favour of others. In many arecas they are acting against
the interest of the tribal people. Tribal people living
Forest areas were denied settlement who are
setteling for last 30 to 40 years. T would like to point
out the instance of Gohapur which was discussed
in the earlier session also.

They have been residing there s'nce 1952 till today.
Government forcefully evict them from the land they
are settling for years together by burning down and
destroying their hundreds of houses. They are ali
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Bodos and Misings people. They have been dwelling
there for 40 years. But till today Government has not
taken any survey for providing land selltement to rhese
poor people. Especially in Silapathar, Mimang,
Barpeta. Nalbari and other areas, there are such cases.
So I want to draw the attention of the Revenue
Minister, should think of taking measures how the
problems can be solved particulary of these areas {rum
where the tribal people have been fu.rcefully evicted
from the land where they have been residing for
years together. Secondly 1 want o say that these B.do
people are mostly ignorant about the settlement of
ceiling surplus land, tut the revenue officials and
not cooperative and they do not extent any help to
them. So the lands of tribal Belts & Blocks could
not -be protected. Again, there is another protlem of
family division. The guardian ot the family may have
4 sons and the land has 1o be divided to his four
sons, But iin revenue record it is recorded as 50
bighas in the name of guardian and ultimately it is
counted under the perview of the Ceiling Act. There are
hundreds of this type of cases But no courts nor
officials and’ other counterpart help them unless they
give them money. Hundreds of Bodo people have
become the victims of this policy. So the State Govern-
ment must have a new approach as to how these pcople
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can be protected and how these peonple can be brought to
the level that they can stand themseives and help the
development of the State. This is my request. Now
we have seen as many as land have been acquired by
the Government as surplus ceiling land in tribal areas
lands have been distributed to non-tribal people, Some
cases are  there in Kokrajhar District, So, this
aspect should seriously looked be into by the Govern-
meat. Now, Sir there are some important things which
the Government should think of and take measures
for providing settlement of lands to tribal people and
also to the tribal people living in forest areas, If jt
is seen that the tribal people are living in that areas,
then Government should immediately take measures
to settle them. Now in respect of protection of tribal
telts and blxcks. It is also seen that land within
the tribal belts and blocks is being given to settle
non-tribals. Government officials also giving encourage-
ment to illegal encroachment and the tribal people
has been forced to sale their little plot of land, By
this or that way the tribal people are evicted and
somewhere so  that thev  become minority,
Particularly, the Revenue Minister should look into
this aspect. Lastly Sir, about Bodo people living in
Karbi Anglong I would like to say that they are the

indegineous people having been living there for more
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than 50-60 years, so there is no question of leaving
our land but now these already settled people (over
20,00,000 people) are treated as encroachers’ they are
not given right of settlements in this autonomous
district within the jurisiction of the State Government.
They cannot think of leaving this area now in any
way. They are part and parcel of the Karbi Anglong
with our Xarbi brothers. Government shouid
think for their settlement, 1 had a discussion
with Karbi leaders also in this regard, We zre
treated to be scheduled tribe community but even
that in the State of Assam in Karbi Anglong District and
in ™.C. Hills District the Borlo people have been denied
their facilities of the scheduled tribes, We had also
discussions with the Government and we are also trying
to draw the attention of the Centre, so that Bedo people
be recognised as scheduled tribes in Karbi Anglosg.

We also urge upon the Centre to amend the
Constitution for giving Bedo people their recognised
status as the ST (P) and they should be given recognition
as ST (Hills) in Karbi Anglong and MN.C. Hills Districts
and they should be given the facility what the hills
tribals are given there, Demand for removal of discrimi-
nation between the Plains Tribals and Hills tribals can
be met up and I think once a time will come when W€
will arrive at a decision as to how we can accommodate
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Bodo people in Karbi Anglong and N.C. Hills Districts
and also other tribals areas in the State, Sir, with this sugges-
tion, may I request to the Government of Assam through
the Hon’ble Revenue Minister to lonk into the matter
and take measures so that innocent, backward and unso-
phisticated Bodo and other tribal people can be p-rotected.
Let them grow and develop and let them stand, Things
can not be achieved by mere words and by the policy
wihich Government always speaks but it acts otherwise I
think that if the Government Continues this process I am
sure, Government will miss the cooperation of the Bodo
peoplé and loose confidence of thise people only because of
Bodo discriminations and exploitations Committed by subse-
quent Government against these people.  These peaple
have been given to think that they do not have the right
to live in Assam, They can not expect any good things
under any Government in Assam and this is why, we
demanded a separate State of Bodoland.  Fgr meeting
this demand, they should have to come forward to the
extend of their  grievances. This is (he responsi-
bility of the Government and at the same time, should
utilise their intellects to undestand what is going on there
and what wrong they have committed and should be
stopped and process of reconcillation can be brought for
the interest of the state. With these few words, T support
my cut motion and desire remedial measure to be taken by

o
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the Government particularly by the Minister concerned
so that we will not be denied our recognition and
Governmznt wrongfully and foolishly would not take
the policy of encroaching upon the lands of tribal
people and they can not be reduced to minority,
otherwise it will be counterproductive. Sir, this is
my appeal that every intellegent people who always
thank for the people of Assam, should change their

attitude and approach and they should develop a
new horison of thought which will be congenial for

all and pragmatic approach to the probiems of different
tribal groups of people. If Bodos die no commuring
of indegenous origin of Assam will not survive,
