One Anti-Erosion Scheme with the nomenclature. A/E
measures at Chunpura Bazar area along right bank of river
Lohit (construction of boulder revetment ) under Sadiya Civil
Sub-Division with an estimated amount- of Rs.45T 42, 2¢G-00
was taken up in the year 1988-89 to arrest the erosion
at Chunpura Bazar area. _

The salient features of the Estimate are as follows:

metres at 15 metres interval. — 835 Metres.
3. Total strips EER LN
4. Thickness of Revetment — 045 Metres

6. Apren length 12 Metres 2nd thickness — 090 Meties

" The above mentioned scheme was completed in the year
1991 and the expenditure incurred upto the month of January
1992 is Rs. 33.58 lakhs. The outstanding liabilities to the
contractors to the tune of Rs, 12,00,000.00 ( twelve lakkhs)
are yet to be cleared for want of fund.
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Considering the erosion at the downstream of the above
reach, another scheme with the nomenclature “Extension of
A/E measures at Chunpura Bazar area along the right bank
of river Lohit under Sadiya Civil Sub-Division (construction
of boulder revetment) for an amount of Rs. 58.96 lakhs was
placed in the 18th meeting of T-A.C held from 7 to 9
and 28 to 30th October, 1991 and the scheme was recom-
mended and subsequently approved in 1lth meeting of
Assam State Brahmaputra Valley Flood Control Board held
on 10.2,92.
