Government. What amrount is fiixed for the - development of
plains tribal Education could pot properly ‘looked after
by DPI. I sometimes met Education Minister and apprised
him the need for separate Director for plain tribal RBduca-
tion so that they can give projer attention exclusively for
the Educational development of tribal people. Tt is necessary
and it must be created for being Educationally developed
and to remove Educational problem with exclusive attention
a seperate Director: te for plains tribal Education with separate
budget power need be created.

In revenue, I want to draw the attention of the Govern-
ment that there has been an item of maintenance of land
records [t is the matter of discussion that there are cer-
tain Belts and Blocks under the tribal dominated areas.
The land under these Belts and Blocks should be protected
for the tribal people. Under Assam Land Revenue Regu-
lation Act 1886 in Chapter 10 not a single plot of lands
of tribal people has been protected till today., The Govern-
ment has been allowing laads of Belts and Blocks to the
non-tribals illegally. And the tribal people living in Forest
areas have been evicted mercilessly without any Government
protection, Thesé people bave been evicted at any time.
So in this respect the Government should give proper re-
cording how mach lands of B2lts and Biocks have been
encroached illegally by non-eligible nop-tribals. So that
tribal peoples can get back their lands ard start their
lives as others.
