And WHEREAS the Karb1 Anglong D1str1ct Councﬂ and North
Cachar Hills Dlstnct Councli in a joint meeting held at Diphu on 15. 11.77
suggested the rev151on of the terms and conditions of the entrusted func-
tions ;

" And WHEREAS a cominittee was set up by the Stated Govt ‘wherein
the representatives of the District Councils were also present to examine
the suggestion made in the joint meeting as mentioned above ;

No havirg considered the suggestions made in the joint meeting
and the recommendatlon given by the aforesaid committee set up by the
Govt. hereby revise the terms and conditions as described below :- . .

@@ It shall be the duty of the D1str1ct council to ensure that monthly ’
accounts ‘with supporting vouchers are submitted to the Accountant Gen-
eral regularly

(i) The State Govt. will pay to the District councils as administra-
tive charge a fixed amount for meeting the expenditure incurred by the Dis-
rsict councils for 1mp1ementatlon of the entrusted functions. The exact quan-

(um will be fixed by the State Govt. separately for each of the District coun-
cil on the basis of actu~! expenditute incurred by the two District councils
for the past years nn a ycar-wise basis on administering the entrusted func
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tions. Further the District Council shall not create new posts, emoluments
of which are liable to be met out of the administrative charges to be paid by
Govt. without prior approval of Govt.

The procedure for making such payment shall be determined by
Government.

(b) It shall be the responsibility of the District Council to see that
the existing rules and instructions Governing implementation of the schemes
are followed strictly and are not deviated from without prior approval of the
State Government.

(c) The District Council shall not be competent to transfer funds
sanctioned under one major head of development for scheme under another
major head of development without prior concurrence of the State Govt. as
this would require formal approval of the Legislature. They shall, however
, be fully competent to sanction re-appropriation for one scheme to another
within the same major head. They shall also have ful] powers for issue of
financial sanctions, administrative approval, etc. in respect: of the schemes
transferred to them subject to availability of budget provision. In the matter
of scrutiny and acceptance of terders, etc. on a technical nature which are at
present submitted by the District level officers to their superior officers for
decision, the present procedures and rules prescribed in the Departmental
Manual will continue to be followed. In the matter of allotment or work or
acceptance of terders of any nature at the District level, the existing instruc-
tions of the State Govt. regarding preference to local industries, local peo-
ple etc. will be followed till the District Council frame their own in this
regard.

(d) The District Council shall be fully responsible to the State Leg-
islature in all matters relating to the funds transferred to them and for this
purpose the Principal Secretary and the other secretaries to the Executive
Committee should be made available for examination by the public Ac-
counts Committee and other Committees of the Legislature, The District
Council shall appoint a Principal Secretary and not less than three Secrataries
to the Executive Committee.
