ANNOUNCEMENT FROM THE CHAIR

Mr. Speaker : Under Rule 230 of the Rules of Pro-
cedure and Conduct of Business in Assam Legislative Assem-
bly, I called a meeting of the Business Advisory Committee
_in my office chamber at Dispur at 5.00 p. m- on 6th April,
1993.

The Committee discussed the position of deferred oral
and written questions listed for 5th April, 1993 to be replied

by the Chief Minister on 7th April, 1993.

| The Committee has unanimously decided that these
deferred oral questions will be put first on 7th April, 1993
for reply by the Chief Minister. The Committee decided
that each questioner will get 3 supplementaries for his / her
oral questions to be replied by the Chief Minister. No
other members will be allowed to put any supplementaries
on those questions. Rest of the oral questions listed for
7th April, 1993 will be taken up serially subject to availa-
bility of time in the question hour.

Since the Bodoland Autonomous Council Bill, 1993
requires detailed discussion, the Committee has unanimously
decided that the House will sit in two shifts from 9.00 a. m.
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to'l. 30 p m. and from 3 00 p. m to 8.00 p. m. with half-
an-bour tea break from 5.30196. 00 p. m. on 8. 4. 93. The
Committee has also decided that since the Bodoland Auto-
nomous Council Bill. 1993 will require much of the time
for discussion, no other business except questions and Zero
Hour matters will be taken up on 8. 4. 93. In the matter
of Zero Hour Notices also, only the members who raise
the Zero Hour matters will raise the matter very briefly
and concerned Minister will make ‘a statement in reply to the

points raised. No other members will be allowed to take part
in the Zero Hour matters except the mover (s ) on 8. 4. 93,
‘The Committee has further decided that the Business,

such. as, laying of Reéports, Rules etc., if any, presentation
of Report of various legislature Committees, if any, shall be
listed on 7. 4. 93 instead of 8. 4. 93.
