Shri Promede Gogoi (Minister, Flood Control) : Originally there were
two schemes taken up by the Department. Protection of Silchar town from
erosion of river Barak on its L.B. at Maduramukh area at an estimated
cost of Rs. 42.16 lakhs and protection of Silchar town from erosion of river
Barak on its L.B. at Krishnanagar area at an estimated cost of Rs.24.44
lakhs were formulated and recommended by the T.A.C. ‘on its 23rd meeting
held on 23.11.92. But due to acute paucity of funds since 1992 the scheme
could not be taken up during that period. Subsequently, it was noticed that
the rate of erosion had been retarded The river configuration has now
changed and as such the previous proposal needs to be reviewed. Therefore,
the schemes will be reviewed and the schemes W1ll be place in the next
T.A.C. meeting.
