Sir, relating to the submission of
notice, here the Hon'ble Minister signed it on 3.11.99.
We have submitted the notice of Censure Motion on
1.11.99. but he signed the notice of Privilege on
3.11.99. There is a rule in Parliamentary Practice &
Procedure by M.N. Kaul & S.L. Shakdher. It says
clearly that "A question of Privilege should thus be
raised by a Member at the earliest opportunity and
should require the interposition of the House. Even a
delay of one day might prove fatal to the notice of
Privilege provided' the specific matter shought to be
raised was of urgent importance at a particular time."
So, Sir, the Privilege Motion should have come on
2.11.99. Hence the Motion should be not aside. We
have never mentioned against the Hon'ble Minister,
specifically against Shri Nagen Sarma. Here it clearly
mentioned against the PWD. We have never mentioned
the name of Shri Nagen Sarma that he involved in
corruption. At page 64 of 'Parliamentary Practice &
Procedure' by M.N. Kaul and S.L. Shakdher, it clearly
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- says that "Censure Motion moved against the Council

of Ministers or an individual Minister or a group of
Ministers for their failure to act or not to act for
their policy and may express regret, infignation or
surprise of the House at the failure of the Minister or
Ministers. The Motion should be specific and self-
explanator so as to record the reasons for the
consure, praciously and briefly. The speakers decision
whether the Motion is in order or not for any reason
is final." Another point also is clearly written as .to
whether the Motion is right. Sir, the Motion of Breach
of Privilege brought against us is totally out of order.
As the Censure Motion is in order, no Motion, i.e.,
no breach of Privilege can be moved against the
Censure Motion. I think, Sir, it should not be a
precedent so that in future also we may not face a
breach of Privilege for raising a matter of public
importance and under Rule 54(3) of the Rule of
Procedure and Conduct of Business in Assam
Legislative Assembly it clearly states that "Not more
than one such matter shall be raised at the same
sitting.” So- raising any other matter within a short
time, we should not be put in hurdle. In future this
should not be a precedent against what constitutional
rights are provided to us and no other matter should
be raised to obstruct us in future also. If any
precedent is made in this August House, by raising a
matter like breach of Privilege, it will definitely go
against the established rules and procedure.

Shri Chandra Mohon Patowary (Minister,
Agriculture): Mr. Speaker, Sir, I beg to submit that
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this is a parliamentary Privilege and procedure that
any Member can raise any matter of public
importance in the House. Accordingly a breach of
privilege is brought against the Censure Motion
‘brought by Mr.. D. Konwar, Dr. Ardhendu Kumar Dey
- and others. Under Rule 158-159 of the Rules of
Procedure and Conduct of Business in Assam
Legislative Assembly, it states under what
circumstance one Member or a Minister can move/
bring a breach of Privilege. It is clearly written under
Rule 159 that "A Member wishing to make a
complaint of a breach of Privilege shall given notice in
~ writing to the Secretary at least an hour before the
commencement of the sitting on the day on which it

is proposed to be made." According to Rule 158-159,
every Member has the right to raise any matter/

Motion. This will be a bad precedent, Sir, if you do
. not allow to raise the breach of Privilege brought
against the movers of the Censure Motion.

Dr. Dey has mentioned about Rule 301, Rule 59
etc. etc. ' "

Sir, I would like to submit before you that to
draw cell attention under Rule 301 or 50 or 51
whatever is it is something different then the one
Censure Motion. So, Censure Motion when it is
moved by a member or a group of members, it must
be specific. My point is that Congress being a very
old party of 117 years old and the way they moved
the censure motion is not perfect. Sir, one thing.
When you were talking, I was silent. When I am

>
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talking, you should keep silent. My point is that one
word is used in the censure motion is about
"Corruption". Corruption is not against Shri Nagen
Sarma,; corruption is against the PWD. Suppose there
are 100 number of engineer in PWD. So, according to
Dr. Dey, if 98% are corrupt 2 engineers are not, then
why he has mentioned about the whole department.
My point is that corruption, if there is any, must be
specific- and have some documents, so that the
Minister is convinced that there is corruption.

You must furnish your documents. Let me finish.

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Criteria for allocation of fund under different
programmes of Rural Development.

The Govt. of India has restructured the pro-
gramrnes of Rural Development w.e.f 1.4.99. As per
the funding pattern, the expenditure of all the pro-
‘grammes is to be borne by the Central and State
‘Govt. on the ratio of 75:25 basis. The following are
the programmes now sponsored by the Govt. of In-
dia and being.implemented by the State Govt. The
criteria for allocation is also given herewith.

1. SGSY )

The Govt. of India has introduced a néw pro-
gramme called “"Swarnjayanti Gram Swarozgar
Yojana" w.e.f. 1.4.99. Consequently, the erstwhile
programmes of IRDP, TRYSEM, DWCRA, SITRA, GKY
and MWS are no longer in operatlon w.e.f. 31st
March '99.

The central allocation earmarked for the States

is distributed in relation to incidence of poverty.

Devolution of funds to the district is to be made by
the Govt. of India. The devolution of fund from dis-
trict to the block is to be decided by the Governing
Body of the DRDA based on the level of poverty
and other local factors.

2. Jawahar Gram Samridhi Yojana (Earswhile JRY)-
The Central assistance is allocated on the basis

¥
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of proportion of rural poor in a state to the total
rural poor in the country. At the district level, the
allocation of the funds is to be made on the index
of backwardness formulated on the basis of equal
weightage to the proportion of rural SC/ST popula-
tion in a district to total SC/ST population the state
and inverse of per capita production of the agricul-
tural workers in the district.

From district, the entire funds allocated to each
district is to be distributed to the Village
Panchayats. The G.P. wise allocation is to be made
on the basis of population of each Village
Panchayat. (The G.P. having population of less than
1000 to be treated as 1000). 60% of the resources
earmarked for Village Panchayats will be distributed
on the basis of adjusted SC/ST population and 40%
on the basis of adjusted total population including
SC/ST.

3. 1IAY

Central assistance is allocated to the State on
the basis of proprotion of rural poor in a state to
the total poor in the country. The proportion of ru-
ral SC/ST population in a district to the total rural
SC/ST. population in the state is the criteria of inter
district allocation under the IAY

However, for 1999-2000, the allocation under
IAY has been made on the Basis of poverty ratio
and housing shortage on the ratio of 50:50 basis.
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4. EAS

The allocation under EAS is made on the basis
of population and backwardness. The Demand Driven
nature of the programme has also been changed by
the Govt. of India from 1999-2000. The earlier pro-
cedure of allocating fund on the. basis of category of
block like 'A' 'B' 'C' has since been modified. The

amount is now released on lumpsum basis to the
district concerned.. .
