- Secondly, air, regarding ex-tea garden workers: The numbers

of ex-tea garden workers are increasing day by day. These ex-
tea garden workers came from Bihar, Uttar Pradesh, Orissa
etc or some other parts of the country and there is no possibility
for their going back to their original place for which reason
they are surplus. It is a very serious problem which Government
will have to face very soon. Now in this context what I mean
to say, that the tea garden ceiling surplus land has been acquired
by the Govt. There are many surplus lands in many places

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particularly in my own Karimganj Dist. which are being
distributed among the people coming from outside who do not -
belong to ex-tea garden communities. The problem is that the
people belonging to the ex-tea garden community do not any
land of their own. It will a great justice if the ceiling surplus
land acquired by the Govt. is distributed among the people
belonging to the ex-tea garden community. Ceiling surplus land
to the tea garden or the land which was taken by the Government
or the tea garden owned that land should be distributed amongst -
the tea garden workers. They should get first preference. Then
Sir, so far as we know there are many schemes sanctioned
by the Govt. of India as well as by the Govt. of Assam for
the benefit of Scheduled Castes/Scheduled Tribes people. Now
the funniest part of the thing is that the SC people and ST
people they are not aware of the schemes and the benefits which
are ready for them, they simply do not know as to how many
schemes are for their benefit. Someother agents are deriving
the benefits and the SC and ST people are being deprived.
In this context, my suggestion will be, let there be a very good
consorted awareness campaign amongst the SC/ST people in
those areas so that they could come to know what schemes
are granted by the Govt. what are the schemes available for
their benefit, they should know it for their knowledge. There
should be a thorough publicity, thorough awareness campaign,
agent should not be allowed and it should be conducted by
the Govt. machinery in those areas where the SC/ST people
reside, it should be done if we wanmt to-deliver good to the

society. I think there should be a monitoring cell consisting

of dedicated persons, consisting of the local MLAs and NGOs
who will examine that the schemes are being implemented
properly or not. Sir, it is very unfortunate, very sad that the
schemes not only of SC/ST, many schemes which are granted
by the Government are not reaching to the hands of the people.
I would like to say that there should be a powerful monitoring
cell must be created consisting of MLAs, NGOs and other
dedicated persons or organisations who will report to the Govt.
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whether the schemes are being implemented or not, if we do
not go for monitoring, the schemes will be meaningless. So
my earnest request to the Hon'ble Minister that something has
to be done in this matter os that the SC/ST people can understand
that some measures are being taken for them and they should
realise that they are getting benefits they are receiving the
benefits. These are the basic points which I want to put before
the House. I do not like to repeat the points already discussed
by the Hon'ble Members. These are the points which needs
serious attention otherwise the society will not forgive us. As
we are sitting in the House we will have to give reply to the
people and that day is not far, we will have to pay highly
for the misdeeds we are doing in the name of development,
we are spoiling everything, the benefits are being eaten up by
the agents. If we want to take the democracy successful in
the country then without further delay we must be up and doing,.

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the area where fund is available and other Déptts. are not getting
such advantage. But here’the money is ‘not utilised properly
for development of the rural areas. This is why' Late Rajib
Gandhi lam ented that out of rupee one only 15 paise reach

" the rural area and 85 paise are wasted. Still T do not get any

change at all. ‘When the Govt. changed, thé P.D. who occupied
that chair in the Cachar at that time, was ariested along with
other officers and they have been kept under arrest for more
than a month for misappropriating fund. So this thing happens
again, we expected the things to be happened in right direction.
But now Sir, things have not changed as it was desired. We
undertake schemes for development of the areas, but most of
the ofﬁcers are only interested in earth work, etc. and earth
work is done on the road without proper care and assessment
as as a result, it goes wastage And for thls I cannot alone

: blame the officers. =

It was extremely well and good as the previous Govt had
made all the local MLAs the chairmen of the local development
committees and we expected that this system will be continued,
but now no Block Dev. Committees have been constituted under
the Chairmanship of local MLAs and the regional Committees
were constituted being the Commissioner as Chairman, who
is: genera]ly not present.in the meeting in time. We have
suggested that the DC should be made the Vice-Chairman of

o the Committee, who in absence of the Chamnan can chair

the meeting.

- I'suggest that the Deputy Commissioners should be made
the Viee Chairman of the Vigilence Committee so that in absence

‘of Commissioner, he can conduct the meeting. I raised this

question ‘in the Assembly also. I do not know whether any
instructions have been issued from the Govt. for appointment
of Deputy Commissioner as Vice-Chairman of the Vigilence
Committee. If there is some sorts of vigilence over the activities
of DRDAs for monitoring of the works, then definitely it would
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have been changed but till today these things are not done.

-1 raised the matter previously that all the contractors of the

urban areas generally used to get the works and they used to
execute the works under DRDA. Till today, the situation has
not been changed. As part the guidelines the local unemployed
youths are to be utilised for these sorts of works but very often
we find the persons belonging to the ruling party are getting
maximum works, whether they are from the urban area or
from the rural areas. So, I expect that our Hon'ble Minister
will definitely look into this problem seriously and we would
like to see that the actual beneficiaries get the benefits of the
schemes under DRDA. We have seen in the CAG's report that
there is an adverse comments that CI sheets were purchased
from the private parties ignoring the standing guidelines of the
Govt. So I would request our Hon'ble Minister to examine this
matter and definitely he will issue an instruction so that such
things do not recur in future. We know Sir, on many occasions
we have been deprived of the Central Share IRDP, EAS IAY

- schemes and many other schemes are there for which the Central

Govt. is providing fund but we are not getting the matching
grants even. We know that very often we have been failing
to take up this matter with the Govt of India and as a result
we are losing crores of rupees. We know the other States are
getting shares of the Central Govt., not to speak of first share
even they have received the second and third share under EAS
but we are getting only one share. This is a policy matter to
be considered seriously and I believe our Hon'ble Minister will
also definitely look into this.
