(a) In respect of Inter-State Border by the concerned Sub-Divi-
sional Planning and Development Council is Plains Districts and
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in Hills Districts the Border Areas Department accord sanction
of the schemes as per proposal of the concerned Deputy Com-
missioners.

In Indo-Bangladesh Border Areas by the State Level
Screening Committee under the Chairmanship of Chief Secre-
tary as per guidelines of Govt. of India as per proposal from the
Director, Border Areas, Assam collects the schemes from the con-
cerned Deputy Commissioners, Public representatives and the
concerned Development Department of the respective Districts.
(b) The schemes under Inter-State Border Areas area designer to
extend benefit to the residents of Border Areas to have minimum
basic amenities including infrastructure facilities as supplemen-
tary schemes which are otherwise not covered by the usual
schemes of various Development Department. :

As per guidelines of the Govt. of India, the schemes under
Border Areas Development Programme (Special Central Assist-
ance) in Indo-Bangladesh Border Areas are designed to take care
of the problems typical to the Border Areas are only taken up
under the Programme, keeping in view the factors such as re-
moteness, inaccessibility, perception of threat from across the
border, problems lime smuggling, infiltration, subversion etc. and
inedequacies relating to provision of essential needs.
