acted the Constitution 72nd and 73rd Amendment Act
what has been done thereby, the old concept of village
economy, the old concept of resolving the disparities at
the grass-root level to the effective system through
Anchalik Panchayat and Zila Parishad, has been again
given to the people. That is why, the decentralisation
in federalism has been accepted and it has been put
into practice in the rest of the States. But unfortu-
nately, in our own States, by the Govt. in power and
the Honourable Members who moved this motion, they
are putting pokes and they are creating impediments
against decentralisation. For example, now we want to
give power to the people and the Panchayati Raj sys-
tem is the only way to achieve the goal. But our
States Govt. is putting impediments against this de-
centralisation policy by not holding the Panchayat elec-
tions.

Sir, we have heard in this August House, com-
plaints lodged by some Honourable Members on behalf
of Karbi Anglong and N.C. Hills District Councils.
There a MOU was signed and we agreed. In order to
find our a decentralisation policy, Government should
involve 28 to 30 number of subjects to the District
Councisl. The other Honourable Member lodged com-
plaints in this House while making his speech that five
of the Subjects have not yet been transferred to the
Autonomous Councils. It appears that the States Govt.
is creating impediments by not holding Panchayat
Election in Assam.

Mr. Speaker, Sir, in giving effect to the provisions
of the Constitution 73rd Amendment, which is a part
of the Constitution today, amounts to violation of the
Constitution itself. The Government of India has every
executive power to question the State Government as
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to why action should not be taken against the Govt.
which goes violating the Constitutional Provision. It is
not, therefore, transferring more powers to the State
Government and giving only four subjects - Foreign Af-
fairs, Communications, Defence etc. to the States. So,
if they States are backward in the North Eastern Re-
gion, it is not because of not having enough power by
the Constitution, it is because of the fact that the
State Govt. is either not functioning properly. Now
what we have seen that the present years budget is
old and a budget of disappointment of the Govern-
ment, this budget is of entire unhappiness. Not only
that, Mr. Speaker Sir, this budget repeats the coffin of
corps of the State Annual Plan. Sir, I want to sustain
my point because this budget gives a deficit of 1517
crores. But here we have to add another 500 crores as
in the month of October/November, you will find that
there is no money and by the end of year, it goes to
2000 crores. So, this is not a proper budget. So the
budget ought to have been 2017 crores rather than
1517 crores. Mr. Speaker, Sir, last year budget of the
Govt. was also not a proper budget because the budg-
eted amount was 1650 crores and ultimately, we find
a huge deficit and consequently, the works suffered a
lot. Who is responsible for this. Is the Govt. responsi-
ble or anybody else Sir. As a legislatore, I do not S€€
any serious efforts were made while preparating the
budget and I do not see that there is sincere efforts
and endeavour in the matter of expansion of revenuec
on the basis of revenue sources. If you make a census
analysis of population of Assam, you will find that
poor people bear the brunt of taxation. Millions and
billions of people are under the poverty line. Whom to
be taxed and who are to be exempted? Is there any
analysis taken before preparing the budget? Certainly
not. Admittedly, it contains white paper of the Finance
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Department =of the:' Govt.o/Isolit''a ‘growth-oriented
budget? This budget of the Govt. of Assam-" is'lacking
the growth oriented document. The budget, is there-
fore, an anti-people budget.

Mr. Speaker,  Sir, "Honourable Member, Saikiaji,
has made reference to the budget of the Govt. of India
and Union Govt. while making his speech in this Au-
gust ‘House. I’can“appreciate his enthusism. He think,
he is serious and very alert and I compliment him for
his alertness. Instead of diagonising normal diarrhoea,
if you " prescribé ‘medicines - for intestinal diarrhoea,
what would happen- to 'the patient? So, Sir, there are
tendencies to break-away from the Union but this is
because of regional economic imbalance. Our States
has not made progress to the extent we expected dur-
ing the last forty years. Admittedly, our State has not
made any progress upto the expectation of the people.
But it also"an admitted fact that India 'is of course an
advanced: country. During the last five decades of inde-
pendence; India“is reckonable for its industrial and
economic ‘policy.’ True, millions and billions of popula-
tion are under poverty line in India. But this problem
is also. lying ' 'with other ' countries like South Africa,
Australia etc. We'/can solve our problem. India has
achieved certain progress. Everywhere there is decen-
tralisation of power. The population problem is also
there through out the world. But there is regional eco-
nomic imbalances’ too. This is one of the factors why
people advocate extremism ‘and ' terrorism. There is a
centifugal tendency to break-away from the centre
mainly because of regional economic imbalances.

Now there i1s a tendancy to break away from the
union only because of regional and economic imbal-
ances. I am sorry, I cannot bring myself to be at one
with that view. Let us analyse Punjab. There was ter-
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rorism ‘and extremism in’ Punjab. Even though, Punjab
is not a backward State. The per capita income Punjab
is ‘far higher than that of average per capita income of
India. The per capita income of Punjab is comparable
with that of per capita income of advanced countries
like' Scandenvia, Australia etc.” They have industries,
they have “agricultural ‘products, they have got every-
thing. 'Why ‘then have agricultural products, they have
got everything. Why then there was extremism in Pun-
jab. ‘It is “because of political aspirations which 'is a
factor need to be taken into account. I tell you Mr.
Chairman, that there is a country with population of
~only 48,000. This country lies in the mountaineous
regionl between Spain and France. They had their po-
litical aspirations. In 1993 a referendum was sought
by these 48,000 people for sovereignty. The name of
country is ‘Endora’. They have achieved their inde-
pendence, they have got sovereignty and they have got
all the paraphernalia of sovereignty. They are now the
185th Member of the United Nations. Although it is a
small country, it has got its-own currency, own flag,
own ~Government, own olympic team, own postal
stamps. This 'small country achieved sovereignty only
in 1993. So not for their political aspirations but for
the ' economic 'benefit, the people of Endora, and the
Govt. of Endora conglomerated for industrial prosper-
ity. They are ‘the part of the European Union. They
said, we want political independence and at the same
time we want global and European Union. It is only
cconomic backwardness that created political unrest,
that created a tendancy for breaking away from the
Centre for secession but there are other motives. A
modern society as we know, the world is called a glo-
bal village, within minutes information come and
within weeks materials are transported from one and
to the other end. There are very many conceptual per-
ceptions because of which extremism and terrorism
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grow. So it is not that if we are going to give more
power to a States, the States will be economically
prosperous. Now, my friend was talking about regional-
ism. The ruling party is a regional party which is in
power in the State. This regionalism were not there
earlier in Assam. Assam was one State. Out of Assam
born Meghalaya, out of Assam born Mizoram, out of
Assam born Nagaland. What happened after all these
things? NEFA was created as Arunachal Pradesh. So,
can the regionalism solve all the problems? As per Dr.
Ambedkar, only with democratic participation, the
State Government will have to solve the problem. Can
they fulfill their aspirations when centrifugal forces are
working behind. Now a tendency has grown and
centripital force are working today. They want to con-
glomerate in order to arrest power from the centre. We
have about 39 Members of Parliament both in Rajya
Sabha and Lok Sabha belonging to all parties. These
39 Members have formed a regional group. But why
this cooperation? Why this Centripetal forces are work-
ing? Why this tendancy? Why they want to combine
again? Sir, we have spent decades now, Meghalaya
was created, Nagaland was created, Mizoram was cre-
ated. What do we find? The autonomy to the States
cannot solve the problem. The basic problem is infra-
structure, which has made hindrance to the prosperity
of the people. There are again problem of lak of coop-
eration between them. But what we find that they
want to bargain forcefully with Govt. of India. It is
worth-while. I appreciate this idea of our MPs because
the Central Government has to divide things in be-
tween 25 states. So, we will have to be conherent in
our approach and be purposeful while in arguement
with Govt. of India. When the Kashmir issue was
raised in the Security Council, India was represented
by. the great leader Late Krishna Menon. I was a stu-
dent at that time. The Chairman of the Foreign Affairs

Senate Committee was Dalit Singh. He later on become
the Chairman of the America's most powerful Senate
Foreign Affairs Committee. Why the Kashmir issue was
not understood by the Americans and why you could
not get the support of the Americal people even though
our representative Late Krishna Menon spent 7 to 8
hours in delivering his speech. He gave marathon
speech over Kashmir issue and all these things. I still
remember him in telling me Mr. Konwar Kashmir is-
sue has not been explained and told to the Americal
citizens in the language that they understand. It must
be spoken, it must be told to the Americal people,
western people in the language they understand. You
just cannot bull-dozed them and get the point cleared
and they get the support in the United Nations. So,
there are so many things in the federal system. Now
many people are votary of abolition of Article-356.
Atleast Mr. Chairman Sir, | am totally against the abo-
lition of Article-356. What is the democratically to run
a Govt. in a State for 4/5 years. If that Govt. fails to
pefrom its fundamental duties or fails in protecting the
lives and properties of people, that Govt. should not be
allowed to complete the full term of five years. With
this concept and inter-protation of Article-356, if a
Govt. is allowed to continue, India will be ruined and
break away into pieces. So in order to keep India pow-
erful, one country, one economy, Article-356 must be
kept in the Constitution. This fact was very much
known to the framers of Indian Constitution and that
is why they kept it in the Constitution as Article-356.
I may be agreeable that some modifications may be
suggested and some guidelines may be added but total
abolition of Article-356 is not a reasonable proposition
if India is to continue as a federal State.

Shri Devanand Konwar : If we want India to continue
as a federal State and if we want our State to be
proper within the overall federal structure we have to
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be coherent -and 'be ' purposeful -in ourwork.  The
makers: of the ‘Constitution had visualised all the pros
and” cons’ of the  federal 'structure and accordingly
framed 'the ~ Constitution.”  While'" framing  the
Constitution, it was kept in view that emergent
situation may arise when the Centre has to interfere in
the state of affairs; in a State and that is  why
necessary . provisions have . been  provided . in - the
Constitution :for . interference,-by.the. Centre if: there is
miscarriage ‘of Govt:; if there:dis failure:of democracy, if
the State ' is not. run 'according to rule of law and life
and property of the people are threatened with danger
and*™ it therét s breaking down of 'law and order
SItuatmn in a State then the ,questlon of “exercising
extra- const1tut10na1 authcjri'ty arises and the Centre at
that point of time has to intervene under the provision
of.356. of . the COI’lStltthlOI‘l If we want to get rid of this
provision in- the:Constitution, they  will not be too far
when India will break up. [

Sir, we all know the ecbnOmy of the State of
Assam is.in. a. ,very bad state We  also know. our
Deptts. are not funct1on1ng at all, and have come to, a
stand-still, I do not want to go into.all the details: at
this moment. We have already- talked about and heard
from rmany 'Hon’ble Members .invithe "House “as to' how
PHE, Revenue, Irrigatiofi, are furctioning.‘Apart from
Govt. Deptts. ‘there' are large number of Pubhc Sector
Undertakings ' which ' are ot~ functioning = well and
incurring heavy financial losses. These,PSUs could, not
be put on rail to function more profltably because of
political interferance and for vested interests. In the
time 'of independence, Late Pandit Jawaharlal Nehru
was the Primie Minister of India and it was in his time
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the. first Planning Commission of India was constituted
for the overall economic development of the country.
The first Chairman of the Planning Commission was
the Prime Minister himself. Though the Prime Minister
becomes the official head successively practically who
is performing the working of the Planning Commission,
who is the main executive, who runs it? He is the
Deputy Chairman of the Planning Commission of India,
who is all powerful. We talk of democracy, but has
any Member in the State Legislatures or in Parliament
raised his voice about the functioning of the Planning
Commission? No, I have not come across anybody.
Only the other day, Hon’ble Member, Shri Holiram
Terang, who, I find him, for the first time is raising
very very important question about the functioning of
the Deputy Chairman of the Planning Commission. Is
he accountable to the Legislatures or Parliament?
Though he is not accountable to Parliament or
Legislatures, he controls, processes all the matters of
the Planning Commission and allocates funds of the
Govt. of India. Some of the Govt. of India's funds come
as a resource assistance from very particular
institutions like World Bank, Asian Development Bank,
all those under the United Nations Organisation. Who
controls these funds? What is the logic of controlling
these funds by an official who is generally not
accountable nor answerable to Parliament or
Legislatures. He is absolutely scot-free because he is
not accountable to any Legislature or Parliament nor
answerable to people of India. He is not answerable to
anybody. But he controls the entire finance of the
Planning Commission in this biggest democracy of the
world. We must ponder over this, we must raise our
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voice in the matter of functioning of this all powerful
person, i.e., the Deputy Chairman of the Planning
Commission, who is not accountable to any Legislature
or Parliament or to the Cabinet or Rashtrapatiji, but
he controls the Planning Commission, and he controls
distributes and allocates the fund.

Chairman, Sir, | am now coming to speak about
Assam. We have the Brahmaputra river resource. Last
fifty years the Brahmaputra river, which has been
untapped, contains potentials or hydro-electric power
of 25000 M.W. and half of India will be taken care of
by it. If its potentials would have been tapped for
hydro-electric power, thermal power or gas-electric,
most of the power projects would have come to this
State and Meghalaya, Arunachal Pradesh, etc. of
North-Eastern States. If there is potential of natural
resources, if must be tapped, and must be utlised for
development of the States. Therefore, Sir, while making
plans, more fund should be allocated for this purpose
so that natural resources of the States can be properly
utlised. As there are abundant natural resources in
the North-Eastern States, we should have concerted
efforts for more allocation of funds for power projects.
Is this reasonable planning that Planning Commission
has planned for material resources of India? But who
controls it? It is human resource which controls. But
in the matter of planning of human resource, we have
not done anything. If anything is done, it is because of
adhocism, entrepreneurial personality. But the
Planning Commission has the sole responsibility. But
the Planning Commission has the sole responsibility
for human resource development, entrusted by the
Govt. of India, as it is responsible for economic

&
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development of India for common good of the people
under the Directive Principles of State Policy of India.
Instead of human resource development, they have
taken to material resources. Unless human resource
development 1s taken, material resource is only
wastage.

I am sorry to say that regional tendency is
growing day by day in the North-east in general,
particularly in our State. We have to work for broad
regionalism covering whole of North-Eastern region.
This is in some respect good.

We have got regionalism and as I said what to
talk of regionalism. States autonomy cannot satisfy the
North Eastern States. Party has been changed, Govt.
has been changed as you have read on this morning's
paper Arunachal Congress was there but now they are
coming with the Congress the national mainstream. In
Assam what is happening and let us talk of Tamil
Nadu, now the AIDMK is ruling and most of the
intelligent people of India are living in Tamil Nadu.
Tamil Nadu is the first State of India which started
regionalism. In Tamil Nadu either DMK or AIDMK
rules the States, there is no other party, no political
ideological have any road there. Regionalsim will lead
to sub-regionalism. I have no aducity to criticise or
condemn any regional party. [ believe regional
economic imbalance must be thrown ut at any costs.
We must avoid regionalism, bolt regionalism will lead
to sub-regionalism. We have seen that AGP wants
more power for the State, ASDC wants more autonomy
and at the third level of participation, my friend in the
TDP, my friends in the Rava Council what they want,
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they want more power, my friends in the Tiwa Council
wants more power, so regionalism will lead to sub-
regionalism. Sir Issac Newton and Professor Instine the
great scientists they produce nuclear bombs, nuclear
physics, after Instine what he produced automatic
physics, after automatic physics they produced sub
automatic physics they created particle physics. So the
regionalism will lead to sub regionalism and sub-
regionalism will lead to utter frustration. Every group
will ask for some form of autonomy and identity, so
this will become a never ending process. The best
thing we must see how to overcome the debt budget,
we must think of the positive avenues and we will
have to achieve the States economic growth. We will
have to manage the states prosperty and now simply
we pass a resolution, by going to the Govt. of India
and requesting them to keep these four subjects and
the rest you divide in the State, really I don't think my
friend who is the mover of the Resolution expects that
Assam's prosperity can be achieved by handing over of
the subject except the four he has mentioned here. In
the Indian Political system it is good enough, this is
working very well, only thing within the system we
must get out legitimate demands and after we get it
we must know how to use it in our State. If the Govt.
of India made some mistake why the Govt. of Assam
should make the same mistake. The Govt. of Assam
have got 48 numbers of public companies or public
corporation or Govt. undertakings. There was a time
when a group of fouryoung curb viz.,, Shri Mohan
Dharia, Chandrasekhar, Krishna Kant and another
one, they pressurised Panditji to bring out a model of
Soviet Union and invested in public entrepreneurs,
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what happened at a result atleast one lakh eightyfive
thousand crores of rupees were invested in the public
undertakings and majority of these undertakings are in
the red. Similarly in the State of Assam we have get
48 number of Public Undertakings, right from
Electricity Board down to the Spun Silk Mill Polytex. I
am sorry to say that the people who do not
understand - the intecracy of commerce business are
made the masters of these corporations, They should
have been told at the beginning that for these
Corporations you will have to make your profit, stand
on your own legs and achieve your expansion, plough
back part of the profit for expansion, modernisation
and Research and Development work to stand and face
the competition in the market. So out of these 48
Corporations, how many of them are making profit,
State Transport Corporation. Inland Water Transport
Corporation, Jute Mill, Paper Mill, better I should not
give catalogue, this is all meaningless [ have studied
many of them when I was the Chairman of a Public
Undertaking in the year 1983. I have studied 11
Electricity Board of India including Assam, Bengal,
Orissa, Tamil Nadu, Andhra Pradesh, Gujrat,
Maharashtra, Delhi and Rajasthan. Except Andhra
Pradesh Electricity Board all the other electricity
Boards were in the red. There is a provision in the
Electric Supply Act that every electricity Boards are to
make profit minimum 3%. In fact there is none except
Andhra Pradesh making profit and that too because
the author of the electricity Board Dr. Tatarao was
heading that Board. 1 studied several Public
Undertakings like Delhi Transport Corporation, Andhra
Pradesh  State Transport Corporation, Bombay
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Transport Corporation, they are making profit. If the
companies do not make profit where from they get
money to feed back and these companies should have
been withheld long long back. They should have been
given only 3 years time, within this 3 years you make
profit, stand on your own legs and face competition of
get out of business and India's two laksh crores of
rupees could have been saved. In Assam out of these
48 companies, I find the Spun Silk Mill of Jagiroad
was doing something good and the rest of the
Corporation were doing nothing. We are making losses
to the tune of rupees hundred crores and we blame
each other for our inefficiency, for our lack of
thoroughness, lack of vision.

Crores of rupees would have been saved and
Assam's 48 Corporations would have been put on the
rail. When I stared in 1984, I found there is only one
company viz., Spun Silk Mills of Jagiroad and what all
the Corporations are doing now. We have not been
able to train them, we have not been able to keep our
organisations on track. We are making losses to the
tune of Rs. 100 crores and we blame others for our
inefficiency, for our lake of variance, for our lake of
vision, for our lake of planning. There is nothing
wrong in the division of powers as per the constitution
under the 3 lists. State is supreme as per as list 2 is
concerned, Union is supreme as per as list 1 is
concerned. Union can not interfare within the State
list, State can not interfare with the Union list. We
must realise in the division of powers under who
Constitution. We must tell our cases very frankly, very
ligically. We must get our dues and once we get our
dues we must be very strict. I am not blaming this
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government. What is the report of the Accountant
General, what are the major findings? Mr. Chairman
sir, you have a copy. I would request you to look into
the findings. I am not blaming the AGP Govt. Such
findings may be there run by any other government in
the State. One has to be strict ‘and this type of dilly-
dwalling will not do when it is a question of the people
for whom we have accepted the mandate. There can
not be any question. I told him to do something but
he have not done. This type of exercise will not solve
the purpose in running the Government. One has to
be bold and clear and that is what we are following
not because we have got more powers for distribution
under the Constitution. Even if we ask the
Government of India that will not serve any purpose.
So, what we are doing now. We are privatising. How
privatisation has come, why disinvestment has come. I
do not any disinvestment is good or bad.
Disinvestment was necessiated in order to save
millions of crores of rupees that has gone down to the
drain. So, disinvestment policy has to be resorted to
under the policy of economic liberalisation. Why
disinvestment has to be resorted to under the policy of
economic liberalisation because we have salvage
system like the salvation army, we are to salvage
thousands of crores of rupees by disinvestment which"
we have already send to the drain by investing and
allowing those corporations to be run by unwordly
influence for decades. That is the position and that is
the picture at the centre, that is the picture in the
State. We have not been able to do anything here. Still
we are running this Government and giving levishly
budgetary support. Yesterday during the meeting of the
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DRSC on Works what we find that whatever amount is
allocated to any of the work departments like PWD,
Flood Control, PHE, etc., 85 to 90% contains wage bill
and salaries bill. If 90% of the budget goes for salary
then with the remaining 10% what development we
can do. Mr. Chairman, Sir, I have 12 incomplete
schemes of water supply in my constituency and I
believe that on average there are about half a dozen
incomplete schemes in each of the 126 constituencies
of the State. When people come to and ask me
enquiring when we can expect water. I say never at
all, never in my life, never when [ am gone. I analyse
or orginally the scheme was given for Rs. 20 lakhs.
Our Engineering Departments take to 10 years to
complete a scheme whereas it should have been
completed within 6 to 10 months. For example, a
scheme which was started in 1964 went on till 1970
or 1972 and by the time it reaches 1970 the orginal
estimate escalated several times, and by that time only
65% of the work is completed and for the rest 35%
from where they will get fund. If they get fund next
year i.e. in respect of another scheme because that
scheme is sanctioned. This 1s democracy. We are
maintaining our democracy. My Hon'ble friend has
brought this resolution because democracy is in
EPLTAtIoN.: | IN. i OUT u.country i« under . .the: :present
Constitution which I do not want to elaborate. It is the
basic structure, it is the division of power. So, we
must not be whimsical. We are keeping up democracy,
we are executing the scheme and this is the net
result. Mr. Chairman, Sir, what I find it is a dark
picture, it is a truthful picture and I am not
exéggerating it. These are the things we are to look
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backand to give a very close look and we will have to
change the direction, change the ethos of
administration and that is how we can develop our
State but with the instrument with which we play would
not solve any problem. Thank you very much, Sir.

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Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) for Lease of
Fertichem Limited.

WHEREAS the FERTICHEM LTD., a subisidiary com-
pany of Assam Industrial Development Corporation
Ltd. in corporated in 1974 under the Companies
Act, 1956 started manufacturering NPK Granulated
Mixed Fertilisers at its Granulation Plant located at
Bonda, near Guwahati, Dist, Kamrup Assam with a
installed capacity of 60,000 MT/Annum from the
year 1975.

WHEREAS owing to certain circumstances, the Granula-
tion Plant of Fertichem Ltd. hereinafter called as the
‘Granulation Plant’ did not run profitably and stopped
production from December, 1995.

WHEREAS in order to revive the Granulation Plant, the
Government of Assam decided to run it under Joint-Sec-
tor arrangement and asked Assam Industrial Develop-
ment Corporation Ltd. (AIDC LTD) vide its letter dated the
19th December, 1996 to invite offers for Joint-Sector par-
ticipation through issue of public notices.

WHEREAS the Government of Assam constituted a Com-
mittee for the finalisation of Joint-Sector Participation
headed by the Secretary, Industries, Assam vide its noti-
fication dated the 20th March 97 and 26th May '97.

WHEREAS a few parties initially showed interest in re-
starting the Granulation Plant, ultimately one namely
M/S BEAS FOUNDRIES PVT. LTD., Delhi, hereinafter

called as M/S BFPL had submitted a detailed proposal
for Joint-Sector participation.

WHEREAS the Committee after detailed delibetations
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recommended; amongst others, that the Granulation
Plant should intially be given on lease till ‘such time
when the modalities for squaring up the liabilities of
the Granulation Plant are finalised and asked M/S
BFPL accordingly to submit a proposal for lease.
WHEREAS M/S BFPL reasponded with their offer of
lease vide its letter deted 24-04-97 and 12-08-97, the
Committee in its meeting held on the 16th September,
1997 recommended their offer with some changes in
the terms & conditions and submitted the same to the
Govt. of Assam for taking necessaray action.

WHEREAS the Govt. of Assam requested AIDC Ltd. vide
its letter dtd. the 7thJanuary'98 to follow-up with M/S
BFPL and authorised the Committee to initialte the for-
malities for leasing out Fertichem Limited to M/S BFPL.

WHEREAS the Govt. of Assam vide its letter dated the
18th November'98 communicated its approval of the final
draft of MOU to be executed as given below :

THIS MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING signed
to-day the 1st day of March, 1999 BETWEEN M/S
BFPL, with Registered Office at Delhij of the one part
(hereinafter to be called the First Party AND
FERTICHEM LTD. with Registered Office at Guwahati
AND ASSAM INDUSTRIAL DEVELOPMENT CORPORA-
TION LTD., R.G. BARUAH ROAD, GUWAHATI, on the
other part (hereinafter to becalled the second part) in
presence of Secretary to the Govt. of Assam, Indus-
tries Department.

That the State Govt. shall render possible assistance
to the First Party in obtaining working capital loan
from FIs/Banks. However, for such assistance, no
Govt. guarantee shall be made available.

cases, deposits, creditors, arrear provident fund,
arrear, salary, overtime dues, arrear of bonus, gratu-
ity, medical bills of staff/workers, suppliers and or
contractors claim, link insurance dues, and any out-
standing dues in the name of the Fertichem Ltd.
which might have already accrued or may accrue
with retrospective effect before the taking over of the
unit and its management by the First Party. And the

First Party shall only be liable for dues which may
accrue after the date of taking over of the unit and
management.

That the pending dues to A.S.E.B. to be cleared by
the Govt. and the Second Party will endeavour to
resume reconnection of power supply at the time of
taking possession of the unit by the First Party. The
power connection shall be transferred to the First
Party before handing over the unit and signing of the
Lease Agreement. However all the current liabilities
arising out of the operation of the Granulation Plant
during the Period of Lease including salary and
wages, A.S.E.B. bills, other taxes, other dues includ-
ing P.F., E.S.I. and other statutory dues etc. shall be
borne by the First Party.

As regards payment of statutory dues like P.F.,
E.S.I. etc. to the employees, the First Party shall
bear such expenses as and when applicable.

That the First Party shall be entitled to use the stock
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of raw materials, stores, consumables and the Fin-
ished goods lying in the dodown and stores of the
