teaching staff. Government is always trying to fill up
the = existing vacancies of Educational Training
Institution, but due to some departmental procedure
there needs some time for such works. For filling up
of the existing vacancies of B.Ed. College, a selection
list from APSC has been received and the matter is
under active consideration of the Government.
Meanwhile the concerning file has been sent to WPT &
BC Department . for' their views in respect of
financialisation of roster points. '
