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Shri BENOY KUMAR BASUMATARI s Mr, Dy, Sp=saker,

Sir, 1 shall refer very briefly to certain points
raised in the Governor’s address, The Gover-
nor in his address has first of all referred to
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the law and order situation, and in the

sentence it is said “It is the policy of the State
Government to deal with violence and com-
munal clashes with a firm hand”, But, Sir, I
do not see any sign of dealing with violence
and communal clashes with a firm hand, Ever-
yone has referred to the past 16 months when
the movement led by AASU and Gana Sangram
Parishad was going on. Onec of our Hon'ble
Members has said that Shri Habiram Boro and
Bihuram Boro were kiiled ca 26th November,
1979, and he has claimed that they ware their
workers, It is quite possible that these two
persons belonged to the C P I, But as tribals
we fesl that irrespective of their political
leaning they were tribals first and this move-
ment against foreigners started with the killing
of two tribals in the history of Assam and
that too when there was a tribal Chief Mini-
ster and when we approached the Governor
twice asking for a judicial enquiry he stated
that he would do something, but we have not
heard anything about any judicial enquiry,
Not only that, another tribal Shri Umesh Boro
of Tamulpur: was killed on 3rd October last
year and he was killed when curfew wasin
force al Tamulpur and that this killing was
led by none other than the Principal cf the
Higher Secondary School. This person on our
pressure was arrested but released and he conti-
pues to serve in the Education Department,
Are these instances of firm dealing with
violence ? Sir, thereafter during the last Repu-
blic Day Celebrations on 26th January, 1981
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inspite of the notification issued by the Govern-
ment that all Government servants must attend
the Republic Day Cclebrations, in my constitu-
ency 1itself when I approached the officers they
did not come out to attend the functicns,
About this I had submitted a written complaint
to the Home Minister tut nothing seems 1o have
been done, I still see that these officers are
defying the Govt, and are continuing in service
Are these signs of firmness in dealing with the
law and order situation ? We do not believe that

it is so, I wish to show to this house a written

complaint dated 18th December, 1980 about an
instance of Govsernment officials and business
circle cheating Government. On the night of 14th
December, 1980 about 4 truck loads of timber
were removed at night from the office co-
mpound of the Forest Beat Officer at Udalguri.
These 4 truck loads of timber ‘were seized
earlier ob that day because there was
illegal felling of trees, At night, with the
connivance and indirect help of the Police
the timber -merchants organised lifting of the
timber from the Forest Beat Office, it is alle-
eged that the Police asked the Beat Officer
not to come out, The timber merchants
brought elephants to lift the timber. In the
morning not a single piece of timber was
seen in the Forest Beat Office compound, The
public of Udalguri submitted numerous ¢o-
mplaints and this is a copy of ihe same
( demonstrated a copy ) But strapgely no action
has been taken so far, This is the way of
enforcing law, The enforcement of law i3 1n
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complete chaos, Is this an instance of dealing
with firm hands ? In paragraph 26 of the
Governor's address there is a reference to
welfare of weaker sections, We have seen that
all Governments take the tribals as a very
good issue to remain ‘n power and foo! the
foolish tribals, Here is an instance of how ~
Government departments try to demolish
tribal institutions, A Bodo medium school
at Tarabari is in existence for the last 10/12
years and one Lat mandal, Shri Kanthiram Nath
( who has taken leadership in the area ) appr-
oached the Deputy Commissionsr to give all-
otment order over the land where the Bodo
medium schoc! was standing, This Mandal was
successful in influencing the Deputy Commissi-
oner who issued orders for a report, The SDC
of the area, Shri Gobinda Medhi, had only
asked for a report form the Mandal about ths :
position of the place, "
