Shri Md. Umaruddin — I rise to speak in support of the motion
of thanks on the Governor’s address. Sir, the Governor’s .
address more or less deals with the same subjects as done
in the past. These are various matters of development, law

- and order and so on and so forth. But in coursé of th_é -
deliberations most of the Hon’ble Members have expressed
great anxiety in respect of the law and order situation with
particular reference to the foreign national issue and the ;
agitation arising therefrom. Now, sir they have pointed out - : {
how as a result of the agitation, the state has suffered ip
many directions. We have suffered economically, there have

. been losses of life and property, there has been rupture'of‘-;
the feelings among the people, harmonious relations. of
- different communities have been distrubed. So in sum, the
state has suffered grievously and passed through a difficult
‘period unparallelled in the history of Assam. Now, sir, I would
like t5> draw the attention to two other aspects of which there

have been no mention in the Governor’s address.

The Assam valley area could not send their representatives
to the Parliament. Now, sir this is a very big loss. As a
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result of the agitation the Assam valley area having ten

parliamentary seats, has not been able to send their represen-
tatives. I take it to be a very grivious loss to the political
right of a large section of the people of Assam. There-
fore, Sir, itis necessary to have the election although a year
has passed. We cannot allow further delay to take place.
We have no representatives in the Parliament, and this unhappy
situation cannot be allowed to continue further. It is, therefore,
necessary on the part of the Government to bring about con-
ditions and restore normalcy under which the
- may be held as early as possible.

The next importaat matter is that the . State is .going

to suffer in the matter of the census operation. Else-

where in India, the census operation has started and

preliminary forecast has already come out. As a matter
of fact, we are lagging behind. Now the census operation
is a very important statistical bperation. Normally, after
_ every decade,‘ a census is held within a particulaf period

of time. Therefore, sir everywhere the operation is going

on collecting important various data whereas we are

lagging in this vital respect. The operation involves house
mumbering, enumeration of population, enumeration of

temporary or floating population, then various other

socio-economic data., These are processed to present the
picture of country as a whole, and patticularly the
socio-economic cohdition of each of the State. But~ hére,

“Educational Development” the Governor has observed that
with the objective of ensuring universal primary education
all over the State, the norms of having one primary
school for a population of 200 or setting up of one
primary school within the radius of 15 Kkilometres has
been adopted. But, sir what is the position of Goalpara
district  During the last 30 years of independence what
has happened ? There has been great regional disparity
in the field of educational development and I quote
here the latest figures of literacy in the State. The lowest
rate of literacy is 21.98 per cent in the district of

" Goalpara and next higher is Darrang at 22.66 ; but all

other districts very between 28 % and 30 °/. with the exception
Sibsagar -district which tops the list at 36.6 /.. But may
I know whether in the matter of sanction and selection
of schools, the backwardness and populationcof a parti-
cular district were taken into consideration since education
is a very vital means of all round development of an area.
Sir, the Govt. is morally bound to give equal facilities if
not more, to this district which has remained educationally
backward over the last 30 years. In some parts of the
district of Goalpara have been so neglected that the level
of literacy varies between 10, to 127/.. Will the_ Education
Development please explore why this glaring disparity has
occurred in Goalpara district ? Now, sir there are 4000
L. P. Schools to be sanctioned to different districts

of the State. We wanted a special programme so as to

expedite the progress of primary education within the

shortest possible time and to see that this backward district
can catch up with the rest of the State within the shortest
period of time. Therefore; sir in the general education we
have suffered and the Govt. all thesc years have been callous
to our interest and thereby grave injustice has been done in
the matter of this vital form of social service by depriving
the district of its legitimate dues. Goalpara district remaing
also as one of the poorest districts in Assam. Its per capita

income is the lowest because for the last 15/20 years no

manner of development has taken place in this district,

No industrial development, no agricultural development and
no special programmes of any kind have been taken up to
improve the situation. The most flagrant omission hag
occurred in respect of the technical education. Here agaijp
I will point out extent of disparity, you will see in the case
of technical education of different categories. If we take
into account the medical and engineering colleges all the
institutions are located in three districts. Firstly the University,
then colleges and then intermedijate institutions — none are
situated in the district of Goalpara. There are 3 Universities
in Assam, one at Gauhati, one at Dibrugarh and the
Agricultural University at Jorhat. There are three Medical
Colleges, one is at Dibrugarh, one at Gauhati and one s
at Silchar. There are three Engineering Colleges — one is at
Gauhati, one at Jorhat and the Regional Engineering Colleges
at Silchar. These are the higher institutions but we in Goal-
Para too are small to elaim for any University or any
College. But I have every right to claim for other institutions
like the Polytechnic and I. T. I. What is the position there ¢ In
addition to have University, other districts get Polytechnics

(3)aswell L. T. Is,
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Cachar has one Medical College, one Regional Engineering
College. one Polytechnie and one ITI; Nowgong has got
oné Politechnic and one ITI, But Goalpara with a
population of 22 lakhs, next highest compared to ‘Kamrup,
has got no share in any of the facilities normally necessary
for development cf technical manpower. The result is that we

happen to be the poorest because our boys cannot have the
advantage of technical man power training. (Voices ¢ What abfout
Darraﬁg, what about North Lakhimpur). Darrang is equally
backward. Lakhimpur has nothing, ‘either an ITI or a
Polytechnic — clean of any technical _education. North Bank
is as if not a part of Assam, and why not this aspect
- was looked into, what is this planning ¢ This is gfaringy
disparity. If this state of affairs continues how one can
expect a harmonious society. Sir, I may say,cthat the only
institution in the North Bank is the Lunatic Assylum at
Tezpur euphamestcaly called the Mental ‘Hospital. That
is the place wherefrom comes our present Health Minister,
Sir, I will not prolong my speech because the Chief Mini-
ster is to reply hereafter. I would only like to say that
in the matter of allotment of institutions weightage must
be given to the case of Goalpara and highep allocationg
should be ma e and acrash progranme should ‘\be' taken
up so that the pace of literacy can- be accelerated. Sir, jf
it is not done it would be a great injustice done to the

district of Goalpara. It would not only be injustice, it would
be immoral. Sir, with these observations I conclude.
