Shri Chavan’s parliamentary career began in 1946 when

he was elected to Bombay Legislative Assembly. He seryed

Community Projects, efc. He became the Chief Minister

, of Bombay State in 1956 and Maharastra State in 1960-62.

Shri Chavan continued to hold the ministerial respon-
sibilities in the capacity of Finance Minister and Minister
of External Affairs. He became the Deputy Prime Mini-
ster-in-charge of Home Affairs in 1979. He was appointed
as Chairman, Eighth Finance Commission.

He was keenly interested in the advancement of edu-
cation and co-operation. He founded the District Co-0Ope-
rative Bank at Satara. He was closely connected with a
number of voluntary organisations. He was the founder of
‘Lok Kranty’, a weekly and ‘Prakash’ a daily paper-

Shri Chavan was an able administrator, a StatéSman
and a Veteran Congress Leader. He died on 25th Noy-
ember, 1984 at the age of 71 due to brief illness. We
deeply mourn his death and convey our heartfelt condo-
lences to the bereaved family.

I now request all Hon’ble Members to rise in their
seats to observe 2 minutes silence as a mark of respect
to the departed soul.
