these products is Assam is larger than other products,

In this connection, it may be mentioned that the

53¢ - monthly requirement of Amuidspray for the State is
about 250 MT' as against wh.ich' the following quanti-
ties were supplied by M/S Voltas, the sole procuring
and distributing agent of Amulspray - of the North
Eastern State during ﬁhe last three months. A compre-
hensive study of the supply position is mentioned below,

With a view to review the short supply position

of baby food, the State Govt. called a meeting of the

? distributors on 3.9.84 and in the said, Meeting it has been
given to understand by the distributors that due to poor
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collection of  milk co;npong:nts at'sou.rce, the production
in tbe factories had been teduced.. The disturbance
in Punjab was also partially responsible for production-
shortage of baby food milk Lactogen. Moreover, due
to breach in communication line, the regular flow of
the products to Assam was affected to a great extent,

The Govt. have taken up the matter with the pro-
ducer to arrange supply of baby food on urgent footing
and it is expected that the new consignments will arrive
in no time and the supply position would be improved

- substantially. T
: All' out efforts are being made from the side " of
- . the State Govt. to ensure equitable distribution of baby
food throughout the State in order to make the items

available to the general public.

Strict watch has been maintained over the situation,
we have also requested Govt, of Gujarat to take up
with the MILKFED, ANAND, Gujarat for rushing supp-
lies of baby food etc. to Assam to ease the situation.
