Shri Binoy Kumar Basumatary— Sir, once again in
support of my Cut Motion I am tosay that out of Rs. 13,
83, 03, 000.00 at page 2(c) ‘Animal Husbandry and Veteri-
nary services’ an amount of Rs. 1 crore 32 lakhs 52 thousands
on general plan areas; 2 crores 42 lakhs 81 thousand on non-
plan general arcas, 18 lakhs 34 thousand on 6th schedule
plan areas and 16 lakhs on non-schedule plan areas are
provided. According to this the deptt. had indicated that
it is spending more than 20% on Animal Husbandry and

Veterinary Service, B S I e

To-day what happens ? If our people go to the Veteri-
nary Hospitals for prevention of disease like Ranikhet and
others no dispensary can provide anti-Ranikhet Vaccination
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nor they can control the disease of poultry and other animals,
Sir, if you make a rough estimate on the 1981 Accounts of
’ Register General and if we anticipate that the total popula-
tion of Assam is 2 crores, and if we understand that 709
of this population live in the ruril areas and out of these cro-
re people rear vario s kin1; of birds, duck, poailtry, pw and
other animals, and if you take tke sccount that every family
rears a minimum of 100 chiken or 100 birds and if a bird
costs Rs. 10/- then a minimum of Rs. 100 crores is involved,
Bat the Government have failed to save this huge animal
wealth of livestock in the rural areas by providing Veterinary
services. There ore, Sir, I oppose this huge allocation on ths

grou1d that the parposs of the allocation of-this huge amount
will not serve,
Secondly, Sir, in page 3 on Cattle Dzvelopmant more

than Rs. 3 crores has been alloted.” About this Caitle Deve-
IOpment we are not aware if the Government have any
recognised Cattle Development Farm aand if there is any
then this Cattle Development Farm has failed because till
NOW not a single bullock has beea provided to any Tribal
farmer. So far my knowledge goes these bullocks are pur-
chased from Bihar and other areas and provided to the
Tribals and other farmers. Therefore, Sir, this huge alloca-
tion of Rs, 3 crores will be misutili 1sed. Recently, under
Tribal Sub plan milch bufallows were provided but all
these milch bufallows were brought from either Bihar or
from UP, In my village one of the Tribals happened to rec-
eive such a milch buffalow. But the buffalow calf died on its
arrival, So, Sir, there should be experiment whether the
calf would survive or not. But in practice without experi-

%)
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menting the survivality and without medically examining

these breeds of animals the Government have imposed them
on the pcor people. therefore, the whole allocation under
the Tribal Sub plan ~has been spoiled because of such
misutility. . ' .
Lastly, Sir, at page 3 under the Trib 11 Sub plan another
amount of Rs. 1 crore 35 lakhs has been provided. Under
this head occasionaly some foreign breeds are provided to
rural people and to the Tribals, Sir, about 4 years back
in my constituency, one cocks of astrolo breed was provided
wit'h the intention that this astrolo will breed with the local
hens. But most of the astrolos died within a month or to
after their atrival. Therefore, Sir to me this huge allocation
of fund to the Animal Husbindry and others is not justified.
According to rule imposed an applicant is to furnish a certi
Ticate first. But without getting the animal or the bird hew
can ‘a person provided ' certificate,  But this certificate
has to be provided by the Dispensary when the animal
arrives to the 'effect that the animal is good in health
and will survive, Unless the certificate is furnished the
applicant is not given any animal or bird. Sir, another form

‘of corruption is openly going on in the these Dispensaries.

The Doctor can charge from Rs 5 to Rs. 25/—to give such a
certificate. Besides this, the clerk who works in the office

will have to be favoured with extra money if one has to

‘obtain a Cattle or to process his application. Unless the

cletk is paid this amount application will remain as it s
Government allot Rs, 1200/—for each bullock but thess
veterinary people along with the IIDP people g0 to the
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market and buy bullock at Rs. 800/—or Rs. %02/—and
obtain, Signature from the seller that the bullock cost Rs,
1200/—. This racket is going on at the animal and Veter:-
nary Hospitals/ Depertment. In 1979 one Piggery Demon-
stration Farm was established in So uigaon ‘n my coastit: ensy
but till today no technical people has been pested in this
establishment. There isone Chowkidar who rears thatch
and sell. Therefore, Sir, the development programme of
this Animal Husbandry & Veterinary has failed to serve the
people so I oppose this allocation to the Grant. With these
words I oppose the Cemand and conclude my speech.
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#3hri Devananda Konwar—Mr, Speaker Sir, I rise
not to appose the grant putforward by the hon. Minister
Veterinary for an amount of Rs. 13,83,03,00. To me
this grant apears to be not inadequate and I do not have
a ward of apposition against this grant., I would even
have supported a bigger grant if it were preserted before
this August House., While supporting the demand for
grant, I want to make certain observations of my own
by way of humble suggeiticns to the hon. Minister
for his consideration and necessary action. Much has
been said in this August House during the Budget Spezch
last year also but the things are lying there where they
used to be. Two Departments of the Govt. are vitally
related with the life of the common people of the villa-
ges namely, Agriculture Deptt. and Veterinary Deptt, If
I may put it, they ar: just the two sides of the same
coin. We know that our State has an Agricultural eco-
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ﬁomy and more than 80 percent of our people live ‘in
the villages following avocaticn of agriculture which in
its broad contour adumbrate the Agriculture Dep!t. also
I feel therefore that this Veterinary Deptt. must like the
Agriculture Deptt. needs to be given a new direction,
The Veterinary provides the most important thing for
the _people- of our State i, e, Protein, animal meat and
liquid protein by way of milk, Now Sir, the Veterinary
and Animal Husbandry Deptt. is also respensible for
aringing about a new consciousness for helping the people
to have better quality Cows, buffalows etc. For improving
agriculture it may be therefore worthwhile for the hon.
- Min‘ster for Veterinary to take initiative for drawing up
an ‘ntegrated and 'ce-ordi‘nated programme between the
Veterinary Deptt., Agriculture Deptt. and Health Deptt.
of the Govt, of Assam. Because after consultation amon-
gs’ these 3 Deptts. probably they would be chalking out pro-
gra nmes and schemes which will be more effective and
fro'tful. Now, in the sphere of agriculture as the hon.
m<:bers know there has been green revolution in certain
States Iske Pamjab and Haryana. Similarly, "in India
to-day we are talking of other revolution such as white
Revolution, in States like Gujrat, Maharastra and in parts
of West Bengal. This white revolution has been brought
about due to the activities of the Animal Hustandry Deptt.

What we mean by white Revolution ? We mean supply .

of abundunat milk and eggs. These are very important
not only for the health of the people, but also important
for raising the income of our submerged people living

_ mied Be RS L.
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in the rural areas. In our State we do not find that there
is any temple created for bringing about white revolution
in the State. In this connection ,I do not want to beli-
ttie what has been done by the Animal Husbandry and
Veterinary Deptt. I do not wish to blame the officers invo-
Ived in this department., What I feel is that in this matter
leadership for us, i.e., from the political masters should
come and not from the bureaucratic managers. It is the
Ministry, as I feel, and not the administrarive mechinery
which should provide the impetus and the vision to bring
about a new movemeni amongst the people for improv-
ing t_heir lots through the activities of the Veterinary depart-
ment by pacticipation -in the various schemes. In this
coanzstion, I wouald likz to observe, as the hon. members
from the opposition happened to mention one instance.
Mr. Dy. Speaker, Sir, you have seen that throughout the
State truckloals of goats are being supplied for States
like Madhya Pradésh, Haryana, Punjab and Maharasira,
I do not know if there is any scheme but I have nof seen
any scheme for rearing goats in our field. 1 'will suggest
that the Animal Husbandry and Veterin: ary department should
take up schemes in rearms. goats in the State so that the
local market can be supplied by the local producers. Sir,
while driving from Gauhati to Dibrugarh and from Dhubri
to Gauhati, we can come across mumerable truck load

of goats’ meat on the hoof. The meat on the hoofs must

be produced within the State under the aegis of the State

Animal Husbandry and Veterinary Department and the

people should be invoived for production and rearing of
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goats for selling of goats inside the State and thereby we
should try to improve the lot of the people and the Animal
Husbandry and Veterinary Department should not stand
like a helpless on lookers. They should be up and doing
and they should take up some schemes of welfare nature.,
Secondly, Mr, Deputy Speaker Sir, I would like to say a
few words about the whole attitude and psychology of
this Department. I do not like to single out the Depart-
ment. There is an sttitude in several Depa}tments includ-
ing the present Department on which I am sibmitting. There
is an attitude in several Departments including the present
Department on which I am submitting. There is an attitude
of non-involvement, an attitude of white collar job, an a‘ti-
tude of engaging centractors, an attitude of nepotism in
execution of schemes. Let us take up the matter of milk
supply scheme ? What do we find ? I humbly submit to
the Hon’ble Minister-in-charge of Véterinary to be a little
prospective. Do we supply milk from our own source 9
Had we produced milk to meet our requirment ? we are
simply collecting milk produced by villagers and supply
to the people. Ido not say it need not be done of ought
to be done in large meassures. What about producing good
quality milk ? Did we demonstrate the. process to produce
quality milk y Therefore Sir, I would sugges) that there
ought to be a few demonstration centres, much more than
a sporadic exhibitions. Sir, we should have some demon-
stration centres not in urban areas but in rural areas or semi

-urban areas wherein we should have some cattle farms and
poultry farms and the Department should be able to demons-

b
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trat, T do not know any such centre in Assam from Whi‘ch the
,Animal Husbandry ard Veterinary Depatment can sell
A'least one hundred bullocks, or a thousand or cows or
4 similar number of burralowes. Sir, as we know, the
Climate of Assam is very good for rearing: not only bull-
ocks, cows but also burraloes. What we find in case of
buffaloes ? There numbers are dwindling day by day in
Our State, Therefore, the Department of Animal Husban-
dry and Veterinary should have some demonestration cen-
tres jnmedia‘ely in our state. They must have poultry
farms in certain areas. Sir, there was a poultry farm in
Iny own constituency on the bank of Joysagar Tank. Thanks
10 the administration that they have not been able to do
little improvement to this farm. This farm is supposed to
Supply b'rds and eggs. If you place order for birds, they
are not in a position to supply birds. They are even
Mot in aposition to supply eggs in large numbers from
this Departmental Farm, Therefore, it will be useless to
talk of or to persuade the villagers to take up poultry
farming as a means of their livelihood. Sir, there is est=
ablishments of veterinary centres and subcentres in villa-
ges. Small establishment is attached to them. But these
dispensaries are very imadequately furnished in terms of
drugs and in terms of services also. I, therefore, suggest
that there should be a survey for increasing the number
of the centres. They should be properly equipped with
medinine and services. Sir, more making provision in the
Budget for establishment of a few buildings or Assam type
house for putting up of a centre will not serve our purpose
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1 would like to suggest that in order to bring about mass

conscious new mass involvement for transforming our ece-
-nomy in our rural areas, there must be some efforts io
motivate the people and then motivation can best be made
through the Extension officers of the Veterinary Depart-
ments at the BIock_Level'. This will bring about a mass
movement for creation of more velerinary production in
the state. The efforts needed to be concentrated, Lastly....

Sir, T would refer to one aspect which I feel the Veterinary
Pepartment ought to take up with great Seriou;mess.' This
is with respect to utilisation of the wastes. Mr. Deputy
Speaker, Sir, you know that great emphasis has been laid
under the naw 20 Point Programme. Tt is the programme
for elimination of the system of contractors. It is the
progranﬁue'_for the involvement of the people directly for
their own benefit, Itisa pregramme of the people, by the
people and for the péople and all the departments, much
more the Veterinary Department shou!d take great advan-
tage of this programme. Now for the utilisation of wastes
what I would like to submit Sir, is that this generation of
bio-gas, this biological conversion, what is called the gobar
gas plant, involves enzymetic or bacterial break down of
micro-organisms and when the wastes, are fed in a specially
desiwgned digester which is placed above or be!qw the
ground gas is produced, which can be converted into mecha-
nical and electrical power. This is a very important aspect
and for the creation of this bio-gas in our rural areas
emphasis should be given and I feel our Animal Husbandry
and Veterinary Department can do a lot about it. Now
this bio-gas is a mixture of three constituent gases—they
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are mothane, carbon monoxide. Both these mothane and
carban monoxide cases are combustible gases and they can
be directly used for heating and cooking in rural areas.
For your information, Sir, what is important is that all sorts
of wastes, not only cow dung but dung of buffaloes, goats
even human wastes, of course [ am not concernsd with hu-
man wastes here, even vegetable waster and water hyaci-
nths can be used in gobar gas plants for converfin into
gases. I would quote some figures for your information
and consideration of the hon’ble Minister concerned, Sir,
In India according to 1971 cattle census there are 237
million of cattle and they produce, the total quantity of
cow dung produced is 650 million tons and this 650 million
tons of cow dung can produce bio-gas of the order of
845 billion cubic feet and this 845 billion cubic feet of
bio-gas is equal to 1187 million tons of kerosene and
8347 million cubic feer of fire wood. So, how much ene-
rgy can be produced can be imagined. This is all India
figure but even in Assam according to the authorities the
normal daily production is 10 KG. per cattle per day.
So, I would humbly suggast that thls aspec t of producing
bio-gas, which is one of the ,_;oals of the new 20 Point
Programme this may be considerad by the Veterinary Dep-
artment. Sir, with respect to supply of cattle to our far-
mers, particularly after the floods, through the Veterinary
Exension Officers, there is provision for giving loans for
pu;‘chase of caitle, buffaloes and bullocks. But wherefrom
our villagers will get good stock ? This rés;ons bility of
proviping good quality cattle should be taken over by

~
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the Veterinary Department and these should be reared in
demonstration centres so that our villegers can be supp-
lied with better breed of cattle. It is not enough that
we give them some for parchass of cattle, buffaloes and
bullocks. But wherefrom they will buy ? They will buy
from the market ordinary quality of bullocks and as we
know these are not of the improved type. So, our vill-
agers should be provided with improved type of bullocks
and buffaloes and that responsibility should be the resp-
onsibility of the Vatsrinary Dzpartmeat. Similarly, in a'l
other spheres also it is not enough that we distribute a
duck unit here or there but distribution of duck unit
should be of quality also and their benefit in  economic
terms can be real and substantial. Thank you Sir.

©  Shri Sadhan Ranjan Sarkar (Minister)— Mr. Speaker
sir, T express my. thanks to the honourable Members who
have extended their valued suggestion for the improve-
ment of the Department as well as expressed their ang-
uish and anxiety for the animels' and birds which are
deaf and dumb, meek and mild but which contribute much
to the physical and economic health of this poor state.

Firstly my friend, Shri Binoy kumar Basumatari has
pointed out about the incidence of various diseses which
have taken a heavy toll of the lives of goats, ducks and
hens and such other animals and birds. But I do admit
that we could not cope 100 per cent with this situation,
yet I would like to say, much improvement has been
made in the matier of tackling the deseass. I can show
from the figures with me from 1950 onwards which will
show that the Department has made much head way in
this direction. :

In 1950-51, incidence of discase was 12% ; now the
incidence has come down to 9%, that is regarding foot
and mouth diseases. As regards the disease of Anthrax,
it has come down from 12% in 1950-51 to 5% now.

More over, our Department has a laboratory which
produces vacines for meeting not only the requirement
of our State but it also supplying them to other States.
Our laboratory is regarded as one of the best in Asia.
It is not a fact that this Department is sitting idle over
the matter, but it is giving much thought how to imp-
rove the Department in all branches.

as high as 22 ltrs of milk a day equal to what i 1S pro-
duced by ten indegwres milch cows.

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Sir you will appreciate that this Department is mak-
ing much headway in the

matter of cattle development
of the State,

My friend, Shri Binoy Basumatari has raised
certain points regarding the selection of cows and bull-

ocks and their distribution the tribal peopie. Sir, there
is a Committee and this

Committee makes the selection
of animals,

The Committee consists of District and Sub-
divisional officers, The Committee js also associated with
S0me prominent local person ie benificiary According to
the recommendation of the Corhrnittee, selection and dis-
tribution of animals are made, Sir, the Hon’ble Member
has raised certain charges of corruption against the persens
Tesponssible for selection and purchasing of inferior quali-
ties of buffaloes at a lessor cost and dstributed to the
farmers at 2 higher cost. Sir, I can assure the Hon’ble
Member that T shall get the matter enquired into and take
all possible steps so that it does not recur, Then, sir,
Tegarding the Sonaigaon Farm, the Hon’ble Member has
Stated that requisitesstaffs are not provided. Sir, the Pig-
gery Farm at Sonaigaon is yet to be completed. It will
be completed by the next year and the required staffs
including technical personnel will be provided as soon as
it will be completed. Sir, some of ths Hon’ble Members
have raised certain pertinent” points but since the time at
my disposal is very short T am afraid I will not be able
to cover all the points, Hon’ble Member Shri Mathura
Deka has given verb valuable sugestions which will be
taken into consideration by the Department, He has also
Pointed out about the miserable plight for the distribution
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of medicines and other ancilliaries like equipments etc.
to the villagers. Sir, I have covered this point earlier.
T would like to 'point out once again that due to the finan-
¢ial constraint it is not practically possible to provide the
medicines for which we are trying aur best to make the
necessary funds available. Sir, T agree with the Hon’ble
Members that we are not in a position to cater fully to
the needs of the people. Sir, my friend has raised cer-
tain points about the diseases which have seen particularly
during the rainy season, Sir, in this respect our Deptt,
is taking vigorous steps to control the disease. As soon
the informaticn of such disease is received by the depart-
mental officers, they rush to the spot and render all possi-
ble help. Sir, the Department has introduced a ‘Pre-paid-
Post-Card® system in the villages to inform about their
diseases as quickly as possible to resist the epidemic, in
time. Sir, many other suggestions are also made by the
Hon’ble Members but my time is very short and 1 am
not in a position to cover them all. Sir, I have mention-
ed, the department has made much headway for the deve-
lopment of Piggery, Duckery and Poultry-farming through-
out the State. As regards the duck development, I would

like to state that our State has made a major break-through

as it has made a very good impact and response amongst
the poor villagers. During the current year we have
distributed 13000 deck units, amongst the villagers, of them
5000 to destitute women. In the next year ‘we propose
to cover 15000 units amongst the poorest sections, The
average laying of local ducks are 60 to 70 Whereas khakj
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Camel Ducks give 250 eggs. Therefore, Sir, we are trying
to shift to the Khaki Camel Ducks asthe response from
the people is very much appreciable. With these words
Sir, T would now request the Hon’ble Members to witn-
draw their Cut-motions. I assure the Hon’ble Members
that the suggestions and their grievences will be taken
into consideration by the Department.
