_ Deputy Speaker, Sir, as you know, supply is our life
line. Tt is véry important. It can give us enjoyment,
it can give us all' comforts. - Sir, while discuss-
ing about the problem of the State a few days
" back, we told that our one of the major problems is
the price rise; This major problem can be controlled
only by the Supply Department. If the supply is
steady, if we take proper steps to supply our essent-
ial commodities and food-staff regularly and steadily.
then there will be no.price rise. The Supply Depa-
rtment alone can control the price rise. For -that pu-
rpose, Sir, all the essential commodities including the
foodstaff should be brought by Supply Department .
through -STATFED or through any other agencies or thr-

ough Govt machinery. Then only we can supply at

a reasonable rate and at a‘feotllar flow so ‘that the:,

toiling” masses do not suffer for want of f‘oodqraff For
that purpose, Govt ‘should take steps to blmo all esse-
ntial commodities through Govt. machinery. In regard
to price-rise, it is to be noted how the ' middlemen
and the .private traders derive high profit durin®.
flood and at the time of 'scarcity. I would like tO
cite an example, say, mustard oil. As a substitute to

mustard oil, we introduced the rapeseed when the _ -

"% Speech not corrected
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. price of mustarﬂ oil was going high. To control the
price of it, we suggested rapeseed should be an alte-.
rnative, But today, the rapeseed is there, even then
the prices have not gone down because the middlemen
and the private traders made oil from the rapeseed
and mixed one third of mustard oil with two third
of rapeseed oil. “They sell thereafter the whole qua-
nti‘ty ‘as mustard ‘oil with the hig}h.e; price prevailing
for it. It would have been better if this commodity
had . been distributed by Govt. control. Again Sir,
these private traders bring the essentidl commodities
_and hoard them and create artificial scarcity. If this
work of distribution had been done by the supply
Department, the consumers could not have been suf-
fered, Another thing Sir, during flood, the ‘transpor:
disruption cut off the State from the rest of the cou-
ntry. The private traders then hoard the essential
commodities for getting .h‘igﬁer profit. I suggest, ther-
fore, that the Supply Deptt. should have a Transport
Wing to make ‘the assured supply when there is no
train or when private transporters strike work. So-I
suggest that: these measures should be taken Immedl-
ately, and we should make a buffer - stock of all ess- -
3 ential commodltles such as, rice, Nheat dal, mustard
~oil, ghee etc. I am thankful to the hon’ble -Chief
Minister for this farsightedness. He has permitted to
import 3 lakh tonnes of rice to make buffer stock so -
- that supply of rice is made at a reasonable price to
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the consumers. - That is a laudable proposmon We
should have also the buffer stock of other commodities.
During summer and rainy season, road commumcatlon
system remams disrupted. If we have the TranspOIt
wing of our own, ‘we can expect supply of essential
commodities. Another thing, in the oil industry, the

“men working in the oil Depot are the most lmportam
man . in respect of supply of this commodity. Similarly, -
- the . success and a_clnevement of our Supply Dezptt, de-
pend largely on how 'efﬁciently- they could supply the
- goods to the lowest men in the village at reasonablc

price.

We have

seen in Punjab so many buildings are there, It is

because there cement is readily avilable at reasonable '

o prices. Several years ago we had seen that there were

7 cement manufacturing factories are there resulting
in more production of gement But in Assam there
is acute scarcity of cement. for which: people cannot
undertake construction of their houses. Now  that is
the progress of our society. We find that there 'in

Assam poor houses -and thatched houses and it is

‘because of the poor economic condition of the pe-

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Mr Speaker—Shri Basumatari.
Shri Binoy Kumar Basumatari—Mr. Speaker, our Honour-
" able Minister for Cooperation has been repeatedly say-
ing that this in a movement. The Cooperative is a
movement. But in real picture this movement is very
bad. If we see the budget we will find that the per
‘capita allocation is approximately Rs. 25/- per head.

If we have 2 crores of people and if the total outlay.
is Rs. 26 crores and if you calculate then the per

cap.ta allocation per head will be Rs. 13/-. but here 7
it is shown as Rs. 25/-. Out of this Rs. 26 crores
“and’ odd, in .the revenue section towards the
“economic service of ~ this Cooperation an amount
of Rs. 8 crores 93 lakil's‘ has been allotted and
for capital outlay it is shown as Rs: 10 crores
39 lakhs and both these amount come to a total' of
Rs. 19 crores and odd. The remaining 7°14. crores are
earmarked for loan and advance., So, Sir, in the Coo-
' perative sector a very big amount has been earmarked
which is about 30% of the total allocatxon When the
Government come fOleld to give so much loan’ to the
Cooperative Societies we do remember that the Gove-
rnment has never come with a balance sheet for these

loans,  about their proper utility, Government cannot
come forward with such a balance sheet because it
may flash some dirty pictures of insides. We know
almost all Cooperative Societies are running' at loss,
In my constituency, Udalguri, there is a Marketing
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and processing Cooperative'Societye - This Society has
been incurring loss for last several years and.it is a
big amount. It incurred loss about several lakhs of
rupees. This Society is now running by a few officers
of the Department and they never hold annual meet-
ing and the share holders are never invited the people
do not have any cooperation with this cooperative
Society. Therefore, Sir, the Honourable Minister’s co-
ntention that the Cooperation is a movement is wrong.
Similarly, there are many Cooperative Societies in my
constituency as well as in other parts 6f the State
but all these Societies have been incurring loss. I find
the main reason of this loss is that .the Assistant Regi-
stras of the Cooperative Socities posted in the Sub-
Divisional Headquarters, are the real bosgés of the

Cooperative Societies. I have some bitter experience.

Recently, 1 was Vvery much involved with the establi- “*

shment of a Cooperative Sugar Mill and for the last

several years Our Governing Body had been passing

several resolutions about how to start this Cooperative
Society and the Sugar Mill but whatever resolution we
take and forward them to the Assistant Registrar of'
Cooperative Sociéties, the Assistant Registrar himself
becomes the main obstacle of the activities of the
Cdoperatwe Society. Therefore, Sir, I feel some sort
of alternative arrangement must be made for the su-
ccessful operation of the Cooperative Societies in the
State, Another point is, basically our Cooperative So-
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. cieties jdo. not haﬁe any mapagement. And they do

pot hayve any objective. These objectives of the Coo-

- perative! Societies  may beof various nature, it may be

of profit - oriented; it -may _bé‘ service oriented but if we

. only understand that the Cooperative is service - orien-

. ted movement and if we invest the major portion of

. the total antount of Grant by orienti_ﬁg services then

the general people will be deprived and ~money will

i be mere wastage. [ therefore, Sir, _feél_' that - there sh-

~ ould be renovation in the motives of the Co-operative
. Societies, For instance, in Mangaldot in the office of

the Asstt. Registrar of Cooperative Societies, there is
one officer namely Shri Khandakar, All our G. P.

' level Cooperative Societies have to approach this ge-

ntleman. But, Sir, unless some gratuity is given to
this gentleman. nc G. P. level Society will get money
from the Apex. Bank. Unless something is given to
this man these Societies neither ‘can get the allbtm_ent
of Sugar nor any other Commodities. 1 have a wri-
tten a complaint against this, officer.  There is another
Cooperative Society of G.P. level at Ambagaon. This
Society has been paying a monthly gratuity of Rs. 300/-
to this' gentleman, This is only one Cooperative So-
ciety but there are many more but they do not want
to disclose their names. But it is a generalﬁ remark
that these Cooperative Societies have been facing acute
difficulty in getting cooperation from the administrative
wing of the Cooperation Departinent.
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Lastly, - Sir, because I want ‘to curtail my observ-

‘have been allotted, This is almost 10% of the total
“budget. . Now, this ‘Audit of Cooperation is a major

portion of the Department.

The workings of the audit are xery bad. Why,
because I know ‘about one Co-operative Society in my

~ home place—Harisinga Marketing and -~ Processing Co-

operative Society. In one audit, it was discovered that

~ the Secretary had defaulcated more then 45,000 rupees

and this Secretary' after being detected got absccnded
and asa result, the Co-operative Society was ordered

closed or suspended. Then after a few years,. audit
was conducted and by then a new Secretary had come
in and this new Secretary bribed the auditors and

‘managed to hide the losses ‘in such a way that no-
“body would be able to point out. So Sir, the purpose

of audit is to investigate the workings of the Co-op-
erative Society and also of the department, But in
this audit, the procedure that is adopted now, there
is much to be improved. Then at page 90, we have
an allocation at (f) for subsidy for some areas ©f
Co-operati\}e Secietes LAMPs for purchase of trucks.
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I think this LAMPS stands for large area multi

_ purpose processing societies, So, some years back, I

had an opportunity to visit LAMPS in Orissa and
Madhya Pradesh. These LAMPS “are supposed to
havc. _special programme for tribal and backward‘
areas for the benefit of tribal people. In Orjssei; under
this LAMPS, there are lot of ta‘marind‘ trees and tri-

bals were asked to collect tamarinds and after extrac-
tion of the seed, this was exported to Arabian coun-

tries to earn crores of rupees in foreign exchange,
Similarly, in Bihar, I found that Sal and Mahua seeds
were colle;'cted by tribals under this LAMPS. In Assam
this is the first fime that thef‘e is an allocation to it.
But I am sure,‘ there are no activities under LAMPS
in the State. There are certain areas in Assam like
Goalpara, Kokrajhar and Upper Assam. I think in
such areas Sal seeds can be collected and business
started. We know that there isa big industrialist in
D.brugarh, who is earning quite’ a lot of money from
sal seeds -and oil extracted from sal seeds, T hope
Govt will give liberal allocation in starting LAMPS
in tribal areas. Another thing, ‘Agricultural Consum-
ption Loan is supposed to-be given to the tribals when
they are busy in cultivation and in the matter of

Shri Hiteswar Saikia ( Chief Minister }—-Sir, I beg to move
that the Assam Appropriation (No. II) Bill be taken
into consideration in the House:-
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Shri Benoy Kumar Basumatary—-—Mr Speaker Sir, I also
wish to supplement some of the points and objections
in regard to Appropriation Bill. Sir, in regard to Grant
No. 23— <“Vigilance and Special Commissions” Rs.
1,19,23,000:00 is provided. If we to go to the detailed
estimate of the Budget on this Head, we find ‘that 87
lakhs of rupees are prowded for the Tribunals to
detect and remove the proposed twenty tribunals. It
means that appx. Rs. 4 lakhs are provided for ‘each
Tribunal, Sir, this “foreigners issue” is agitating our
mind for the last 4/5 years and thercfore, [, was won-.
dering whether with this four lakhs of rupees a Tribu-
nal could werk in anmy of the places of Assam, con-
sidering the dimension of the work. Now Sir, I have
in my hand a Statistical Hand Book of Assam which
is distributed today and if we study through this Hand
Book, we find that there is a declining trend in most
of our economic activities, For 1nstance, at page 69,
if we observe to record the production of winter rlce.
in the State, we find that the growth is ‘nil> or rather
it is declining. So,-for instance, in 1977-78 autumn
rice production' was in 580 thousand hectares, but in
1980-81 the increase was only to 6062 thousand hectares
and in case of summer rice, the producticn in thousand
hectares are reduced from 394 in 1977-78 to 342 ip
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1980-81. Since ‘these are the latesi figures given to
us, declining trend is very crl.ear;. Similarly nder out-
turn of timber and fueLwoo‘d,in Assam at'page 96,
if we refer to this in any of the District in 1979
and 1980, it was 9,325 cu.m. and timber and rough
poles was 356 cu.m and.fuel ‘wood was 4,915 cu. m.
So, if we go through this record like this, we will
find that the forest produce have. deciined, forest areas
have been reduced. But Sir, this is thé time forthe Gov-
‘ernment to specify publicly state some policies z‘egardizag
improvement of the forest arecas and forest resources,
But the main problem with the forests,—we have tried
to narrate ecarlier also is that every one, every poor
people comes to the forest areas,-—they may be flocd
eroded people, the landless tribal people and there
may be othérs, all of whom rush to the forest areas
for shelter., In this process of Tongia Village during
the British time, it was understood that the forest
villagers will contribute some particular number of days
for improvement of forests and plantation -of forests,
But now-a-days, we find in these forest areas the forest
villagers are not utilised to plant and protect the forest
rather they use the forest areas for normal cultiva-
tion and share of there produce go to the Foresters,
Rangers and others, _'l'huref@rc, Sir, we hava to care-
fully preserve the forest areas but since the National
Policy of the ‘Forest states that the tribal should be
given preference in forest areas, it should be adhered
to. But Sir, what do we find ? The iribals are merc-

=
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ilessly treated’ dI‘ld evictions are carried on inspite of
the orders given by the then Chief Minister himself,
There are clear cases of flagrant violation of the forest

people in the interior forest areas wherein even if some

injustice is done it takes many days to reach the news
of such depredafion to civilisation. In this way, lot
Bf injustice is going in forest areas, In 1975 we had
756 tea gardens in Assam ; in 1980 it was Increased

to 970 gardens. But, Sir, in the next column the number
of factories in 1975 is shown as 589 but in 1980 the
number of factories have been reduced to 575. Why
Sir » Why the number of factories are reduced and
how' could the number of tea gardens increased 9 Sir,
that means the Government is encouraging tea industry
through grant of excess. land w~hereas there is a pop-
ulation explosion in the State and there are lakhs of
landless people and this land which could possibly be
utilised by these landless people of the State have
been giveh to tea gardens. If we give land 'to these
tea gardens they should have increased the number of
factories to employ the technically qualified people of the
State but we see instead of increasing the nuinber in facto-
ries the number of ‘faltu’ labourers are increased. Today
we discussed this subject of Co-operation Sir, and unfor-
tunately due to guillotine, the Minister could not reply,
In 1975-76 the number of Co-operative societies was
7868 but today it is reduced—in 1980-81 it is 7356,
a redction of more than five hundred Co-operative
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societies. Therefore, Sir, I can goon and on and say
that ip every sphere of our econohic activity in the
State we have a declining trend. Teday, Sir, we are
going to pass the budget and we do not find. an en-
couraging assurance ﬁ'(lm the Government; we .have
failed to assure that this budget will vitalise the
economies of this State. With this, Sir, I oppose this
Appropriation Bill, -

# Shri Devananda Konwar—Mr. Speaker Sir, I rise to support

the Bill that has been just introduced by the hon’ble
Chief Minister, the Assam Appropration (No. Ii) Bill,

1984 for withdrawal of a suin of Rs. 1420,78,63,000

from and out of the Consolidated Fund of the State
of Assam and I lend my suptort to the Bill and co-
mmend the Bill for consideraticn and passing by the
House, While supporting the Bill 1 wish to put ina
few observations by way of supplementary submissions
for ' consideration of the respective ministries while ut-
ilising the appropriated amount in~the times ahead.
First T wisﬁ to submit in respect of the administration

of land revenue. Now, there is a booklet that has

been circulated among the members; it is called Su-
pplement to the Budget Speech, 1984-85. Here in page
17 certain general information has been given with
regard to land reform and revenue administration, I wish
to submit that the adminisiration of land revenue in the
State is not in a very happy position. Here the booklet
has given that revenue administration has been expa-

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nded and it has besn proposed to create 1382 new
lots, 158 sub-circles in addition to 2073 existing lots,
and 158 sub-circles. It is also proposed to increase
the Revenue Circles from 105 to 130 Circles. So far
so good and for the expansion programme I congrat-
ulate the department. But at the same time what |
feel is that administration of land revenue has been
slackened very much. For example in certain districts
the ‘settlament operations have been completed Ilong
back yet there is no issue of pattas. I can name few
mouzas where not a single household has been given
paitas, for example, Netaipukhuri and Panidihing mou-
zas, earlier in the Sibsagar district and now in Jorhat
not a single' patta has been issued. Another aspect
of the revenue administration is that no pr?)per survey
and documentation has been done in many areas, in
fnahy districts although updating of the documentation
in one of the points of the 20 Point Programme® Thir-
dly, Sir, there is very heavy and serious leakage of
Government revenue on account of absolute lack of
supervision over circle ofices by the Deputy Commi-
ssioners. Because, Sir, it is known to every member
of this House. that immovable property of the value of
rupees more than one hundred under the law 1s co-
mpulsorily registerable, but in many revenue circles
landed property have been transferred without execu-
ting the dJeeds in proper form, that is in  proper

nonjudicial stamps. These immovable properties are
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transferred by a sort of flimsy agreement on ordinary
paper and on the basis of these non-reg.stered docum:-
ents circle officers have given mutations. But when
there is a sale these mutation procéedings to be taken
up and certain notices are required to be issued and
then the matter has to be heard and to be passed by
the circle officers and the sales deed or purchase deed
has to be exhibited, although I have seen in many
circle register mutation has been allowed and it is spec-
ifically written by circle officers that mutation has been
granted because of right of occupation and right of
transfer through sale deeds or by right of purchase but
whereas no mutation proceedings have been drawn up
and no proper sale deed in proper form by paying
revenue transfer of property has been done, what is
the effect of such transfer ? The effect is that in many
districts valuable piece of land is held by the villagers
without lawful authority and title. Second aspect is:
Government is iosing revenue to the tune of several
lakhs and several crores of rupees. This aspect has to
be looked into and the revenue administration should
be strengthened. Now, with respect to the land acqu-
isition problem I would like to point out that land
“is acquired for various project, say flood control, irr-
gation etc. There are many old land acquisition cases
which are not yet settled. There are certain diffhcul-
ties, But I would like to suggest for the consideration
of the Revenue Minister that many poor people: who ha-
ve been paid the OSU%OF the value assessed by the Deputy

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*  Commissioners, for the rest of the balance 50% thev
have been waiting not for years but for decades. This
balance 50% is sometimes 1000/- or 1500/~ cr 2000/- or
even less than few thcusands. I think Government
may take decision and discuss the matter and take.a
Cabinet decision for payment of the balance amount on
land acquisition fixing a ceiling say, Rs. 5000/.

Mr. Speaker—I request the hon’ble members who are will-
ing to speak on the Appropriaticn Bill to be very brief
because we are going to attend the oath taking cerem-
oﬁy of the Governor. I think the speaker will continue
up to 6-30 and the Minister will reply after that., In
any way we must close by 7 P.M.

Shri Debananda Konwar—So this balance 50%, fixing =
ceiling of Rs. 5000/- may be paid. For example in
my district there are 700 old pending cases of the
age of 10 years and above. Now, when we are taking
steps in terms of welfare State concept, when we are
offering loan to the educated -unemploycdb youth to
the tune of Rs, 25,000/- [ do not think Govern-
ment is not in a position to take a decision to pay
the 'balanc_e 0%, I do not say to pay all the money,
by fixing a ceiling as I have said earlier so that the
poor people are relieved of the hardship. This is on
quid pro quo basis. If the cempensation is paid in
time people will not be put to hardship.

With respect to the Industries Department I would
like to make a few suggestions, To my mind the In-
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dus ry Department may be bifurcated to make it more
efficient, Cne sectio.: niay be entrusted to control the

public sector underiakings while another department'

may be for the control of private sector industries.
Sir. we have set up a Vanaspati Plant. There is an
ancilliary industry viz: M/S New Enterprise set up by
the local yquths. They will manufacture the containers
for the Vanaspati Plant. This small scale industry
will need Rs. 11 lakhs. Their application is pending
for last 2 and half years.

Shri. Keshab Gogoi ( Minister )—Sir, the learned member
has discussed all this on the demands for grants. In
the Appropriation Bill we should confine to the dema--

nds which have not besn discussed.

Shri Binoy Kumar Basumatari—Sir, as per Rule we can
deal with the demands we have already discussed. But
~ we are to make new points.

Shri Debananda Konwar—I think for .the  administration
of the Industry Department the department should be
bifurcated, one section for the administration of the

public sector undertakings and the other for private

sector industries. Here is a case ...

Shri Debananda Konwar—Sir, asr egards loan applications the-
re are some anomalies. I would like to bring it to the notice

b
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of hon’ble Minister, Industry that for DIC loan appli-
cations receipts are not given, Tiwer-efbre, sometimes
these applicaticns are lost and sometimes the applica-
tions are detached. Therefore, I suggest that Government
shoald issue a circular -that for ail DIC loan al_pplications
proper receipts should be given when received so that
all the applications are taken up for consideration,
Another thing which I wo .1id like to mention that in this
booklet ( Plan Achievements 1983-84 and Programme
for 1984-85) which has been circulated. ‘There is one
idle industrial estate on’ the bank of Jaysagar. This
Is a heavy estate of the Industry Department and
value will be Rs. 5lakhs., At page 84 of this booklet
it is said “there are-'9 Industrial Estates having 239
nos. of sheds, out of these sheds 229 are occupied - »
This is a misleading term. Out of sheds 8 are lying
idle for 7 yeafs. They are not utilised. Technically
it may be .correct to say that these are occupied, but
in actual practice these are lying ici’i’e ‘and not under
use, This aspect of the matter should be locked into
by the Minister, Industry. This is my humble sub-
mission,

With these few observations, Sir, I conclude.

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« Shri Keshab Chandra Gogoi—Mr. Speaker, Sir Hon.

Member Shri Devananda Konwar has raised some points
on Land Revenue and the Industries. Although we
have discussed both these subjects at length day before
yestelday but when it has again been raised by the
hon. member if T do not reply to them I would be
failing in my duty. First thing the hon. member men-
tioned is about mutation and loss of revenue. I think
hon. members are aware that loss of revenue is there,
Régarding mutation the Assam Land Revenue Re-
gulation "Act is there and there is a chaper ‘regis-

tration’. The SDCs who do the registration they are
_governed by that chapter. They are to consider two

things only for granting mutation. One is prima facie
title and the other is possessioh. They are not conc-
efned whether the deed is registered or unregistered.
If they are satisfied on both these grounds they grant
mutation, If one is aggrieved he can go to the Deputy
Commissioner of the Board of Revenue which is the
highest revenue authority under the law. Now, Sir

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regarding title, deeds and other things these are nec-

essary only in a Civil Court where title of a Jand :

can be questioned. It is not done in Revenue Court,
So, Sir, T think there is no lapse on the part of the
Revenue authority on that account, About land Acq-
uisition Act, Sir, I have already replied that the land
acquisition casés are dispoéed of as quickly as possible.
At the time of acquisition we pay 50 p.c. immedia-
tely. Now if the party is satisfied of the prices fixed
by the DCs then there would be no delay in  disposing
of the case. But Sir, in many cases parties are not
satisfied with the amount fixed by the DCs. They
go to the High Court and cases are locked up there.
I agree with hon. member Shri Konwar that in some
Cases there are some delay. That is because of ‘the
fact that Sir, there are no Land Acquisition Officer
in all the Districts. We are trying to see that the
Land Acquisition Officers are posted in all the Districts
and they do their duty expeditiously. Regarding Pay-
ment of compensation, Sir, I have already said in this
august House that in future we shall only hand over
the land when full compensation will be paid by the

Department concerned.
Regarding Industries, Sir, I said sheds are occupied,

I have never said fhey are utilized. I have very cor-

rectly said that they are occupied. Some of the sheds

are occupied by CRPF. Because of the law and order
Situation in the State we had to give them to the
CRPF. In Nowgong except one all are occupied by

/

-
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CRPF. We have requested the Home Department to
help us in the matter, But, Sir. there are no other
houses available for housing of CRPF. Therefore, there
are some difficulties in view of the prevailing situation
in the State, 'Now, Sir, the situation has changed.
Law and order is under control. We are now thinking
how to take possession of those occupied sheds and to

* utilize them for the purpose of industry. Regarding

industries training centre Sir, in early 1970 institutions
have gone to the Mahkuma Parishad. For maintaining
them we are only paying. salaries and other things to
the Mahkuma Parishad. But the Mahkuma Parishad,
it seems, have not been able to run them properly.
We are thinking now as to what- should be done. We
are now thinking whether these training centres are

! to be taken back from the Mahkuma Parishads and

run by the Industries Department. Any how, Sir, we
shall do something about these institutions.

Another point, hon. member Shri Konwar has said
about bifurcation of the Industries Department. I have
no objection. Actually Sir, there is a Public Enterprise
Deptt. who is looking after the public undertakings,
Sericulture & Weaving Department was formerly under
the Industries Deptt. Now it has been ‘separated. So,
if the hon, members think that for the better ‘admin-
istration of the Department the Industries Deptt, should
be bifurcated that can be considered.
