Laskar. Shri Basumatary will move.

Shri Binoy Kumar Basumatary s Sir, 1 beg to move that
the total provision of Rs. 173.49,47,000 under Grant No.
31 in respect of ‘Bducation’. at pages 1-92 of Volume II,
part VIII of the Budget, be ireduced to Re, 1, ie.. the
amount of the whole grant of Rs. 173.49.47,000 do stand do
reduced to Rel. Sir, once again with deep sorrow, I have
to criticise the policy on education. Sir, the total provision
is Rs. 173,49,47,000 fi.e. the amount is almost Rs. 173.5
crores. Sir, before I criticise the policy, 1 want to refer
to the Constitution of India. Art. 15 says, °‘the State shall
not discriminate against any citizen on grounds only
of  religion, caste, sex, place of birth or any
of jthem, Nothing in this Article or in Clause (2) of
Article 29 shall prevent the State from making any spe-
cial provision for the advancement of any ‘socially and ed-
ueationally backward classes of {citizens or for the schedul-
ed Caste and the Scheduled Tribes, Then again Sir,
in Article 29 and 30 it is stated that ‘any section of the
citizens residing in the territory of India or any part

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citizen shall be denied admission into any educational ins-
titution maintained by the State of receiving aid out of the
Siate funds on grounds ooly of religion, 1. cr, caste, lan-
guage or any of them. " Article 30 is about the minori-
ties. ‘Al mifiorities whether Jased on religion oOf language,
shall have the tight to establish and administer education- -
al institutions of their choice, Art. 30 (2) says. ‘The
State shall not, in granting aid to educational instituti-
ons discriminate against any cducational institution on the

ground that it is under the management of a minority,
whether based on religion or language.

Sir, I again have to record that this provision of
the Article have been rather flouted in case of minorities.
Sir, the total tribal population of the ¢tate counts around
ten percent of the total population and the provision under
the Education Head for TSP is only Rs. 3,6500,000. ¢
as pet the Government policy, the population figures arve
to be reflected in its Plan. Out of Rs. 173 crores, the 1°
per cent would amount to atleast Rs. [7 crores for Tribal
Education. Sir, I am sorry to say that this has not been
done and in regard to T.S.P. provision Sir, 1 have. here,
in my hand a Gazette Notification dated 22nd February
jssued on 11th January 1984 at Serial 3 it says Mangldoi

but it should be Udalguri. The Notification reads
as follows *

“Uuder Rule 2 Secondary Education, M.E. and High
School Provincialisation Rule 1979 framed under Section
7 of the Assam Secondary Education Provineialisation Act
1977, the Governor of Assam is pleased to provincillise 2

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T.SP. areas in Assam. The list of ‘the 49 M.E. Schools
is enclosed. Sir, under this Head Serial 7 of the School
the Kathalguri M.E. School has been. provincialised, The
Beputy Iaspector of Scho.ls - visited this School. The
School does not have tani. There is only oae teacher.
There were only six students and all of them were non
tribal and interestingly this school is not in T.S,P. areas.
Sir, this is the way the provisions for T.S.P. are regular-
ly violated in tais Education Department. Then Sir, I
have also in my hand appeals from different schools of

Paneri High School, Bengbari High School, etc. etc. Sir,
these two schools were also provincialised. Sir, a Notifi-
: : issued that the Bodo and Assamese medium

teachers are being sanctioned. But Sir, even to day while
all the Assamese teachers of Paneri and Bengbari are
getting their salaries as per Notification, the Bado medium
teachers are yet to receive their salaries. Sir, this is true
also in case of 27 M. E. and High Schools in Sonitpur
District and several schools in  Kamrup District as well.
Sir, I have also seen that one Sub Inspector of Schools
has been appointed who aever appeired for interview and
whose application also did not reach in time whereas
several hundred of applications did receive no attention
and also those people who had given interview was not
appointed. Then Sir, in regard to the minority institutions,

Hariasinza S5yl was estadlishad by the Missionaries
in 1914. The Education Departmaat in connivance with the
local non tribal Headmaster has said that the Governmeant

has taken over the properties of the School aand I say
Sir, because of provincialisation of the School, the properties

=77
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can be taken away. The Constitution of India states that
minoritises “can run their school at -their own -will, Fn this
case Sir, I have ‘tried to get relief from the Department for
the ldst six 'years. . I am sorry Sir, to record:-that this has
not been done. Now Sir, I do not wish to lengthen my:
criticism “of ‘the policy but if we-refer/to page'58 of: the
Demand for grant, if we go for a detailed study, the Tribal
Sub-plan'allocation of Schools 'and~ Primary Schools, it is
sIx lakhs of rupees but if we go down on the same column
you will kindly see that under scholarslup, no fund has been
earmarked for M.E. and High Schools. Sir, again if we say
that the tribal education has suffered very much and the Go-
vernment has not given relief to the tribal people of the State.
Sir, yesterday the Hon’ble Chief Minister bhas said that they
want to kéep the tribals ~happy. Sir, it ais different thing
Sir, when the Chief Minister states that he wants coopera-
tion and well being of the tribal people but the Depart-

ment under him is regularly sabotaging Plans for the tribals.
Sir, Bodo students who were refused admission in a secon- -

dary sc¢hool this schools principal has died. Fe has' passed
away.  But Sir,'before he died he refuted Governmental ins-

truction as a result of which  the Bodo people of Kalaigaon
area has to start a’school under bamboo shrubs.  But Sir, in
the case ‘of where ‘there is no Assamese medium - students;
the people took a resolution - to reduce rather to stop admi-
ssion- to the Assamese medium’ students  because there are

three other'’ schools nearby. This happenings demonstrate
that the Government is not really sincere in their performance

for welfare of tribals and more = particularly the tribal -
education. Sir, in dealing with the General = Budget of the
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Education, Thave seen at page 8 that 2. rather 3.3 crores
Plan 50 lakhs and Non Plan Rs. 2 crores 8g lakhs are
proposed to be given to the Universities. Sir, this House
had elected me as a Member of the Gauhati University

Court. When I attended, the January meeting I was
the only M.L.A. and after sometime people started coming

and the University had a quorum. Then the AASU boys
come in. They were directed by Mr, Barua who is supp-
osed to be the Head of Political Department of the Gauhati
University, Then the AASU boys had taken the Attenda-
nce Register from the band of the Vice Chancellor and
these boys had scrutinised the Register and when they
found my signature, they enforced other members of the
Court to withdraw their signatures Sir, if the Government
calls for Attendance Register of the past two sittings, they
will see that the Hon’ble Members of the Gauhati Univer-
sity Court were present and they were forced to go away
or destroy their signatures and then as a result of which
the Registrar stood up and said’ due to lack of quorum the
meeting is adjourned’. (Shri Hemen Das : shame shame ),
When I came out of the meeting I was haunted from the
University campus by slogans saying that we are murderers.
They shouted slogans and I believe somebody kicked at
me, When I turned round and I was standing face to
face they stoppod. As I was alone I decided to return
and when I came they even kicked at my car, if this is
the position, if this the way the Universities are functioning
and the universities being the hubs of agitatiation than
Sir, what control this Government is going to have over

these universities to whom several crores of rupees are granted
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every year ? Sir, I wish to conclude my criticisms on
the policy of the Education Department. But before that
I ‘want to bring to your notice that I have a painful letter
in my hand fiom an area which is supposed to be the most
educated area i.e. Ratanpur in Bajali. These people  have
given me a letter which says that some posts of instructors
for Basic Training Centres have been filled up between the
months of March and April, 1983. This letter charges that no
intetview was taken and 23 instructors were aprointed. The
funniest part is that one instructor appointed in the Rangiya
Basic Training Centre is a simple arts graduate who is supp-
osed to teach in science subject in'the Basic Training Centre.
This letter also charges that there is very high rate of nepoti-
sm in the Directorate of Elementary Education. It says, one
appointee is the son of one Janardan Medhi who is a Super-
intendent in the office of the Director of Elementary Educa-
tion. Again Sir, there are many appointments of instructors,
office assistants, Gr. IV employees between November,
December, Januvary, and up to 25th February this year. This
letter charges that no proper interview was taken and the ap-
ointments are sold for Rs. 10 ,000/— a piece. It is also in

this letter that 125 employees were recruited in this manner,
between November 1ast year and January this year.It is also

reported that the number of transfers during past 6 months
in the said Directorate of Elemntary Education has surpassed
the record of transfers for the last 5 years. That means the
number of transfers in this Directorate is so high, which I
have also brought to the notice of the Minister, Education,
that the D.I. freshly appointed to Udalguri Sub-Division
who took his position in December last has already been
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transferred. He was not allowed to sit there for 2 months.
When the officers of the Department are transferred in this
manner the offiicers feel they are victimised for some reason
or other which they do not know. Sir, the most serious
charge is that the Director Mr: Das has openly declared
that to become the Director of Elementary Education he
had to pay Rs.5 lakhs and it is his decision to - collect
Rs. 25 lakhs within the year because he is going to retire in
1985. Sir, these are the allegations against the Directorate
of Elementary Education of our State. Sir, I feel ashamed
to bring such things before the august House. I hope the
Education Minister and the Education Department will review
its policy to do justice as per Constitutional provisions - for
the benefit of the people.

1050 Nos. of villages but we have revised the target to
2500 villages for electrification, and in pursuance of our

policy tor total electrification, the whole thing was revised,

Oricinally in the district of Cachar including Silchar &
Hailakandi the target was to electrifiy 79 villages, But
after the declaration of our Chief Minister that we should
go in for some invensive electrification in certain areas,
we have proposed that in the next year we shall tale up
some intensive programme for rural electrification, which
may be in Silchar or may be in some other subdivisions
in Brahmaputra valley. Whether we will have total
electrification of the villages which have not bezen electri
fied, the fact is programme for the electrification of all

the villages will remain. But at the same time we pro-
pose to have some intensive electrification programme in

certain areas so thatsome of the subdivisions are fully
electriiel. [Ta pursuance of that policy it was declared
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that Hailakandi subdivision should have full electrification
during ° this year because there are only few villages there.
The total target for electrification for district of Cachar
was 79 villages ‘and out of this target for Hailakandi was
~  to electrify 29 villages. What happened is that there has
~ been an intensive programme for rural electrification ~in

some Areas, but that does not mean that we have aban-
doned other areas of the schemes. Other schemes also

would be implemented and would be done as usual.
During my last tour to Cachar also, at Silchar this ques-
tion was raised by MPs and MLAs. Of course, hoa’ble
member Shri Nepal Das was not present at that time. I
assured them that in the coming years in the Siichar Sub-
: division 491 villages are expected to be electrified. I
.  had said that the hon.members should specify the areas/
- villages so that in the coming years atleast 300 villages can
X be clectrified in Silchar Subdivision. And we bave dis-
: cussed in the department that for the next 5 years priorites
¢ should be fixed. I am bhappy to know that Shri Das,
though MLA (from  Silchar subdivision this time formsh

G 3¢ be was an MLA from Hailakandi) has takea keen in-
terest in this matter. All the MLAs present agreed that

they wculd give and specify zreas for future electri-

fication and therefore this apprehension of the hon’ble
member that all the sanctioned rural electrification sche-
mes of Silchar subdivision has been transferred to Haila-

kandi subdivision is not correct. No thing has been trans-
ferred; oaly in point of implementation there is softness
somewhere. But I assure the hon.member that in the
coming years 300 villages of the Silchar subdivision would
