Shri’ Altaf' Hussain - Mazamdar ¢ Mr  Speaker  Sir,
at the outset’ I mnust’ thank:dheGovernor for kindly

‘addressing 'the august® House.: The' Governor’s Address
-js “also’'a: policy (statement of ‘the Government ~and we
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are happy to see that the address is a balanced ene,
taking into account the realistic situation of Assam.
Assam is a miniature Indizi, having - people of different
ethnic groups, different languages, different religions -
they are all residing here, maintaining harmony and
good relation among them. Things were peaceful, but
in the year 1979, the agitation started and it continued
for several years. At the beginning the agitatiom was
progressing peacefully, but it did not take much long
to get things turned into violance gradually. Before
and just after the last General Election in the State,
violance took place in most of the districts of Assam
excepting . Barak Valley. Thousands of people were
killed, and injured and houses were burnt to large scale
The whole atmosphere got vitiated, cries of violance
were raised and unprecedented situation was created in
Assam. Sir, at that time, democratic rights were at peril
and people questioned whether democracy would survive.
It was a trial for democracy and in a democracy never
people faced such a situation. Colossal human lives were
lost; lakhs of people were uprooted.

Sir, in this background, popular government was
formed under the leadership of Shri Hiteswar Saikia. Sir,
probably in snch a situation  no other leader took the
the reigns of the administration. People ' were suspicious
and many doubted whether this Govt. would last; but
we must thank Shri Saikia. That Under his able lead-
ership, he could inspire the administration and the people
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at large. Administration which was shattered has been
rejuvinated. Sir, the Police Administration had to take
the brunt of the entire situation. There is no doubt
that there were serious lapses on the part of police,

but equally [ would say so ne police offiers had taken risks
of their lives and loyally served the people and the

State.

Similary, other departmeits were called upon, part-
icularly tﬁe Health Dszpartment was called upon to face
the situation created by this agitations As we know, more
than three lakh people were uprooted. Sir, uprooting
of three lakh people is no doubt a very colossal problem
and many of us had doubt whether these people could
be rchabilitated because the whole atmosphere was aga-
inst them. But it goes to  the credit of this Government
that within a short p=riod of three months these people
have been rehabilitated and they have returned to their
respective villages. Sir, here and there might have been
la-ses but the fact remains that a problem of such ma-
gnitude has bcen tackled so well, Not only these people
hav: bzen rehabilitated, the law and order situation has
also been gradually brouzht to normal. Sir, if we rec-
ollet what we have seen at that time at different places
we ourselves were shaky and doubt whether normalcy can
return.. But it goes to the credit of the administration
Government officers and others that such a vast éhange
has taken place which has been universally acclaimed.
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Orginally there were suspletton aboat the conduct of the
officers, mlsunderstandmg, was there but there were oﬁ'i-

cers who, weare, sympathetic  to the agitation but the vast

Then, sir, for the benefit of the poorest section

The cooperative movement has
also played a very imprttnt role in the State's
rural eco1ony. As rezards the public ditribution
system, = we find that in certain 'plaeces tussle
is going on between the Supply ‘and  Cooperative
Deptts. and as a result functioning of the public distri-
bution .system is hampered. I am sure, sir, with mu-
tual understanding and cooperation the conflict betweeen
these two deptts. will be resolved. We find that in cer-
tain places Cooperative Deptt. is also given dealership
to some persons where supply Deptt. has already issu-
ed the dealership. So, Sir, this sori of tussle should be reso-

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lved by mutual understanding and their infighting should
be stopped.

Sir, we have also noted with satisfaction that Govt,
have condiderzd and givea emoaasis for educatior1ai de-
velopment in both expansion and qualitaive improvement.
Sir, a large number of matriculates are coming out fr-
om the Schools every year and creating problemé of - une-
mployment, which are again going on in the whole
system of education throughout the country. Sir. the
wholé education system should be made in such a way
that it should bz re.nodelled with right direction from
the very beginning. Otherwise the mass production will
not ~be helping us. Sir, once one -agriculturist has told
me that his son is not - going to the field after -passing
out the matriculation. examination and he is searching the
job. Now, it has become a problem  for me to -send
him to the field. So, sir, our education should-be em®
ployment orinted. Sir, we find that. Govt. has given em-
phasis on distritution of ceiling - surplus lands. So far
about 3 5. lakh acres of ceiling surplu lands have been
distributed among landless families. But in some pla-
ceés  we find that landless people are not getting the
possessing becuase of interfercnce from certain quaters.
SoY sir, my submission is that once the land is alloted
by the Gowt. to the landless, there should not be any
interference from any quarters. Then, Sir, we find that
Govt. have also reserved 15% jobs for the backward peo-

.ple. It is good move and backward people should
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ould get due share in ‘the administration:

In this context I would lI'’ke to point out that the
population ‘patternt of different communities and different
dénomination is to beé strictly followed in providing jobs.

‘The Govt. have also decided to organise a
series of informative exhibitions in the districts and sub-

As. regards price rise, Gvernor has mentioned clearly
An his Address that recently the prices of many esser tial
commodities, had decreased. It is right because day beforc
yesterday in the A.C.L.P metting our Chief Minister gave
s a comparation picture as regards to the price of mu-
stard oil and mustard seeds. Price of ‘mustard oil in

Gauhati now is Rs. 15.30 p to 16 rupees. per litre wh-
ereas. in othzr placss it is bziag sold at Rs, (9 to 20

per litre. outside, even in De:lhi or such other areas;
So you will see that our, price level is rather low; but
at the same time I also do feel that price rise should

‘be stopped and:for that purpose I have got a few su-
ggestions. To arrest the price rise we should take some
measures. . As regards the -price of rice, recently our Agri.
Minister told, me that Assam.is self-sufficient in respect
of rice. This is a fact, But then why we are to pay
high price for rice 9. He told me that the rice that is
produced in the State are. required. to'feed the ‘popula-
tion of our neighbouring states -of Meghalaya,  Arunachal
Pradesh, Manipur, Mizoram etc.; and some gquantity of
rice - is also smuggled :out to Bangladesh and Bhutan.
Only if we ;can stop this rice smuggling there will not
so much rise in the price of rice. 'Such smuggling sho-
uld be stopped immidiathly. Again. rice that are.pro-
duced in the State should be procured though : Gévt.
Machinery and sending of rice outside the State should

T
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be totally stopped. With these measures, price may be

brought down, [ hope. Si:nilarly’. mustard oil. We pro-
duce mustard seeds sufficient for our State, Eut because
most of our produced mustard scads are proc'ured and
sent o1t By somz traisrs to other States and that is
why there is pricé rise in'the’ State. T suggest, like
rice pro-cut‘em:nt,‘ mustard seads prb‘d&ced in the State
shoiild also be procured by Govt. Machinery and then
milled locally and the entire quantity ~ of mustard
oil should® be distributed by the Govt. through retail
outlet after f?x_ing the n_r?ce for the 'general consumers.
Again, price of our tea has gone up to 30 to 40 rupees
per 'KG. This is because the tea produced in the State_
are mostly exported fo U.K,, U.S A. VUSSR and other States.
I think in this “regard also we should take some steps.
Atleast 10 per cent of ‘the tea ‘produced by every Tea
Garden should be sold to the State Govt. Machinery
and that 10%’tea should be whollv earmarked for the
consumption - of general consumers in the State. its price
should b="half or one:fourth of the rate obtained in the
auction market. Tea Gardens shoﬁld‘:grécefufly accept that.’
They 7 are ' getting so many fic'lities from the State.
They pay less Jand revenue, they get other benifits also.

So they should offer at least:10 per cent of their produce
for selling to Govt. Machinery for the domestic con-
sumers. If we do this, I hope high price of tea will
be checked in the State Sir, whiie supporting the Gove-
rnor’s address, I wold like to talk about some depart-

ments of the Govt. also. Facilities are not enough in
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respect of several services. For instance, police Deptt,.

There are 33 new Police Stations and 28 new outposts
which have been created by Govt.

In my opinioh_ there are many vulnerable areas
where some more posts are required, some more police
piékets shouid be located there, so that law _and order

can_ be controlled. And about the police force, I sugg-.

est that immediately our police farce should be. moder
nised; modern facilities. and modern training ; should. be
givén to our poliée force, because many of our . police
men are not properly trained, in regard to weapons,
in regard to criminal invetigation and so on. So, I
think intensive training facilities should be arranged for
the police people. At the same time some welfare schemes
should be taken up for .the police officers. In :moffusil
areas, some police officers.are living in  rented houses,

where no _security is available. one :exampleis  the O..
C. of Dergaon police Station. During election time, he.

was doing so good work, but in his residence there
was no boundary wall.; He was;to, move from place: to
place; because, ~of disturbances. like arson -etc. but-he

was kesping his family 'in such 'a’ ‘position that the

agitationists could ‘come  at ‘any time and there ‘was' no

protectlon for his famxly
Another thing as far as | know, is that a posting

in the CID division is consldered as apumshment and_
that is why they do not Work very efﬁc:ently. A grumbl—_

ing man cannot work efficiently; but we need CID.
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I propose that a separate Directorate sﬁould, be opened
for the CID people, so that they do, not _grumble
afterwards. [hey should be given . more , facilities and
only then they will work efficiently, and if ;hcb Depar+
tment is bifurcated from the main police departm_ent.-
I think their services will be better. Again some people
should be sent batch by batch for training abroad like
Seotland Yard. so that, after their training outsi&e théy
can serve better, We need specialists for general inveslt-
igation, criminal investigation and intzlligence and,'for
that. proper training is required. LS. |

Another thing the Governor has mnnuonefi is about
infiltration of foreigners. It was mentioned that a Border
Commissioner is already appointed and I am happy
for the steps taken by the Govt. of Assam about. the,
border fencing. But in the address it has: been ‘ment-
ioned that the Border Commissioner will be. under the
dircat control of th: -Uaiioa Hone Minister. But I think
some control of the State Govt. should be there, .beca-
uss berder problem is a-very sensitive .problem. If ‘the
Border Commissioner does some thing which, we, may
not agree there will he again problem. So some sort of
Advisory Committee should be formed to ;advise the
Border, Commissioner and in that advisory committee our
State Govt. Representative and public leaders can be in-
cluded, so,that, they can safeguard our interest. In regard
to. tribunal, the Governor has mentioned rightly . that
twenty tribunals will be set up and six have already
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started functioning. The rest of the fourteen should ziso
start: functioning as soon as possible.

S0 far as boundary disputes are concerned, we have
. boundary disputes with Nagaland and Arunachal. That
dispute should be settled for all tin es, because that is
a very delicate icsue. T am thankful to the Chief Mini-
ster, because in a funrction recently, he invited the Chief
Ministers of Nagaland and Arunactal and by otserving
their mood, 1 am confident that the Chief Ministers of
Nagaland and Arunachal will cooperate with us fully to
solve this problem. In my subdivision Gologhat, there
were so many incidents in the past, killings were there,
So immediate steps should be taken (o solve this border
problem.
.~ The Governor has mentioncd about administrative

reforms. So far as administration is concerned some
immediate steps should be taken to reform it. The

present, administrative system 1s wholly defective and it
is not for the people and to somc extent 1t goes aga-
inst the “interest of the people. It was started by the
British for the native people and is not suitable now.
The present system is lengthy and cumbrous. People do
not get justice and for one thing they are to run ten
times. That system should be stopped.

The administrative reforms should be made immedia-
tely “'so that the people can get good results,

We are thankful to the Chief Minister for taking
initiative for the creation of ¢ new districts and 8 new
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subdivisions and with the creation of these districts and
subdivisions about 3),00) people will be able to. get

employment, But at the beginning of these districts and

subdivisions, the administrative systems at these - places
should be such that the people can achieve good result
without much delay. And in the matter of employment
in these new districts and subdivisions the local peo-
ple should always be given preference,

In his address, the Governor has mentioned ébout
the construction of new capital at Chandrapur. For this,
credit must go to our Chief Minister first. This was a
very sensitive issue and for the last several years, peo-
ple were mnot sure where the permanent capital would
be. Now the Chief Minister has taken the bold step
and he has intelligently and very cleverly announced
that the permanent capital would be at Chandrapur.
Now I suggest, this Rs 2N0-crores permanent  capital
hould be built with all modern fashions, with broad
roads, parks, schools and colleges. Thh planning for
this should be done for 2707 years next, so that the peo-
ple can be attracted to come and see the capital and
it can become a place of pride for Assam Although
it has been announced thatit will be completed within
3 years it may take four years so that it can be con-
structed as a modern cits and with an eye to future
requirements. The Capital should be a grand and attr-
active one, in every way. It is the hope of the people

of Assam.
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About Cooperation also the Governor has ment oned
for the growth® of rural ‘cconomy, we whould depend
upon Cooperation. But in regard to Cooperative sector
there are some shortcomings which are to be removed.
You know ‘that Assam Jute Mills has been closed = and
the Assam Coopcrative Sugar Mills ‘s also on'the verge
of closure. The Sugar Mill has been running for the
last 2 decades but ‘now there is tro:ble in this Mill
also, all these are due to mismanagement and the mis-
management is the root cause of their failure. So, effi-
cient, 'experienced and whole time people should be appo-
inted" to ‘such organisatioas so that there is no Misma-
nagement. [a" the Cooperative sector supervision 1s also
‘Iacking“and if proper 'a'nd timely supervision is not
made the Cooperatives will fail. 1 know some icstanels,
where at the beginning cooperative is  formed and finally
‘these beco ne privite propertizs  Land and other things went
to private’ hands’ for their owa use. In the " Golaghat
subdivisions .there are atleast two instances of this type.

~This' should not be allowed to happen. 1 agree with
the Governor that for the growth of rural - economy,
Cooperation is necessary but if wedo not manage things
the whole sestor will Ffall.

About N.E.C. the Governor has mentioned that many
things have been done and being done for Assam. Sir,
Assam is lagging behind in, restpect of Tourism and with the
help of N.E.C. we can deyelop Tourism. A tourist complex

on the.-model of Disncy World thould be made with the help
of N.E.C,
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In regard to .0 point programme W€ are thankful
to our hon.'ble Chif Minisier undeu his able ‘lcadership
Assam Could ‘achieve’9 th position in [ndia and in" res-
pect of other ' 8/9 points Acsam got the Ist position’in
whole of T[adia and it has ‘been’'a grand Success.

Sir, everywhers in the State w2 find that develop-
ment have taken place. Everywhere we find develop-
ment of rnads, " construction of buildings aud so on and
so forth. Everywhere it 1s on war footing and it is
like a social revolution and ihatis due to Chief Minisier
Mr Saikia.

Mr. Speaker
Sir, I mark it very carefully and very cautiously that fun-
ctionidg of various Department are not that of what it was
in_the last two years. Our .leader' has piloted the activities
of the Govt. with utmost restrain. Therefore, it must
be admitted that maximum efficiency we have achieved
so far. Our Government has given priority to solve
this ‘crucial problem of foreigner issue. Itisa problem
which cannot be solved overnight.

Sir, we have got this
confidence and as a Tresult linguistic people will be
protected. Linguistic and minorit'y people have great
confidence in Government. Not only that the Govern-
ment also enjoy the confidence of Govt. servants. Now
we can say that is a perfect and ideal Govt.

Sir, not only this issue i. e. foreigners issue may be
solved, the refugees may be rehabiliated, but unless all
round economic development of the people is made every-
thing will become fruitless and abortive. So this Govern-

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ment has taken various measures for all round develop-
ment of the State and this has been embodied in the
Governor’s address which can be held as a historical
document full of hapes and aspiration of the people and -
it will lay the foundation for a tetter life fcr the post-'
erity. To-day we find our.economic condition ina very:

take up various welfare programme absent in many-other:

Now industrial d,cy_‘elqpm’en‘t of our State is very
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necessary. Because in Assam there is a feeling — the

people do not favour industrial development. This atti-

tude has to bes changed. Unlzss the State develops indus-
trially, it can never be preperous and it will have to
dcpend'cn other States continually for this preducts
or that. Again employment potential cannot g-ow without
industrial activitics. So this Govt has given much atten-
tion to this aspect. Our Chief Minister has given his
sincere attention to all aspects that are necessary for
the all round development of the State. Whatever works
are undertaken in othér States, but found lacking in
our State, have now been taken in hand by our Govvern-
ment., Say super markets that we find 'in every other
State.
