GOVERNMENT RESOLUTION

~ Smti SYEDA ANWARA TAIMUR (Minister, PWD)—
Sir, 1 beg to move the resolution “whereas with the com- ¥
ing into force of the National Highways’ Act, 1956, the
Highways declared to be Natjonal Highways by or under

that Act came under the Legislative jurisdiction of the
Central Government

L)
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~ Whereas all matters pertaining to the use of the land
adjoining National Highways, e.g. restriction of ribbon
develo{)ments, control of access, removal of encroachment
control of road side land use, levy of betterment charges
etc. fall within the legislative jurisdiction of State and
included as item No. 13 of the State list :

Whereas this Assembly considers that it is desirable
to pass an Act to secure uniformity in the rules, regula-
tions, procedure etc. throughout India ;

Whereas the Parliament has necessary power under
Article 249 of the  Constitution to legislate  with
respect to any matter in the State list in the national
interest, the tenure of such legislation is limited to a
period not exceeding one year.

Now therefore, in exercise of powers conferred by
clause (1) of Article 252 of the Constitution of India this
Assembly resolves that the Parliament be requested to
pass an Act for regulating the matters mentioned above.

Shri BINOY KUMAR BASUMATARI.—Sir, this re-
solution that is before us is rather a motion of lifting
our ‘hands high and all the things which the State can
control are giving into the hands of Central Government.
Whereas all over the country, particularly the States are
now ol a move to gain more autonomy for administration
and power to the States; and I have here Sir with
me the National Highways Act, 1956. I therefore, have
reservation and I am not very clear as to .why this re-
solution is necessary whereas Sir, under Clause-6 of this
Act it says, I quote “The Central Government may give
directions to the Government of any State as to ths
carrying ou! in the State of any of the provisions of this
Act or of any rule, notification or order made there
under.” Therefore, Sir, the State Government, with the author-
ity given by the Central Government €an carry out all the action
necessary for improving the position of the national high-
ways. Here I think Sir, the main idea behind the Resolu-
tjon is the second para” whereas all maftters pertaining
to the use of land adjoining National Highways etc. etc.”
This may be the main issue of the Resolution. Whercas
Sir, if we study clause 4 of the Act we find this is al.
ready there. Therefore, Sir, I feel, this resolution is
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redundant. Clause 4 is like  this: All national highways

shall vest in the Union, and for the purposes of this

Act “‘higchways” include—(i) all land appurtenant thereto,
whethercdem}e’ucated or not; (i) all bridges, culverts,
tunnels, causeways, carriageways and other structures
constructed on Or across such highways and (iii) all fen-
ces, trees, posts and boundary, furlong and mile stones
of such highways or any land appurtenant to such high-
ways’’.. Therefore, Sir, clause 4 covers the purpose of the
resolution brought before the House by the Goyernment.
I have, therefore, my reservation that the proposed r€so—
lution is redundant and therefore, I oppose it. I would
like  to make an appeal to the  Government
that they should reconsider the resolution, they should
study it. - I think, as per clause 4, if there Dbe
any apprehension with the Government this clause 4 removes
this and Goyernment can act fully in consonance with
this clause. Whatever Obstacle is now faced by this Govern-
ment can be removed With the authority vested in clause.4,

With these words Sir, I again request the Government
to reconsider the resolution:
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Article-252. Power of Parliament to Legislate for two
or more States by consent and adoption of such legisla-
tion by any other State (1) If it appears to the Legis-
latures of tWo or more States to be desirable that any of
the matters Wwith respect to which Parliament has no
power to make laws for the States except 2s provided
in Acts 249 and 250 should be regulated in such States by
Parliament by law and if resolutions to that effect are
passed by all the Houses of the Legislatures of these States,
it shall be lawful for Parliament to pass an Act for regu-
lJating that matier accordingly, and any Act sO passed
shall apply to such States and to any other State by
which it is adopted afterwards by resolution passed in
that behalf by the House, or where there are two Houses,
by each of the Houses of the Legislature of that State

Rule 72. Would the Hon’ble Minister, P. W.D- kindly
enlighten us ?

Shri ABDUL MUHIB MAZUMDAR (Minister, Par-
liamentary Affairs) :—I request the Hon’ble Speaker to
kindly allow me to Speak. The Resolution Which has
been placed before the House by the Minister, P. W. D.
because of the Constitutional Provision under Article-252.
Under Article=252 of 'the = Constitutiopal it is  laid
down that the  Act that has been passed by the

Parliamznt and it is passed for the interest of several : ;
States and if any State wants to adopt the law passed "«
by Parliament, it may do so, it shall be lawful for the -

Parliament to pass an Act for regulating that matter
accordingly, and any Act so passed shall apply to such
States and to any other State by which it is adopted
afterwards by resolution passed in that behalf by the
House or where there are two Houses, by each of the
House of the Legislature of that State. Since it is a
National Highways Act, the Highways declared to be
National Highways by or under that Act come under the
Legislative Jurisdiction of the Central Government. The
Clauses make it clear that all matters pertaining to the
use of the land adjoining National Highways, e, g.
restriction of ribbon developments, control of access,
removal of encroachment, control of road side land use,
levy of betterment charges etc. fall within the legislative
jurisdiction of State and included as item No. 13 of the
State List. This Assembly, therefore, conisders that it is,
desirable to pass an Act to secure uniformity in the rules
regulations, pProcedure etc, Now with this, the Minister,
P. W. D. has come forward under Article-252 to secure
Resolution from this House otherwise the extent of law-
passed. by the Central Government will not be applicable
in this State.  Sir, I remember, the Hon’ble Minister,
P. W. D. has already explained that there is a great
deman? from the House itself that all along the Natjona]
Highw. /, there is an encroachment, there are shops adjacent.

to the National Highway and other structures in the road

side and these was very stringent criticism about this
matter and the Minister, P. W. D. wants to take the
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help of this House. It is also known that the Parliament
has necessary power under Article 249 of the Constitution
to legislate with respect to any matter in the State list
in the national interest, the tenure of such legislation is
limited to a period not exceeding ome year. It is for the
interest of the State and for this purpose this House
resolves that the Parliament may be requested to pass an
Act for regulating the matters mentioned, in the Resolution.
Shri Benoy Kumar Basumatary has, now, raised the
question that whether this is a Resolution under Rule 115.
‘Rule 115 staies that a member who wishes to move a
resolution shall give 10 clear days notice before the date
appointed for the disposal of private members’ resolutions
and shall together with the notice submit a copy of the
resolution which he wishes to move. Sir, obviously this
does not refer to the Rule 115 and it relates to Article-
252 and Minister, P. W. D. has come forward to take
the help of this House with a resolution that has to be
passed.

Shri BENOY KUMAR BASUMATARY :—Sir, the
point that is elucidated by the Hon’ble Law Minister, needs
to be further clarified. Sir, whatever business this House
undertakes should be legal and as per rules. Sir, if it iSa
resolution under Rule 115, then it is only a member
who can move the resolution. Government Cannot move
the resolution. Sir, there is another point i- €., under Rule
131(1) and under which a motion on & matter of general
public interest can be discussed only with the consent
of the Speaker. I want to get a clarification from the
Hon’ble Minister.

Mr. SPEAKER —Hon’ble Member wants to know.
whether the Minister has moved the resolution under
Rule 115 and he has already said that a member other
than a Minister can move a résolution under this Rule
She is a Minister —but there is one thing, almost all the
resolutions are first made under Rule 115 but under Rule
117, subject to the provisions of this Rule, 2 Member or a
Minister may move a resolution relating to a matter of

general public interest.

Shri BENOY KUMAR BASUMATARI —Thank you
very much Sir. But there is something wrong in the
notice. The proper form should be under Rule 117 but

this form is not followed.
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Shri ABDUL MUHIB MAZUMDER, (Minister) :—It
is absolutely legal. If an authority with jurisdiction to
pass an order, passed an order then mentioning of a
wrong section does not make it incorrect.

Mr. SPEAKER :—The Hon’ble member is so good
that he has made the discussion very lively. Now, I put
the resolution before the House. ‘“Whereas with the
coming into force of the National Highways Act, 1956,
the Highways declared to be “ational Highways by or
under that Act came under the T.egislative jurisdiction of
the Central Government ;

Whereas all matters pertaining to the use of the
land adjoining National Highways, e. g., restriction of
ribbon developments, control of access, removal of en-
croachment, control of road side land use, levy of bet-
terment charges etc., fall within the legislative jurisdiction
of State and included as item No. 13 of the State list ;

Whereas this Assembly considers that it is desirable to
pass an Act to secure uniformity in the rules, regulation,
Procedure etc., throughout India ;

_Whereas the Parliament hasg necessary power under
Article 249 of the Constitution to legislate with respect
to any matter in the State list in the national interest,
the tenure of such legislation is limited to a period not
exceeding one year.

Now, therefore, in exercise of powers conferred - by
clause (I) of Article 252 of the Constitution of India
this Assembly resolves that the Parliament be requested
to pass an Act for regulating the matters mentioned above.”

The resolution is passed.
