improved quite a lot and it has become normal practice,
I feel Sir that people of this State should not lag behind
in this aspect of medical treatment. = Sir, transplanting
procedure has improved so much that many Hon’ble
Members of this house already know that todiy even skin
can be developed, skin can,be - cultured ‘and those people
who. become victims of the war' can'obtain skin' to-cover
their bodies. Not ouly that there are some common ail-
ments like teeth problem. Today even good teeth ‘can be
preserved and good teeth can be given to a needy- person.
. Similarly, in the developed Ccountiies, = transplantation “of
“eyes which gives a person to 'View this world. Therefore,
Sir, there is no part in the human body' now which can
not be replaced. So, in rhis ‘world ‘we can all' transplant
our parts. But Sir, to do this legal support: of the
country is required. Now Sir, if T have'my own children
and they have to live long and we are not to live so long,

Sir, I quote “It was well before down last Wednesday
when Dr. Jack Copeland, the leading heart surgeon at -
Tucson’s  University Medical Ceutre, had to face the grim
truth his patient was dying. Thomas Creighton, a 33-year -
old Arizona auto mechanic had undergone transplant sui-:
gery 24 hours earlier to replace a heart revaged by two:
attacks and cardjomyopathy, a progressive disease of the
heart muscle. Right from the start there Were problems
with the transplanted organ, and a pacemarker had to be
used. - Then Creighton’s body began rejecting the heart.
At 3 p.m. he went into cardiac arrest. ; ‘

As doctors struggled to keep the dying man alive
. Copeland’s assistants made desperate calls to organ-procu-
rement agencies, hoping to find another human do for heart °
for him. None was available. Copeland then made a
bold decision. He opted to Use a virtually untested arti-
ficial heart to sustain Creighton until another ' human
heart could be found a direct violation of federal rules..
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. There was no time, Copeland later said, to seek permi- .
ssion from the Food and Drug Administration, which re-
gulates the use of medical devices: “If we had asked
ghem to make a decision, the patient Wwould® have been
ea -1’ _

Friday afternoon, despite Copeland’s extra-ordinary
efforts, Creighton died, having survived for eleven hours
with an artificial heart and nearly 36 hours with a second
human heart transplant. Had he fully regained conscious-
ness he would have learned that he had made medical
history : in the space «f four days his life had been sus-
tained by four different hearts (including his own) :

Throughout the marathon medical battle the big con-
cern was time. When Creight n’s heart failed ‘«n Wednes-
day, he was put on a heart-lung machine, a device used
to pump and oxygenate blood during heart surgery. The
machice could be used safely for: nly three or four hours
before causing serious damage to blocd cells and uitimately
to vital organs.

As Creighton's time on the heart-lung machine ticked
on with no donor heart in sight, Copeland got. permission
from the patient’s family to try an artificial heart. He
called Heart Surgeon Cecil Vaughn of St. Luke’s Hospital
in Phoneix who for two years has been- experimenting With
the ‘Phoneix heart’, the invention of Kevin Cheng, a dental
surgeon. “Vaughn was stunned ;. the hcart was years away
from FDA approval and had been tested only twice in
animals. “Tt was like a bomb falling from the sky’”’, he
recalls, Still he agreed to helicopter to Tucson immediatly
with Cheng and his invention.

But before Vaughn took' off, he telephoned Dr. Donald
Olsen of the University of Utah in Salt Lake City, asking
him to join the rescue effort. Olsen Was a member of the
team that first tested the Jarvik-7 heart, which sustained
Barney Clark for 112 days and was at week’s end, still
beating in William Schroeder and Murray Hydon at the
Humana Hospital in Louisville. Although Olsen was well
aware that famed Surgeon William Devries is the only
doctor authorised by the FDA to implant the Jarvik-7,
he agreed to fly to Tucson with the device. Said he :
““In critical situation like this, we have to respond”.
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. It was case_ of first come_first served. Vaughn arrived .
in Tucson at 9-30 a. m..-on Wednesday, 3} hours ahead of
the Utah team. By then, Creighton had been .on :the heart
lung ‘machine for nearly six hours. Says Vaughn the choice

‘As a result.of
blood-vessel damage, fluid had accumulated in his lungs,
causing a buildup .of pressure. on the right side of his
new heart that ultimately proved -fatal.

As a mdtter of
fact, I am not taken into confidence and therefore, the
high school in my constituency does not have a Mathematics
Teacher. Sir, we want our students to come out and
face the world. Sir, we are living in technical era and
we have to specialised our children in new methods of
technologies and sciences. I do not think that the appoint-
ment of High School teachers should be frittered away or
gambled away in such a manner. Sir, the High School
