Shri- Md, Idris ( Miaister. ) s— Sir, the Hon'ble
Member has raised a very pertinent point regarding
agricultural income tax.

Sir, he knowsit very well that in Assam, tax comes
mainly from tea and the mcome from tea varies from
year to year. Now, the year m question, ie., 1¢82-
83 when Rs, 8 crores was realised was a year of
depression so far as tea industry is concerned. The
boom period of the tea industry was in 1983-84 and
that will be displayed in the coming years’ collections,
ie., in 1984-85. Here, I would like to clarify one point
that there is no scope of agricultural income tax being.
reversed by departnﬁent or officers because agricultural
income tax is levied on tea gardens on an assessment
of the income tax by the Government of India purely
on profit basis. So, whatever profit on tea indust;y
accrues for a particular period that is being assessed
by us as agricultural income tex on a cerrain percent-
age of total i.e., 40% assessed direct by the Govt, of
India and 60% is leaft with us. ;

(a) More than 99% of the revenue. derived from. Agr-

jcultural Income tax is accounted for by the Tea Industry;.

(b)- The profitability of Tea Industry is dependant

npon a number of factors which are -

(i) Weather condition in the tea growing areas which
t0 a great extent determines the produsction and quality
of tea;

(i) Conditions prevailing in the international tea

market ;

(iii) _Socio political stuation both at national and
inter-national livel ; and :

(iv) wage level, cost of inputs etc
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All these conditions ‘govern the prdfitability of
the tea industry. I have said that 'these are being
assessed by ;he Income Tax Department of the Govt.
of India and the income which comes out is divided
in the ratio of 60% and 40%-—60% for us and 40% for
their own income tax levy.

Because the standard
in tte Colleges has deteriorated ; The standard required
by the UGC is not fulfilled by the studentsof this
State. Now, it is good thatthe Govt, has realised the
situation and decided to look into the academic stan-
dard of the Colleges, Sir, I am ‘told by my pareats
that theIr contemporaries when they were- studying in
the Colleges the standard of English was so high that
even now a Matriculite of those days can teach an
M,A_'in English of today.

Subject to correct in But I am told that some Lecturers
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an;i Professors take only one class a week wher-
eas in other spheres of educational activies like our
Primary and High Schools our teacheers are to take
classes for hours together, Of course, some of the
- teachers are not very good and I agree with it. But
it is a fact that they spend a lot of time and give
a lot of attention in teaching studeats. But in Colle-
ges, Lecturers and Professors have a lot ofrdema.nds
and they have amongst themselves made out so-many
rules that they do not require to take more than two
classes in a week. Sir, Ido not understand wherefrom
they have made out those rules- and under what social

obligations they have decided to takeon or two_ classes in

obay or a week. Sir, if a proper survey is taken from the

Govt. Colleges, then you will see these Professors and
Lectarers have ample time and most of these Profess-
ors are following the colonial system of education. Sir,
~ they should not be allowed to follow the colomai system
of education. Of course, there are only 3 G.ovt. Coll-
cgesone is Cotton College at Gauhati and the other one are
at Diphu and Haflong Proper survey will revesl this fact,

This is a wastgge of public money and there are other

problems of the collegss in underdeveloped areas. I am
citing an instance here about Kokrajhar Cullege where Pro=

fessors and not Lecturers are not only getting their salaries

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not in timé but even their provident bund moneys are

~ not deposited to the Govt. Account. This is the charge

brought to my ‘notice. Theh, sir. there are colleges
where we know Principals take scholarships of the:stl;- :
dents and' do not make the payment to the st‘ud,ents._‘
I am told that such a thing has ‘happened in Silepacer
College; 1'have alse mentioned  certain matters of the
colleges of. my ‘constitucncy in this House earlier. In
Udalguri College, even we. have received cor-npla:ints that
the Principal in-cherge gives proxy in two colleges éimul-
tapeously. I am -told that the vice Prinqipal' of Tangla
College i$ 'also giving proxy.as Principal in Udalguri
College: Then, sir, there are . other isuses; for instance,
the issue—of‘ the medium of instruction, etc., in Pandu
College 4nd Kokrajhar Coliege and the cases which are
filed in the Supreme Court has also not been dis posed of,
and no directive has been issued. These are pending
as yet. Sir, how we find that Govt, is very keen to
improve the acdemic standard .of the College. while
looking 'aftar the .aced'emic standsrd  Govt. should
not only think:of the material improvement of the
Colleges. They shouli not only. think for t]gel constt-
uction of double-storied buildings but they should give
more emphasis oD the academic_ imporovement of \th;e

colleges. - Sir, by saying this 1 would like to mean
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that Govt. should give emphais for im4proving the quali-
_ties of professors and lecturers aad they shold be incul-

‘cated with the sense.of dedication as was with the

teachers of our ancient times, Then, sir, I would like .

to mention a few woods about the devéloped world :
The developed world has g‘oﬁe far ahead . The qther
day I read a magazine where I find the system of
mathematics has been revolutionsid by th: use of
computors. In fact the ‘system of mathematics is com-
pletely changed and if I Am asked to solve a problem
of mathematics then I will not be able to follow the
same procedure which is followed now-a-days by our
students . Similariy, in ali spheres the system of educa-
tion is completely changed because of the use of com-
puters in developed countries. Computer has‘ become
one of the main implemeats of educatioa . If we are
to improve the standard of the Colleges of the State,
then it is necessary that we shouid fall in line with
other developed countries for automation and computeri-
sation in College edmecation. Sir, I do not want to take
moce time of the House. But I would like to mention
an importanﬂt point- about the backward and uuderdeve-
‘loped areas in the State. Sir , the other day the Leader
of the House has meationed ia this House® that in

selectlng colleges underdeveloped areas should get pre-

]
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fer'ence, He has stated that in certain developed areas;
for example in his own _cqnstituency and Subdivision ,
there are 16 colleges. Though the total poputation
of ‘the area may be within 6 to 8 lakhs of people ; the
aumber of colleges are 16 whereas in my own area

there are 9 lekhs of people but the number of colleges
is negligible . In my own area only 5 colleges are. thers
Similarly, in, almost all the underdeveloped areas like
Dhemaiji, Jonat etc., you will find only one or tow colleges
there.
