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arisen when the policy and attitude of the present gover—

nment in Assam has become a matter of public impor-

tance, as the Govrnment has been repeatedly declaring that
democratic, cbnstit.utional and peaceful movements will not
" be obstructed to, by the present Government in Assam,

Sir, these are the salient poin'ts.' There are other
related incidents. In kalaigaon, on the same day there was
ruthless lathi charge and there are reports that the
police firing at L .ilongpara was cccasioned by D. C. &

S. P, Darrang and it is also reported that this Dalgaon
police action was precipitated by two Hon’ble Members
of the Treasury Bench. Not only that. After 9th Septem-
ber, the next Sunday following 9th - September a bus-load
of people from Sipajhar went to kalaigoan area shou-
ting that the tribals and the Bodo people in particular
have become very proud, and they should be taught a
lesson. This bus-load of people from Sipajhar went to
kalaigaon area and they enquired from the Assamese inha-
bitants within that area whether tribals have movestcd the
Assamese speaking people in the tribal areas. The Assam-
ese speaking people said ‘ No’ they have not done such
things; they have only raised their constitutional and

popular demands., At this, fortunately, better sense  pre-=
vailed in the group of bus-load of people and they

returned. Not only that, after this on 24th and 25th
September another police firing occurred at Serfanguri
and the man who died, the bullet entered his body from
the back, This substantiates that the police had shot
from the back. That means that our people seeing the
police people had already retreated and the Assam Police
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had taken this action to destroy the tribals. In that

manner, Sir, there are many things which has not seen
the light of the day and the Government of Assam has

given false propaganda that at Lailongpara on 9th Sep-
tember, the tribal people armed with lethal weapons were

assembled. So, we want to know what are.the proof the
