Shri Chandra Mohan Patowary ( Minister Health etc. D

Shri . Abdul Muktadir Choudhury : At present 32 gazetted
posts are. lying vacant at Silchar . Medical College... Out
of that, 13 posts are Demonstrators, 7 Registrars, Associated
professors and others. If these 32 posts are lying vacant
then how Medical College can run and these vacancies
are lying vacant for one or more than two years. Will the
Minister say whether these posts will be filled up imm-
ediatelly so that this Medical College can run properly.

Shri Chandra Mohan Patowary ( Minister, Health etc. ) : Mr
Speaker sir, we also regret. 'We have many _doctors.
Most of the doctors are seeking Government, transfer
orders. We have, taken action against them. Some of
them are also put uncer suspension and secondly we have
fixed up a date -already. These posts have already been
advertised and we have fixed up a date probably, on
the 12th or 15th of this current ‘month the date of inter-
view has been fixed and after the interview is held; 1we
will definitely fill up these posts within this month.

Shri ‘Abdul Muktadir Choudhury : Mr. speaker Sir, out
of 13 Demonstrators lying vacant not a single Demon-
strator has been posted.

Shri Chandra Mohan Patowary (Minister Health etc) : These
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will be filled up because the date of interview has

already been fixed. Secondly sir, considering the urgency,

we have posted some doctors and these will be filled

up very shortly. ,
Shri. Altaf Hussian Majumdar : Mr. speaker sir, I have

got a very relevant supplementary. Will the minister

say that not only the demonstrators Post, two of Deputy

superitendents also are lying vacant. There is no Aneas-

thetist, similarly, in the cardiology depertment, there is

no Register, in the Radiology department, there is no

Registar. This is the position of the Silchar Medical

College, will the Minister admit it ?
Shri Chandra Mohan Patowary ( Minister. Health etc. ) 3

Mr. Speaker Sir, in the Radiology department we have
already appointed a Registrar. Regarding Anaesthetist
we have sent one professor from Gauhati Medieal College,
Shri D. Pathak. We have advertised this post and it
will be filled up accordingly.  Regarding Cardiology,

1 would like to inform you that one Doctor was there.

As he has been promoted recently to the post of Asso-
ciated professor, he has been transferred to Dibrugarh
Medical College. There is no post of Associated professor
at Silchar Medical College. So, it is for us to post . a
doctor there. He was having D. M. degree and at Silchar
Medical College there was no such post to accommo-
date him. Secondly sir, one Dr. Bhattacharjee was posted
at Silchar Medical College but he has gone for higher
degree sponsored by us. Sir, doctors in Cardiology
department are not available in Assam. So Wwe ar¢

sponsoring some candidates for higher studies. Conside-
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ring the urgency and realising the situation of Cardiology
department of Silchar Medical College. I would like
to inform all the hon’ble members that we are going
to create one post of Asstt. professor in Silchar Medical
College so that one Asstt. professor can be transferred
to Silchar Medical College from Gauhati Medical College
and you know in creating a post we are to move to
several departments and in the process it takes some

time. As soon as it is cleared, we will post an Asstt.
Professor at Silchar Medical College.

Shri Chandra Mohan Patowary, Minister, Health & F.W. : Mr.
Speaker, Sir, the Hon' ble Memter has expressed his fcelings.
That was my feeling also but when it was published in
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the Press I mad inquries regarding this keeping the public
welfare in view. From my inquire I came to know that
only the Surgeons are entitled to give their opinion as
to whether this particular brand of medicine is good or
bad. Surgeons namely head of the department of Surgery,
Silchar ~ Medical  College rwho certified that this
is good and. these can be wused regularly. Prof. B.
Dauka then head of the department of Surgery, and
vice principal of Guwahati Medical College Hospital
¢ certified that these can be used regularly. Dr. R. P. Bazar—
barua, also a renowned Surgeon and Suptd. MMC E ospital

certified ' that this is of good quality and can be used regu

larly. Dr. N. Zaman Director Medical Education certified

it as good and regular use. . So. Sir, after receiving certifi-

cates that this thingis good. I am helpless, probably

the hon'ble Memter Ms. Ardhendu Kumar Dey is also

helpless after getting certificates from all those authori-

ties. But inspite of these certificates’ when-it - was pub-

lished in the press for the information of the house I

Centre and it is not in rural area and located in
& Udalguri town ? '
Shri Chandra Mohan Patowary, ( Minister, Health ) : Sir,
I realise the condition of some hospitals. It was because
lack of money in our budget it was not possible to
reconstruct the hospital buildings. The aim of the Government
was to start reconstructing the hospital buildings thro—
ughout the state. So far as the 30-beded hospital at
Paneri, I have seen the codition of the building. It is
really deplorable. I have already instructed our concrn-
ing officers to submit one report for reconstruction of
this Hospital. Regarding 30 beded hospital, I would
like to inform thc house that the previous Government cons-
tructed rural hospital in the town. Now, for his infor—
mation, I would like to state that the Government have decj-
ded to construct one 100-beded hospital at Udalguri.
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It is implied that, this is the answer of the unstarred

Mr. Speaker : Now item No. 6

Shri Digen Chandra Bora ( Minister Industries ) Sir, I
beg to leave to introduce the Chemical Unit of Messers
Associated Industries ( Assam ) Limited ( Acquisition and
Transfer of Undertaking ) Bill, 1987.

Mr. Speaker : Is it the pleasure the House to grant leave

- to introduce the Bill ¢
. noise.. ‘Yes’ ... ‘No’

Shri Santi Ranjan Dasgupta : Mr. Speaker sir, we oppose

this Bill at the time of special leave to introduce because to
speak frankly, I cannot understand what the Bill wants.
Sir, let me now quote the Bill. The chemical Unit
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of Messers Associated Industries (Assam) Limited.
( Acquisition and Transfer of Undertaking ). Bill, 1987.
This Bill in 65 of 1951 clauses reads management
of the Chemical Unit of the industrial Undertaking
- known as Messers ~ Associated Industries ( Assam )
Limited was taken over by the Central Government on
gth day of July, 1974 under section 18 AA of the Indu-

stries ( Development and Regulation ) Act, 1951 and
Messers Assam Industrial Development Corporation Limited,
Guwahati was authorised to take over the management
of the said industrial undertaking on behalf of the Central
Government.

This is understandable. Then. AIDC wants more
money for expansion purposes, that is also understandable.
Then this unit wants to produce Single super phosphate,
fertiliser, sulphuric Acid, Mixed fertilisers and Liquid
sulphur di-oxide which are essential. That is also unders-
tandable. I do not understand from section 4. clause 2. Sir,
this portion I do not understand. “All  properties
and assets as aforesaid which have vested in the State
Government under section 3 shall, by force of such vesting,
be freed and discharged from any trust, obligation,
mortgage, charge, lien, and other incumbrances affecting
it, any attachment, injunction or any decree or order of
any court or other authority restricting the use of such
properties or assets in-any manner or appointing any
receiver in respect of the whole or any part of such
properties or assets shall - be deemed to have been
withdrawn.”’

=
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Sir, this portion I did not understand. In 1974, the
Government of India took the property and the management
control of this property has been given to the AIDC of
Assam. Now sir, from where all these mortgage question,
decree of court, attachment, injunction can come from
1974 to 1987 after 13 years ? How these questions arose ?
We want an explanation on this point sir. ‘Then again,
clauses 3, 4, s, 6, say if any loss that was incurred by
AIDC that is to be sanctioned by this Government. Then
again sir, within this 13 years if this Assam AIDC have
borrowed any money or if they have incurred any loss
whatsoever that will be borne by the Government. Sir here
also I do not understand. How much profit so far for
the: last 13 years the AIDC have earned, what amount
the Government has invested for improvement of this
industry * and what loss this suffered for managing and
controlling the affairs of these industries. Sir, all these
things I did not understand. So sir, T oppose this special
leave to introduce this Bill. Then again sir. Section 5
classe T says ~“Every liability, other than the liability
specified in sub-section '(2) of the Undertaking of the
Company in respect of any period prior to the appointed day
shall be the liability of the Company and shall be enforceable
against it and not against the State Govern-
ment or, where the Undertaking of the Company stand
transferred to, and vested in, by vertue of the provisions
of scction 6, a Government Company. against  such
Government Company.”

Sir, which Company the Minister wants to mention
here. The Company. that is the AIDC or from whom
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the Government of India took over the possession. So, that
was not clear. What was the position of the Company at the
time of taking over of these associated industries. That
was not cleared here. Therefore. sir, that is to be cleared
very specifically at the time of taking over of this concern
from such and such company, that company had so much
burden of loan, had mortgaged their properties, had so
much degree against them, that should have been clearly
specified. Then sir, any liability arising m respect of loss
advanced by the Central Government or the State Govern-

ment that is the present Government by this Bill that

they will take over and they will pay back that is
understandable.  Therefore sir, in conclusion, I should
say what the Government boriowed during these 13 years
of time that is to be stated after managing and controlling
the affairs of the associated industries by AIDC. Sir, it sho-
uld be made clear what is the loss this corporation suffered
for this 13 long years and what amount has been vested. to
this Associated Industries by this Government that should
be clearly stated before introduction of the Bill and what
was the position prior to taking over the concern by the
Government. This should be clarified. With these few
words, I oppose the introduction of the Bill.

Shri Ardhendu Kumar Dey: Sir, I oppose this Bill because
the Associated Industries is a sick industry. It is in huge
debt of lakhs of rupees. It has two parts: one is to
manufacture cloth and the other is for manufacture of
chemicals viz: Sulphuric Acid and Super Phosphate. By
this time the chemical portion is under the control of
the ‘Authorised controller.’ Sir, this ‘Authorised controller’

i
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was ‘engaged by the Central Government. But in-due
course what is found ? We found huge loss caused by
this “authorised controller. “ By now the apparatus ' for
manufacture of chemicals have got rusted, and gone out
of order. The huge raw materils are unfit for manufacturing
purpose. So with this huge loss why the Government,
.the present. Government which is in need of more money
from the Centre for meeting flood damage etc, is going
to taks over this industry with a huge debt. If  the
Industries Department aim is to encourage the youths to
start some industries it is' better to give or. to  entrust
thisbunit daaw . aon

Mr. Speaker ¢ You can discuss this at the consideration stage.

Shri':Ardhendu Kumar Dey : Sir, [ am concluding. It is better
to give it to Jalan or to any youth. But it should: not
be taken over by Government.

With: this I conclude.

Shri Altaf Hussain Mazumdar : Mr. Speaker, Sir, I have gone
through the statement of objects and reasons of the Bill
which says “Associated Industries ( Assam ) Limited, a
company incorporated on 7th November, 1959 as a Public
Limited Company among others was Chemical Unit, which
was commissioned in July, 1963 for manufacture of Sul-
phuric Acid, Single Superphosphate, Liquid Sulphur dioxide
etc at its plant at chandrapur, in the Pragjyotishpur
district in the State of Assam. There was a general decline
of the activities of the company, partly due to the
mismanagement of its affairs and it was closed in 1971.
The management of the Chemical Unit of the Company
was taken over under Section 18AA of the Industries
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( Development & Regulation ) Act, 1951 on the 8th July,
1974 and the Assam Industrial Development Corporation
Ltd., was appointed as the authorised person to take over
the management of the Unit. The State Government had
been managing the unit through Assam Industral Develop-
ment Corporation Limited since then.”

I am putting emphasis on this. Sir, I wantto make
certain general observations because in taking over such
industries question of policy is involved. When Government
comes forward to take over such industries there must
be definite purpose and that is industrial development.
But there is a sugar industry in Cachar = which is dying
the paper industry is dying and similarly the cycle industry
is there. The Government could give money to those
sick and dying industries. If the Government intention
is to revive those industries and to give benefit to the
people of the State then Government should make policy
about all the sick industries of the state. I do not mind
Government trying to help the industry. But what is

happening 3 Governmets good money is sinking in this
industries, the machineries are gettng rusted. The sugar
industries are dying the paper industry has completely
gone dead. T am giving emphasis on this. Before Goven-
ment takes such a step the House must be in possession
of certain facts, the financial involvement’ loan
position, its viability, its self generation, repaying capabity
and will it be wise to sink more money in white elephant ?
So Government should not be in a hurry. We are not oppo -
sing because we are in the opposition. We have scen
that such hasty decision has braught huge burden on the
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State. Let us see the future of this project. We are not
directly taking over from a private entrepreneur. This

was under the AIDC which under the control of Assam
Government. Why the Assam Government, through the
Industrial Development Corproratiori could not revive it.,

Why it could not become a profitable concern y It was
under the control of the Government of Assam. This
was under the management of the Government of Assam.
It is not that I am .totally opposing it, but for future
let it be in record. The whole sick industries of Assam
sholud be examined thoroughly. If money is to be mvested,
it should be done after proper examination of the whole
matter. There are so many. tea gardens in a sinking stage.
So, I will advice the Government to make a thorough
examination of the entire matter regarding the sick indus-
tries of the state and then come forward with concrete
paoposal. Sir, it should not be. taken that because we
are in the opposition we are opposing it. Let the Govern-
ment evolve a policy in regard to the sick industries.
I suggest that Government should not rush with any
action, rather think over it and the House be given the

facts and figures and about this company, the Government
must examine = thoroughly before investing public
money of Assam which is in a very tight financial position.
Once the Government takes over all the responsibilities of the
Company, the heavy financial burden will ultimately rest
on it. we need not, therefore, take over the Company’s
management.  With examing all aspects So, with these
words, I conclude.
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Shri S. N. Medhi. (Law Minister): Mr. Speaker Sir, by this
 bill, the Stat: Government wants to acquire {he undertaking
on transfer. This industry which is a company started its
functioning in 1963. Then in 1971, it was closed. Thereafter,
in 1974, the Central Government took over the company un-
¢cr the provision of Industrial Development and Regulation
Act 1951, and the State Government was authorised to con-
duct the management of the Company. Actually, since 1974,
the State Government is managing all affairs of the company.
“ ‘Now the Government has found it fit to take over by way
of acquisiton and then after acquisition, it will be a Governm-
ent company. There is some misunderstanding as I have heard
some Hon’ble members of the opposition. Mr. Mazumdar
has said that it is a sinking boat. If it is sinking, we
must salvage it. We must rescue the pas'sangers, and that
will be the duty of the Government. We cannot remain as
passive spectators. We must do something. One important
clause Clause- 5- which has mnot been looked into by the
member of opposition. The clause reads that “*every
liability, other then the liability specified in sub section
(2) of the undertaking of the company in respect of any
period prior to the appointed cay shall be the liability
of the company and shall be enforceable against it and
not against the State Government.” In Sub-clause (2) pf Clausc
5 the loans are advanced by the Central Government, loans
advanced by a bank to the undertaking and loans advanced
by the Assam Industrial Dev. Corporation. This is our
concern, concern of the State Government. Other loans taken
from the company shall have to be borne by the persons
interested in the company. Therefore, this bill as been

-~
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sought to. -be rightly introduced in this  house. Itiis a
sick industry.” We must selvage this sick industry ‘and ‘try
to improve its: productivity. Therefore, there is nothing
wrong in introducing the bill and the object is very good
and laudable. Therefore, the opposition sheould not raise

any objection in introducing this bill.
Mr Speaker: An Hon’ble Mémber may oppose introduction
of ‘a bill only on the ground of legislative competence.

Since it!is wit-in the legislative competence, I allow the
Hon’ble - Minister to introduce the bill. However, I would

like to read out relevant position from the practice and
procedure of parliament by Kaul and Shakdher.

“The Constitution provides for a threc-fold distribution
of legislative power between the Union and the States’s
the Union List enumerates topics of legislation in respect

to which parliament has exclusive power to make laws ;
the State list enumerates topics of legislation in respect
to which the Legislature of State has exclusive powet

to make laws; and the concurrent list enumerates topics

in respect to which both parliament and the legislature
of a State have power to make laws.

The legislative power includes the subsidiary or
auxiliary power to validate laws found to be invalid for
one infirmity or another. It is competent to the approp-
riate legislature to cure the said infirmity and pass a

validating laws so as to make the provisions of the said
earlier law effective from the date when it was passed.”

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Shri Charan Narzary : I also oppose this Bili. I have reasons
to question the validity of bringing in this sort of Bill in
view of the proclamation made by our secred Constitution
insofar as religious institutions are concerned. Without goi-
ng into the details I want to comment that instead of going
for acquisition of land held by the religious and cheritable
institutions provision should have been made or some steps
should have been taken by the Government to regularise
the settlement of those lands with the occupant cultivators.
I have raised this point because, in most of the cases,

large chunk of land in the possession of religious and
cheritable institutions is being used by the cultivators
in the rural areas as has been pointed out by hon’ble
member Shri Hemen Das. There cannot arise any question
of giving compensation to the religious or cheritable
institutions. But the cultivators, who are using the land
held in the name of religous anp cheritable institutions,
should be given regular pattas. So long the authorities
of the religious and cheritable institutions have earned
a lot from their share of produce on the agricultural
lands which are being used by the cultivators. So, Sir,
Government should come forward with an amendment
that the land used by the cultivators be given to the
cultivators ; because they arc all poor people. If the
Government acquires the land then it is likely to bring
about certain complicacies in the near future.

The other point is regarding the Government move to
control the religious and charitable institutions by constituting
a Managing Committee of which the Deputy Commissioner
or the Sub-Divisionl Officer or his nominee will be the
President., an Ex-officio Secretary to be elected by the
Deuries/Bor Deuries ; five elected members to be elected
from amongst the devotees. But these religous and chari-
table institutions have their own Management and so
where is the necessity of creating fresh Management
Committees for those  institutions ?

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The Assam State Acquisition of Lands belonging to
Religious or Charitable Institutions of public Nature Act,
1959 has come into force with effect from 18th March,
1963. Under Section 3 (1) of the said Act, lands belong-
ing to Religious or charitable Institutions of Public Nature
Act were acquired and vested in the State free from all
encumbrances with effect * from the first day of the
Agricultural year next following the date of publication of
such notification.

Religious or Charitable Institutions, whose lands were
acquired under the said Act, are entitled to get compen-
sation under section 8 of the said Act on the basis of
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income from rent, forest, fisheries, hats etc. for the year

preceding the date of acquisition.

At present, 117 Nos. of religious institutions of which
58 Debalayas, 37 satras, 17 temples and 4 muslim
institutions of Assam, are getting perpetual annuity annually
whose lands were acquired under the said Act. During
the current financial year a sum of Rs. 15.75 lakhs has
been provided for payment of perpetual annuity.

The total land measuring 2, 90, 266B-OK-6L belonging
to Religious or Charitable Institutions has been acquired
under Section 3 (1) of the said Act and the total land
measuring 2. 29, 571B-OK-7- L of the acquired land has
been given in allotment/scttlement under Section 15 and

Section 16 of the said Act.
On 15. 3. 86. Sodou Asom Debalaya Sangha, Guwahati,

submitied a representation to Minister, Revenue on various
demands including the enhancement of perpetual annuity to
Debalaya/Satra. Accordingly, a discussion was held between
the members of the said Sangha and Minister, Revenue,
and consequently steps ar¢ taken now by the Government
for enhancement of perpetual annuity to Debalaya/Satras etc.

The annuity for each institution was flxed in perpe-
tuity during the sixties.
