Shri A.F. Golam Osmani: The Minister goeé ‘(I)n
replying abouf the shortage of fund. It has becomé a
routine affair. Every session, we observe that the Miﬂj;.
ter can barely meet any demand on financial grbund.
I would like to draw the attention of the Minister that
in very State of India, a percentage of fund is made~avail-
able for flood pr01¢CtiOH and other works from the state
fund. It is scen that in Assam, there is no such budget
any provision for this purpose. As a result, we have become
completely dependent on the Central Government. Would
the Government consider to make some allocation from the
State head so that whenever any emergency - arises, we
can meet it. Whenever we go to Delhi, we demand con-
tribution from central Government as grant-in-aid, but we
cannot get it always, as demanded. So, this is a very impor-
tant matter. I would request the Hon’ble Chief Minister
as well as the Flood Control Minister to consider this at
the time of preparation of the next budget. |

I want to make mention
here if the sugar came is not crushed after Celling it
within I2 hours than the it will not be converted into
sugar. That isthe main reason why Cachar Sugar Mill is
in almost dying condition and the samething will also
happen in case of Kampur Sugar Mill
