Sri Thaneswar Boro ( Minister, Revenue ) replied :

va) During May/June, 1987, 85 Scheduled Caste fami-
lies and 75 other families were evicted frcm Government Khas
land in Abhyapuri Town under North Salmara Sub-
Division.

(b) No record regarding their rehabilitation in 1952 is

available in the S. D.0O’s Office.
(c) In view of reply (b) above it could not be as-

certained.

(d) Rehabilitation of deserving persons may be consi-
dered. But question of giving payment of compensation on
Sarkari land does not arise,

(¢) Does not arise as no record of rehabi]itationris
available.

Shri Saati Ranjan Das Gupta: Mr. Speaker Sir, in
reply to question (b), the Minister has stated that no
record was available in the S.D. O’ office. Sir, the
North Salmara Sub-division was created very recently and
therefore, the records might have been in the District
Headquarter office at Dhubri. So these records have to
be sought in the district Headquarters office at Dhubri
or Shirastadar’s office. Moreover, the land was under the
Bijni’s Raja and not under the Government of Assam. Only in
1956 this land was taken over by the Government of Assam.
So Sir, for all these anomalies, these people were not
given pattas ; but decision was there in the Government level

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that pattas would be given to them. Now will the Mini-
ster make a thorough enquiry into the matter and find
out the records from the original office at Dhubri, where
the records might be available in the Record Room at
the District Headquarter office;

Shri Digen Chandra Bora (Minis‘tcr of Industries)
replied ¢

(a) & (b) After discussions with the Government of
India and IDBI, M/S- Parkhe Consultants had been enga-
ged to work out the rehbilitation proposal for the Unit.
At the same time IDBI, had engaged M/S, Price Water
House to do a detailed study on the bifurcation of the
assets and liabilities of the Bihar and Jogighopa units of
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Ashok Paper Mills. The Government of India also set
up a Task Force under the Chairmanship of Joint Secr-
etary, Department of Industrial Development, Government

of India with representatives of Government of Assam and
Bihar and the concerned financial institutions and banks,

Three meetings of the Task Force were held. There was
some delay in the submission of the rehabilitation report
by M/S Parkhe Consultants who submitted the same
after six months., On submission of the rehabilitation report
by M/S. Parkhe Consultants, there were discussions on
the same with the Government of India and the financial
institutions. The basic issue was with regard to the finan-
cial provision as well as the management of the Unit,
The revival of the Jogighopa Unit of Ashok Paper Mills

will require the highest level of management expertise

Supported by required amount of finance, raw-materials

uninterrupted Supply of electricty and other essential
inputs in time. The Government of Assam contacted
certain reputed private parties, on the advice of

IDBI who would be iaterested in having a financial
study in  running the Jogighopa Unit professionally;
Unfortunately, no private  party showed iaterest in
managing the Unit with financial commitments on their
part. Ultimately, the Government of Assam requested the
Government of India to appoint Hindustan Paper Corpo-

ration Ltd. asthe authorised pereon under the ID & R Act,
However, the Government of India indicated that
Hindustan Paper Corporation Ltd, could undertake the

management of the unit without any financial involvement
on their part on a management contract basis. They have
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been insisting that the State Government should be appointed
as the authorised person after the Jogighopa Unit 1s taken
over under the I(D &R ) Act, 1951. Thereafter, the
State Government wculd be required to apyroint Hindustan
Paper Corporation Ltd. on rianagement contract basis to
revive and run the unit under certain terms and conditious.
As advised by Government of India, Hindustan Paper
Corporation Ltd. also did a preliminary study to assess
the requirement of fund for capital expenditure as well
as for running the unit. There were also dctailed discus-
sions with regard to the terms and conditions on which
Hindustan Paper Corporation Ltd. would run the Jogighopa
Unit of Ashok Paper Mills; This also took considerable
time. The State Government Cabinet again deliberated on
the matter on 8-10-87. Considering the high financial
involvement and management expertise required for the same,
the State Government is moving the Govern-
ment of India once again that the Hindustan Paper

Corporation Ltd. should manage the unit and all necess-

ary financial provision

Then about 20 Nos of Jawans from Natunpur came fully
armed, entered in the house of Shri Abdul Bari at Jalal-
pur which is situated at a distance of 1 KM from the
border and dragged Rafique Uddin from the house and
shot him dead in the courtyard, Then they dragged Tahir
Uddin from the same house and fired at and killed him
on the verandah of the house: When Balai Miya came
out from the eastern house to see the horrible condition,
he was also fired at. He sustained bullet injury on his
left hand, Kalu was injured by the BSF Jawans, After
this incident, the Jawans kept the house under strict condon.

Mr, Chairman : Now, Hon, Minister of Health,

Shri Charan Narzary : May I also speak a few words, Sir 7

Mr. Chairman ¢ Alright, for five minutes.

Shri Charan Narzary ¢ Five minute is enough time.
Sir, what I feel is there is nothing to support or oppose
the Resolution; Smoking isa human habit and is described
as the second nature of human beings. Effects of smoking
have been elaborately discussed by the hon’ble me_mbersi

Sir, the days of elderly people have gone; our days are .

gone, Among the elders there are many smokers as well
as non-smokers; But inspite of medically proved bad eff-
ect of smoking, the smokers usually have not been able
to give up this habit of smoking, There are many other
similar habits which people cannot give up. Now, what

a
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I want to suggest is that something may be done for the
new generation. And, if this is done, the small children,
school-going children have to be given proper education.
They should be taught from the early stage through a
planned curriculum of education that they should not in-
dulge in the habit of sinoking. But so far we have not:
seen any such measure being undertaken by the Govern-
ment to impart this sort of education. It needs a refor-
mation in the system of our education, Teachers have
certain respoasibilities, Teachers themselves should be
ideal omes. They should be non-smokers. And, if such a
system 1s introduced through some statutory measures,
I think, in course of time this bad habit of smoking may
be minimised So, this aspect may be considered by the
Government. Inspite of the fact that inscriptions are written
on the cigarette packets that ‘Smoking is injurious to health’
and it may be fatal to be smokers in course of time,
none of them can give up this habit of smoking: I believe
this habit will continue as long as mankind exists. Even
then we should make an honest effort to build up a new
generation which will more or less be free from bad
babit of smoking. Addiction to drugs, I mean more serious
drugs, is there. Addiction to alcohol is also there. They
are more injurious to human health than smoking. Inspite
of legal prevention, inspite of a warning given through
the inscription, written on the packet of cigarettes, none
in the world has been able to give up this habit of
smoking so easily, There are, of course, exceptions like
our hon’ble member Shri Kul Bahadur Chetri and others,
Sir, I do not like to elaborate further. The discussion
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has been lively one, But there is nothing to support
or oppose the Resolution. Thank you.

Shri Surendra Nath Medhi, (Minister, Law) : Mr, Chair-
man, Sir, [ am not a smoker. Therefore, I will be happy
if smoking is prohibited in Assam. But there is a legal
aspect to this matter. In Entry 84 of the Union List
under 7th Schedule to the Constitution of India, there is
some provisions for collection of duties of excise on To-
hicco and Tobacco manufactured goods in TIndia, There-
fore, the Union Government has levied taxes on Tobacco
and other good manufactured from Toba.co. If smoking
is prohibited in Assam, they will lose excise taxes in Assam
which may be in contravention of the Entry 84 of the
Uunion List. This is the legal aspect, Therefore, I think
the Resolution will not be maintained and it should not
b= passed.

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With the preserve of the House, the Resolution is withdrawn.
Now Hon’ble Member, Shri Binai Khungur Basumatary to
move his Resolution;

#Shri Binai Khungur Basumatary : Mr. Chairman, Sir,
I beg to move that—“this House do recommend to the
State Government to move the Central Government that
the Scheduled Tribe status be restored henceforth to only
the genuine descedents of only scheduled tribe parentage,
whose forefathers were imported into Assam to work as
labourers in the tea estate of present Assam from the’
States of present Bihar, Madhya Pradesh, Orissa and West
Bengal prior to the Independence of India, and are now
permanently settled in Assam, by declassifying them frem
the list of More Other Backward Communities of Assam.”

Sir, this is a very old problem and it relates to a
very big section of the population of Assam, and by denying
restoration of the scheduled tribe status to these people -
who were actlially scheduled tribe people in the status
from which they came to Assam and made Assam as their
permanent home, we as the people of Assam and we as
the elected representatives of the people of the State, have
failed in the discharge of our duties as demanded of us
under the Constitution. In this connection I wish to quote
Article 342 of the Constitution of India, It says like this—
“(1) The President may with respect to any State of Union
Territory and where it is a State, after consultation with
the Governor thereof, by public notification, specify the
tribes or tribal communities or parts of or groups within tribes
or tribal communities which shall for the purpose of this

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Constitution be deemed to be Scheduled Tribes in relation to
that State or Union Territory, as the case may be.”’
Then it is the primary responsibility of the State of Assam
to declare or make a list and notify such list asto who
are the people who should be considered, declared and
notified as Scheduled Tribes. Sir, we know who can be
declared as Scheduled Tribes. Scheduled Tribes are the
people who have 2 distinct language, may have a distinct

custom, may have a distinct tradition must, have a distinct way

of life which are not similar to the advanced groups of people.
Sir, these people who came from other States where,

they were original scheduled tribes in their States of
demicile, because they have came to Assam or rather
they were forced to came fo Assam under the colonial
rule, that does not deny their rigats to bs recognised as
Scheduled Tribes and if the then colonial rule had deci=
ded to take away their rights to be Scheduled Tribes
at that time, we should not refrain from restoring these
rights to these people as provided for under the Consti-
tution of India, I again wish to stress the matter upon
the present Government that we shall be lacking in the
discharge of our responsibilities if we do not make this
List and Notify as Scheduled Tribes these people who
came over to Assam from other States where they were
originally belonging to Scheduled Tribes Communities. 1 see
no reason for not notifying them as Scheduled Tribes ?
It has been proved amply by many memoranda and rep-
resentations that this is a subject not to be considered as
a political exigency, and by not declaring those people or
scheduling them or notifying them as scheduled tribes, we

4
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have also debarred them from enjoying their rights under
the Counstitution of India under Article 330. What are
those rights under this Art. 330 y I wish to quote the
heading of the Article 330—“Reservation of State for
Scheduled Castes and Scnedunled Tribes in the House of
the Pcople”. and under Art. 332 the heading—‘Reserva-
tion of seats of Scheduled Castes & Scheduled Tribes in
the Legisiative Assemblies of ths States.?”

Sir, by carrying
out our primary

respounsibility ‘as under Article 342 we
have denied those people the rights under Art. 330 and
Art, 332 of the Constitution of India. Sir, since we are
in the Assembly I wish to read out the provisions
of Articls 332 under the heading— “Reservation of seats
of Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes in the Legisla-
tive Assemblies of the States”

1) Seats shall be reserved for the Scheduled Castes

and the Scheduled Tribes, except the Scheduled Tribes

in the autonomous districts of Assam, in the Legislative
Assembly of every State.

2) Seats shall be reserved also for the autonomous
districts in the Legislative Assembly of the State of Assam.

3) The number of seats reserved for the Scheduled
Castes or the Scheduled Tribes in the Legislative Assem-
bly «f any State under CIL(l) shall bear, as nearly as
may be, the same proportion to the total number of seats
in the Assembly as the population of the Scheduled
Castes in the State or of the Scheduled Tribes in the
State or part of the State, as the case may be, in respect

of which seats are so reserved, bzsars to the total popu-
lation of the State.

4) The number of seats reserved for an autonomous
district in the Leglslatlve Assembly of the State of Assam
shall bear to the total number of seats in that Assembly
La proportion not less than the population of the district
bears to the total population of the State.

(5) The Constituencies for the seats reserved for any-
autonomous district of Assam shall not comprise any area
outside that district.

(6) No .person who is not a member of' a Schduled
Tribe of any autoncmous district of the State of Assam shals
be eligible for election to the Legislative Assembly of the
State from any constituency of that district”, :

So, by recognising these people. under Article 342
we have denied them this provision of Article 332 of the
Constitution of India. Therefore, Sir, I again wish to
impress upon this Government that this it is our primary res-
ponsibility to restore to them the rights enshrined in our
Constitution of India in relation to Article 342 and their
notifications. The Article 342 have empowered the Gov-
ernment and an order was issued in 1950. Sir, I wish
to quote this order. I quote “In exercise of the powers
conferred by Clause 1 of Article 342 of the Constitution
of India, the President after consultation with the Gove-
rnor the Rajpramukh of the concerned States is pleased
to make the following order viz., this order may be called
the Constitution’s Scheduled Tribes order 1950, (2) the
tribes or tribes/Communities or parts of or groups within
the tribes or tribal communities specified in parts Ito 16
of the Schedule of this order shall in relation to the
States to which this parts respectively relates be deemed
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to be scheduled tribes so far as .. .. jn these parts of
that Schedule”. So, Sir, as per this order here is a list
of the constitution’s Scheduled Tribes order 1950 that in
Assam we more than 14 tribes and sub tribesin the aut-
onomous Districts and 9 main tribes in Assam. By the
same order 29 groups of people have been recognised as
tribes and similarly there are ali the States of India
where the list is provided here, In Madhya Pradesh
there are 3 muiin groups and there aré 32 Sub groups
and in the state of Orissa there are 62 tribes. In West Bengal
there are 22 tribes. SirsestiTISe st constitutional order.
Now, my resolution is, those pecple who are Scheduled
tribes in the present State of Madhya Pradesh, B har,
Orissa and West Bengal but those who have come to Assam
prior to the independence of India and they are genuine
cecedents should be given the status of Scheduled tribes.
By this resolution there might be some apprehension in
various sections of the people of the State because now
the people who are working in the tea gardens they claim
that they are about 40 lakhs and this figure seens to be
reasonable; There is a concerted effort to say when this
40 lakhs of people are showed the tribals of Assam will
become a minority, So the figure very between the official
figure of 14 lakbs in 1971 and about 20 lakhs expected
at the present moment but we also said that our figures
are not less than 40 lakhs, Now, the point to be noticed
here is that every one who have come from Bihar, Orissa
and Madhya Pradesh are tribalsi We are not concerned
with the people who have come from the other States
and does not have the status of Scheduled tribes or sche-
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duled castes in their original states—we are not concerned
with them. We want to do justice to the people who
are scheduled tribes, Now, Sir, again in this schedule,
as per this order I have with me a list declared under
the Representation of people Act 1950 that Assam at the
moment has 126 seats; Scheduled casts have 8 and Sched-
uled Tribes Hills and Plains have 16 seats. Now, Sir,
if and when my resoluticn gets the majority approval it
is true that the numbers of Scheduled Tribes in the
Assembly will be more and itis also true that by doing
this the power will pass on to the hands of the tribals.
Now, just because Assam happens to be a State with maj-
ority tribal population is it the Constitution that we should
deny them the right. Because of this only the Nagas have
gone out of Assam, the Mizos, the Khasis, the Garos
nave gone out of Assam and we are going out of Assam;
nobody can stop us because this is our birth right, It is
o matter of birth right that if T am born here, if my

groups are majority it is my birth right that we should
cule this State, Now, SIf, this situation is amply demon-
strated in the Dhebar Commission Report which I quote
«“The Government of Assam has consistently opposed any
change in their status on the ground that it would ser-
iously disturb the local political picture”.

Now, Sir, the present Government is supposed to be
a people’s government, this government is supposed to
horour the sentiraents of the tribal, they claim that the majo-
rity of the tribals are with them and that they have 16 Mem-
bers from the tribal community. I can also say that in

those seats unless and until they please the tribal comm-

~
.!
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unities they cannot win and if those tribal Members do
not support them ‘from those 16 seats, A, G. P. would lose
majority by at least 8/9 seats and they would never be
in power.

Shri Surendra Nath Medhi ( Minister, Law ): Sir, is it
relevant ? This is not relevant at all.

Shri Binai Khungur Basumatari : Sir, T have referred
to the Constitutional provisions with regard to my subm-
ission. T have quoted Article 332. Therefore, it is dire-

ctly relevant to this subject. Again, Sir, T also wish to
refer the report of Lokur Committee which says, *4t is
unfortunate to note that the State Government of Assam
which is responsible for descheduling for the tribes in free
India has been consistaatly opposing their inclusion as
Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes on the ground that
1t would seriously disturb the local political scene”. Sir, zgain
[ wish to guote a portinﬁ from the report of A. K. Chanda Co-
mmittee which says “The Committee heve accepted with over-
whelming vote that the Scheduled tribes migrated from Madhya
Pradesh, Bihar, and Orissa and settled down in Assam should
be recogaised as the Scheduled Tribes. It is mentioned in the
Report that the Minister of Social Welfare is opposed to
this policy and he may perhaps move an Amendment for
excluding these Tribes from the Schedule Now, Sir, there
is a very long background, very old background and this
situation is also referred to the Lokur Committee’s Reports
at page XLVI, It says—‘“people belonging to such Sche-
duled Tribes as have migrated from other States to tea
plantations of Assam or who are working there for the
last three generations have not so far been included in
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the list of Assam. Even after a lapse of 70 to 80 years after
their migration these labourers are sticking to their old
racial characteristics, they live in groups scheduled from
masses and feel shy in mixing up with other people. They
could not be included in the list on political ground only.”

Sir, 1 8ls0 wish to refer to “History of Assam” by prof.

Edward.Galt where he has described the situation of the
Scheduled Tribes. Cf course, I am going to quote the
verbatim report of “History of Assam” as there are some
objectionable words. Therefore, 1 only quote—*“The most
suitable coolies are the Aboriginal Tribes of Choténagpur
i the neighbourhood ... ... The Garden gave employment
till 1923 to 7,27,009 labourers ... .... So the presént pbpulatiou

of tea plantation workers can be divided into two categories,-

oned settle permanently in the neighbouring areas of the
gardens as cultivators and who are still working in about
750 tea gardens of Assam. Till 1923, such Adivasis ( Tea
and Ex-Tea Garden Tribes) held 2,63,000 acres of land.”
So, we have notto decide whether with such background,
we shall give them their due right. In regard to cha-
racter and culture of these people, the historian tells us
that immigrant plantation labourers came from backward
regions and communities of Madhya Pradesh, Bihar, Orissa
etc, carrying with their primitive character and culture,
which is very true. So, therefore these people have not
at all Jost their tribal characters, Then we should also
refer to past precedents of this State. In the past, people
from these groups were nominated by the Government.

For instance, in 1937, four Nos, were taken from this
group of people and they were allowed as Members
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of this Hon’ble Assembly, They were—

(1) P. Praridha from Silchar.,

(2) Bidesi Pantanti from Doom Dooma,

{3, Bhairab Ch. Das from Jorhat,

(4) Binod Kumar Sarwan from Thakurbari.

In Assam also in the past, we have recognised therm;
We have given them. But now, after independence, mise-
rably failed to keep our commitments to these people,
Then Sir, what hed occurred in the recent past, Our
Hon’ble Shri Sarat Sinha had decided during his tenure
that seven tribes should be recognised in Assam and he
did this in 1976. So, Sir, there are evidence that we have
tried. to do justice to this group of people and now as
we have-a popular Government, we should try to do
justice to these people. We should' not be aloof from these
issues, because, the other day, I was invited- to attend a
demonstration made by sfudents and other young people
organised by this group and when I went there, 1 have
seen members of the Treasury Bench talking and discuss-
ing and supporting their demands, So, Sir, as responsible
members of this House, we cannot become ignorant of
these burning issues. We must do something and we should
in our best of ability try to restore to them their birth
right. Sir, it is not only an issue of us or of the so-
called  Scheduled Tribes, There is a group, there is a section
who' are trying to brand or rather style or rather re-name
this group of people as “Tea Tribes”. How can a group
of people be “Tea Tribe”, I am a Bodo-Kachari, 1 plant
paddy. Deos it mean that tomorrow I should be known

as ‘Paddy Tribe’? Even in Assam, with due apology Sir,
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we consume natural soda. So, should the people of Assam
be known as “Soda Tribe”? So, If these are not accepted,
how an intelligent section of the people of our State or
from elsewhere can be branded as Tea - Tribe. There
should be precedents, there should te customs, there should

be tradition. Everything should be kept in mind.' There- -

fore, we should not allow this sort injustice to be made
permanently. With these words, Sir, I place this resolu-

tion for the considered opinion of this House and hope

we should accept this resolution. Thank you, Sir.

Shri Silvius Condpan—Mr. Chairman Sir, in support
this Motion and I would like to makea very brief sub-
mlssmn Hon’ble Member Mr, Basumatary has brought a
very 1mportdnt issue for the exercise of the mind of the
wcaker section of the people of this State. He has refe-
rred not only of his own but also referred to the opinion
of the August Body who visited Assam in the past to
bfif:fg ‘into light the socio-economic condition and to suggest
thercafter remedial measures, He has referred to the op-

Sir this injustice
is found only

in Assam and not in West Bengal. In
West Bengal the same type of people are getting all due
facilities as enshrined in the Constitution, Today in West

Bengal they are getting reservation of seats, they are

enjoying reservation of job facilities. So also these Com-
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munities in Tripura are enjoying all facilities. Their pol-
itical picture is not jeopardised. Then Sir, why our people,
our political parties are afraid of this community. Sir, it
is a clear fact that on political ground these weaker
section of the people are deprived of legitimate facilities.
However, Sir, if there had been some mistake in the past,
with the passage of time, rather it is high time to exe-
rcise our mind judiciously to bring them up, I know that
this Assembly cannot grant these facilities but this Assembly
has its duty to tell the Central Government to consider
these' cases. By recommending we will be doing a great
Justice to this community of people, who have been con-
tributing for the economic development of the Stailc, who
have been earning foreign exchange, who have been con-
tributing towards development of culture and Jlanguage
and what not. They are not asking for a separale State.
They want to grow constitutionally as in the manner in
which people of the same community are growing
in other States. So these are the aspects of this resolution.
Behind this resolution, nobody should be afraid that some-
body will be majority or somebody minority. Sir, thisis
a very serious resolution brought here to be discussed
because it relates to the uplifiment of 25 per cent people
of Assam. It is not an ordinary need. Today if these
people are kept behind, if they are deprived of the due
facilities and no alternative measures are taken, will they
remain quiet ? .So, Sir my humble suggestion we should
unanimously recommend this resolution to the Central

Government for their consideration, because this will do a

when ‘the capital of Assam came down flOd'l Shillong to
Dispur then the Karbi people made s=vere agitation and
then-only the Karbi reople were recognised s the descen-
dents of the tribal people. So, Sir, here in this resolution,
the mover demanded that the descendents of those people
who came from other States, who are brought in from
other states to work in the tea gardens, tea gardens are
major in ‘the districts of Sibsagar, Jorhat, Dibrugarh but
_wot very much in the northern part of the river Brahma-
putra, be recognised as Scheduled Tribes, So Sir, the
descendents of the tribal people who were brought in to
Assam long before, prior to the independence of India,
why they will not be treated as tribal people when they
were enjoy:ng the status with their parent from where
they were brought in, Why in Assam they will be in
the list of OBC?

I have 'seen, Sir, the Karbi people made severe agi-
tation to get them enrolled as a tribal but since these
Karbi' people were not in the K. A. District or under the
6th Schedule of the Constitution, there was some difficulty
on the part of the State Government to convince the
Central Government. Sir, in this case also the resolution
‘speaks the Central Government be requested that these
labourers whose parents were in the tribal groups_in the
respective States from where they were originally brought
they should be treated as tribals, One of the Hon’ble
Members has spoken against it. But I do not find any
reason in it because major Tea FEstates are in Jorhat,
Sibsagar and Dibrugarh districts. Therefore, Sir, the mover
of the Resolution has no benefit or gain out of this Re-
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solution; These Tea Fstates are also not very big Tea
Estates, Therefore, Sir, my submission is that whose parents
were originally tribals—their descendents should be treated
as tribals as was done in the case of Karbi-people earlier,
So, Sir, this House should recommend to the Centrall
Government to recognise the people as the tribals people.
With these words, Sir, T support the Resolution,

a point of order. He is misleading the House as he has
referred to religion.

Sir, the issue is very sensitive for many. It is also
very important for many others. The Scheduling of the
tribes under the Constitution of India is a Central subject,
1 repeat, itisa Central subject and it is no use quarreling
here for scheduling any particular group of people as

tribals. The Centre does not wait for the recommendation
of the Government at all times, If the State Government

recommends it is good. But the Centre always does not
wait for any such recommendation for the scheduling of
a particalar group of people. Constitutional amendment
bill for revision of the list of Scheduled Tribes and Sche-
duled Castes is probably coming up in the next session
of Parliament as we have been given to understand., Now, -
the demand for inclusion of the Assam Adibashis is a
very long-standing one—a very long standing demand;
There are Adibashi members in the Treasury benches,
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They have not expressed their reaction of course. We do
not know why? But they should not depend on the
opposition members ; they should depend on their own
benches and if they are mnot scheduled as tribes the
opposition benches should not be blamed.

The defination of the Tribals, as has been stated by
one hon’ble member, a Tribal member, is not correct. It

is not correct. Heé should see the dictionary meaning of

the Tribals. He should consult the dictionary and he should -.

also go into the defination in the Encyclopiedia Brittanica.
Who is a tribal? To be a Tribal what characterstics
should be there. Not one characteristic. A number of
characteristics are there on which a man is described as a
tribal, Now, why only the demand of Adibashi for their
irclusion in the list of Scheduled Tribes? Of late we
have seen a series of demands raised by different sections
of people in the State for their inclusion in the list of
Scheduled Tribes.” Only yesterday a demonstration by the
Koch, Kshatriya Rajbanshi people was given in the Assem-
bly campus. They' squatted there to make their demand:
The question of scheduling the Assam Adibashis is Con-
stitutional obligation of the Centre. Whyv these people
have not been recognised as Scheduled Tribes in the State
of Assam has a background—an old background. During
the last 40 years in spite of repeated demands raised by
the Adibashi people they were not recognised as Tribel
though their counterparts in some other States and in the
States of their origin they are treated as Tribals, But stran-
gely enough they have noet been recognised as Tribals here.

of the Indian Constitution made this classification ? They
had reasons.

Independence came, power of self Government came
and Constitution had also been framed. It was observed
by the framers of the Constitution that it would not be
possible for the Government of free India to bring all
sections of people at one level of development with a
single stroke of pen. It is not possible because some peo-
ple are already well advanced and some people are at
the lowest level due to their backwardness in so many

respects. If India is to progress, those people who are

backward should be brought at par with other advanced

sections of the peoele through constitutional guarantees,
Therefore, those people who deserve to be treated as tri-
bals according to the definition of Encyclopaidia and
Dictionary are to be in the list of Scheduled tribes, and
those people who do not fulfil the characteristics of tribalg
as laid down in the Encyclopaidia and Dictionary but

they suffering from total economic backwardness,

If we are to elaborate all these things, it will become 3

very big thesis and many people will not understand this,

- That is why, Sir, this classification has been made

in our
Constitution,

Now, whether the Assam Adivasis deserve to be treateq

as tribes. Yes, they deserve, It is a Constituional oblj.
gation of the Government to see that they are treateq as
tribes. Now, as I have already said, of late the demands
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for inclusion in the list of scheduled tribes have been
raised by many other sections. Not only the Koch Raj-
banshis, but also many other sections. When the real
tribals have not yet been scheduled in Assam, how can
the new claimants be included in the schedule. Whether
they have the requisite qualification or characteristics to
be scheduled tribes is a matter of debate, In our state,
we have a number of problems—the problem of tribals,
the problems of Adivasis etc. Moreover, there is a problem
of area restriction within the State, as has been pointed
out by Shri Santiranjan Das Gupta, The Hill tribes are
not recognised as tribes in the plains, and similarly, the
plain tribes are not recognised as tribes in the hills, Why
this restriction should be there, It is not a question of
politics. It is not a question of separation of the State.
We have a long-standing demand for Udayachal, but this
issue does not relate to that, It is a constitutional issue
and the they should not be deprived of their constitutional
rights. Of course, the House may not accept this Resolu-
tion. As I have already said, it is a central subject and
the matter is being examined at the central level., If the
State Government likes to include a certain group of people
is the list of S.T., they can send the proposal to the
Central Government.
