ANNEXURE — V

NOTE ON THE PROPOSAL OF SHIFTING
AND RELOCATION OF THE CENTRAL STATE
FARM, KAKILABARI.

(I) The State Farm Corporation of India (SECI), at the
instance of Government of India, decided to set up
a farm for production of certified seeds at Kokilabari
Reserved Forest Area bordering Bhutan in Barpeta
District in the year 1971.

(2) For the establishment of the State Farm, an area of
5000 acres of land was made available by the Forest
Deptt. to SKFCI, although the original proposal envi-
saged the establishment of 10,000 acre farm. OQut of
the total area of 5000 acres, only 2200 acres is under
cultivation and the remaining area continues to be
under natural vegetation,
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In the year 1973, Manas Sanctuary was constituted
into a tiger reserve under the wildlife conservation
scheme of the Central Government, namely, the Pro-
ject Tiger. The sanctuary is adjacent to the Kokila-
bari Reserve Forest area where SFCI has set up the farm.
Government of India considered the existence of the
seed farm in the same locality as disruptive to the
eco system of the tiger reserve and it was agreed by
the Ministry of Agriculture, that expansion beyond
2200 acres already under cultivation, should be carried
out. However the then Forest Division of Agriculture
Ministry pressed for a dicision. to shift the Farm to
to an alternative site.

The Ministry of ‘Agriculture consulted Gevernment of
Assam in the matter of shifting of the farm and rel-
ocating it elsewhere before final decision. This matter
was placed before the Cabinet and it was decided
that the Government of India should be moved for
establishing a large size Seed Farm at Kheroni in
Karbi Anglong District to meet the requirement of
certified seeds but the Seed Farm at Kokilabari sho-
uld not be closed down.

This decision of the State Government was communi-
cated to the Government of India, who after consi-
deration of all facts decided to shift the same from
Kokilabari to an alternative site in Assam. Subsequ-
ent to this, a team of officers from Government of
India visited this Seed Farm in the month of January,
1986 alongwith the Officers of the State Government.

Government of India has to take a decision after the
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team had visited the site about continuation or shif-
ting of the farm at Kokilabari., This will involve
resolution of the matter by the Forest and Environ-
ment Deptt. and the Agriculture Deptt. of Govern-
ment of India. So far no decision has been commu-
nicated by Government of India in this regard,

In the mean while some prayer has been received from
the employees of the farm and other Organisation for
continuing the farm at Kokilabari once again the ma-
tter will be taken up with Government of India for
expeditious decision on the matter.

The Agriculture Department is depending upon this
Seed Farm for supply of various varieties of seeds
even to-day. The quantities of various types of seeds
procured during the last year and likely to be procu-
red this year is indicated below,

# Shri Santi Ranjan Dasgupla @ Mr. Speaker Sir, par-
ticipating in the consideration sage of the Assam (Prohi-
bition of Transfer of Agricultural Land to Non-Agricul-
turist) Bill, 1987, first of all I would like to draw the
attention of the House to the Statement of objects and
Reasons of this Bill because whenever a Bill is presented
in the House in the Statement of Objects and Reasons,
the reasons are given why the Bill was necessary. The
Statement says likethis. “It is felt essential to protect the

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interest of the agriculturists from reducing their agricul-
tural land by indiscriminafe transfer of their agricultural
lands to non-agriculturist, It is also felt essential to check
such-transfer of agricultural land so that there may not
be any more diversion of good agricultural land to non-
agricultural purposes. violating the conditions under exe-
cutive instruction No, 6 of the Assam land and Revenue
Regulation, 1886. From the Socio-economic point of view
also it is essential to safeguard theinterest of the actual
agriculturists so that agricultural output is not minimised.
It is however, high time to realise that concentration of
agricultural lands in the hands of a few persons and pro-
fiteering and speculation thereon should be prevented.
With a view to plugging the loopholes, it is necessary to
enact a piece of lagislation prohibiting the transfer of
agricultural land to non-agriculturists.”

Sir, already, my friend, honourable member Shri Hemen
Das has said that by this Bill that purpose will not serve,
Sir, T draw the attention of the House to certain points
which are very serious in nature. First in the preamble
—in the Statement of Objects and Reasons it is not there,
but in the preamble we find sir, “Whereas it is expedi-
ent to provide for protection of agriculturist for redu-cing
~his agricultural land and to check, in the interest of ge-
neral public keeping in view that large-scale indiscriminate
transfer of agricultural land for non-agricultural purposes
has affected the economic interest of the indigenous agri-
culturist and to take such other ancillary steps in this
direction.
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Sir, in the Statement of Object and Reasons these
words “Rights of the indigenous agriculturists” are not
there.” So, this is the preamble. This is a new intro-
duction. Now, who are indigenous agriculturists and who
are non-indigenous agriculturists 3 Sir, we find the mea-
ning in Definition clause 2, sub-clause (d) “indigenous ag-
riculturist” means an agriculturist- (i) who is a citizen of
India and has lived in Assam continuously for a period

of not less than 20 years.

That Sir, by this piece of Bill, permanent Resident -

Certificate, which was withdrawn by tke Government of
Assam or suspended for the time being, is being introdu-
ced because at present this Permanent Resident Certificate
is not necessary it is necessary only for the purpose of
admission tnto the schools and colleges. But sir, by this
Bill, Permanent Resident Certificate is being introduced.
Then sir, again clause (2) sub-clause (d) (ii) says “Who has
no home outside the territorial limits of Assam where the
person maintains his family or a part thereof” ;

Sir, this is a very amuzing clause. Sir, how many
Assamese people have got their lands and homes outside
the State of Assam ? May [ ask this question ?  How
many officers of the Government of Assam have got their
homes in Meghalaya and got their children educated there ¢
How many people of indigenous Assamese people have;
their homes at New Delhi ? How many of them have
got their houses in big cities like Calcutta and Bombay ?
Then Sir, what will happen by this Bill.
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Shri Deba Kumar Bora : Sir, it is related to agri-
cultural land and not urban land.

Shri Santi Ranjan Dasgupta : (contd) ...Sir, 1 am spea-
king at the consideration stage clause by clause of this
Bill. Now sir, I come to sub-clause (d) (iii) “who contri-

butes to the cultural, social and linguistic development
of the State”.

Sir, in the Statement of Objects and Reasons and also
in the preamble we find the word ‘economit’ but here
we find that through this clause the language formula
which was brought a year back and was subsequently
withdrawn, is being again injected through this Bill. Sir,
what is the meaning of this social, cultural and language
question in the matter of transfer of land to the agricul-
turist. What is the meaning of Social and Cultural sir ?
Sir, does Assam has any other culture besides the Indian
culture ? What is the cultural heritage of India that is
the cultural heritage of Assamm. Assam stands on the cul-
ture of Mahapurush Sankar Dev, Assam stands on thc
culture of Shri Shri Matbhagabat Gita. Assam stands on
the the eulture of tantra, Assam stands on the goddess
mother Khmakhya, that is the culture of India. Assam
stands on the culture of other religions. Assam stands on
the same tantra which is preaced in our country as a
whole. The same religious principle shown by Ajan Pha-
kir is also followed here in Assam. So sir, Assam is also
a part and parcel of India and Assam has got no sepa-
rate culture or identity other than Indian Culture and
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identity. Which is preached by the great saints in the
past, that is being used althrough India everywhere but
due to various languages, various uses and various other
forms of living they have maintained their own culture
in their own way.

They are maintaining that culture in their owy. That
is not something different from the Indian culture., There-
fore, sir, in the gestion of language what we find here is
that we have got 4 languages and we can speak on in
any one of these languages. Of late, ‘Bodo’ language has
also been accpeted but not under rule of course. Now, sir,
what is the rule ? The rule says that every one who con-

tibutes for the linguistic development of Assam is Assa-
mese. Everyone who speaks Assamese and contributes for
the linguistic or other Development of Assam- they are
assamese. Similarly, every Bengali who speaks Bengali and
contributes equally for the development of Assam main-
tains that culture. Similarly, there are tribals in Assam
and they have their own languages but they are part and
parcel of the State of Assam and they contribute for the
development of the State. Then, Sir, what is the nece-
ssity of introducing this Assam ( Prohibition of Transfer
of Agricultural Land to Non-Agriculturist ) Bill. Now,
sir, [ am coming to the other overriding power of the
Bill. Now, I would like to quote Clause 3 (i). It says
that the provisions of this Act shall have effect notwith-
standing anything contained in any other laws, contract,
express or implied, or any other instrument in force’.
Now, sir, what does it mean ? Does it override all the

o
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provision of the existing Act 2 That is my question. Then,
sir, I would like to quote Clauses 11 and 12. Clauses 11
says that No suit or other legal proceeding shall lie aga-
inst the State Government or any officer authorised by
the State Government or the Collector for any damage
caused or likely to be caused or any injury suffered or
likely to be suffered by virtue of any. provision of this
Act or for anything in good faith done or intended to be
done in pursuance of this Act or any rule or order made
thereunder. Then, Clause 12 says that No order made
under this Act shall be called in question in any Civil
or Criminal Court, Sir, the democracy stands on definite
things. That 'is the Executive, Legislative and Judiciary.
Sir, here the right to seek justice from Judiciary is taken
away by this piece of lagislation. Then, sir, I would like
to refer certain provisions of the Constitution of India.
Of course, our Hon’ble Law Minister is there and Le will
definitely give his opinion about it. I am now quoting
Article 13-Clause (2), from page 13 of the Constitution of
India by Shri Durga Das Baro. Here it says that Post-
constitution laws which are inconsistent shall be void ab-
initio., This provides that any law made by any Legisla-
ture or other authority after the commencement of the
Constitution which contravenes any of the fundamental
rights included in part III of the Constitution shall to be
extent of the contravention, be void. Sir, this is a Su-
preme Court judgement. Then, sir, I refer to Art, 14 from
P. 19 to page 20. Here it speaks regarding the burden
of proof and pleading. “The burden of showing that g2
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classification rests upon an arbitrary and non-reasonable
basis is upon the person who impreaches the law as a
violation of the guarantee of equal protection.,” Sir, here
by this piece of legisiation the right of guarantee of eq-
ual protection is violated. By this piece of lagistation ri-
ghts of any other citizen of 1India will be encroached.
Then, sir, Art., 14 says that “What Art. 4. prohibits is
class legislation and not reasonable classification for the
purpose of legislation, It the Legislature takes care to
reasonably classify persons for legislative purposes ‘and if
it deals equally  with: all persons belonging to a ‘well-
defined’ class it is not open to the charge of denial of
equal protection on the ground that the law does not apply
to other persons.” So, sir, by this piece of legislation the
rights of the well defined class of people will be denied.
Then, sir, I come to Art. 15, Art. 15 (a) says that “the
State shall not discriminate against any citizen on grounds
only of religion, race, caste etc.”. It speaks about the
prohibition of discrimination on grounds of religion, race,
caste, sex or place of birth. Therefor, sir, the State while
exercising the prohibition of discrimination must be very
careful and should not encroach upon the rights and pri-
vilages., The State should not curb the rights of the per-
sons who are contributing for the social and economic
development of the State. At the sametime the State sho-
uld not encroach the rights of those who have no homes
outside the State, Sir, all these things are in violation
of the Constitution. Therefore, this piece of legislation,

if enacted, and they will enact it because they have the

Moy
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majority in spite of our opposition, will hamper the in-
terest of the people of State. So, I vehemently oppose
the Bill,

Shri Altaf Hussain Mazumdar : Mr. Deputy Speaker,
Sir, the title of the Bill The Assam (Prohibition of Trans-
fer of 'Agricultural Land ‘to non-Agriculturist) indicates
that the whole idea was to give a sort of security so far
as the land is concerned to the agriculturists. But unfor-

tunately, the Bill is drafted in such a manner by incorp-
orating certain clauses that it will not serve the genuine
cultivators, but there will be impediments in the case of
selling of land in real need. Sir, you are aware, even
to day what sort of corruption has entered in geting the:
pernission. In Deputy Commissioners’ offices a class of
people are moving who make contracts with the party
for getting the permission to sell the land. I do not want
to dialate on this as Hon’ble Member Shri Hemen Das has
already said it. Ultimately, the fees given to those Dalals
will be deducted from the Price of the land. Sir, the
senior member Hon’ble Member Shri Santi Ranjan Das
Gupta has rightly pointed out that this is one Bill where
the majority can go with majority and Pass the Bill. But
for the sake of posterity wo must record our opposition
because this to basically against the interest of the people
for whom it is made. Secoudly a cursory scrutiny will
show it will not stand the test of the Constitution in the
Court of law. Anybody goes to the court it will get defe-
ated because it violates the fundamental rights; it is soci-
ally discretionary legislation. Now in the Objects and
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reasons it is stated, Tam not going to read the whole thing,
‘I mention only one line It is however, high time to rea-
lise that concentration of agricultural lands in the hands
of a few persons and profiteering and speculation thereon
should be prevented.” [ humbly submit Sir, this legislation
will not in any way stop the profiteering or accumulation
of the land. The defination is as such that the peoplc
who are indulging in profiteering they are also agriculturists
cultivating 2 bighas or 5 bighas of land. The defination
is as such that anybody having a few bighas of land and
getting it cultivated by engaging labour can claim to be an
agriculturist. Hon’ble Member Mr. Hemen Das rightly said
that even Birla can also say that he is an agriculturist
because he is getting a few bighas of land cultivated. It
is not that one should plough himself. " This is a very
dangerous thing and it will open flood gate to claim him-
self a cultivator or agriculturist. The most unfortunate
thing is that some provisions have been sought to be in-
corporated . though it does not relate tothe Bill. It is not
a cultural matter. Let the Government define culture,
the culture of Assam, Let them make a Bill for culture,
But in the Bill for transfer of land indirectly they have
incorporated certain clauses. Sir, one must understand
Assam ; one must understand that Assam is a multi-lingual
and multi-racial State. The Ahoms have got their own
culture and they have got their own tradition, they have
their own way of life although they are living in the main
stream of India. Assamese have got their own culture,

the Bengalis have got their own culture, the Bodos -have

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got their own culture. Assamese culture is my culture
because I am an Indian. The Bodos culture is also my
culture. Sir, sum total of all these thing is I<dian culture
in true sense of the term. Itsita bill for language ? Is
it a bill for culture or is it a bill for sports. ? This is
a bill for transfer of land. So these clauses should not
= have been incorporated there. Next Sir, this indigenous
agriculturists have been tried to be defined. How one
who Indian must have lived here for 20 years ? Is it
a PRC ? Any citizen of India cultivating in India is an
agriculturist one section want to say that. Ahoms are
. foreigners as they came from Thailand, A man from Bihar,
is not an agriculturist if he has not stayed for 20 years
in Assim is something peculiar although he has come
from the main land of India. Ahoms have come form
Thailand. Bengalis have come from Bangladesh which is
earstwhile India. If we go by their theory, the parochial
theory it will bring complete chaos. Already in 2 years you
have alienated all, you have alienated Tribals, you have
alienated all sections of the people. This is another peice
of legislation. You want Assam should not be divided.
Who wants Assam to be divided 2 We do not want Assam
& to be divitzd. Anybody living here is Assamese, Assamese

is my language. I may speak Bengali in my home, it is

never my intention that 1 should not speak in Assamese,

I rather take a pride when I can speak in Assamese, But

no culture should be imposed on somebody forcibly. What-
ever is good in a culture is taken automatically by others,
This is a historic fact. This 20 years 1S a mischievous

speech,

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the citizens of the country i.e. by Article 13, 14 and (5.
Equality of rights has been denied to a citizen of the
country on certain grounds like the term ‘Indigeneo-us’.
Sir, this sort of discriminations have been made in the
name of safeguarding the interest of the Assamese agricul-
turists. Sir, I am not opposed to the improvement of the
lot of Assamese agriculturists but what is the problem be-
ing faced by the agricul-turists of Assam to-day DL ESir,
here the main problem before the agriculturists of Assam
to-day is not that agricultural land are being transferred
for non-agricultural purposes, for indusirial purposes and
so on, but concentration of agricultural land to the rural
bourgeoisie. Sir, industrialisation of the State is a nece-
ssary evil. Here industries may be owned by the State, ‘
or they may be owned by individual capitalists, but the
fact is that for our development, for the welfare of the
working class people, we need more and more industria-
lisation, Sir, a country 1is backward when it lags behind
in the matter of industrialisation. If you wantto improve
the lot of the Assamese people we must go in for indus-
trialisation. It may be done by the Government of Assam,
may be done by the Government of India, or may be
done by individual capitalists of Assam itself or even by
capitalists from outside Assam. Individual entrepreneurs
from Assam—most of them take licences but do not open
industries at all, If entrepreneurs from outside Assam come
and set up industries here, they create opportunities of
employment of the people of Assam. Why then this cla-
use ? What is the reason behind it¢ Sir, without indus-
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trialisation we cannot prosper. That is why I feel that
we should go in for more and more industrialisation, go
in for large scale industrialisation.

So the main problem here that has recently raised its
ugly head is the concentration of agricultural land into
the hands of a few rural bourgeoisie. That is the real
problem being faced by the rural peasantry. Here any-
body can purchase land even beyond the ceiling limit;
So Sir, here in india as well as in Assam the main pro-
blem is that the land is getting concentrated in the hands
of a few rural bourgeoisie. This rural concentration is the
problem that is being faced by the peasantry of Assam-
whether indigenous or non-indigenous. Thatis a fact, If
you want to prevent that, the Bill should have incorpo-
rated a provision for preventing such concentration of land
in the hands of the few rural bourgeoisie, but no such
provision has been incorporated here sir, That is one rea-
son why I like to oppose the Bill.

Sir, again it has been provided in proposed Sec. 5 (i)
(a)— “ the transfer is, in the opinion of the Collector, pre-
judicial to the interest of the agriculturist;” So also in
5 (i), (b) & (c). That means the ultimate authority will
lie with the Collecter. Sir, can you think of any piece
of legislation with places any official above the rule of
law ? Sir here the Collector —he is not even a judicial
magistrate —he is sought to be given the authority with
all immunity against law, as his opinion will have to be
regarded as final., 1If in his opinion certain land is an

# Shri Binai Khungur Basumatary : Mr. Deputy Spe-
ker sir, I have already given notice that I do not like
certain portion of the Bill.: That is why I have given a
notice of amendment, but that does not mean that Isup-'
port if. I have pointed out in this that 1 do not like this
part of the Bill as T have categorically stated in the ame-
ndment, and I shall move that amendment provided that
the Government accept it. Sir, I have already stated that
I do not like this Bill. I do not like to chell at length
on the subject because the points raised by the Hon. Me-
mbers who have spoken earlier are acceptable to me: I
only wish to refer to one situation which has relevance
and has occurred in my area. One Deputy Commissioner,

newly appointed and posted at Mangaldoi, has decided to

allocate several thousand bighas of tribal belt land to ex-
service men from other States of India who are not eli-
gible for getting such land. This should not happen, I
also support my previous speaker that this power should
not have been given to one official, one person alone,
This would be a mistake. If the Collector is empowered
like that and put into such a position, then where we the
lagislators stand— we are to lose the power to intervene.
How can we abregate or abdicate our power to an offi-
cial of the executive? That could have been retained by
the Government, the legal power ; therefore, also I oppose

this Bill and that is why, T have given notice of amendment
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ment- of clause 3 of the Bill. Why sir  Ihave been very
closely associated ‘with the amendment of Chapter 10 of
the Act and we were successful in getting the Presiden-
tial Order promulgated when the State was under the Pre-
sident’s Rule, and in that Order we were successful by
. bringing the supremacy of Chapter 10 of the Assam Land
Revenue & Regulation Act, Sir, two Hon’ble Members
from the Treasury Bench have already spoken and they
said that the tribals should be protected. Now, the qu-
estion is if this Government is really interested in pro-
tection of tribals, how can this Government give effect to
this Bill 2 Therefore, Sir, this is not a right legislation
that should have come to us® With this, Sir, I conclude.

Shri Surendra Nath Medhi, (Minister,) Law, Hon’ble
Deputy Speaker, Sir, this Bill has already been introduced
in the House. We must not forget that this is a special
law. A special law is sought to be made by the State
Legislature under special circums tances. Thereis a general
law, that is, the Transfer of property Act, which is a
central law. But this is a special law for the safeguard
of the interest of the indigenous agriculturists iri the State
of Assam. Now, Sir, some strange propositions have been
made by some of the opposition members and I would
like to refer to some of the odservations made by some

of them.

With regard to the observation made by Hon’ble Mem-
ber Shri S. R. Dasgupta, actually T could not follow his
arguments, He says that this Bill will be violative of
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Articles 13, 14 and 15 of the Constitution. I do not know
whether he knows it or notthat Article 31 of the Consti-
tution which related to property has been deleted by the
amendment of the Constitution in 1979 That article is

‘no longer there in the constitution. Therefore, there is no

fundamental right with regard to property including land.
I'am very much sure about it. Now the Government

“can take over any land or property. We are entitled to

compensation only. If any land or property is taken over

by the Government, we are entitled to adequate compen-

sation under the lap, for the acquired land. Therefore,
Articles 13, 14 and 15 have no relation whatsoever with
this Bill.

A point has been raised regarding indigenous agricul-

turists, Why cannot there be indigenous agriculturistsa.

Has anybody ever heard that there are two types of forei-
gners. Is there any law in the world that there will be
tow types of foreigners 2 Only the IMDTAW 1983 has made
two types of foreigners in Assam. Assam has been treated
differently by the Central Government and the Parliament.
The Bill will safeguard the interest of the indigenous agri
culturists and there who been staying for 20 years.

With regard to the point raised by Hon’ble Member
Shri Muktar Hussain, I would like to say that safeguard
has been given in the Bill itself. -In Clause 4, no person
whether an agriculturist or non-agriculturist shall, without
the previous sanction of the Collector, transfer any agricu-
Itural land to a non-agriculturist, Therefore, there is a
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scope that with the permission of the Collector we can
sell even agricultural land to a non-agriculturist. If

condition prevails, the Collector may give permission. Sub-
clause (ii) of Clause 4 says that nothing in sub-sec. (1)
above shall be deemed to prohibit the transfer of any land
by an agriculturist in favour of (a) -an agriculturist; or
(b) landless cultivator ; ar (c) landless person belonging
to Scheduled Caste, Scheduled Tribes and Tea Garden and
ex-Tea Garden labourer; or (d) village artisans ; or (e)
Central Government or State Government, Or (f) Co-op-
erative Secoeties registered under the Assam Co-operative
Societies Act, 1949 ; (g) Nationalised Banks, L. 1. C. and
other Financial Institutions. Therefore, exemption has been

given.

This will not fall within the ambit of this Act. Ex-
emption has been given. Then Sir, there is such law in
our neighbouring State, Meghalaya. Under that law, what
has been seen is that more regid foreisus has been 'made
by the State of Meghalaya. Under that law norni-tribals
cannot sell or transfer land to a non-tribal and a non-
tribal cannot seen land be a non-tribal. The tribals are
strictly prohibited selling land lo non-tribals. We are very
much aware of it and every member perhaps 1s aware
of 'it. Jamu & Kashmir has a special status. Now Sir,
as regards morfgage, as has been referred to by the Hon'-
ble member that there is no mortgage law in the State,
I would like say that there is provision of transfer by
way of mortgage. The Hon’ble Member may kindly look

iy
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into it. It is under the law of transfer, ‘may it be for
a temporary period. It is very ‘much in the transfer of
Property Act. “Without knowing the fact elav There is such
a law, why the Hecn’ble Member should try to mislead the
House. He should not do it. As regards the points rai-
sed by Mr, Joinal Abedin, I have already explained that
there is no violation of the Article 31, bacause there is
no property right in the Constitution now. The Hon’ble
member has also stated that it has violated the Rule of
Law. But what is Rule of Law ? Rule of Law means—
if T have a right over a particular property it cannot be
taken away from me without giving me an opportunity
to defend my right. Then Sir, my submission on some
points raised by Hon’ble member, Mr. Basumatary i1s that
he has generally accepted the bill except those provisions
on which he has brought some amendments in the bill.
Therefore, my humble submission is that this bill is in
accordance with the law. Tt is notin violation of any
provision of the Constitution or any provision of the Con-
stitution. Therefore, T humbly submit tnat all should vote
for passing of the bill today,

Shri Binai Khungur Basumatary : Mr. Deputy Speaker
Sir, T think you will agree with me that we are discu-
ssing Item No. 7 (a). So, itis in the stage of considera-
tion andat this stage we are not reauired to deal with
the amendments we gave notice of. At this stage the Hon’-
ble Law Minister should know the practice of parliamen-
tary proccdure. He should not debar us from moving the
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amendments through proper procedure.

# Shri Santi Ranjan Das Gupta 2 Sir, I oppose the con-
sideration of taking over of M/s Associated Industries
(Assam) Ltd (Acquisition and Transfer of Undertaking
Bill 1987. This unit was taken over by the Central Govt.
in the year 1974 and was given to the AIDC for mana-
gement on behalf of the Central Govt. During the last

_ #Speech not corrected,
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certain years, we do not know whether there was any
arrangement, agreement or settlment made with the origi-
nal owners of this chemical unit. Sir, why during all
these 13 years, there was no agreement made. From the
Financial Memorandum, we find that the Govt of Assam
will have to pay to to the owner a sum of Rs. 2(.56 lakhs.
The AIDC suffered a loss during all these years to the
tune of Rs. 2.58 crores as per audited report upto 1986.
But the AIDC has placed their account upto 1983.

There was a loss of 1.61 crores which has already
been increased to 2. 58 crores. Besides this, the liability
will go further up to Rs. 61. 85 lakhs for payment of dues
to banks, employees etc. Over and above that amount,
the party will be given a sum of Rs. 28 lakhs. Only the
other day, I find that for a land accuired in 1951, by
the DC, Cachar in a tea garden area, a mock case was
instituted in 1986 and a sum of Rs. 28 lakhs was paid
as compensation to that party from whom the land mea-
suring 45 bighas was acquired. There is no provision for
compensation stated in the Act 31 of the Constitution of
India. In 1986, a case was instituted in the Gauhati High
Court and the compensation award was given by the High
Court to the tune of Rs. 28 lakhs for 45 bighas of land.
So, how for a property taken over by the Government
in the year 1950 a compensation of Rs. 28 lakhs was gi-
ven, There is nothing stated for compensation in Art. 19
of the Constitution of India, 1f that be the case that the

compensation should be given, then what will be the com-
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pensation for 600 acres of land ? During the time the
undertaking was taken over by the AIDC, the latter was
functioning under loss, Under the circumstances, why the
Government has agreed to pay the loss of Rs. 2.58 cross ?
Again, there will be a liability of Rs, 61, 85 lakhs. There
are about 50 undertakings taken over by the Government
are running on loss. Thus the accummulated loss  will
be more than Rs. 50 crores. Sir, I do not understand, why
the Government of Assam in the Industries Deptt is so
“much interested to take over such a unit. There must
be something behind this. That unit is not showing any
good result, And, in future it is also not likely to give
imy bright result and the money invested will be reco-
vered. This is Iam saying out of the experience we have
gained from running of other State-owned undertakings.
The other day hon. miembers were very critical about the
functioning of ASEB. This was also incurring huse losses,
So, Sir, 1 oppose taking over of the Chemical Unit of
Messers Associated Industries and the passing of this Bill,

# Shri Dewan Joynal Abedin : Sir, T support this Bill,
Our friends in the Treasury Benches do often complain that
sometimes we oppose for Opposition’s sake. But today I
would like to tell them we do not oppose the Bill for
the sake of Opposition. In my opinion, Sir, this is a good
piece of legislation. Sir, it is avery tragic fact that in Assam
which ‘is industrially very backward, whatever industries
we are having most of them are going sick,
industry become sick it gradually closed and

Once an

it is never
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reopened. My friend, Shri Santi Ranjan Dasgupta has
pointed out that out of 52 industries in Assam almost 50
are sick industries. Sir, we have before our eyes Ashok
Paper Mill, one of the foremost industry in India. It has
been closed down and it is yet to be reopened. Here at
Guwahati we have seen closure of Cycle factory, Assam
Glass factory, Silghat jute mills and other units. All these,
whatever industries we have they are either closed down
or are going to be closed down. Sir, if the Govennment
is at all interested to improve the economic condition of
the people of the State their first and foremost task is to
go for industrialisation. Rapid industrialisation is only way
which can save the State economically. Therefore, Sir, I
do not agree with my friend who is of the opinion that
when an industry goes sick the Government has nothing
to do rather it has no responsiblity towards it. When an
industry is closed dawn, many workers got retrenched.
They become unemployed. Their families starve, They do
not have alternative source of employment. We have seen
when the Assam Glass factory was closed down in 1979 or
so if T remember aright there was a committee constituted
here in this House to go into the affairs of the Glass fac-
tory. The Committee also submitted its report. But till
today nobody knows what is the fate of the report. S0,
Sir, if we want to make the State prosperous we must s€¢
whatever industries are there in the State they are run
hroperly. It is the responsibility of the Govt to see that
they are run properly and the people get employment
(Mr. Speaker ¢ Please be brief and try to conclude.) So,
