Shri Joynal Abedin Sir, this Mahishnati Dong is in
Kokripara Jhagrarchar area, The Irrigation Minister said
that they do not have any information. So far as we know,
thisDong was constructed by the DRDA Department with
a very heavy expenditure, Sometime back, this Dong
served the twin purpose. In the lean season, it served
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as Irrigation channel and during flood season, it served
as a channel for discharging flood water, Sir, at present
this Dong has been closed down by some interested
persons, and as a result, vast areas of more than 6C00
bighas of cultivable land has become completely unfit bor
cultivation. Although the Dong was initially constructed
by the DRDA, will the Irrigation Department now
modernise the Dong so that this discharge channel is
reopened for cultivating land ?

Shri  Prabindra Deka, (Minister): After investi-

ngation, it is learnt from the local people that the
above-mentioned Mahishnati Dong was constructed
somtimz in 1959-7) as test relief scheme wunder the
supervision of Mankachar Anchalik Panchayatdo drain
out water from Mahishnati beel thus securing reclamation
of an additional plot of land measuring about 3000 bighas
surrounding outer peripheri of the beel for cultivation.
The said Dong was funct'oning well sine then and the
cultivators were benefited. But the people residing in the
tail reach of the Dong who are not the actual benefi-
ciaries have started to close down the Dong in 1985
at several places due to which the functioning of the
Dong has been affected and the benefited area of about
300) bighas of land went under waterduedo water logging
and became unfit for cuelvation.

Since the Dong was costructed by Mankachar
Anchalik panchayat uader test relif sche:me, it may be
dealt with by them to soive tue suffering of cultivators
by making an amicable sstilement with the local people,
I would like to inform the Hon’ble Meber that Governm-
ent will examine the proposal and take necssary steps,

Shri Altaf Hussain Mazumdar ; Mr Speaker Sir, with
your kind permission, I want to raise a very serious
matter for drawing urgent attention of the Government
and particularly, the Home minister for appropriate
action. I have received a telegram from one Asma Khatun
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of 'village Bechala under Ratabari Police station in the
district of Karimganj. The telegram reads-Ajmir Ali of
Bechala ‘under Ratabari Police .Station beaten to death
by Ratabari Police Station in Police custody on 5th
April. Sir you will agree that it is a serious matter.
When the man was in custody, three persons were in
duty in the Police Station. They are to protect the
people and give security to the people. Iaw does not
allow them to assult the people in custody. If the case
is correct, it a very serious matter. I would request the
Hon’ble Home Minister to take immediate action and
suspend the persons involved. As the Hon’ble Home
Minister has got his own experience in this regard, I
would request for julicial enquiry into this matter.
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Shri Altaf Hussain Mazumdar ¢ Mr. Speaker Sir, may
I have a clarification from the Hon’ble Minister, Home ?
Just a clarification, Sir, we find from our experience
that whenever any body is killed in the Police custody,
always plea is given that the man was injured. It is
nothing new. Enough of examples are there cited for
defence of the police actions. My point is that Sir,
without going into the merit of the case will the Minister
ask for a judicial enquiry to find out. whether there
is truth in the Staiement of the Police or he was really
beaten in the Police custody, because these things should
be thoroughly gone into.
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Shri Muktar Hussain : Mr Speaker -sir, I want to
draw the attention of the Government  through you to a
very important news item ,published in ‘Telegraph’, a
national daily, of 2nd April 1987 under the caption
“Evicted squatters die in Kamrup”

Sir, the Administration of the district performed
a series eviction operation on 6th February in Lotoria
grazing reserve without giving any reasonable period of
notice. Sir, when the Deputy Commissioner Kamrup
signed the notice of eviction on 4th February, eviction
operation was started on 6th February. Therefore, the
affected people were not given any proper notice before
eviction started, They went to High court and the Hon’ble
High Court gave a stay order, But the serious matter
is that 10 evicted people of the area have died. They
were evicted from Lotoria and their crops have been auc-
tioned but they were squatting there without shelter and
food and as a consequence there were deaths, as it has
been given in the news item” At least 10 suatters who
have been evidted from the Lotoria Grazing Reserve in
Kamrup district have died due to exposure and ‘lack of
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food.” I repeat sir, at least 10 squatters who have been
evicted from the reserve have died due to exposure
and lack of food. This is a very serious matter sir.
We have visited the area on the 29th March 1987 and
we have seen the people were dying for lack of food
and shelter. It is a matter of great regret that the
district administration of Kamrup district have subsequ-
ently denied that fact. So sir, [ demand that an Asserbly
Committee should visit the area immediately and see
things for themselves. The Hon’ble minister of Revenue
should form an  Assembly Commitice and they should
visit the area. 10 people have died and more people
will be dying due to want of food and exposure. I
have seen this In my own eyes. But not all will die
and some of them will survive, and they will need food
and shelter. If anything is not done and they survive
they will perhaps do illegel and immoral deeds, and such
illegal and immoral deeds might create a law and
order situation and such a situation might break the
pcace and hormony of the wvarious communities living
in Assam. This is a very serious matter, and [ demend
that the Hon’ble Minister and the Govern ment should
approach the people realise their problems and save
them from impending peril,

attention of the Hon’ble Minister, and I have nothing
more to say.
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RULING FROM THE CHAIR

Mr. Speiker: Now, Irise to give my ruling ona
matter of privilege against the Howble Leader of the Opp-
osition. When the Hon'ble Minister of Education Shri
Brindabon Goswami concluded his reply to the Censure
Motion brought against him and the Hon’ble Minister
of State, Education. Shri Jatin Mali, the Hon’ble Leader
of the Opposition, Shri Gelok Rajbonshi said”
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The Hom’ble Minister of Education and for that
matter all the Hon’ble Members of the ruling party
including the Hon’ble Ministers vehemently objected to
the observation of the Leader of the Opposition and
the Hon’ble Member, Shri Zoii Nath Sarma, Chief
Whip of the Asom Gana Parishad and Hon’ble Mem-
ber, Shri Kumar Deepak Das submitted me a notice of
breach of privilege against the Leader of the Opposition
during the discussion of the Censure Motion. I assured
the House that [ would give my ruling afterwards

The Hon’ble Members are aware that during the
period of debates on the Censure Mbotion and reply
there to, the feeling of the Hon’ble Membere ran very
high, After a close examination of the matter 1 find
that the observation of the Hon’ble Leader of the Opp-
osition that the Hon ble Education Minister belonged
to the district of noted dramatist Phani Sarma and
that he replied like Prani Sarma was unwarrented
and prima facie appears to be an act which is against
the authority or dignity of the House. Late Phani Sarma
who is looked upon as one of noblest sons of Assam
in the dramatic field, had earned for him a status and
position which should not be trifled by anybody. Nor
will it justified to compare this great dramatic art with
the sanctity of proceedings of the House.

There cannot be a meeting of the House if there
is no Minister and therefore, the Minister occupies a
position of dignity and authority. The Hon’ble Minister
of Education has elaborately explained the policy, mau=
agement and cross-check of administration of the Educ-
ation Department and it appears to me that there see-
med to be no necessity to make the comparison. The
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Hondble Ieader of the Oppositson had every right to
disagree with the submissions of the Hon’ble Education
Minister. If the Hon’ble leader of the Opposition makes
such observation there is definitely erosion of the dig-
nity of the Legislature on the one hand and will cast
reflection on the art of the great dramatist. [ am afraid,
if this trend continues, we shall lose the impact on
the Exccutive and lose our respect.

The observation prima facie appears to heve cast
reflection on the proceedings of the House. T, therefore,
refer the same to the Committee of Privileges for a
thorough examination and to submit its recommendation
for consideration of the House,

where the breach of privilege is committed in the act=
ual view of the House or of a Committee, the House
shall at some proper stage of the proceedings before
the sentence is passed give an opportunity to the per-
sons charged to be heard in explanation or exculpation
of the offence complained against him. Provided that
if the matter has been referred to the Privilege Comm-
ittee and the person charged has been heard before the
Committee it will not bz necessary for the House to
give him that opportunity unless the House directs
otherwise.”

Shri Altaf Hussain Mazumdar: Sir, I referred to
the rule where the complaint is to be made against a
member,

Shri Surendra Nath Medhi ( Law Minister )¢ Hon®
ble Mr. Spsaks: Sir, there is no definition of breach
of privilege in the Rules of Procedure and Conduct of
Basiness of this Legislative Assembly, This has been
dealt from Rule 153 oawards. Buat there is definition
given in Kaul and Shakdher's “Practice and Procedure
of Purliament® ( third revised edition) _at page 209
which says —

“The term “breach of Privilege” means a disregard
of any of the rights, privileges and immunities either
of members of Parliament individually, or of the House
in its collective capacity. After due inquiry, a breach
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of Privilege is punished in the same way as courts of
law punish for contempt of their dignity or authority.”

Therefore, we must see as to whether any right,
privilege or immunity has been infringed by that news
item published in Asom Bani. I beg to refer from page
223 of the abovementioned book which reads as follows :

“It is a breach of privilege and contempt of the
House to make speeches, or to print any libels reflec-
ting on the character or proceedings of the House or
its Committees, or on any memer of the House for or

relating to his character or conduct as a member of

Parliament,”

Now, in this case. it is mentioned that two M,L.As
are involved. But who are they it has not been mentioned.
They may be local M.L.A. or from other Places. It is
absolutely vagiie. Therefore, we cannot identify any of
the members of this House that so and so has committen
that offence-or crims. [t is very serious to bring a
Privilege Motion, It must be specific. We must be very
spacific without any doubt that actually the paper has
indicated a Particular Person that he has committed
that crime. T am reading another passage at page 224
of the above-mentioned book ¢

“In order to constitute a breach of Privilege, how-
ever, a libsl upon a members of Parliament must concern
his character or conduct in his capacity as a member
of the House and must be “based on matters arising
in the actual transaction of the business of the House”
Reflections upon members otherwise than in their capacity
as a members do not therefore, involve any breach of
Privilege or contempt of the House. Similarly, speeches
or writings containing vague charges against members
or criticising their parliamentary conduct in a strong
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language particularly in the heat of a public controversy,
without, however, imputing any mala fides, are not
treated .by the House as a contempt or breach of Privilege.’”’

Now, .in this case, it is not a transaction arising
out of the transaction of the House. It is something
outside the transaction of the House, and it has no
connection with the business of the House. Therefore,
it cannot amount to a Privilege Motion. There is general
law. of the land that if some offence has been comm-
jtted by a particular person or by a Particular paper
or the editor, then the aggrieved person, whether he is
a member of this House or any other person, may go
to the Court. They may file a complaint under ths
Provisicns of the Indian penal Code.. 1 Personally filed
a complaint against the weekly journal “Sunday”.

[ filed acase against “sunday” Then he -came to
me, rushed to me imdiately after filing- of the compla-
int and -told me that their informetion. was worng and
the complaing should be withdrawn, They also published
it in -their journal ‘Sunday and my statement was also
published.

So sir, 1 hold a great
respect for Asom Bani becaus» that isa primaeval weekly
of Assam where reasonable highlv intellectual articles are
Published, often Government is criticised, often our
actions are criticised. So sir, it not to denegrade that
paper. nor it is a general Policy. Perhaps the journal-
ists have made some irresponsible lapse due to exuberance,
If the matter is referred to the Privilege Committee the
paper will come out with facts whatever they have got
and if not, they will Perhaps tender apology. So sir;
this is a court. This Assembly isalso like a court. Ler
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us not overlook the Previous decisions of the House in
matters of referring to the Privilege Committee that
lib=ls takes place in relation to the status or Position
of the member.

Sir, with these few words, I request you that the
metter be referred to the Privilege Committee so that
the whole problem can be sorted out, If the members
are really found to have been involved in this transaction,
the House will have the power to reprimand or punish
them. If the journalists are found to be guilty of lapse
certainly it will help them to report correctly in the
newspapers of our State in future. In support of my
contention I would liks to quote the relevant lines. It
says like this”” In order to constitute a breach of
Privilege, however, a libel upon a member of Parliament,
must concern his character or conduct in his capacity
as a member of the House and must be “bascd on
matter arising in the actual transaction of the busincss
of the House”. Relections upon members otherwise tian
in their capacity as members do not, therefore, involve
any breach of Privilege or contempt of the House,”

So sir, if any member of this august Housc is defa-
med directly or by insuniation, the matter has to be
enquired into otherwise, that ‘particular member will
always suffer from cofriplexities because such a serious
charge was made dgainst Him in ‘a newspaper but the
ultimate truth could not be ascertained.

With these few words, I would like to request you
o kindly uphold the long traditions of the House which
‘have been followed in the past and refer the matter to the
Committee of Privilege.

Shri Zoii Nath Sarma: On a point of clarification
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Shri Pradip Gogoi, (Minister of State, Parliamentary
Affairs): We all of us know that the question of enac-
ting legislation on the subject many a limit but no
comprehenslve law has so far been passed by the Parlia-
ment to define the powers, Privileges and immunities of
cach House and ‘the members of and the Committees
thereof. Tn the absence of such law, the powers, Privi-
leges and immunities of the House and of the members
and the Committees thereof continue to remain the same
as those of the House of Commons in U.K and of its
members and Committees and the limit time limit of
commencement of the Constitution, Therefore, in inte-
rpreting these (Principles, regard must be had te the
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general Principle that the Principles or Parliament are
granted to members in order that they may be able to
perform their duties in part without let or hindrance.
They apply to individual members may be so far as they
are necessary in order that the House may freely perform
its functions. Privileges of Parliament do not place a
member of Parliament on a footing different from that
of an ordinary citizen in the natter of the agplication
of laws, unless there are good and sufficient reasons in
the interest of Parliament itself to do so,

The Press plays an important role in Parliame-
ntary democracy. It is the standard vehicle for the dissem i-
nation of public opinion. The Press can discharge
this - function effectively only if it etjoys what is
termed as freedom of the press, Now what is freedom
of the Press ? I quote the exprssion freedom of
the Press” has been defined as freedom to hold opin-
ions, to receive and to impart information through the
printed word without any interference from any public
authority. Therefore, Sir, in my opinion, this is not the
fit case for referring it to the Privilege Commirtee.

If a prima
facie case is established by you, the Committee consti-
tuted as per rule, where we can site prima facie the
case of defamation., If your honour is satisfied to give
your ruling as to whether this can be referred to the
Privilege Committee where things can be settled to the
satisfaction of us all.

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ANNOUNCHMENT FROM THE CHAIR

I hereby inform the Hon’ble Mmbers of the House
that in reply to Std. Question No. 29 asked Hon, Member,
Shri Hemen Das, the Hon, Minister, Agriculture Shri
Nilmani Das said that the Prics of potats was fixed at
Rs. 7.40 paise. In reply to another supplementary question
as to who and how the ‘potatoes Were purchased, the
Hon, Minister Agriculture replied that the potatoes ware
purchased by the Seeds Corpooration after inviting tender
and ths price of Rs- 7.40 paise per R.G. was fixed
taking into consideration all other expenmses. The Hon,
Meomber, Shri Hemen Das then challenged the Hon,
Agriculture Minister that at no time the price of potato
was Rs. 6.50 Paise Per K.G. in Assam and he challen-
ged that if it could be proved that potato was sold in
Assam market at Rs. 6.50 par K. G. at tha time whan
this potaio was purchased at Rs. 749 per K.G. by the
Seeds Co-poration, hs would re:iin. He also deniaded
to constitute an Enquiry Committee to engire into the
Whole matter. The Hon, Member, Shri Zoii Nath Sarm,
also Wanted to know the total amount spent for Pure-
hasing this potato s:ads and Whether the Hon, Minister
knew that uncertified ssed potutoes were purchased from
Fancy Bazaar. In this conncetion, I have also Perused
the statement of the Hon, Chief Minister made on
18.12 86 when he himself admitted that the S:ed Corpora-
tion was not functioning well and that uncertified sseds
were puarchased from Fancy Bazaar. From the replies to
Starred Question No, 29 ad supplementaries thareon the
following points emerged ;

That in the year 1986 the Government Procured
31,45).135 quintals of seed potato ani 2,973.32 quintals

of wheat for distribution amongst the flood affected
cultivators

and the procured price of potato was Rs; 750.00 per quintal,
after taking into account the.cost of transport etc., and
wheat at Rs. 455.00 per quintal,

That seed potato was purchased by the Assam Seed
Corporation by calling tenders and these were certified
seeds. The suppliers of seeds were traders.

Shri Hemen Das asserted that nobody in Assam,
not even in India, purchased potato at Rs. 7.50 paise
per K. G. in the year 1986. Shri Zoii Nath Sarma alleged
that in the name of purchasing certified potato seeds,
potato was purchased from Fancy Bazaar, Gauhati and
that these were - uncertified,

The Minister Agriculture said  that at that time the
potato was sold at.Rs. 6.50 paise per: KG in the outs-
ide market. After icking into account . the cost of transport
the rate per K G. came upto Rs. 7.40 in Assam, and
the rate was determined = by caliing for tenders.. With
regard to the allegation of Shri Zoii Nath Sarma . that
the potato was actut.ily purchased from Farcy, Bazaar,
Hon. Minister said that the allegation was partially
correct and that it first came to the notice. of the Hon,
Minister himself and he stopped distribution of seed
potatoces.

The contention that the potato was purchased from
Fancy Bazaar and not from outside also finds coirob-
oration from th= speeches of the Hon, Chicf Minister
made in the House as far back as on 13,12 86.

The reply of the Hon. Minister, Agricalture that
seed potato was purchased at Rs. 7.40 per KG. has crea-
ted some apprehension in the minds of the peopleand
in order 1o remove theapprehansion, I feel that the matter
should b thoroughly enquired into, Accordiagly, I constitute

There had been frequent severe criticisms about cons-
truction of sky-high buildings in the city. The issue was
also discussed at various levels of the Government. As a
result of discussion at Chief Secretary’s level, it was decided
to prepare a list of high rising buildings to examine whe-
ther construction permissions were accorded contravenning
building byelaws in force or whether these were const-
ructed without obtaining any permission or deviating
the permission,

Accordingly, a list was prepared for 38 Nos.of sky-
high buildings (copy of list enciosed ) believed to have
been constructsd contravenning ths byslaws in this rsgard.

To examine the maitters Bui'ding Permission Branch
of Guwahati Municipal Corporation was directed to pro-
duce' the relevant files. Some of the buildings were believed
to have been constructed with Pérmission from the Guwah-
ati Development Authority. As the relevant file numbers
of years of construction were not readily available, the
Building Permission Branch could not trace out the files
then and there. It was then Presumed that the files
might be missing. Immediately it come out in the news
paper “Prabari” dated 19.6.86, The matter was then
reported  to the Dy. Supdt, of police (city) Guwahati on
24.7.86 and to the Deputy Secretaty to the Government of
Assam, municipal A {minisrartion D:parment by Guwahati
Municipal Corporation on 58.86 Whils constant search is
being carried on in the Building Permission Branch to
frace out the files, onlo 3 (three) files namely (1)
Kutubudding Dewan, ( 2 )R,Rahman & (3) A.B.C. Building
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could be traced out till today and from file Registers
of different years reference of 10 ( ten ) files ( i.e.file Nos. )
could be ascertained. As there are thousands of Build-
ing Permission files located in the Building Permission
Branch at Uzanbazar and also in Record Room at Pan-
bazar and in the Guwahati Development Authority Buildi-
ng at Kharghuli, the staff of the Building Permission
Branch could not trace out the remaining files till today
from the heaps. In fact, the files in question are not
missing but misplaced some where either in Building
Permission Branch or in the Record Rooms at Panbazar
and Kharghuli. Only vigoious and sincere efforts will
help in tracing out the files from the heaps and the
Corporation is very much sincere to trace out these
files. The files are not Governmenr, filss as reported in the
news paper but these are files of the Guwahati Muni-
cipal Corporation.

On the point of corruption, the parer report is
not specific. If there is specific indication of corruption
and involvement of paricujar officer, - definately it can
be looked into for bringing the culprit in to books, Mere
blaming for corruption without specific indication cannot
help any improvement in this regard.

On the question of transfer and stay of the Officer
of Building Permission Branch of Guwahati Municipal
Corporation it may b: mentioned that Shri Kakati, Asso-
c'ate Planner was on deputation to Guwahati Municipal
Corporation from Town & Country Planning Department,
since 14.4.83. As per order of Minister, Town & Countsy
Planning Department, Shri P, Kakati was withdrawn
from Guwahati Municipal Corporation and posted to
Dhubri as Associate Pjanner, Dhubri vice Shri D, Medhi
Associate Planner, Dhubri transferred and pested to

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Guwahati Municipal Corporation vide their Notification
No. TCP. 107/72/164, dtd. 17.12.86. Accordingly Shri
Medhi joined in Guwahati Municipal Corporation on29.12.-
