Shri Dewan Joynal Abedin: Mr. speker Sir, the Hon'ble
Minister is misleading the house. I am a member of the Sub-
divisional Relief Committee, Now, all these 2747 families pro-
cessed through the Subdivisional Relief Committee have their
pattas verified at the Circle and Subdivisional levels, they
forward these to the District office for land verification. Sir
I can declare with responsibility. We know what is going
on there. All these people are having their pattas. Some
of them might have their pattas in their own names and
some may have the pattas in others names. Because land
mutation have not been done for many year. In the name of
land verification, the people are made to offer some bribe
Whoever can contact the office and promise some bribes.
his land is veffied. Those poor affected people who cannot
go to the District Office ‘and contact the officaials and
committee bribe, their names are being dropped out. In this
way, Sir, the names of 2100 people have been dropped
out. Iknow all there people are genuire evosion affected
citizens of this country.  Sir, this is a serious matter
In the name of distributing relief grant, the Govt are allowing
this kind of corruption. I am speaking with full responsibi-
lity. We veritiel at the Circle and Subdivisional level. Even
after verification, the relief grants are not distributed at the
stipulated rate. Sir, will the Minjster kindly say, whatever
amount have been paid to some families, the remaining fami-
lies would also be paid at the equal rate 7

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Shri ‘A.F, Golam Osmani—Mr. Chairman Sir, in suppor-
ting the amendments moved by the leaders of the Opposition
Benches, I would like to submit that Governor's Address
thought delivered in the person of Shri Bhishma Narayan Singh

is actually an exptession of the policy statement of the

C. !
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party in power. Now, in this address we have to find the
clue in which manner this Government is going to proceed
in the coming days: how the Governnment will proceed in
its functioning in tke coming days ; It can be assessed what
they did since last address of the Government which was
delivered by him in 1986. Sir, a new Government composed
of ‘young men Iepresenting a movement came to power and
naturally the people not only of Assam, but India as a whole
were eager to see about the objectives which they wanted
to pursue. So the first Address of the Government will be
a land mark so far as this Government is concerned. Subs-
equent addresses in coming years will be assessed in the light
of the Address that was given in 1986.

‘Sir, this Government as I have said, is a new type of
Government and it has been said this is a Government of the
students force represnting a movement, People of Assam—a
large section of the people which supported this movement
and made it possible for the students force to come to power
definitely had some expectation about what they do. A part
of this expectation refers to the commitment they made to
the people over a period of last 6 years and a part of the ex-
pectation comes from :he'r desire to see a new type of Goveri-
ment. Admittedly very many people of Assam were fed up
ar rather tired of the types of Government they witnessed
before. Apart from the vital question of foreigners issue they
expected asort of new era to be brought in Assam in
conformity with their desire. I will endeavour to show that
in both respects they have failed in their promises to impletment
the basic issues they raised at the time of the foreigners

movemeat. And time has come to ask without hesitation
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that those premises were raised on false premises and be-

cause those premises were false as they arenow finding it
difficult to impeement them. Secondly, they have totaly
failed to live up to the expectation of reasonably healthy
and cultured ideas of a balance Government. What was
the key note of the Governor’s addressin 1986 ¢? In 1986
full of idealism and fervour the Governor was asked to state
“We look forward to a state in which all sections of the people
will live without fear or apprehension ard in which there will
be no discrimination or harasment to any Indian citizen on
grounds of race, language or community.”

Now Sir, this was not only in the speech of the Gove-

rnor. Before that speech the Chief Minister of Assam came

out with a public statement publisbed in all leading news-

papers of Assam about his desire as the head of the AGP

Government to usher in a reign of peace based on frind-
ship and love to all the people of Assam without discri-
mination. But in one year this has been belied in every
aspect. We have witnesses how discrimination is prsctised
by this Goxernment. It is true that it may be difficult to
compare our functioning with that of the western democracy
But nonetheless, somthing has to be set up brsed on deme-
cratic ethics and ethos. The questson of universal adult
franchiss, we may like it or not, has been accepted by all,
and experience of history has shown that wunjiversal adult
franchise is the best means to have a popular Governnment.
On the question of havinga representative Govern-
ment, what democracy has insisted isthat on the basis
of any franchise the majority party could hold the way

of the Government but minority or minority parties are
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an integral part of that system. This is the way in a demo-
cracy and because of which we are in this House. It isal-
ways demanded that opposition should have itsrole to play
so that the whole scheme of the Govt. can be a success.
Sir, you have seen the apparent reasons and the basic prin-
ciples by which a democratic Government is run. When a
Government is elected with a party manifesto and it comes
to power, it has commitment to whole people of the State.
We are sometime guided by sectarian outlooks, We have
some compulsion to look to some special interests because
of the political complexity, inherent human defects but non-
etheless nobody dare to tell openly that I practice this
discrimination. Only on the question of education. Sir, the
attitude of this present Government has to be tested. This
Government is here for another four years or three years
ten months, that is not important. They may come again
to this House. Istill believe across the differences of our
POlitical approach to the present problem of Assam that
there are thousands of ethenic Assamese people who will
abhor the djscriminatory actors of this Government. There
are large number of pecplzin Assam which will fight agaust
this type of racism.

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Shri Manilal Goala : Mr. Speaker Sir, I take my stand
¢o support the amendment motion brought forward by the
Hon'ble leader of the opposition, Mr. Rajbanshi. Sir, the
address of the Governor is known as the policy of the Gove-
rnment. It has rightly been said that the address of the
Governor is his own but it has the mind of the Govern-
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ment. Sir, much has been spoken about the Assam Accord
I donot use on the same string. But I would like to say
something here. I want to give certain concrete examples.
Sir, in my constituency there is one tea garden, Hatikhara,
a small tea garden. Notices have been served there against
those people who Dbelonged to the age group of 60 to 70
yvears and are permanent residents of this garden
locality. Their forefathers came here and opened the garden.
Sir, you will be surprised to know that 235 notices have
been served there on the people. They have no docu-
ments to show like other citizens. Only electoral rolls are
their documents to prove their citizenship. But that too
is available only with the Election Office in the District
Anyway they had to go there to find out electoral roles.
They had to Zeroxed it and produce it to the concerned offi-
cer. Is it not harrassment Sir? to my information, notices
have also been served against Manipuri peoplerand the
Bishnupriya people who are permanent resident of this area
and whose name had been uplield by honourable member
Joinath Sarma the other day.

Sir, Education is not a subject of politics, It should
not be politicalised. About the grants which has been dis-
cussed a few days back has been politicalised. Sir, though
I have not seen the list I have come to know from reliable
sources that opposition members have been given only 14 to
18 school grants whereas the: members of the Treasury Ben-
ches have been awarded with 36 to 40 of 558 school grants.
Sir, is not a discrimination ? Even in the Treasury Benches
there is discrimination. One. member Mr. Islam is ‘an In-

dependent and is supposed to Land support in the Treasury
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Benches but he has been given only 12 number of school
srants. Sir in the Police Deptt. also 952 constables have
been recruited butin my district only 5 have been recruited.

Sir, I must appreciate the stand taken by Hon’ble Public
Health Minister who has been kind enough to equalise dis-
tributfon of tubewells in all coastitueacies. Honourable Hea-
Ith Minister has been kind enough to sanction a good number
of Hospitals in the constituencies of the oppesition. As
constructive opposition I must appreciate this stand. Sir, So

far as the law and order is concerned political murders are

taking place every where till today. Why independence of
the political leaders has been curbed. Is it not turnishing
your image ? Ido net like to elaborate on this, Sir, I would
like to say that in the:-Governor’s address nothing has been
said for revival of the tea garden industries and for restoring

their position. If these are abolished it will be'a great less
to the exchequer of the State. These tea garden bourers

are contributing much, they are earning foreign currency
But the State Electricity Eoard seemed to be reluctant
to provide power lines to their places.
