In view of this, will the Hon’ble
Minister for Health tell us that before going to construct
the new Hospitals and Primary Health Centres, all other
Hospitals and Primary Health Centres which are already
completed will be provided with the staffs ?

As soon as their appoin-
ment will be made, all the newly constructed hospitals will

be provided with the Doctor.

# Shri 'Biraj kumar Sarma, (Minister, Food & Civil Sup-
plies) replied :

(a) Government is aware that there has been rise of
essential commodities in the State which is consistent with the
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general price line of such commodities throughout the
cTountry.

(b) The price spurt in essential commodities is an all-
India phenomenon. Moreover, the following reasons are
more or less responsible for giving an upward thrust of
the prices of essential commodities in the s_tat-e‘ market 3

(i) The State being deficit in many items.of essential
commodities, we are to procure these articles from depots
located outside the State with higher transpertation -cost

resulting in -higher prices in the market,

(ii) Due to paucity -of facilities for transportation through
railways ‘most of the commodities are to be brought .to .the
State by Read Transport with higher rate of carriage cha-
rge which -also results in raising the prices of essential
commodities: , :

(c) The State Government have taken .the following
steps to maintain supply and price lines of essential.commo-
dities smoothly in the State market.

again: This process will result, to a .great measure,
displacemznt of large number of people resulting in desta-
bilisation of the already precarious stability in the state.
I would draw the attention of the Chief Minister as
well as the concerned Ministry under which this type
of evictions are going on reflecting such a large num-
ber of people to find out a way whereby this prob-
lem can be solved to the welfare of all concerned.
Otherwise, there will be a complicated problem for which
the state Government will not only suffer but the peo-
ple at large will also be put'to great trouble,

- beg leave to introduce the Assam Sericulture ( Silk-worm

Seed - Cocoon and Silkyarn Control ) Bill, 1987

Shti Charan Narzary : Sir, I strongly oppose the intro-
duction of this Bill; Sir, ... ( noise ) (noise)... It is very
dangerous for the indigenous people particularly the tribals.
What ‘is going to be done by this Bill ? What has been
stated  in Section 4 of the Billy “No person shall rear
silkworm from Silkworm seed other than silkworm seed
obtained from a person who holds a licence under this
Act”” Sir; this is very dangerous, because, the Silkworm
rearing is a traditional practice. It is prevailing in every
house of the people, particularly among the tribals and
now their traditional practice is going to be totally dist-
urbed and it is going to discourage the cottage industry
in Silkworm rearing. What has been stated in Section 5 of
this Bill—“No person shall dispose of or agree to dispose

of in pursuance of any agreement entered into to make
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delivery. of Silkworm cocoons to a person who .is mnot

holding a valid licence under this Act. By this section,

Sir, it is being contemplated by the Government to create
2 middle man just to encourage monopoly busiiess to
exploit the tribals.- We do not know, Sir, what -is. the
intention = behind this Bill. It is very dangerous, .Sir,-
it should be withdrawn., I do not know what has prompted
the Minister-in-charge of Sericulture to bring this -Bill.
We cannot allow our traditional system of silkwork rearing
to be disturbed in any way. It should be resisted. This
is an age old traditional practice. Sir, we cannot allow
this Bill to be introduced:

Shri Altaf Hussain Mazumder 3 Mr. Speaker Sir, before
bringing any legislation to the House, it is to be thoroughly
examined whether it is for “the -interest of the people or
not. I want to draw attention of the Government so that
the Govecnment may consider it without introducing it
today. Government should examine all pros and cons of
the Bill ¢o that it does not have any dangerous consequences:

I would like to draw the attantion of the Government
to the Statement of Objects and Reasons of the Bill they
have introduced. Here the Minister says, “Though Seri-
culture plays an important part in rural economy, the State
Government has no legislation to control the middlemen

who are exploiting persons growing concoons and produ-

cing silkyarn:
In order to regulate and control the tearing of silk-
wortn, Storage and sale of cocoons and Silkyarn as well

as for ensuring reasonable prices (o the growers of cocoons

/
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and producers of silkyarn, it is proposed to establish regu-
lated markets and to issue licence to sellers. and producers
of seeds, cocoons as well as silkyarn,”

Now. sir, in the Objects and Reasons. of ' this Bill it
has been shown to eliminate the middlemen, it has been
said that to control to the middlemen who are. exploiting
the persons growing cocoons and producing silkyarn this
Bill has been introduced. It sounds well but the Bill will
affect reversely because by this Bill you are going to issue
licence jand encouraging the middlemen leaving the control
of the market to the middlemen.

So sir, under certain clauses of this Bill no person
shall rear silkworm, it is total prohibition; No person other

than licence holders can sale cocons and Silkyarn. Mr.
Speaker sir, you are aware, that licence creates problem
and corruption, more licence means more corruption, The intro-
duction of licence system means the exploited. class is go-

ing to be further exploited and the tribals are going to be
exploited, they are going to be deprived: This Bill has been
introduced to destroy the Tribal society,

~ Now SIT, under clause (5) it has been stated like this, “No
person shall dispose of or agree to dispose of- inpursuance
of any agreement entered into to make delivery of silkyorm
of cocoons to a person who is- not holding a ' valid
licence under this Act.’

Now sir, let the system of licence not be created, let the
middlemen not be created, let there be any exploiter, So, I ap-
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peal to the Government, let them examiné and after fur-
ther examination they may come forward again. So, for
the interest of the people of Assam, for the greater interest of
the tribal people of the state, for survival of the tribal people of
the state, on legal grounds, moral ground we oppose this Bill.

Shri A.F. Golam Osmani: Sir, a reference has been
made to Section 4 and 5 by honourable membér but the
Section 3 of the proposed bill, the draft Bill, is also brought

with very grave consequences. Here it says “No person shall .

produce, store, transport, sell or other-wise distribute silk-
worm seed except in accordance with the terms and con-
ditions of licence issued under this Act.” It is everybody’s
experience that it will mot serve any purpose in Assami,
Whenever we go out we find that in village markets seeds
are being sold which are produced by the indigenous peo-
ple who practice this cottage industry: These industries
are already under strain because seeds are being imported:
from outside; Whereas the policy ofthe Government should
have helped not only in producing of seeds but also the
rearing of cocoon and distribution. This shou!d have been
the primary responsibility of the this Government,

In Sericulture Department they are going to create those .

types of vices for which we are suffering for such a long
time. Why are we introducting this type of machinery, this
licencing business, when your control over them is already
under heavy criticism. » You are not in a position to regu-
late the activities of State Seed Corporation: You could
not even take programme for production of seeds that is
the agricultural seeds within the State of Assam. You are
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still importing seeds from outside the State: Now you are
rushing with this type of restrictive practices in the name
of having licence dealers and licence producers. On behalf
of our legislature party sir, we strongly oppose against the
introduction of Bill and as such request that the leave
should not be granted to introduce this Bill.

Shri  Binai Khungur Basumataris If you refer to

Section 10 of this Bill ABC and D then you will find

that this Section D is most dangerous. It says ‘At
all reasonable times enter and search any land build-
ing, vessel vehicle or place wherein or in any part of which
silkworm, seed cocoon or silk yearn is stored or is being
transported, and seize or authorise any person to seize any
silkworm seed or cocoon or silk yarn  including any
vassel, receptacle, apparatus, packages or covering in

which such seed or cocoon or silk yarn is contained if the.
licencing authority has the knowledge or information given by
any person and taken down by him in writing that a contra-
vention of this Act or of any rule or order made there under
has been or is being committed.”

Sir, this Section empowers this proposed authority to dis-
criminate. Sir, the tribals normally deal in this business:
With _this, it will be most impossible for any tribal or any
indigenous people to live in peace and store these silk pro-
ducts. Sir, now I would like to refer to Section 2 of this
Bill, This is a vary small cottage industry. My daughters
do it. My 65 years old mother also do it but under this
she cannot run this and she will have to sit idle with

the country spiner of threads, called “TAOKRI”. By this Act,
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this Government will immediately give an opportunity to
this licencing authority to blame my mother as an illegal
person. Most of the tribal people are used to do this and
all of them are going to be blamed as illegal persons.
Therefore sir, it is a very bad Bill and we oppose it. It
is basically against the tribals.

There are many Assamese people who maintain thejr
livelihood on this cottage industry. This will obstruct the
cottage industry’s growth and at the same time economic
development of the tribal people. Itis going to break down
the whole tradition. Therefore, from my party, UTMF, oppose
this bill and we hope that you will instruct the Government
to withdraw this bill.
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Shri Charan Narzariz- It is a very important cottage
industry should be allowed to develop freely:

Shri Dewan Joynal Abedin :- I have. gone through the
draft bill. This reminds me a Goalpariya saying;

Sir, this Government very often swears in the name of
cottage industries. It is known that the Siate i suffering from
acute unemploy ment problem. When there js great difficulties

before the Government to set up big industries, they should

go forward with some schemes, with some concrete

schemes to eacourage cottage industries, Now sir, I

fail to understand what has prompted the Govern-

ment to bring such a bill. Here the Government have
shown various reasons purposes of this bill, It has been
written in the background of the bill is that there is a
problem of regulating and controling = the production of
silkworm seed, The middlemen exploit this industry: In
order to free this industry from the middlemen, this bill :
has been introduced: What is the reality or motivation of

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the bill: This bill goes against the interest of the silk rea-
ring and silk producing people of Assam. The silk industry
is a household industry of both Assamese and tribal people.
This industry has a spectacular position in Assam. Its spe-
ciality is known all over the world, as it is the case of
Murshidabad or Mysore silk. This industry is encouraged
by the respective Governments of our county. Our Govern-
ment, instead of encouraging this cottage industry, are out
to demolish or destroy this industry of Assam, which pro-
vides a large rural employment. Sir, the hon’ble members
have said that they have not understood the reasons.

production in the State. What the Government should have done

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Shri Charan Narzary : Mr, Chairman, Sir. T hope my time
is only 12 minutes. I do not want to speak about the
jugglary of figures in the Budget. The honourable Members
in the Treasury benches may describe the Budget as beauti-
ful, progressive and what not. But then, Sir, not very
beautiful girl may also be made to appear very beautiful
by applying external cosmetics, ornaments and beautiful
clothes. Whether this happend in case of the present Budget
presented by our honourable Chief Minister, is a matter of
dispute. But it happened like that;
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The people are not concerned with what amount of
money has been sanctioned in the Assembly during the ‘
budget for doing welfare works for the people. The people
are mainly concerned with the reality. T am also not con-
cerned with how much money has been granted to the
Government. I am mainly concerned with what achievement
has been made by the Government in the field; Last year
also the budget was passed and the amounts granted to
various departments for the year 1986-87 were not that
meagre but during the last year what was the achievement (7 )
and for this the Government is answerable to the people:

Whether the funds allocated to variogs Departments last
year could be utilised properly, effectively and fruitfully.

There is a big question mark. There is a big question
mark because of this fact that the people unfortunately
could see any tangible achievement:

What about the Education Department ¢ Last year huge

amount of money had been sanctioned to the Ministry of ,

Education and many problems faced by the Education

Department could be solved. Whether these problems could

be solved ¢ I say, No. Then, what has happened to the

money 7 When last year building graunts could not be given
to a single school, appointments could not be made in
any school and so many things could not be done, then
what had happened to the money given to the Education
Department ? What about the Flood Controly Last time
I also referred to the problem regarding flood control. I
hail from T.S.P. areas and all the schemes approved by
the Flood control Department for the year 1986-87 could

o
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not be done and the Henourable Flood Coatrol Minister is
sitting here—he told us, there is no money. Flood control

Minister is there; As he says, the position is such that

he has a feeling as if he is not the Flood Control Minister
for the Brahmaputra Valley because the whole manage-
ment is controlled by the Brahmaputra Fleod Control
Board, which is directly under the Central Government
and the State Flood Control Department has nothing to do:
The Brahmaputra Flood Control Board utilises only the
services of the officers under the State Government: If
this is the position then what can be done and so mot
a single scheme under the T.S.P. approved by the Flood
Control Dspaétment could b2 implem=nted last year and he
does not know if any such scheme is going to be imple-
mented this year also. Itis very unfortunate. The situation
is very hopeless. Like this, problems are there in all the

Departments and the Plains Tribals are the most deprived
people.

I tell you, Sir, as the general plan is not enough to
ensure the expected development of the Plains Tribals’
socio-economic condition, Tribal® Sub Plan had been evolved
bSr the Central Government, but there is a confusion about

the concept of this Tribal Sub Plan among many Honourable
Members, Honourable Ministers and officers as well. They

want to mix up both these things. But we very well know,
Sir, that the Spirit of the concept of the Tribal Sub Plan
is not to sub-plant the General Plan Budget but to supple=
ment the general budget. I repeat this only to remove the
wrong idea about the concept of the Tribal Sub Plan. It is
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meant for supplementing the general budget and not for
supplementing the general budget. It means that the tribals
under the Tribal Sub plan are entitled to get extra bene-
fits, additional benefits, in additien to the general plan
budget. These things should be borne in mind by the
officers.

During the last year, funds under T.S.P. could not be spent
fully by a number of Department and so unspent amount
of money had been deposited with the Tribal Development
Authority. What to do with the unspent amount ? So, the
Tribal Development Authority decided to spend this amount
for construction of school buildings in the TSP areas. Now
there had been some misundersianding also between the
Education Department and the WPT & BC Department,
because this unspeat money has been mixed up with the
seneral fund of the Education Department and, now the
Education Departmeat has decided to sanction building
grants constituency-wise at varying rate of number of school
as has been complained in tkis August House. I am from
a Reserve ST Constituency. I have also received a list.
My quota is 12 ( Voices Youtoo ). But1am entitled toget
out of TSP alone more than 12. As a Tribal member
from TSP area Iam entitled to get at least 15 schools as
decided by the Tribal Development Authority. But that
money has gone to the Educatin Department and it has
been mixed up with the general fund of the Education
Department. Now, practically we get nothing out of the
general fund. Even we are deprived of the TSP fuad. This
position should be realised; this is what is happening now:
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Sir, I hope the Honourable Chief Minister will look into it
because he himself is the Chairman of the Tribal Develop-
ment Authority also. I have cited the example of Educa-
tion Department, but similar things are happening in all
other Departments as well. We are complaining to the
Central Government about this that Tribal people are
deprived of their dues even under TSP, not to speak of general |
fund. So Sir, these are the glaring examples; It is no use
speaking about the Budget; the Budget will be passed, money
will be allocated to the Departments concerned. I hope the
Government should be serious in the matter of implemen-
tation of various schemes, in the matter of spending money
properly, effectively, and fraitfully, During the last year
people could not sse anything tangible. This year at least
we hope that something positive will be done by the Govern-
ment; If the people do not see this, the AGP Government
will be digging its own grave,

With these few observations, Sir, T conclude.

Shri Haliram Terang : Mr. Chairman, Sir, at the outset
this House should be grateful to the Chief Minister for
presenting the budget speech which gives a good financial
picture of the state. Sir, hete it is said “The level of economic
developoment obtaining in the State cannot be said to be
ideal for ensuring adequate growth and imparting buoyancy.”
It reflects the financial scenario of the State where we
have very limited resources to tap. He says “While scope
for tapping additional resources from existing tax is extre-
mely limited............ “What happens is that ultimately we are
having deficit budget and the public debts amounting to
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2079 crores as against 1741 crores up to March, 1985. In
the coming year the overall debt is likely to reach 2441
crores: So the financial scenario is not really bright for
the State. So the Chief Minister has suggested a number
of means for augmenting the resource. They are mainly
taxes and there are demands with the Central Government
for some more fund. I want to suggest that, as regards the
composition of Central assistance which is at present 709,
loan and 309, assistance, it should be 70% assistance and
30% loan. Another thing I would like to suggest is about
royalty on crude oil. We have been demanding more roy-
alty. But we should not demand royalty only, Sir, it is
quﬁid money flowing from the State. I want to suggest
that whatever profit is earned from the crude oil in the
next 20 years should be given to the State, otherwise it
will be very very difficult for the state Government to make
up the deficit and develop it at per with other States. Sir
the deficit to the tune of Rs 74,440 is really high and the
Central Government does not allow over draft,

I want to point out about another important thing. We

should be very careful about dependence on the bureaucracy.

It is seen that there are so many committees constituted

with bureaucrats to decide the functioning of the Government:
What happens is that after independence and after the
days of Jawaharlal Nehru, when there was shift from  British
economy to the mixed economy, more and more emphasis
has been given on bureaucracy. So, now whatever progra-
mme is taken the people of the area and the locality should
be involved and they should be given some kinds of legal
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executive status. The other thing the Honcurable Chief Minister”

has pointed out is that there are many differcences with the

Central Government regarding fund. So, we should not

hesitate to demand from the Central Government whatever’

is justified for us. We should be ready for anything to
get the justified demands from the Central Government be-
cause, now-a-days threre isa trend that is going on in
India to give more and more power to the Central Gover-
nment. We should fight for fedaralism, we must demand
for more powere to the States. Otherwise, what is hap-
pening in India is that more power is being given on the
centre, and for this reason, both financial and social problems
are cropping up not only in Assam but also in other States.
That is why, we should go, for more powers for the state,
Then I would like to touch upon two or three more points.
The public distribution system through STATFED, Co-oper-
ative Societies: Supply Department is a very 'goocﬂl Syétéhi';
But what happens is that the owners of the retail price
shops do not get the profit. They get a very minimum
profit, because of the very low margin. So the State Govera-
ment in consultation with the Central Government should
modify this system. Of course, we should try to get as
many fund as possible. I would like to request our Chief
Minister to take necessary precautionary steps before obtaitn in
loan from the World Bank. The world Bank is an organi-
sation which imposes more and more conditions = because
of which in the long run, the loan may not be beneficial
to the State. Then Sir, about power generation there should
not have been any power problem since more and mere
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projects, hydrel projects, hydrel projects are going up. The
main problem that might remain is the loss of power du-
ring transmission. What happens is that itis a general fact
that every day there is tremendous loss of power during
transmission, There are some people who take power ille-
gally which is unkaown to the Board or Government Depart-
ment or may be known to the Board. If we can reduce
loss of transmission of power, then there will not be any
problem in the State, but more emphasis should be laid on
getting the tariff from the. people. So, the Electricity Board
should be instructed to find out more strict way so that
we can get more revenue frdm the Board. we should also
think for creation of another Corporation which wili go
only for generation of pOWer So, there should be two or-
ganisation one for generation of power and the other for
distribution of power. Regarding forest Sir, we should be
careful for destruction of forest and .the person who are
responsible for des@ruction of forest in Assam should be
punished: The general feeling is that the cultivators of jhum
cultivation are responsib]e for destruction of forests, But
what I would like to point -out is that illegal feeling of
trees by so-cal]ed"contractors is more responsible for des-
iruction of forests. This is one area where the Government
should think over. I would like to mention one point oﬁly
about hill areas regarding  road communication, For the
‘last 2/3 years, explosive licences have not been given; If
explosive licence is not given; there are problems for cons-
truction of roads. There are lot of rocks and stones, What 1

feel is that immediate steps should be taken for this problem.

Now what has happened to the utensils and
clothes purchased last year 3 If I remsmbzr aright, last year
an amount of Rs. 2:75 lakhs were spent for purchase of
utensils and useless clothes distributed as Gamochas ¢

So, Sir, I failed to notice the effect of drought, flood and
the Assam Accord on the Budget.
Next, Sir about Agriculture, Government claims at page 3

of the Budget speech that “the response of farmers to SRPP
has been good and production of Sali Rice in SRPP blocks has
gone up to 1395 KG per hectare.” Sir, I am an agriculturist.
Even today I cultivate land; You know, Sir, a hectare is
equavalent to 7.4 bighas: Now if you divide this 74 bighas by
1395 KG the production per bigha comesto 199 Kg and odd
KG,i. e: about 5 mounds per bigha, Sir, in my district normal
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production of sali rice is between 8 to 12 mounds per

bigha without applying any fertilizer or manure, If this
is the fact that then how the Agriculture Department could
claim that they have increased the production of Sali rice.
So, Sir, I say in this sector also the Government has depicted a
false picture. Government is trying to take care of something
which is actually not there; Next paragraph of the budget
speech deals with the production of oil seeds, How many
hectares of land have been brought under oil seeds cultiva-

tion have not been mentioned in the speech. Next about
Education, Few days back we have been supplied with a
volume of books from the Directorate of Economics and
Statistics. There it has been shown that the rate of per-
centage of literacy in Assam is 36 p. ¢, of course, according
to 1971 figures, Percentage of male is 36.7 while the
female is 18.6. Tn the earlier volumes the rate of literacy
of tribal population was specified. But this year the rate
of literacy of tribal people has not been mentioned.
Therefore, Sir, we do not know how the allocation of
Rs, 280 crores is going to be utilized by the Education
Department, Whether a portion of it will be utilized
for improving the rate of literacy in the State, nothing
of this sort is mentioned in the Speech: Sir, in the
Education Department there is a Text Book Production
Corporation;

Sir, this Text Book Production Corporation is under the
control of the Goverment. There are a lot of NewWspaper reports
about this, One report is that this Corporation has banking
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transaction with the Assant co-operative Apex Bank and at
time sthe Corpeoraticn has taken over draft to the extent of one
crore. One officer of the Corporaticn has kept Rs. 25 lakhs as
fixed deposit with the State Bank' of India and the som

of the officer has applied for a bank loan on the basis of
the fixed deposit. In this way advantage is being takem
by some officer by depositing a portion of the money for
their personal aggrandisement. Again ir the same Ceorpora-
tion for transportation of papers from Jogighopa last year
5 lakhs was paid as freight. To-day according to the

new rate which is reduced from 50 paise to 10 paise the :

- bill will be for Rs. 1 lakh. There was oné advertisement
in the paper caliing for address = of one Satish Das.
That person was appointed by the D. 1. of School, Guwal ati.
The address: of a person is wanted who was appointed by
the D.I. So what is the connotation ? The connotation
is that probably this person was appointed on a slip of

paper, and now when the address i mecessary it is sought
to be collected in this way, by the department.

These are the things going on and therefore, I say
this Budget has not reflected the actual commitment made
to the people.
