For Government Residential Building Shri Das Gupta
has pointed out that there has been a sudden and abnormal
rise in provision from Rs. 3.40 crores in' the current year
to Rs. 13.94 crores in the next year, The Hon'ble mem-
ber may notice that in ' the Graat No. 33 Residential
Building, in addition to the provision of Rs. 3.40 on
Revenue Accounts there is also a provision of Rs. 8.82
crores on - Capital ‘Account totaling Rs. 12,32 crores in
the grant for the curreat year's original Budget.. The
corresponding provision for the year 1987-88 is Rs. 4.05
crores on Revenue Accounts and Rs. 9.89 crores on
Capital account totaling Rs. 13.94. crores. The provision

therefore shows normal growth rate under the plan as
well as under non-plan.

Shri Das Gupta has also pointed out reduction in
the provision for Labour and Employment from current
year Budget- Grant of Rs. 9.47 crores in the Current year
to Rs. 9.06 crores for the coming year 1987-88, attri-
buting this to the Government’s apathy to the interest and
Welfare of Labour. In the Current year budget a provision
of Rs. 2.87 crores has been made as Grants-in=aid to bs
received from the Goverament of India on uccount of
arrears  etc. of grant for the Welfare scheme of the
plantation labour. For the coming year a normal esti-
‘mated provision of Rs. 115 crore only has been muke
against grant to be received from the Government of India.
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Hence though there has bzen a reduction in the estimate
of Grants from the Government of India bv Rs. 1.72 Crores. the
overall reduction in the budget from 1986-87 to 1987-88
has been only Rs. 40 lakhs. The budget benefit for the
labour cannot be determined nearly Budget provision in
the grant for labeur and Employment but has to be
reviewed with reference to the Employment oppcrtunities
etc. created through works and industrial opportunities etc.

The Hon’ble member has drawn the attention to the
inadequency of provision of only Rs. 7.30 crores for
relief on natural calamities as against current year’s pro-
vision of Rs. 26.64 upto December 1986. The provision
for next year represents only the margin money for natural
calamities as recommended by the 8th Finance Commission,
The usual practice is that the Budget provides this amount
only. The currents year’s original Budget provision wag
also therefore only Rs. 7.25 crores. Additional provisions

above the margin money is made in the Budget as per
approved Ceiling recommended by the Central team after

local study of the extent of damages etc. done by the
flood etc. and extent of relief necessary. Accordingly in the
light of the Central Government’s sanction a Supplementary

Demand of Rs. 19.39 Crores has been obtained in the last
session of this House for the current year. We will be

again approching this House in this session with 2nd
Supplementary Demand for additional fund for flood

relief on the basis of final recommendation of the Central
team, The lower provision in the budget for 1987-88

does not mean that there will be any difficulty in providing
relief to the flood affected people if such a flood takes

Shri Das Gupta has also indicated that there has-
not been any real rise in the provision for Rural Develo-
pment. The total provision in the current year originally
was only Rs. 38.05 crores as against which the provision
for the next year is Rs. 38.52 crores. The provision in
the current year has however been raised to Rs. 39.25
crores by Supplementary Demand of Rs. 1.20 crores in
the last session of the Assembly on account of centrally
sponsored scheme for employment generation in the hill
areas which become necessary due to drought/floods affec-
ting the livelyhood of the people in the Karbi Anglong
and M.C. Hills Districts.” If similar situation arises next
year it may be possible to augment further the normal
provision made in the budget for next year if similar.

Central assistence under Centrally sponsored scheme
is available.

The Hon’ble Member has quoted extensively from
the figures in Budget Speech of 1975-1976 and compared
with the estimates of Revanye receipt of Rs. 1256 crores
and Capital receipt of "Rs, 1021 crores for 1987—1988'_‘

Rs. 72 crores of 1975-76 and the Annual Plan provision
of little over Rs.  58.62 crores.

the Budget. I quote agaln from ons of the Government
of India’s Budget decument namely key to Budget docu-
ments which runs as follows s—

Under the present accounting and budgstary procedures.
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certain classes of receipts, like payments made by one
department fo another and receipts of Capital projects or
Schemes are taken in reduction of the expenditure of the
recéiving department. The estimates of expanditure inclu-
ded in the Budget Statement are for the net expenditure

~as will be teflected in the accouats, that is, after ‘taking

The Hon'ble . Member also stated that he did not
find any brovision in the Budget Manual,.ffor it. I may
