The real prosperity
of Assam lies with the all round development of the rural

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areas as a whole. Sir, what we have expzrienced during
the last 38 years of Indepandencs is really deplorable.
The rural people have been deliberately made to suffer.
They were compelled to live in inhuman condition. Their
interests had continually been ignored. Sir, they were
denied their due share of economic, social and moral
justice. They have always been treated as humble creatures
and hence, they were the easy victims of exploitation. Sir,
the continuous victimisation resvlting in inhuman sufferings,
malnuitrition, illeteracy and backwardness have made them
paycholgically, physically, morally and financially weak and
degraded. They have been made to feel that they are
not at per with the people living in the urban environment,
as if they were second class citizens of the State. Sir,
thousands of people who are still alive and had seen the
freedom movement have been expressing their sorrows and
anguish in experiencing the plight of the suffering rural
masses. Sir, why the people of Tndia wanted Independence ?
They wanted independence just to achieve political inde-
rendence as well as to bring about an end to the economical
and moral exploitation perpetrated by the Britishers. Sir,
the exploitc of the economic resources of India had been
used for the welfare of the British people, there by letting
tl}e Indian masses to suffer economically and morally. But,
Sl_r', whether the eXploitation of the rural masses has ended
with the achievement of Indian independence ? Sir, it has
ot ended, rather a new colonial process under the coverage
of democratic system. had started exploitation of the ryral
pCOple and that is being started by the political parties
M p(?Wer backed by very influential lobbies of wrban
Intelligentsia that is the rich and literate section of people
of the socicty, Sir, this renewed exploitation of rural
1"-'-_EI~‘ses had ccmmerced with the dawn of Independence
with much vigour. Sir, under the garb of democracy, the
ne?v. generation of exploiters continued with the earlier
British policies of centralisation of States, economy in the
urkan developmernt programmes thus leaving the rural
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development programmes at the mercy of God, Almighty.
Sir, this is a neostratagical move which caused the creation
of two new classes people one is urban exploters and the
other is rural sufferes. Of late, Sir, just to appease the
wounded hearts of the rural masses who have lately become
conscicus about their deprivation, neglect and sufferings,
the urban intelligent minority has taken another strategical
move to ensure that the accummulated sense of deprivation
of the rural masses over the years does not culminate
into a volcanic erruption and the outcome is the very
choosy caption ¢Rural Development Programmes’ which has
10w been proved to bea selection of programmes without
any flesh and blood. What is the share of economic
grants for rural development programmes either from Central
or from State Govruments ? Where is the infrastructure fer
carrying out the rural development programmes ? Where are
the plans and where is the determination, Sir ? By under-
taking some NREP and RLEGP Schemes we shall never
be able to bring about any real change in the already
chattered rural economy of the State. Sir, these are the
adhoc steps takes by those who are riding on tigers to
some how keep the shutter of the already surcharge volcano’s
light to buy somectimes. Let us buy times, but be rcady
to face the imevitable. This is the high time to realise the
gravity of the situaticn wh ch is franclt with dangerous
consequences. We can no longer cantinue with the centucies
old conspiracy of expleiting the rural masses for keeping
the interests in tact of the minority urban aristrocates,
Sir: whose who -still ~want to continue with the
samie outlook, they should be rcady to see that their,
palaces of dreams are geing to be shattered into pieces.
There cannot be two opinions, Sir, tkat the growth of
rural economy has been made to remain not only stagnant
but retarded. Sir, the rural econemy has been kept in
such a shape in which survivial of the rural poor like
human being has become impossible and suffocating And
hence, the net result is the large scale migration of the
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rural people, towards the urban centres and which in turn
is creating unbearable pressure on the socioeconcmic
condition of urban areas also. This is not at a healthy
sign. Sir, had the econmic planvers, bureaucrats and political
authority adopted a balances development programme between
the rural and urean areas the dangerous outcome of economic
imbalance could be avoided. So Sir, my humble suggestion
to the popular Government is that the Government should
adopt a realisitic policy of removing the economic imbalance
between the rural areas and the urban areas keeping in mind
the dangerous implication of econom ¢ imbalaace.

Sir, in order  to give permanent employment
opportunitics to the rural youths, half educated and educated
youths, avenues for big, marginal and small seale industries
Including cottage industries be found out and the same
should be. patronised by the Government. The Government
should ensure that 809, of the non-technical jobs be
provided to the rural educated youths as because the rural
youths must have the means of their livelihood as avenues
for earning their livelihood is very scarce, More and more
arcas are to be brought under irrigated cultivation to
strengthen the agro-based industries under rural development
programme. Special health care facilities are to taken under
Rural development programme. More emphasis should be
given for vocational training in rural areas by establishing
vocational training contres in the hearts of rural areas.

And last but not the least for removing illiteracy
form among the rural masses Government should extend
all necessary help to the existing educational institutions
and encourage opening of vocational and technical
.edu Cational institutions as well as general educational
Institutions in the rural areas. Then only the lot of the
people in the rural arcas can  be chai.ged. But_what is
happening in the rural development programme ? This has
been expressed by several other hon’ble members. We
have taken up some schemes under the rural development
programme which are executed by the officers. The officers
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the ex-cuting authority. “When the schemes are taken,
public leaders and peoples representatives are consulted and
taken into confidenc:. But the «xecution level we have
nothing to say as the exscuting authorities are the local
ofizers anl th:y are responsible for execution of the schemes.
We find a large scile corruption takes place. It is due to the
fact that infra—strusture of the executing machinery of the rural
development programmes are not adequate. That is why to
give the bznzfit to therural arcas for which th programmes
have been formulated there should be adequate iufra-
structures for executionof rural development programme and
by this only corruption can be checked.

Shri Silvius Con ipan : Mr Speaker Sir, in respect of my Cut Motion
1 would like to make some observations on the policy of the Rural
Development. Sir, you are nware of purose for which Rural Developn ent
Department has been constituted. The very popular 20-point ¢conomic
programme was the origin of the department of rural development. We
know, Sir. that if the rural areas do not develops, Assam as a whole
cannot be developed. But now, while implementing the schemes for
rural development. what do we see ? The Gov.roment has constituted
Block TLevel coordination Coemmittees in whic'. the respective MLAs are
taken in to act as Chairman and m=mber. Whatever declsion is taken, this
is very much within the spirit of decentralised pianning. That means,
fram the grassroot, this Commiltee gets the schemes under rural deve-
lopment deparment to be implemented by it for the development of
rural areas. WHhat we see that the schemes are approved by the Block
Level coordination Committee and they are sent up (o the various
Steering Committees whioh screens these schemes and they sometimes
completely change the proposaly and by this purely official committees.
Before the AGP Govt came to power, the Steering Cominittee was
represented by the pzople's rcizrcscmativc also. Now, this Cemuittee
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has got the autharity to change the dacision of fhe Rlock Level

Co-ord nation Committee  This is Very much aguinst the policy of ryral

duvelment becuase the people’s represenatives in consulistion with the

officials at tho grass-rood luvel are ths proper machinery. In the

spirit of decentralised planning, the officers a'one should not change
the schemess formulated by the Block level C i-ordination committee.
I would like to draw attention of the Rural Development Minister

throvgh you Sir, that this policy must bs changed. If really, under any

circumstances proposals are to be any changed this can be done in

consultation with the people’s representative.  Secondly, T wourd like

to draw your atfention and also the aitention of the Rural Development
Minister that ths Rural T.andlecg Employment Generating Programme
should be implemented by the landless village people so that they can
carn some money for their livelihood. What we have secn, these

works are piven to the corfractor. This practice really goes against
the policy of the Rural Development.

This rural employment programine
iIs providing employment to the

agricnlturists. This policy of giving

work to the contractors will fiustrate the very purpose of the rural
employment programme.

New, sir, this has happened because there is no peoples’

representatives 0 supervise the schemes. Sir, whythere is no Peoples’
representatives, excepting M. L As, because thereis no panchayats.
Pecples’ - representatives are necithcr  pominated or being elected.
Therclore, sir, it has been left entirelv to the efficials and the officials
are answerable to their department and to the Minister of the Department
only “There is none to questi~n the officials. Sn, sir. these are some

aspects of total departure from the policy of the implementation of
the Rural Development.

With these observations, sir, T supports the
Cut. motion,
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Mr. Chairman : Now, Hon’ble Member Shri Binai Khungur
Basumatari.
Shri Binai Khungur Basumatari : Mr. Chairman Sir, I rise
to criticise the policy of the rural development. Every
member of this House knows the word-*‘public impression.”
If we want to get the public impression that we are honest,
that we are fit to represent the people of the constituency,
that we are really keen for development of the people of
the constituency if so, then this Government can take it
very seriously. But as pointed out carlier, a constitutional
requirement has been violated. Sir, you know, all of us
know-that there are three independent organs of the
Government these are Executive, Judiciary and Lecgislature.

[ do not use the exact word because, the members of
the Treasury Branch would oppose it. The opposite word
which I would use is that this Department is not coura-
geous.  What is the opposite meaning of the word “courage”
why Sir, I have caught red-handed the Project Directors
in eur district who were supplying sub-standard materials,
anconsumable rice to the people in my constituency in my
Block. Although the Project Director was caught redhanded
and there were documentary evidences, but these officers
are not yet punished. He was caught redhanded because
he was supplying cub-standard materials he was making
money. Because of this, he told that no work would be
arried out in my block as long 3s he is there and the
ock was withheld. When there are cvidences
that such officers were involved in corruption, what s the
otto of this present Government against corruption and

fulfledged senion Block Development officer in my Block.
They were earlier all either direct recruits or promoted
from Child and Woman Extension officer 2 How can these
pecople suddenly control a Block ¢ It  was a total failure,
Sir. Therefore, all the officers in my Block had run in
to troubles. They do not know how to manage Cash Book-
and how to take fund from the Project Director, and they

.were misled by the Junior Engineers. Then I placed my

position before the Hon‘ble Minister and the Hon‘ble
Minister was kind cnough to place the scrvices of a senior
BDO in my Block. Now, the senior BDO is not able
to work. Why Sir, because he happens to be a tribai.
[ never asked the Hon‘ble Minister to place a tribal
senior B.D.O in my Block. But he somechow/managed to
placc a tribal officer, But there is now a raging controversy,
launched by the Jr. BDO, that- this senior tribal BDO
of my Udalguri Block is gradually going to convert the
Block into a tribal officers’ place. With this sort of mind
how can you work ? This is not good. Then sir, about
the Scheduled Caste and Scheduled Tribe MNP Housing
scheme. Sir, these schemes were approved about 5° years

So, T would like to request that the Assam DRDA should
change the specifications and make such an estimate which
is in tune with the climatic condition of the State.

Then secondly sir, I would like to report another thing.
Such grants are given to Scheduled Castes also but 1n my
Udalguri Block, 20 Scheduled Caste persons are due (o
receive this. But what has the BDO done ? The junior
BDO posted there had given the eiltire money to a single
person. The entire money for 20 houses was released by
the BDO concerned and out of this, only 9 houses were
started and a person who was selected for the work is
an eclectrician who has a big shop. This man has diverted
the entire fund of this Housing Scheme in his “Electrie
shop and if you constitute an enquiry you will find that
in place of 20, houses they have started work in only
9 houses. So, how can the BDO release the entire money,
at a time, for the ertire scheme without ensuring whether
the work has been started or mot. So, I would like fo
request the Hon’ble Minister that he should immediately
conduct an enquiry and take necessary action against the
responsible officers.

and not only that, many works were started in 1983-84
and 84-85 but were not completed. Therefore sir, if you
make a total survey of the DRDA work in Assam you will
find that in every scheme, a portion of the work has been
done but the entire scheme has not been completed.
Therefore, I would request through you that the Government
should have a survey, a proper survey whether all the
schemes taken under MNRP, RLEGP, have been completed.

Next sir, the Hon’ble Minister knows that werk of
Udalguri Block was stopped two years back vhen the
papers were seized by the central officials of DRDA but
the papers have not yet been released. But sir, why these
papers were seized, these papers were seized because there
were corruption. Sir, we all know, this Government has
repeatedly said that they are against corruption but we
have not heard a single officer being punished.

Then sir, about the wood Timber scandal. Sir, we all
know that permits have been stopped in forests to the
saw mill-owner but there are new tenders at DFO level
under the jurisdiction and supervision of the DFO. Why
can’t this Assam Government requisit.on the required
amount of Government timber from the forests. Why not ?
What is the idea  of taking timber from some other
people ? We also are getting timber from the forests either
through legal or illegal means. But the point is, why the
Government is not getting the supply of timber from the
forests itself ? Because of this system, there is the ques-
tion of over-charging, There are so much of charge and

in fact, sir, in Darrang district the entire DRDA wok is
divided.
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It is unfortunate that the ruling party MP has com-
plained about the rural development work in the entire
district. The legislators then met together to raise a protest
against the statement of the MP. Sir, if there is division in
the ruling party, we do not know how the DRDA work
will be carried on smoothly. Therefore, Sir, there is lot of
things to be done in the sphere of DRDA. Tt is caid
that the Government is very sincere, honest and beautiful.
Then we should put our fingers together on DRDA and
work together. Sir, I wanted io criticies and 1 have cri-
ticised the policy of the Government by saying that there
should be some changes in acquiring the materials for
completion of the DRDA work. We must always keep
in mind the climatic condition of the State. The summer

has already set in, -We do not kmow when the GCI
sheets will be procured and put on the topof the school
buildmgs, If these are not supplied in time, the buildi-
ngs will collapse. Therefore, I would request the Government
to be aware of the problems and hurry up the develop-
mental “work.

Cathh hold of law breakers irrespective of caste, creed and
religion and of any political party. So, my request to the
honble’. Home minister is that he should gear up the Police
Deptt. suitably so that they may work without any fear
or favour, They should be made to work with all earnes-—
tness lest they do not feel helpless. Next Sir, about in-
vestigation of the cases, For the sake of prompt and
effective investigation there was a thinking at certain
times that Investigation should be separated from the law
and order duty, That aspect should be considered by this
Government. For the want of proper investigation cases

What will be your position ¢ Look at the figure of the
Population of the State I reguest you, it is not my crit-
icism. Try to do justice to all sections of the people. I
am talking for tea garden boys also. A tea garden boy
of amuslim boy are not capable of becoming a constable ?
You said something and you have done the other way.
You announced to treat cverybody equally but in practice
you are not doing so. You should keep your selves within
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your proclamation. If you do it there will be some improv-
ement. Let the Homs Minister think in all-Tndia context;
let his image be there as a leader of all communities, and
not of one community or section.

I want to say something about traffic side of our
police. It is very weak. As you know, vehoicles have
gone up tremendiously putting pressure 00 the traffic side
of the police, Tt is necescary that certain police points
are to be there in addition to existing ones. Let the
Governmnt consider about increasing the traffic police by
re-organising the Traffic Wing.

As I have said earlier, there should be a separate
investigation wing. Unless these people are trained how
to write the investigation diaries for trying the cases in
the Criminal courts it cannot be done properly.

People are looking at you
for good administration, Whoever —may bes=:thére
it does mnot matter, That you are people with
some idealism that must reflect by your action
particulaily in relation to the weaker section of the people.
You are fresh from the door of the University; your
success will depend on how you move, There is still time
for this, Forget your agitation. There might be some
mistakes by some Government. Forget it for the sake of
a integrated, strong powerful and prosperous Assam,

we have seen a dangerous increase of about 109 in the

Si, you are perhaps aware that in America there is a
furore as the President Reagan diverted some money without
any authority, And a situation is being created there that
he might be impeached in future. So if you allow this

secret service without supervision there is positive danger
