VOTING ON DEMANDS FOR GRANTS

#«Shri Aminul Islam : Mr Speaker sir, in continuation of
my yesterday’s speech on Cut Motion on-Grant No. 64,
I would like to say why the people of Assam agitated
for over six years under the leadership of All Assam
Students Union. Most of the top-most leaders of the
agitation now have becomme Ministers, running the adminis-
tration of the Government and the others have occupied
the seats of the treasury bench.

Sir, they wanted the then Government to seal the
international border, specially with Bangladesh. Now sir,
the earlier Government had been voted out of power and
the new AGP Government have come to power. So the
" responsibility of government for sealing the international
horder over which they had agitated for long has come upon
them. They are to—day bringing allegations against the
Central Government that the Govt. of India have not
taken any positive steps in the matter of sealing the inte-
rnational border. I have no hesitation in admitting that
the Govt. of India have not initiated any steps in this
regard, but what steps have so far been taken by the
present government for sealing the border ? Sir, it is the
duty of the Government to take measures for pioviding
road communication facility in their own interest and in
the interest of the people living near the international
border. Sir, this Government, as it is learnt, has decided
to construct 23 numbers of bridges in the interior places
of the State. It isall right, but while the present Gover-
nment, could manage fund for constyuction of 23 bridges,
if Iam correct, I cannot understa; d why the Government

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has failed to manage some fund for construction of a
single but important bridge ata place which is strategically
very important. Sir, I want a categorical -~ assurance from
the Hon. Minister P.W.D. ‘who is known to be very
couraceous and straight-forward, that necessary fund will
be made available for the construction of a bridge at

Molakhowaghat over the river Zinjiram within a month
or two; otherwise let this Government tell the people
of the State that the international border with Bangla-
desh in Sukchar Sector has no problem and bence

improvement of road communication not needed in that
sector. But the fact remains. that the people living in
that area have been experiencing lot of inconveniences

and facing lot of problems due to several loopholes in
the border area. Border rosd is proposed to be consfruc-
ted along the Assam-Bangladesh border but how will you
reach the border road unless you construct this bridge
over Zinjiram. Sif, without constricting a bridge at Mol-
~khowaghat over Zinjiram rtiver, even if the border road
is constructed from Dipchar to Dewaner Alga, it will be
of no use; no vehicle can reach that proposed border road.
Road communication is very poor in that sector south of
the river Zinjiram, and for want of bridges international
border road will be of no use. So I want an assurance
from the Hon P W.D. Minister that he will give enough
importance to the construction of the proposed bridge and
he will sanction necessary fund at a very early date so
that protection of the people of Assam could be ensured

The bridge should be constructed as early as possible. in
the interest of the people of Assam.

Sir, in this connection I want to bring to your
notice . the fact that tkough the Hon. Members of the
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freasury bench have expressed their concern on the sealing
the torder with Bangladesh over which they have sacrificed
a lot, they have not utterd a single word for the construction
of the bridge that I have mentioned about I hope the
Hon Members of the treasury bench as well as the Hon.
Members of the opposition bench will impress upon the
government to construct the bridge over there immediately.
Sir, as demanded by the people of Assam, the people of
Mankachar are also demanding fer sealing the ~internati-
onal border with Bargladesh becau-e they are the victims
of the border problems, They are often atiacked by dacoits
coming frem other side of the border; their cattles cre
being lifted; there are infiltration of smugglrs, and due to
lack of proper vigilance and duve to lack of adequate
Protecticn they are subjected to all such troubles. So like
the people of Assam, the people of Mankachar constituency
are also demanding full~proof measure to be taken on the
international border. They are repeatedly expressing their
minds through their elec'ed representtive in th's august House.
They want full protection against border treubles. If the
Central Government do not take steps, in the same way
should the Assam Government not take any interest in this
mater ? Sir, we just cannot go on digesting the blames
heaped on us,. We want to prove that we are more sincere
in_our upholding the intercsts of Assam because Assam in

our motherland and we . are the sentries on the border.-

Sir, I have full confidence and also I strongly bel-
ieve that the Honp. Memters of the treasury berch as well
as the Hon. Members of the Cppssition will erdorse that

a bridge at Molakhowaghat should be con:tructed on top
priority basis

Sir, I specially invite our Hon. Minister P W.D.

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through you sir to kindly piy a visit to my constituency
and specially Sukchar. by crossing over the river Zinjiram
at Molakhowaghat and s-e around, and I b:lieve that he
will feel himself convinced about the urgzncy of construction
of that bridge.

Sir T like to give my heartiest congratulation in
advance to the Hon. Chief Minister who has kindly con-
sentcd to pay a visit to my constituency including Sukchar
on the 28th of this month and I have confideuce that he
will get an ample opportunity to study the depth of the
diverse problems including road commnication faced by our

poor and neglected people of the area. :

Sir, before drawing the conclusion, I would like to
put forth certain suggestions for overall improvement of
the surface communication for the Hon. Minsiter of P.W.D. ..

Sir, before drawing a conclusion, I would like to
put forward certain suggestions for overall improvement of

the surface communication network.

1) The Government should consider it as a policy matter
that necessary steps be teaken for bifurcation of National High
Ways, state High ways, N E.C. Roads etc. in an phased
manner, (2} the existing P. W.D. back topped roadds
shuld bz widened and strengthened, (3) steps shuld be
taken for early conversion of the gravelled roads into
black-torpcd roads ; (4 Hence-forth no wooden bridge will
be constructed and instead, all the bridges will be made
of corcrete; (5) all the existing wooden bridges shall be
converted into concrete in a phased manner; (6) all the
finished and good shaped NREP, R.L E.G.P. roads should
be taken ov.r by the P.W.D.; (7) Special funds should
be kept separately for the construction cf rew roads and
bridges and also for the improvement of the existing ones.
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on the inter-State and international border areas Sir, onec
again I urge upon the P.W.D. Minister bridges will be
constructed at an early date. With these few words I resume
my seat Sir.

Shri Charan Narzari— Mr. Speaker Sir, I have brought
this cut motion not to criticise the P. W.D. but to raise
certain points for discussion. Sir, many departments are
dependant upon road communication for implcmentation
of various develcpmental scheme. Sir, I think hon. P.W.D.
Minister will listen to me and taks note of the points that
I want to raise Otherwise it will be futile to spzak on certain
points of grievances [ have said, Sir, that many departments
are depandanmt upon the road communication system for imple-
. mentation of their various schemes. P.W D. is a developmental

department and the amount of money sought by the Hon'ble
P. W.D. Minister cannot be sufficient to undertake all
the schemes which have come foward before the Hon'ble
P. W. D. Minister. In our State we have various areas
which are very, very backward in respect of road communi-
cation. These backward areas have to be identified. There
are certain areas which have a little better road communi-
cation system, but there are many other areas which are
really very very backward in respect of road communication,
Particularly, the tribal areas have ever remained backward,
As an example I want to cite my own district, i.e¢.
Kokrajhar. What is true to Kokrajhar district is also true
to other tribal areas in other districts. So, when I speak
of Kokrajhar district, the Hon’ble P.W.D. Minister easily
understand the nature of problem in other districts also.

Sir, there is a river in my own district. named
Gourang just by the side of Kokrajhar town. For many
years there was no bridge on this river Gaurang. As a
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result the major tribal areas on the western side had to
remain completely isolated, and totally neglected for many
many years. INow, fortunately, for the people of the arca
one R.C.C. bridge has been constructed on the river
Gourang. This time the approach work has been done and
it is being completed = But it is to be noted that in absence
of any bridge on the river Gourang all other P. W.D.

roads on the western part were completely abandened and
over the years those roads become unfit totally for motor

vehicles. Now, the bridge bhas been constructed. The
armouring works are going on. But I have a real appehension
as to whether this approach road works can be maintained
during the coming monsoon. PBecause what was neceded
most ‘was provision for guide bunds. But the provision
for guide burnds had been deleted: The Gourang  river
is a dangercus ore. The bridge may be there but ercsion
will continue in the up-stream and the newly constructed
apprcach road is likely to be washed away during the
coming monsoon. Monsoon is setting in and the people
are very much apprchensive. The huge amount of mony
spent for construction of the approach will go in waste in
casc the approach road is washed away during the coming
monsoon. As the river is very close to the road, some portion
of the road may be washed away Then the newly cons-
tructed R.C C. bridge will be of no use. Hon’ble Minister,
P.W.D. should take note of it and instruct the engineers
and other officers to procced to Kokrajhar and see things
there, The local engineers are very seriously and sincerely
working there day and night. We have nothing to say
against them. But there is apprehension that without
provision for a guide bund it will not be possible to
keep the bridge At the same time when the bridge on
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the river Gourang has been completed, all other PDW
link roads on the western part should be improved.
And. for this money should th: b: providad. From
Kokrajhar Rampholdil, roid is th: min link road,
it should be blacktopped. All the abandoned toads
~should be improved immediately so as to make them
motorable or fit for vehicler traffic, otherwise the bridze
will not be of any use. This is one point. Another point
is . that, Sir, because «f the lack of a bridge on the river
Aye, a big area no:th of Bongaigaon below the foothills
of Bhutan remains completely isolated; it is an island,
inaccessible. So, hon. PWD Minister should take note of

this long-standing public need and demand long there was
a public demand for a bridge over there. In fact, there
was a proposal. This proposal should be revived and

considered and the construction should be taken up in
right earnest.

Irrigation Deptt, PWD, Flood Control-deptt, Medical
Deptt ond other Govt Deptts have to do their work every-
where, here and there, to implement their own schemes.
But when there ar: no roads,, how thes: D 'pt's could g»
to the interior places to execute their sch mes; it is im-—
possible. It is more so during monsoon; nct to speak of
mototr vehiclzs, it is very difficult to reach those places
even on foot. Se, I would request the hon’ble PWD
Minister to consider the proposal for construction of one
RCC bridge on the river Aye whatever the cost, in the

larger intercst of public, it shouldbe done.

Another important point is that one important miss—
ing link road on the rozd from Tamulpur to Udalguri
via Nagr'juli Tea Estate n eds immed ate coustructin There is
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Then, Sir, antnher pint is that there is an urgent
need for ancther national high way along the Bhutan
and Arunachal border along the foothills, Tt will be a
border road; the proposal can be initiated by the State
Government, It will be very necessary, It is a public
need and also from strategic point of view this proposal
should be considered in right earnest for construction of
a border rcad along the Bhutan and Arunachal borders,
The starting point may be any plase in Kokrajhar district
and the erding point may be somewhere at Harmuty;
where it will touch the national highway - This proposal
should be conidered by the Government.

Then, Sir, I kave something to say about Tribal
Sub-Pian under PWD. There are cases of diversion of
TSP money for construction of roads to non-TSP areas.
Kilometres with ove bridge have to be constructed. The
completed road is blacktopped, only a little portion is
gravelled Un the castern side also very small portion is
there which is a gravilled road, But the remaining portion
is blacktopped, Now because of the lack of construction
of this missing portion the road remains useless, So, hon’
bie PWD Minister should take note of this point and
carly steps should be taken to construct the missing pot-
tion of the road in the greater interest of the people,

There should be a straight “and clear cut direction
to the P W.D. authoritues at the lower level to see that
under no circumstances money under TSP should be diver-
ted to general areas. This complaint is there. And in
any case, tf the TSP fund is found diverted to non-TSP
areas, the defaulting officers or engineers should be made
an-werable. There should be straight ard clear cut direc-
tion to all the -autherities at the . lowcr level. When
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money is diverted, it amounts to misuse of TSP money
because the people for whom the moneyis meant do not
get any benefit. Instead, in the name of the tribal people
residing in the non-TSP areas get the benefit. Our hon’
ble PWD Minister is known to his hcnesty and sincerity
and about that I have no doubt at all. I hope he will
lock into these points.

" Over and above, sufficient fund should be provided
for black topping roads as far as possible, spccially in
the most backward areas, which should be identified by
the department. Backward areas should be identifird and
special steps should be taken for blacktopping certain im-
portant roads in the TSP areas, Sir, I do not want to
linger, [ want to conclude with a request to the PWD
Minister to look into (1) the case of the bridge over

Gaurang rivet (2) improvement of all the previously
adandoned roads beyond Gaurang river (3) for construction
of a RCC bridge on the river Aei, (4) for construction
of the missing portion of Tamulpur-Udalguri road, (5) for
initiating the proposal for construction of a berder road,

which should be a National Highway, along Bhutan and
~ Arunachal Pradesh border and (6) to provide suff icient
fund for black topping of some important roads in the
most backward tribal areas. Hon’ble Minister-in-charge of

PWD, I hope’ will be in a position to expedite these
matters as far as possible,
Thank you Sir,
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Shri Dewan Joynal Abedin ; Mr. Chairman Sir, I take my
stand to support the cut motion moved by hon’ble member Shri

Aminul Islam on the demands for Roads and Bridges of Rs. I,
15, 22, 49, 000. Sir, here the deplorable condition of roads and

bridges in our state has already been discussed by
many Hon’ble members. Sir, the total length of surfaced
road in our state is only 5, 409 kms. That shows how

dip'orable the condition of roads is in the state. For
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every one thousand square kilometre we have only 31 kms
of PWD. roads, not to speak of surfaced roads. Sir,
there are many areas. which do not have any PWD roads at
all and there are many corstituencies zlso where the total
length. ef surfaced PWD roads may be very negli ible,
for instance, even in my own const'tucncy, <xcepta littls
portion of NEC rcads recently dore, there is :bsolutely
no black-topped road. Sir, there skould be scme criteria
of development for roads ard bridges. I feel that the
removal of regional imbalances in the matter of deve op-
ment of roads and communication system should be the
key-note before the Government for the construction of
roads and bridges and for that, as has already been
suggested by some hosrourable members, the main PWD
areas should be demarcatcd first and ercater amount of
fund should be allocated for those PWD areas so that

the regional imbalances in development may be removed.
Sir, this policy should be adopted by the Government
not only in words but in latter and spirit. Sir, here we
see many things have been said by the hcnourable mem-
bers of the Treasury benches but T would like to say
that not to speak of other smaller bridges or roads cven
the work of the much demanded bridge, the third bridze
at Pancharatna-Jogighopa, has been stopped. The foun-
dation stone of tke said bridge was laid by the laie Prime
Minister Shrimati Indira Gandhi on the dem:nd of the

people.  There was a vigorous and sustained movement bv

the people of southern part' of erstwhile Goalpara district

including part of Meghalaya and as a result of that th:

foundation stone was laid byt after that it ssems thit

& 4:
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everybody has forgotten about the bridge. It seemed to
be a political stance to pacify the agitating people of
this region sir. The entire area from Gauhati via Goal-
para upto Mankachar, Baghmara, Mahendraganj, Tura—
there is no railway line and that is why, pecople bad
demanded a Réilway—cum—road bridge at Jogighopa-Panc-
haratna so that the people of this southern part of the
state can see some developirent. Sir, we expect that this
Government should take up the matter very seriously and
do whatever possible with the central Government or
with the rai!way authorities to see that  this road-cum-
rail bridge is constructed at an early date and it is not
left ‘as a mere political stance. Sir, I come from the
most neglected southern part of erstwhile Goalpara dis-
trict, now southern part of Dhubri district.. Sir, in my
subdivision we can say that there is no rcad at all, not
to speak of bridges. There is no road at all sir. Sir, the
people had been demanding. for construction of a bridge
on the Zinjiram river between south Salmara and Phulbari.
There nhas been a survey by NEC at the cost of Rs 39
lakhis as has been admitted but the hon’ble Minister in answ-
ering to a question in this august House some days ago.
But aficr the survey was conducted, NEC said that they
would rot be able to sp:nd so much of money and
herce the construction of the-b:ig‘ge has been abandoned.
Sir, the communication system of the entire southern part
of Dhubri district depends on the co struction of this
bridge. Jute and other forest products from South Salmara,
Tura Mahendraganj, Markacher, Sukhchar including wes-
tein rart of Garo Hills everything go to outside market

through this road. But sir, it is a matter of great regreat
that this proposal has been neglected
( Chairman’s bell rang )

Now sir, I have some important matter to say. I may
be allowed two minutes, Sir, there is another proposal
recently. Some vyears ago, NEC has constructed a road
from Nidhanpur to chatlarpar ferryghat opposite Dhubri
to the district headquarter but it has ended there and
then there was a proposal for extending this NEC road
to South Salmira and then to Singimari via Molakhowa

Sir, this, proposal should bs taken up with all earnestness. -
So, another bridge should be constructed at Molakhowa
to link up the NEC road which touches Garo Hills in
Mcghalaya. Sir, another thing as regards MNP roads
which are constructed in every constitdency. But thess
are not properly maintained by the Deptt. when damaged.

The DRDA roads should be construcied on PWD speci-

fication. After construction is over, both the DRDA and
MNP -roads should be maintained by PWD as per PWD
schedule. They should not be allowed to be wushed away.

Sir, T hope that the Government should follow certain judicious

policy for removing the regional imbalance in the develop-
ment of roads and bridges and cnsure that th: entire
backward arsas in the State are developed quickly. Ths
facilities for transport and communication should be ens-
ured to the people of the entire State. Witk these few
words, I conclude my speech.
