Sir, all of us know it very
well that flood “is a natural phenomenan in Assam but sir,
to some contractors and some officials it is a- festival
- and this department 1s~a honey comb to them but to the
most poor peasants it ls‘x\a curse. It creates havoc, |t 1;
dangerous. It completely upsets their economy.  Mr.
Chairman Sir, it is observed that cnly 11.12 percent of
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the total cultivable land of Assam had been affected. But
sir, the yield of crop has significantly gone down. It is
not only in the last year but for the last. few years the
productivity of the land is diminishing. What is the cause 7. .
I think sir, it is the embankment which prevents alluvial

" . {o carry into the field. *Alluvial does 'notgo' into - the field

and naturally « fertility _décx'easeé land - gradually
bacoming barren. Secondly, sir, T think, cultivable land
cannot hold water for a Jonger period and’ this is also
probably due to the embankment system. Sir, the experts
as well as the departmental officials " and the peasants
also  know it, very well that the  tiver-bed is getting
silted day by day, and there is every apprehension 'that a.
day will come when river-bed will be higher and we people -
will be in the lower Jands. What would happen, siry It
is likely to come and it must come-if this Ssystem continues
to prevail. S ' : (ROEP R ‘
Sir, the very idea of E & D and Flood Control or
FC epartment from its® very antenatal stage was abortive*
it is a curse to the common people. So sir, what is the
remedy to prevent flood in this state‘? I would 41'11(6 to
say that reservoir should be constructed ‘at.the source
of the river and in the upstréam where flood naturally
does mnot take place and there should be ‘Canals,? canals 5
should be excavated so that _wa.tei' may not come and

check thie destructive flow. I think sir, if this process is
taken up = alluvial will go into - the field and

fertility ~ will increase. Sirgs Pyl A ayery natural
process, without making any emibankment we  shall
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 be able to arrest floods. -Sir, one of my_ honourable friends
has already referred the case: of one river which has caused
sorrow to the Chinese people but to-day Sir, what has
happened by making canals, excavating canals and utilis-
ing its water fOr productive purposes. Similarly we have
seen that Chma has besn able to arrest flood without
constructing any. embankment and used the water as wealth.
So Sir, why we, the people of Assam should not do all
these things ¢ But Sir; since the Government has been
following the sterotype, traditional policy which is wrong,
it is impoésible for this Government to deviate from that
policy. I would like to refer about my own constituency,
namely, Patharkandi constituency under Karimganj district.
This constituency Sir, every year, this constituency is affe-
cted by floods. Last year too, more than 44:07 percent
of the total land was affected, was damaged even the
damage was much more than Cachar district, or —any
other place of the state. -But Sir, so far I have come to
know that no grant from either of the head has been
sanctioned there. Most of the allocation' of the BRarak
Valley have gone to the Cachar district Sir. In tke year
1983 there had been three breaches, in 1984 there had
been 28 breaches, in 1985 there had been 16 and, in 1986
there 5 breaches. | ' | '
Dangerous breaches which  swept away the houses of
many people, many indigenous people but alas ! due to
some reason, not known to me, this year fund has not
been allocated there: I would like to request the Eon’ble
Minister, t‘hfoingh you, Sir to kindly review the ‘entire.
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state of affairs so that our peoplé' are not victimised. I
think the Hon’ble Minister will kindly look into the matter
favourably and he will make a comparative study of. the
previous year ‘also and take such measure  that we can
fight out the flood there. With these words, Sir, supporting

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there was a thinking in the mind of the people of the
state that flood may occur after 10 years. Then while
people were apprehending that f lood may occur in 1986,
but the people witnessed flood one year in advanced,

~ which occured in 1985. . So - presumption'|-of people was

removed from the mind but still there was thinking that
flood  may ‘come.in the: year 1994 after 9 years. 'But
unfortunately, the flood occured in 1986, just after one
year- of their presumption. So, naturally there is a serious

~apprehension in the mind of the people of the state and

on -examinations it is found that flood may occur in each
and every year.  On my- discussion with one of the
Executive Engineer of the flood Control Deptt. I came

-"to know that utlllty of the embankment may continue for

a period of 20 years. So the period of 20 years is the
date of expiry of the embankments since the time of
construction of the embankments in our state and conse-
quently, because of silting the flood is ‘occuring = very
frequently inour state. And silting is quite natural because
water of the river has teen continuously running within
the two banks of the rivers since the last 20. years. -So
Sir, so ‘far the canger of this naturai calamities, it is very
much obvious and probable, the peopie of Assam is very
unfortunate that they have to suffer a lot in cach and
every Yyear from its flood. Now, _ Sir, it is the duty of
the Government to come forward in.such a manner that
these natural calamities may be kept controlled. Sir, 1
have seen, the amount skown in this grant is Rs 45,07.30,007/-
but during the year of 1986 Government spent Rs 32:10
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crores of rupees. The amount of loss may be assessed from
various departménts.has been shown as 336'667 crores -of
Tupees. - Now, Sir, i may be wrong and subject to correction,
what is my feeling. my feeling. is ‘that untill and unless
flood is controlled this government or any other government
will not te able to carry on any progress ' because the
amount which will -be speﬁt in the" P. W.‘ D, by ‘construc-
ting the roads, which are damaged by flood, trees planted
* by Social questfy- may also be damaged and  washed
away by flood and the total amount of loss will te much
higher. So in all the departments there may occur lossess.
Any way, -if we Wapt to give services to the flood affected
people, if we want to change the fate of the people, we
must. lay much emphasis on. the Flood Control Deptt.
The amount which has been shown, is so small that it
Cannot contro! flood according to my opinion, because
in both the Valleys, Barak and the Brahmaputra - Valley
more than two thousand villages were affected in the last
year’s flood, The crops worth Rs 98:01 crores were
damaged during the last year’s flood. So Sir, according
o me, the amount should be increased and if izecessary
the amount should be curtailed from other ‘departments
~and atleast 100 crores of rupees should be given in the

Mr. Dilip Saikia has put forward a suggestion which 1S
very. valuable that all a sections of the House should have
pressure the Central Government for alloting more: fund
for the Flood Control Deptt. . I am very miuch pleased to
say that this isa very good suggestion put forward in
the House. Sir, itis known to all that our beloved Prime
Minister Rajib Gandhi is a very dynamic leader, a very
competant leader. He is giving money to each of the
states Up to the mark of satisfaction for the progress of
the country and for the national cause. But Sir, in this

- commection I must say something.

That is about the attitude of this Government, towards
the ‘people of the state.
