backward people. Sir, what is the public policy of the
Government in the matter of distribution of grants-ig-
aids to the schools¢ There “should be certain public poli-
cy anl the people should know it. It appears there is no
policy not only in the matter of distribution of building
grants for schools but in other spheres also, Sir, thus
the flrst charge is that there has been discrimination aga~
ints the people of the constituencies returning Members of
the Opposition in the matter of allotment of grants for

Schoo! buildings.
Sir, my second charge is that there is no public policy,

no declared public policy whether it is in the matter of
appointment of teachers, transfer of teacher or taking over
of Schools, There should be a declared public policy in
these matters. Asa Member of the Assembly, in absence
of such a policy, if 1 am asked about the policy being
followed in the matter of taking over of Schools, my
answer is ‘I do not know’. What we want is that there
should be a declared public policy and on the basis of
that policy there should be distribution of grants. Taking
over of Schools and appointment of teachers should be
also on the basis of that policy. Nothing should be done
whimisically or discriminately. That is a basic question,
Now sir, in this regard I just want to make it clear that
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though this is a censure motion against the Education

I am very often asked about the performance of
the Government here and my remark was obviou:ly that
there were certain difficulties on the part of the ruling
party because they came from the class rooms to the
Cabinet Room.

Our Health Minister has

stated that he has given more help in the constituencies of
the opposition M.L.As. He has stated it very boldly. He has
thrown a challenge. We wish the Education Deptt. will follow
Medical Department and the P.W.D. This kind of discrimra-

tion I am sure will have some very serious repurcussions,

If you take the sword then you will be finished by the
sword. That is why, Sir, in the Education Department, the
teachers were appointed, but there are so many things reported
from all over the State. Why he has not teen able to

check these cases.. Sir, Education department has the

highest allocation. Whatever is gained is gained threugh
Education. In the High Court in a bad case, an advocate
shouts, in which case he will be asked, why you are shou-
ting? Answer is the client is sitting behind me Sir, and the
client is sitting behind me. This department in a democracy
may be a person without any knowledge.

Some teachers
are just transferred after long 20 years in the school,

Sub-
sequently, there have been cases of persons with 30 years
of service and this is all because of the policy of the
Government.
