Shri Binoy Khungur Basumatari ;— Mr. Speaker Sir,
yesterday I was dealing with the figures and today also
I want to put my observation on the figures. Sir, along
with the budget we have been provided with a booklet ‘A
Study on the Achievements of Annual plan 1986-87 and
Programme under the Annual Plan 1987-88. In this book-
let at page 15 it says under general education for 1987-
88 Rs. 3132:00 lakhs and for hill areas Rs. 210:00 lakhs
and so the total is shown to bz Rs. 3342:00 lakhs. But

if we compare this programme with our actual budget we
will find that in the budget only Rs. 3324 lakhs have
been provided. But in this booklet the projected amount
is Rs. 3342 lakhs. Thus therc is a difference of about
Rs. 18 lakhs. Similarly, under the Directorate of adult edu-
cation for general areas is Rs. 211 lakhs secondary edu-
cation and for hills areas Rs. 16 lakhs and the total
comes to Rs. 127 lakhs. Again, for Secondary Education
Rs. 1096 lakhs and for hills areas Rs. 110 lakhs. There-
fore, the total is Rs. 1206 lakhs. But the actual total
comes to Rs. 1193 lakhs. So, Sir, ithere is a difference
of figures between the Govt. budget and the Programme
under the Annual Plan for 1987-88 attached with the bud-

get. Sir, this booklet bears the difference of the figures
than the actual budget. Though the Projected Programme
Is mentioned in this booklet, the annual plan could not
be implement the projections in regard to their budget for

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education. So, this difference should be explained by the
Government. Now, after this, I would like to discuss about
the policy on education. Sir, the Honble Mirister Edu-
cation addressed a conference of Education Ministers in
New Delhi in the month of January. In his address in
this booklet, in the second pay, I quote, “Assam has a
literacy percentage of 28-1, the mnational average being
36.23. Even this cannot be called an achievement. In 1951,
the national average was 16-67. Thus annual acceleration
is only 0'6 percent. As such we are far behind our goal”
.Sir, this is the statement made by our education Minister
in the conference of Education Ministers of Indfa “in: New
Delhi. I believe, while preparing the budget the Hon’ble
Education Minister kept this in view. Then, Sir, in regard
to the budget on primary education as indicated above,
he has said that out of 26,000 Primary Schools in. Assam
only 215 percent have black-boards. Sir, that is what we
have achieved during the last 38 years in Assam.  Sir, for
Elementary Schools, Rs. 86 lakhs have been provided for
equipment. Now, T would like to ask the Hon’ble Minister
Bducation whether he has made any plan to fulfil the
statement he has made in the conference of Education
Ministers in New Delhi. Also he has referred that 71 per-
cent of the total drop-out at the primary stage is due to
poverty and social backwardness. S0, Sif, it seems that
the Education Minister has been able to get & clear pic-
ture of the state of education in the State. But he has
addressed this conference as if, he is the adviser. In his

address’ at page 3 second para, which I quote “Creation
of proper environment would reduce drop-out. Also rte-
scheduling of school hours and academic session slightly
would enable rural children to help their agricultural pa-
rents. The result would be increase in enrolment.” But
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Sir, we have failed to notice what action he has taken

as a remedy to reduce the drop-outs and to change the
academic session,

We failed to notice what rcmedy he
has discovered,

If he had any plan in this regard, the
Minister should have made g2 declaration. ' If he wants to
re-schedule the academic session he should take into con-
sideration the harvesting time of Assam because most of
the students of Assam belong to agricaltural families. Cur
harvesting session start from December to January when
the agriculturist store their harvest and during this time
they earn means to supply books, uniforms etc. So, I
would request the Government that the —academic session
of the State should start just after the harvesting season
and thereby enable our people to increase the enrolinent.
Sir, there are Many other points the Educaticn Minister

‘has dealt with in the Confcrence, particulary check on
frustration.

In the rural areas and more particularly in
tribal areas,

Many a skilled persons failed to get oppor-
tunities or avenues or some means cof carrying on their
livelihood dus to lack of proper education. We hope tke
Govt. will give importance to non—formal educaticn, particular-
ly in tribal areas. Then Sir, in this conference the Mini-
ster has also made some remarks on soie pertinent points
on national education policy. Sir, we are not aware what

education policy has been adopted by the State Govt. Here

he has said on the nationa] system of education like this,

“The National system of education should be so desigaed
as to remove the disparities and insquality of oportunities.”
But Sir, we want to know whethier ‘this is reflected in the
budget or not. I am SOITy. to 8¢

ay that 1 do not find any
reflection of this policy on this budget.

.
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Then Sir, in regard to- language h¢ has said at page

3, he has said, “It will be unwise to 'depart from the

1968 Policy Resolution, The regional languages, -already in
use as medium of instruction descrves more emphasis and
should not be undermined. The three language formula
has: been accepted and imp1ama11téd. What is needed is
rot a departure from thz 1968 policy, but a little flexibi-
lity to suit the reégional requirements. “He has accepted
three language formula. Sir, if that be the case, why
Acsam-se is now sought to be imposed on Bodo medium
students, or Bengali medium students or Rava students,

- the medium of which the Goverrment agreed to siart, such

as the mising medium in which classes have already started
and Lalungs and Deuries, for which there are demands.
What is the policy in the Primary stage ? In regard to
language, Govt. must be very careful in formulating the
policizs so as to give avenues for development of all the
languagzs of India. Here, he has said about “little flexi-
bility” to suit the regional requirement and he would like
to impose Assamese language. 1 strongly oppose it, be-
cause right has been given to us by the Constitution.
After the open declaration thut they have accepted the
three languages formula they cannot go .back from this
statement.

Sir, ‘again in this booklet, ths Hon. Minister of Edu-
cation has sald at page 7 which I quote “Institutions
must not be left free to charge higher tuition fees. The fee
structure- should be decided by the State Government.” So, in
view of this we would like to know what would be the
fee structure ¢ How the Govt. is going to decide the
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structure 7. In deciding the structure we shall have to take
a total view of all different methods of education in the
State.  There are large number of public schools, private
schools and they are of very high rate and they are main-
taing a good standard. Will the Govt. be able to cotitro]

them in the matter of charging. high rate of fees ? Say

for instance, the case of Don Bosco School at Guwahati.
There is little controversy about the school. Some pecple
say that they are charging exhorbitant fees. Can the Govt.
reduce the fees charged by them by giving some grant ?
If so, to what extent y If not, then what is the alterna-
tive arrangement. Can the atmosphere in Don Bosco School
at Guwahati be improved. It is a private school tun
by the Missionaries and everybody has seen the rush of
people at the time of admissior to this school. It is the desire
of every parents that their sons should study in Don
Bosco School. Why it is so ¢~ It is because of the fact
that Missionaries are sincere in imparting education to
the children. Of coures, there are many criticisms also against
the school. They say that Missionaries school are run ag
business concerns. But this is not a fact. The sincerity
of Missionaries in imparting education must be accepted.
Sir, the survival of Assamese language also depended on
Missionaries. If the Missionaries of Golaghat did not
start an Assamese language magazins ‘Arunodaya’ in 19th
century then Assamese languagé by this time wouyld have
been lost. Now, these Missionaries have also helped vari-
ous ethnic groups like Bodos and others. We should re-
cognise and accspt the fact that the survival of the Bodg
language is due to the activities of'the Missionaries. Simi.
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Jar is the case of Mishing, Santal. Lalung, etc. Therefore,
in view of the contribution made by the Missionaries, We
chould not embark on unnecessary controversy in  regard
to the schools run by them. While deciding -the fee stiu-
cture the Government, I hopz, will keep in view all these
factors about the private institutions.

Then, Sir, I would like to deal a little with the pro-
blems of various language group. We are happy to uote
that although at times this Govt. appearsto be. very cha-
uvinistic for many reasons, they have now implemented
the introduction of Mishing language at the elementary
stage. They have also agreed to introduce the use of Rabha
language. I congratulate them. But I would also like to
request the Govt. to intreduce and recognize the use of
Lalung and Deuri languages in Assam because they from
major, tribal groups in Assam. There are many tribal lan-
guages in ‘Assam. One varies with the other. Languages
are different and their problems are also differeat. So,
there should be a separate Directorate for the tribal edu-
cation in Assam. This is an old demand launched by the
Bodo Sahitya Sbha. And, we have been advocating for
this demand from time to time. But till today our dem-
and has not been conceded. Now, if the Govt. is sincere
about giving equal opportunity to all the language groups
they should immediately start a separate Directorate for
tribal education. There are complains now that for the
last two years or so the tribal students have not been
able to receive their stipends in many places. The distri-
bution of scholarships whether in high school level or in
university level or in post-graduate level have become very
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irregular after the jnstallation of AGP Gcevt. T hope the

Govt. will look into this matter and remove the difficul-
ties' faced by the tribal students.
Lastly,

Sir, there are Many problems the Education
Department.

I continue to receive many latters and these
letters sometimes give out blatantly the activities of a par-
ticular groups of beople. Here is a letter with me duly
singed by 2 very able man; I do not what to read out
his name. He said, for promotion of non-Brahmins, sch-
ools service records are not taken into account. The
feeling is that in the Education Dezpartment if one who

many instances, these people have cited,

The Editorial,—To Give or Not to Give
Jobs,— It is time the Government of Assam shed its ambi-
valence on the question of employment opportunities for
the local unemployed youth. At a time when the unemplo-
yed youth deemed their dark nights to have bzen over
with the assumption of power by what they considered to
be their own Government, it is surprising that the Assam
Government should be sending circulars to scme deputy
Commissioners instructing them that permanent residents
certificate (P.R.Cs) should not be issued to job seekers, and
that the issue of P.R.Cs should be restricted only to those
who apply for admission to educational institutions. What
makes matters worse even for students, is that the Govern-
ment notification stipulates that the PRC should clearly
state the name of the institution to which the applicant
1s seeking admission. This meaps that a candidate seeking
admission to half-a-dozzn different institutions, would have to
make an equal number of P.R.C. applications, each with a
court fee stamp of Rs. 1-10. Is this fair to students who
are dependert on their guardiansy

If this is fair, consider the injustice being done to
job-seekers who are required to furnish a P.R.C. with every
application for a job, but who are denied the ability to
secure thesz cortificates by the recent Government notifica-
iion in question. At the same time, the Government has
instructed the employment exchanges in Assam not to re-
" gister the name of those educated unemployed who are
unable to furnish P.R.Cs. This means that the unemployed
are prevented even from registering their names for employ-
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ment, Ironically enough, the Dczputy Commissioner of
Jorhat recently advertised for applications to some probable
Grade IT1 and IV posts in the district. The advertisem-
ent clearly stipulated that P.R.Cs must be attached to
applications. But as the head of the district administration,
it is he himself who has debarred the Issue of P.R.Cs.
Here indeed is a clear éase cf the administrative head

asking candidates to prooduce what he himself has decreed
shall not be issued at all. ‘ |

The Assam Government should declare clearly to the
public what its policy on the unemployment situation is.
Does it propose to aggravate the unemployment problem
with such contrary instruction, or have these instructions
been issued without the knowledge of the highest authority ¢
Whatever the motive, the notification in question perpetrates
the cruellest jokc on the unemployed youth of the State.

Meeting of the Board of Director ;— Only three meet-

ings of the Board of Directors were held during the
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year under audit i-e. on 6-1-86, 18-1-86 and 19-1-36.
The meeting of the Board of Director should be held
as -per provisions of the bye-laws.

The last Annual General Meeting of the Society was
held in the year 1975. During the year under aadit
the Bank fixed the date of Annual General Meeting
on 23-1-86 and notice of which was circulated to the
members.” But the meeting had to be cancelled as per
order of the Dist. Deputy Registrar of Co-op: Socie-
ties, Jorhat vide letter No. 5875/Pt-1/203, dt. 16-1-86.

The maintenance of books and records of the Bankis
satisfactory. : :

During the year under audit the society had sanctioned
Rs. 75,01,306.56 to different parties for different sche-
mes including Ce-op : Societies and D.R.D.A. Schemes
which is very encouraging for the weaker section of
the community., But it is very surprising to note that
no approval was sought from the Board of Directors
for the sanction of the loan. The loans were sanc-
tioned by. the Chairman after getting recommendation
from the Executive Officer. In the opinion of audit
this is very irregular and not only that it has also
flouting the rules of the Bank.

The Board of Director should look into the
matter and discuss this part of irregularities in the
Next Boards mecting for regularisation.

Some expenditure on revenue heads such as T.A. Re-
pairing. Fuel and lubricants etc. is very high. Some
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of the expenditures should have been approved by the

Board of Directors. But in some cases the approval

of the Board was not sought for. The T.A. Bills
Ta‘xi fare charges and Fuel and Lubricants paid to the
Chairman was also very high. These expenditures
should be minimised in the interest of the Bank.

Advances to Staff:— The Bank authority is helping its
employees immensely by way of giving House Building

- Advance,. Motor Car advance, Motor Cycle Advance,

Festival Advance, Temporary Advance ( Which is sanc-
tioned very frequently ) Bonus etc. In this respect the
audit thinks, this Bank is not lagging behind in com-
parision to other Banks. But audit suggest that the
authority should consider the eligibility and repaying
capacity of its employess. This observation is given
because as irregular case of temporary advance has
come to the notice of the audit.

Overdue Loans :— The Loan sanctioned by the Bank
to the following parties as lying as overdues for a
long period. The loan has already become doubtful
and the management should take legal steps for reco-
very of the overdue loan.

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This is very healthy sign that the bank could open
twelve branches and because of these branches some
needy people from the weaker Section are getting imm-
ense benifit. Not only that the bank isin a position
to give employment to at least 190 persons and frcm the
bank they are earning their livlihood.

At last audit suggests that the bank should be very
careful at the time of sanctioning loan to the borrower
also should take outmost interest for collection of the
dues. The Bank should also restrict some of the re-
venue expenditures in future, If this is not checked

in time there is very possibility of incurring loss in
future.
