cut-motion. Well, our philosopher looking Education
Minister is heading a department where things are going
on a peculiar way and probably either the Hon’ble Minister
is not aware of it or he is wrongly briefed, Sir, when we
hear his speech on the floor of the House, we feel very
happy: Sir, times without number, the Hon’ble Education
Minister has stated that his Bducation Deptt. will be free
from ‘politicalisation’ and free from all sorts of corruption,
But, sir, in this regard probably he has acted just the
reverse of his declined policy on the floor of the Houyse.

But Sir, it is indeed a matter
of great concern that a thing like education with the help
of which we are to build up thc backbone of our nation,
the character of our fufure generation, we are not
very sincere about the serious matter. Sir, it i not only
that the Standard of education in the State of Assam is
falling down every day, not ouly that, but larger and larger
number of students are getting piucked, They are being
dropped out, but the number of illiterate pcople in the
country has a whole even after 40 years of independence
is increasing. At the time of independence; the total number
of illiterate people was 30 crores and now this figure stands
at 43,7 crotes. Sir, this shows how alarmingly the number of
iliterate people is increasing in our country and the Govern-

-
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ment by way of safeguarding themselves very often want to
take higher education as the plea: They say because higher
education has been stressed more, education has been neglected
at the lower level, But Sir, what is the increase, the expansion
of education at the higher level 3 Sir, only 4:87 people are
having higher education today in the country and that
shows that emphasis an expansion of higher education is
not the cause of lack of education among the common
masses; Now, the Government has brought out a brochure
called the challenge of education: The policy of the Central
Government is infact challenge against education. They
have promised that by the year 1990 they will bring universal
education at the ptimary level and by the year 1995 they will
achieve universal education at all levels, It is a
fantastic. idea. Within = 10 years after Indepeudence this
target ~of universal literacy was to be achieved below
the age group of 14 years. Cent percent literacy. Even
after 40 years of independence we have been repeating
this and every year we have besen repeating this: Sir, what is
there in this so called new education policy ? In
the name of ' that cducation policy, the whole system
of education is to be changed stock and barrel: But in
the name of ehanging the education system, we are going
to have a worst system of education under this new edu-
cation policy: The crux of the new education policy will
be the curtailment of education and not expansion and
they are very cunning ingly sayimp that the new education
policy will bring ‘all the goods to the society. But Sir,
in reality it isa camouflage, They will start only certain
centres of excellence afew model schools, Government
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would bear the responsibility of those schools. But as
regards the education of the common masses, it will not be
their responsibility: They will leave it to the non-formal
education: What was the idea behind Education in the
British regime y Degrees were given to as many as people
as were required to serve their administrative machinery.
Here, under this bourgeois system, the Government cannot
give job to the job-seekers but they are planning to give
degrees without providing jobs. Sir, they are going to
whipe out the system of examinations the system of
Degrees: Sir, this system will not do us any good: This
system of open rural university, Sir, as for the new
Education policy, knowledge will be there in the sky over-
head and we are just to go through radio, television etc.
non-formal systems of education; The whole plan is to
make certain fitters, and mistries etc, and real education
will not be imparted: It is a very dangerous things and
we must oppose the new education policy of the central
Government. Sir, so faras our State Government is con-
cerned, I would like to advice the new Government not
to accept the new education policy because this is far
less suitable for our State, not to speak of the national
level. Here sufficient discussions have been made regarding
our present education system and how different school
and the children are at very inconvenient position. Sir,
I would like to conclude with the suggestion that this
Government would try to revitalise the entire education
system by looking into it in a very non=politica! and
unbiad attituds so as to devlop the education system.

Monilal Gowala ; Mr. Deputy Speaker Sir, I
take my stand to support the Cut Motion moved by Hon’ble
member Mr. Muktadir Choudhury. Sir, education is such
a subject that jt should be kept above politics. Hence, while
participating in the discussion, on education I shall try my
best to putforward my observations which would be impartial
and free from politics: Sir, so far as I remember the Text
book Production Corporation was the brainchild of Kothari

-Commiission: Its objective was to give books at a cheaper
rate and to improve the quality also. But Sir, it has
failed to serve both the purposes. Scarcity of books is will
known to the members, It is well known to the Govern-
ment as well that books are sold at a much higher rates
in black-markets, on the other hand quality has fallen
down, Thereis no perfect competition among the writers;
Only a few writers are given chance and they have mono-
polised the system and this monopolising system has
deteriorated the standard of education. I would request
the Government through you Sir, that from this current

year Government should introduce book bank system and

if this system is introduced crores of rupees can be saved:
Sir, let the Inspectors collect the enrolment from the
schools and let it be submitted to the Directorate ahead,
Then if the books are despatched to the Headmaster I
think, for the next year also after the examinations are

over, those books can be supplied to the students and by
this crores of rupees can be saved and this amount can

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be utilised for better purposes. Sir, corruption and negli-
gency of duty in the Education Department are beyound

description. I happened to see the list of veature schools
of the tea garden in the Directorate, From my Consti~
tuency, Sir, names of 11 tea garden venture schools have
been sent and I am surprised to find that out of those 11,
two names have been overlapped, two names have been
omitted and few names are recorded in such a manner
that either its location is wrong or its name is wrong.
So, Sir, this is the administration and this is how the
administration runs in its lower levels; Of course, I do
not blame the Directorate; So far I remember and as I
know, they are sincere, and reasonable.

Next, Sir, in the last budget session also I told
of control and improvement policy that was initiated by
Lord Curzon. He was not accepted because of obvious
reason ; but today it is very much essential. Sir; you see
hundreds of venture schools are coming up and if the

system is allowed to go on, the very objective of impro-

vement of education will be a failure, The Government

has declared to provide atleast two teachers in each school ;
but I do not think that within the mext year or Wwithin
some other years, it would not be possible for the Govern-
ment to fulfil its objective; Hence, Sir, for improvement
of quality I would request the Government to adopt
the policy of control and improvement also. Next, Sir, as
regards inspection of schools in the provincialised ones
specially in the tea gardens, there is no imspectors, Sir,
more than 800 tea garden schools and ‘for'in-
spection of those schools, perhaps, there are only 17 nos,
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of Sub-Inspectors appointed. Sir, this number is quite
insufficient and the Directorate have not been able to
recruit the required number of Inspectors. It is not fun-
ctioning properly. There is no Deputy Director in the
Directorate to deal with looking after of the tea garden
schools; Hence, I would request the Government to immes
diately appoint one Deputy Director and recruit some Ins-
pectors for tea garden schools as well as for the general
schools.

Mr. Deputy Speaker Sir, probably 14th months have
passed ; but for the Primary Schools no teacher is appo-
inted. Advisory Boards are constituted, Selection Commi-
ttees are formed and interviews have been held but
appointmenis are not made through two months of the
current academic session is going to be over. Sir, due to
dearth of teachers the schools are sufferring much. I think
the Government has been the prisoners of indecision, So
long it has not been possible to take a decision by the
Government So, I would request the Hon’bie Education
Minister to kindly take immediate steps so that teachers
are appointed, I would also request the Education Minister
to take sympathetic view upon the tea garden schools.
Moreover, Sir; while selecting candidates for appointment
teacher in the tea garden schools and the tea garden
condidates should be given some relexation marks, With
this observation and with these few words I resume my

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Shri Silvius Condpan : Mr, Speaker Sir, in this very
Appropriation Bill, I would like to observe on certain
departments. I would like to refer the Department,] of
Minerals. The Department of Minerals deals with mineral
products and I know that as in many other Departments -
we have Corporations and Boards, so also in the Depart-

‘ment of Minerals we have got the Assam Mineral Develop-

ment Corporation and I know, Sir, this Department does
not draw such a popular attention of all of us. This
Department is working with the authorised capital of Rs. :
20 lakhs and Sir, th s Corporation, I understand, is one
of the most impoitant Corporations that can earn revenue
for the State and from its inception in the year 1983
with this Rs. 20 lakhs cuthorised capital, it has been
gradually making proﬁt,' But I understand, the Government
is pot very mueh serious to improve this very Corporation
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and this Corporation in Assam could be made to work atleast
in the line, say, in Assam there is possibility of working
in the line of mining in beneficiation of heavy mineral and

precise metals, producing of coal from small colliaries speci-

ally from the Central Assam. Superior quality of sand, line,
brick project are all important projects which can be t_aken
up by the Mineral Development Corporation: But it cannot g0
for such big projects because of fund, I think it might have
been started just on experimental basis with Rs. 20 lakhs
- of authorised capital. In other states, Mineral Development
Corporations have authorised capital of Rs: 2 crores to 6
crores; So, Sir in this way, I would like to request the
Government and particularly the Department concerred to
give more incentive to this Corporation fo take up the
projects and in obtaning licence, lease etc. and by increa-
sing authorised capital from Rs, 20 lakhs to Rs.2 to 6
crores so that it can earn more revenue and give cmploy-
ment to the people in the State. Secondly Sir, the
Department of labour has not been discussed. The Dcpart-
ment of labour is looking after the people who are
earning gold for the State. Not only for the State but
for the country: But to-day the machinery who is looking
for the welfare of this people is not adequately manned ;
for example, the Labour Inspector, the labour Officers, the
Assistant labour Commissioner posts are not adequately
manned. With the change of social working system, working
condition, (he problem of the tea garden workers have
increased, Sir, the streagth of the labour Inspcctor, Assistant
labour C‘omm:sstoners the labour officers is not adequate.
The arrangement is not adequate to look after the welfare, to

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look after the implementation of the Assam Tea Plantation
labour Acts, or any Acts provided by the Government.
To-day we will pass this Bill. But I will request the
dynamic Chief Minister who is the Finance Minister to see
that he will not be miser enough {0 sanction posts for
the Department of labour: He knows the problem already.
This Department should not be allowed to suffer for finans
cial constrainsti So more labour Inspectors and labour
Officers  should be appointed in the Department. This
machinery should be geared up. Thirdly, Sir, although we
have discussed the Transport Department, 0ne thing I want
to submit to the Transport Minister through you Sir,. It
is about the Auto-rickshaws and the Taxies of Gauhati
city. The treatment the Auto-rickshwallas and the taxi
drivers give to the ordinary passengers is very much

~ astonishing. The other day I went to the Hengrabari Public

Health Bngineering Department from the Janata Bhavan
gate, 1 have to pay Rs; 10:00. On Saturday 1 went
to the DPI office from Ganesh ‘Mandir, T have to ‘pay
Rs. 300 Add the Auto-rickshawalass say that it is the
rate fixed by their Association: They have no meter
system for the rates they charge. ] want to request the
Transport Minister to cainc to the rescue of the public;
They should introduce meter system in _Guwahati city.
If it is done the poor public who ‘use to came every day
for their day-to-day work will get a great relief. There
should be a proper ‘policy of the Government in all these;
The public should know what is the rate for what distance;
Sir, through you I request the Transport Minister to help
and save the poor passangers coming from villages, Thirdly,
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Sir, for purposes of appropriation there should not be
misappropriation. I am very much shocked to see the

If
one part of village is electrified, the people of the other
part become restive, The people use to come to the
legislators, So my request to the Hon’ble Power Minister
to see that,

So, my request to the hon’ble Minister, Power is that
let them find out the real difficuliies and take up a pro-
gramme and then let them do it properly, Again, another
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thing has come up: One branch of- Powers department
has fixed certain posts but then they say we have 1o
responsibility, the responsibility is of expansion programme
is of somebody else. Even you ask at sub-divisonal office
level they say we do not know, we do not deal with this
part of the village. So, I request the Minister just to look
into all these aspects; It is not only the fault of this
Government, alone in earlier Governments time also these
things happend and not rectified, So, my request to the
Minister is that let it be rectified

Now Sir, 1 come to the Health grant; Here also
personally I have no complaint against the person in the
helm of affa’'rs- but cartain things are there. I have got
a telegram yestarday from Silchar that for want of Oxygen
Cylinders, operation and all these things are stopped in
Silchar Medical College. The Silchar Medical College cater
to the needs of the people coming from Mizoram, Manipur, |
Tripura and for want of oxygen, operations have been
stopped. This is uwot the whole part of the story, I
submitted a question that how many officers from Silchar
Medical College are transferred with posts but the Assembly
Secretariat has termed the question as vague. But sir,
some officers have been transferred from Silchar Medical
College with posts, 1 request the hon’ble Minister to
examine it properly. Just to favour some officers, they
have been transferred with posts and those posts are

lying vacant;

Sir, 1 personally visited the hospital, 1 want to see
a gentleman there, The Cabin service has been practically
stopped; They have stopped the Cabin service.

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think of Medical cabin Service, if this service is stopped,
the patients will suffer; This is not a demand for new
Medical College, it is the request just to run the existing collegs.
So I would request the minister kindly to run the college
properly, money is not problem; When money would have
been the problsm then the matter would have been others
wise. So, I once again request the Minister Health just
to take up all these things and try to improve the state
of affairs, With these observations, I conclude sir.

Mr, Speaker sir, participating on the debate in this
Appropriation Bill I like to make a few suggestions only.

Sir, another suggestion about the Research Department,
scientific service and research. Sir, one 1,72 lakhs have een
sarmarked for this Department, In 1964 I with & team of
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Assembly members went to other States and at that time
we visited the Mysore Research Laboratory. When we
asked to comment, the Director of Research said with much
reluctance that when the Second World War began CGhurs
chill reduced the expenditure of all other Departments
but in the Research Department amount has been multi-
plied like anything: But in India, neither the Government
of India ner the State Governments have given much
importance in rese=rch. Therefore my suggestion is thai
we should put more importance and sufficient funds must
be allotted for this Department, Educated and intelligent
persons must be drawn from the State to get them properly
trained in research jobs. Otherwise, Sir, to go ahead with
a progressive Plan it will not be possible without the help
of the research people. Here, I shall take up another point
that is about the Housing of the rural people: Sir, this
Dapartment is under the Ministry of Town and Country
planning, but it should be a separate Department; The
Housing Board should have a separate Department and
HUDCO is there to give plenty of money. If this Depart-
ment can be run properly, the rural areas of Assam, in
the matter of housing, will develop miraculously, Maharastra,
Punjab, Haryana and other States of India havc done so:
Even West Bengal also is going ahead with the housing
d=velopment scheme Therefore, Sir, this Department should
be completely given an independent status particularly to
improve the condition of the rural people,

Sir, 1 have another suggestion about the reduction of
money. So far Freedom Fighters and Rajyik Sainik Board
aras concerned, out of 3,18 lakhs has bsen carmarked; This
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amount is also not very sufficient, because this is a very
vital Department and those people who are ex-service men
and those people who took active part in the freedom
movement have become very old and they should not be
neglected. Majority of them may not exist today but those
who are living should not be neglected. So there cases
should also be examined and the Department connected with
this should see that they do not suffer. Sir, my last sugges-
tion is that in the budget speech 1 raised certain points
to the Hon’ble Chief Minister. I asked himto go through
the Rule 74 of the Budget Manual with Appendix M. I

requested Chief Minister to go through Appendix M. The

. Government of India circular is also there in the Budget

* Volume No: 1 under Rule 74, These three should be read
together to geta valid answer so far as budget provision
is concerned. With these suggestions I conclude Sir.
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Shri Binai Khungur Basumatari ¢ Mry. Speaker Sir, I
would like to deal with my favourite subject, you know
Sir, it is about our tribal people. Sir, every Governtment
makes it a policy that the uplifiment and progress of the
Scheduled Caste and Scheduled Tribes are the prime
subjects of their Governtment. The Central Governtment
has been releasing news items through news papers of radio
broadcast, at least once a week and we hear it Very
ergularly and we see it in television also that the Progress
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and development of the Scheduled caste and scheduled
tribes and other weaker sections of the people has been
the prime concern of all the Governments: Sir, in one
state of Assam, tribal people constitute between 10 to 11
percent of the total population and as per Art. 241 and
244, it is binding upon the Government that there should
be an Advisory Council for the Scheduled Caste and
Scheduled Tribes, Sir, last year this Government has
failed to convene the meetings regularly: No meeting was
held during the last 8 to 12 calender months, Sir, in the
first meeting that was held, we wanted to have a discussion
about development and progress of Scheduled caste and
scheduled tribes - mad by the new Govroment and we
suggested, and also demanded that the allocation made for
schuduled caste and scheduled iribes be thoroughly scrutinised
by the Advisoryv Councils, which is the duty of the
Advisory Council. But this Govcrrment have failed in
discharging its duty and respoasibility in convening the
meetings regulérly an by failing to allow us to scrutinise
the budget allocations, Sir, in regard to TSP allocation,
most of the funds remained unutilised and we have anew
organisation called Tribal Departmeiit Authority to which
the unspent acount of TSP funds has been diverted every
year and Sir, every year crores of rupees remained unspent
and ultimately it is diverted to Tribal Development
Authority. Therefore, Sir, 1 wish to record in this August
House today that with this total amount of Rs. 20 crores
and odd that is going to be sanctioned today under Grant
No. 38, that the Government failed to convene the Advisory
Council meetings regularly and hereby deprived us from
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givin a chaiuce to formulate policies for allocating TSP
amounts. Sir, there are some amounts which have been
alloted for supply of spades under the programme of mini
kits. A spade in the open market costs Rs, 14 to 20 but
when it goes to the tribal people in the interior places,
the value of this spade becomes at least Rs. 32, If you
add the cost of travelling donme by the beneficiaries, then
a spade for a tribal people will cost not less than Rs:
40/-. So, Sir, it is a total failure of the Government on
the allocation of the TSP sums. Therefore, Sir, I would
resquest the Government that the Advisory Council meetings
should be held regularly to scrutinise the TSP allocations.
Again Sir, in regard to TSP areas for the development of
the areas and for over-seeing of the developmental works
in the TSP areas. Boards are constituted by the Govern-
ment and we are very much unhappy at the constitution
of the Bourds, because the AGP Government have consti-

tuted the Boards in such a manner that members from
where they have some organistation are only included in

these boards and they pick up only those people from
general areas but not from tribal areas, The A GP
Government has, T must say, made very little inroads
in the interior tribsl areas, Sir, as a result of which,
representatives from interior tribal areas are not taken into
ITDP Boards and asa result in my constituency now the
amounts of ITDP grants of Udalguri syb-division has
gone into one village only. Thcrcfore, Sir, this Government
should take care of these things; Then Sir, In regard to
?TDP office, it should be located in such a place which
18 mostly inhabited by tribals people and not in place
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like Mangaidoi, where the adjoining arcas are not tribal
inhabited. So, the ITDP office located now at Mangaldoi
should be shifted to a place like Udalguri which is surrounded
by 100 per cent tribal people; Then Sir, about the offices
in ITDP areas. These offices are managed by an officer,
we call them project Director. These Project Directors
do not have any vehicle, Earlier the Government decided
that each project will be supplied with one jeeps We were
told nine vehicles had been purchased for the purpose.
But we do not know the persent situation. Therefore, Sir,
the vehicles which are required for touring the tribal are2s
must be provided: Then, there are other difficulties also,
For instance; the Commissioner is the Head of the Depart-
ment here below the Minister. But the Project Directors
in District level in ITDP areas, they are not easibly con-
trolled by the Commissioner, As for instance, last week
the Commissioner issued an other to the Project Director,
Mangaldoi that the sum allocated by TDA for distribution
to schoo! be distributed immediately, But the Project
Director did not even acknowledge the receipt of the letter;
Not only that, Sir, he did not bother to make allotment
of the fund to the Schools. With this Sir, I am to close
down the discussion on the Grant No, 3%

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POSTAL SERVICES

(1) Provision of Electric Service Commection
to Post Offices and Staff Quarters

Several new post Office buildings and Staff Quarters
for Postal staff are coming up in the State. Applications
are being given by the Department of Posts for Electric
and Water connections to these new buildings; THE ASSAM
STATE ELEGTRICITY BOARD has been taking a long

time to Provide several of these connections. Examples
are—

(i) Silchar Head Post Office ¢ All charges are
Paid to ASSAM STATE ELECTRICITY BOARD on 9-1-86.

(ii) Borihar Staff Quarters, Guwahati : All
charges were paid on 4-7-86.

(iil) Fakiragram Staff Quarters : Charges deposited
on 7-10-86,

(iv) Dalgaon Post Office : Applications are given
to ASSAM STATE ELECTRICITY BOARD in December,
1983. THE ASSAM S$TATE ELEGTRICITY BOARD has
not yet given an estimate.

It is suggested that general instructions may be issued
to ASSAM STATE ELEGTRICITY BOARD that applica-
tlons for electric connections at Post Office Buildings and
Postal Staff Quarters should be treated oq a priority basis,
because Post Offices are an essential service for the public,

The pending cages need to be finalised without further
delay;
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(2) Delays in Obtainig Water Connections for
Post Office and Staff Quarters,

The PUBLIC HEALTH ENGINEERING DEPARTMENT
OF THE State Government and MUNICIPAL COMMITTEES
at some places are not providing new water connections
for Post Offices and Postal Staff Quarters: A recent example
is Diphu Post Office, where in spite of several requests
water connection is not being provided by the PUBLIC
HEALTH ENGINEERING Department. It is requested that
the State Government should issue strict instructiens to
Public Health Engineering Department and Municipal Co-
mmittees to treat applications for water connections for
Post Offices and Postal Staff Quarters on a priority basls,
because Post Offices are an essential service.

(3) Development of Beltola Area in Guwahati

The Department of Posts was allotted 80 bighas of land
near the National Highway in Beltola about three years
ago. The Department is keen to commence construction
in this area and provide buildings for the Postal Stores
Department, Guwahati Mail Motors Service Organisations,
Staff Quarters etc; However, the area has not yet been
developed by the State Government, Roads and electric
transmission lines have not been provided, The Department
i anxious to commence construction in the light of acute
accommodation ~problems in Guwahati;

It is requested that the State Government should
embark upon a priority programme for the development
of proper roads in the area to enable the transportation
of construction materials to the departmental land: Electri-
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fication is also necessary. The land adjacent to the Postal
Land is meant for the STATE POLICE HOUSING
PROJECT and it will be in the interest of this project

also if roads and electric transmission lines are built upon
a priority basis;

(4) Allotment of Plots for Post Offices and
Residences in Guwahati.

Guwahati is served by 88 Departmental Post Offices.
Only Guwahati General Post Office has a departmental
building ( new building for the G. P, O, is under construction):
All other Post Offices are located in rented buidings most
of which were hired by the department several years ago:
Almost all the rented buildings are in dilapidated state
and no longer answer the needs of the public or the staff:
Efforts have been made to secure plots of land, Plots of
land are required on an urgent basis at least for the
following Post Offices—

(i) Dispur Post Office ( Bhangagarh )

(iiy Zoo Road Tost Office

(i) Pandu Post Office

(iv) Fency Bazar Post Office

The help of the State Government is requested to secure
plots of land in this area,

(5) Reqnmisition of Rented Bunildings for Tmportant
Offices.

The Office of the Additional Postmaster General, Assam
is located in a rented buliding fer lack of departmental
accommodation, The existing building is totally inadequate
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for our growing requirement. The Additional Postmaster
General, Assam is expected to be upgraded (to a fulfledged
Postmaster - General soon and more accommodations will
be required in that event: The construction of -departmental
accommodation for this office will take a few years. In the
meanwhile, it is necessary to requisition a sujtable rented
building so that the functioning of this: office does not
suffer:

The Mail Motor Service in Guwahati has its own
workshop and Garage for 12 vehicles. This organisation
is responsible for transportation of mails all over Guwahati
City, between Guwahati-Shillong and adjacent areas. Itis
located in a rented building and the owner has been trying
to evict us, Recently the Deputy Commissioner, Guwahati
has helped us by approving the requisition of this building
for the Department, Formalities in this regard are to be
completed urgently in order to avoid complications; Suitable
instructions may be issued by the State Government: It
is likely that the owner might be making efforts to create
obstacles in this regard.

(6) Carriage of Mails by Assam State Tramsport
Corporation and Private Buses

Assam State Transport Corporation conveys mails all
over the State. However, on some routes difficulties are
peing experienced. The impertant route between Tezpur
and North Lakhimpur ( which serves the whole State of
Arupnachal Pradesh ) is an  example. . Here, the A.S.T.C.
is using very old buses which break-down frequently, These
buses have specially constructed bodies for safe custody
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of mails. During December, 1986 these buses did not
operate at all for 9 days; The matter has already been
taken up with the Chief Secretary, Assam by Member,
Postal Services Board,

- It is requested that the State Government should issue
Instructions to Assam State Transport Corporation for the
replacement of the mail carrying buses on the Tezpur-North
Lakhimpur route. :

The A.S. T, C: has introduced services on some new
routes on which they have so far not agreed to convey
mails. It is requested that the State Government should
instruct A; S; T, C. to take over carriage of mails of all
new routes.

( Example : Sibsagar-Desangmukh );

The State Government has powers to enforce carriage
of mails by private transport operators at rates arrived at
by the High Power Committee., The State Government has
also issued notifications in this regard. But these Notification
are not being implemented at the level of the Regional
and District Transport Officers. It is requested that the

State Government may issue strict instruction to the Regio-
nal and District Transport Officer to enforce the State

Government Notlification.

TELECOMMUNICATIONS

1. LAND & BUILDINGS

1. 1. The Government of Arunachal Pradesh has issued
a notification that the land for the Department of Tele-
communications required for setting up of new/expinding
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the existing telecommunication facilities would be given on
priority and free of cost in case it is a Governmetn land
otherwise it would be acquired expeditiously. Similar orders
may perhaps be issued by Government of Assam;

The How'ble Minister of State for €ommunications,
Government of India has sent detajls of 7th Telecommuni-
cation plan for the State of Assam to the Hon’ble Chlef
Minister of Assam on Februry 2,1987. The salient features
of the plan are :

(a) To make available telephone connection on demand
in small rural exchange. '

(6) To add switchiag capacity of 15,200 liaes so as to
meet registered demand upto 1-4-1987 in main automatic
exchanges having a capacity of 2,000 lines or more and
to meet regisicred demand upto 1:4-88 in system having
a capacity of less than 2000 lines.

() To make telex connections available on demand by
end of the 7th plan i, e; March 1990.

(d) Automatisation of manual exchanges at all the
district headquarters as also other manual systems having
a capacity of 400 or more lines.

(¢) To link all district headquarters with the National
Subscriber Dialling Network by end of 7th Plan, ‘

It is true that the present status of telecommunicatioi
services in the state are not upte the mark, We hops
that with the implementation of 7th plan schemes, the
telecommunication facilities in the State will considerably
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improve and are likely to be at per with the rest of the
country if not better.

Since, it may not possible to meet the telephone demands
as and when it is generated, the Government of India
had decided to open a large number of public telephones,
We are proposed to open about 100 additional P€Os
during this year.

(6) Demage to Telephome cables

It is our expericnce that during the time of festivals
at Gauwhati, out telephone cables got damaged, as the
public are putting pandels, Putting up of pandels by
digging road-side has to be so co-ordinated that our cables
are not damaged. Besides loss of revenue and extra
expenditure to the Governm ent for restoration of services,
out telephone subscriber are put toa great in covenience
as the re-instatement of underground cable network takes
considerable time; Perhaps, the State Government may like
to issue and order that before digging the road side prior
intimation to be given to the Department of Telecommuni-
cations and a written permission taken from the Deputy
@ommissioner's office. This will improve local telephene
gervices.

(7) Prierity Development of Telecom. Services.

Telecommunications facilities in the North Eastern Region
are required to be considerably toned up: The Hon’ble
Prime Minister himself is very keen for the speedy devlops=
ment of the telecommunication services in this region;
