manner,”

Then, Sir, the Speaker wrote to the Minister of Parli-
amentary Affairs on November 25, 1950.

“The procedure of the. promulgation of Ordinances: is
inherently undemocratic. Whether an Ordinance is justifiable
or not, the issue of a large number of Ordinances has
psychologically a bad effect. The people carry an impression
that Government is carried om by Ordinces. The Hodise
carries a sense of being ignored, and, the Central Secre-
tariat perhaps get inte the habit of slackness, which nece-
ssitates Ordinances, and an impression is created that it
is desired to commit the House to a particular legislatien
as the Heuse has no alternative but to put its. seal om
matters that have been legislated upon by Ordinances,
Such a state of things isnot cenducive to the developmeng
of the best parliamentary traditions®,

Sir, later on the Prime Minister, Jawaharlal Nehru
wrote on December 13, 1950:

“] think. all ef my clescagues will agree:with you thas
the issue of Ordinamces is nermally not . desirable and
should  be avoided except on special and urgent occasions’’.

Then, Sir, in 1953, Government pr_onul';ated, six Ordi-
nances. When the House met subsequently, a member
referring to the promulgstien of Ordinances said, “Legislatien
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by, Ordinances: ‘was & question of -vital constitutional and
le;lslatlve importance. and ‘that it constituted -an ‘invasion
of the rights- and _privileges- of this- House as the only
_soverelgn legulatlve body in the country...:. A remedy must
be found be cause if we allow this routine ordinance making
powcr to the Executive, it is just as. well that Parhament
winds up its schedule of work for its legislative programme.”

Then, Sir, again Shri, Mavalankar, in his letter  of July
17,1954, to the Prime Minister stated, “The issue of an
Ordinance is undemocrative and connot be justified except
in ‘cases of extreme urgency and emergency.”

...We, as first Lok Sabha, carry a responsibility of
laymg down . traditions. It is not a question of present
personnel in the Government buta question of precedents,
and if this Ordinance issuing is not limited by convention
only to extreme and very urgent cases, the result may be
that, in future the Government may go 0D jissuing Ordi-
pances giving Lok Sabha no option but to rubber-stamp the

Ordinances.”

months. Sir, in the origirialr‘_Act what we find ? What
is the life of the Corporation ? The life of the Corporation,
under Section 55, ‘Subject to,.the ,provision of this Act,
the term of office of a Councillor shall be for five years
and shall commence on the date of first meeting of the
result of the general election under section 56.”

‘Then S8ir, there is a proviso which says that the
Governmsnt may by notification in the official gazettee for
reasons to be specified therein may extend the saidterm
to such a period as it fixed for, and provided that the
total period extended shall not exceed one year. That is
under Section 50 (1). So, Sir, here . also = the elected
representative is to administer the Municipal Corporation
for 5 years. Then Sir, again Section 5 is that every 7500
popualation of Gauhati city will have the right to elect
one representative each with a maximum of 60 members.
Here my submission is that under Art. of the Constitution
the president of India when elected bears the term of
office for 5 years, so- also the Vice President. Under Art.
of the constitution when the Lok Sabha is elected, its term
of office is also 5 years. Sir, under the constitution of
India when the Assambly is elected, the tenure of office of
all the Membgrs is also for five years from the date
of first day of taking the oath. Therefore, Sir, in case
of the Members of the Gauhati Municipal Corp, the
term of office is for five years. Now, Sir, there are SO
many ordinances, What the respeeted Speaker of Lok
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Sabha, late Mavalankar said “Are we going to administer
our- country an  the State through the ordinances ? ** What
the Supreme Court just pronounced ? Ofcourse it has not
yet been published in any law journels. Just it has beem publ-
ished ‘in News paper “that Bihar Government wants to rule
through '‘the ordinances. Sir, T have stated the opinion
of 'the first Speaker of Lok-'Sabha, that is respected May-
alankar, and- his ruling 'in maintaining the democratic
right and principle still stand. No other Speaker of Lok
Sabha ever flouted his ruling so far. Evﬁn our first
Piime Minister, Pt Jawaharlal Nhhru had also conceded
to his argument. That I have already quoted. Now, S'ir,
after the issue of this ordinance in the name. of the
Governor, what the Municipal Administration Department
was doing ? What the Minister was doing ? When he saw that
the term of office of Guwahati Municipal Corporation.and
its superseded body was over ? Thereafter more than three
Assembly had elapsed, what were they doing? In lagst

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Shri Alatf Hossain Mazumdar : Mr. Deputy Speaker,
Sir. There are three distinct wings- Lagislature, Judiciary
and the Executive where our constitution has provided in-
terplay of these - three branches. And the Legislature is
there to create the constitutional provision for implemen-
tation by the Executive. Today, in this House a disapp-
roval resolution has been moved by hon’ble Member Shri
S. R Dasgupta secking disapproval of ordinance extending
the term of Gauhati Municipal corporation. This august
body, the Lagislature has got the solemn duty to see that
the democratic rights, constitutional rights, past conventions
are not deviated from. 1t is not a question which Gov-
ernment is doing and why they are doing ?

But the whole question is that should this Legislature
go in for a move which is contrary to the constitution,
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which is contrary to thevery . Act, the Gauhati Municipal
Act, contrary to convention ? Are we going to set a bad
precedent.. Sir, before coming to the specific point I request
you- tc imagine the position that if in this way the time
is extended ane ordinance after ordinace are passed for
years together and these are to be ratified in this House
can that position be cinceived.

82 for a period of one year from
29-10-83. It was further extended up to 28-10-84. Then Sir,
again from 29-10-84. to 28-10-85. and then Sir, from 19-10.85
to 28-10-86. and finally Sir, it was extended up to 28-1-87.
Sir, as regards the earlier extensions which took place during
the regime of Congress (1), I do not like to say much because
the present Government will deny responsibilities. T donot mean
that the Congress (I) Government acted correctly on going for
supersessions after supersessions.

Now, the basic question lies here,
Apart from the technical question of disapproving Ordinances
and the controversy between Ordinance and Act. Tt has
to be incorporated by way of an Act by repealing the
Ordinance. That has to be done. But the question is why
the promulgation of the ordinance btecome a necessity.
This Government swear in the name of democracy, it is
true.
