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Mr. Speaker—Another matter will be raised by Shri Binai
K. Basumatari.

Shri Binai K. Basumatari—Mr. Speaker Sir, T wish to draw
the attention of the Government that the Bebak Rabha
Kraurang Runsoon had started a Dharna before the Janata
Bhavan from 2nd March till today. As the earlier Govt.

P
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had agrced to give them Rabha medium in their Primary
Schools and the number decided was 106. But now the
present Govt. has reduced the number to 50. That is one
of their demands. The second is that the present Govt.
had agreed to introduce Rabha language as a subject for
three years from class T to class ITI, and then after 3
yearsy it will be a medium. The Bebak Rabha Kraurang
Runsoon demand is that from the very  beginning they
should have the Rabha medium. I would like to draw
attention of the Govt. to specify their position in this
regard.
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( Ruling on Adjournment Motion )

I have heard the submissions of Sarbashree A. F.
Golam Osmani, Silvius Condpan, Hemen Das and Binai
Khungur Basumatari who spoke about the admissibility of
the Adjournment Motions. I have also heard the submi-
ssions of the Hon’ble WMinister of State Parliamentary
Affairs and Shri Zoii Nath Sarma who opposed the Adjo-
urnment Motion. I have also heard the Hon’ble Home
Minister about the background of the incident that occurred
in the Mowamari Chapari under Darrang District and
which has been referred in the Adjournment Motion.

The Hon’ble Members are aware that admission of
and Adjournment Motion so as to interrupt the appointed
order of business of the House is subject to well under-
stood rules and conventions. The Hon’ble Minister of
State, Parliamentary Affairs had rightly pointed out yester
day that an Adjournment Motion to be admissible must
have urgent Public importance and must be raised at the
earliest opportunity. To support his contention he has
referred to page 422 of the Practice and Procedure of
Parliament quote—

“A matter is ‘urgent’ only if it is of very recent
occurrence and must be raised at the first available
opportunity. Matter rising during the period when
the House is not in Session should be raised on the
first day the House meets. A matter which has been
continuing for sometime cannot be raised through an

Adjournment Motion”.

I quite agree with the submission of the Hon. Minister
of State, Parliamentary Affairs that an urgent matter of
public importance should be raised at the earliest Oppor-
tunity. T am of definite view that ‘urgency’ as provided
in the rule has always been interpreted to mean that the
matter must be raised at the earliest opportunity and if
it is not so raised, it fails in urgency. Since the House
met for the first time after the incident on 2nd .March,
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1987, the notices of Adjournment Motion should have
been given on 2nd March 1987 instead of 3rd March.
Again in a matter which has _beenl continuing for some-
time cannot be raised through an Adjournment Motion and
the process of eviction as referred to by the Hon. Member,
Shri Hemen Das in_his notice being a continuots matter
cannol be raised tb.rough an Adjoumnﬂent motion. Because
allotment and occupation of land including eviction “are
regulated in accordance with the relevant provisions of
law and tules framed thereunder., In other Words, the
subject matter of the motion comes within the purvrew of
the ordinary administration of law. ¥

He has also referred to another pas';agé in the same
page and said that—*A matter €ven of very recent occu-
rence is not urgent if-an opportunity for its discussion
will arise in the ordinary course of _business within a
reasonably short - time and said that smce the Hon. member
would get adequate opportunity ‘to. raise and discuss the
matter referred to in the notice of Adjournment motion
during the debate on the Governor’s Address and . even
in the general discussion on the Budget, apart from raising
the matter through .other procedural devices like Calling
Attention notices, Short Notice qucstmnb etc.© such matter
cannot be raised through an Adjournment Viotion.”
