b) The functions of the Steering committee are as follows .

ii) To determine allocation of resources to the blocks,
Panchayats and Official agencies executing the works
departmentally in the District / Sub-Division.

iii) To ensure equitable distribution of resources to all
the areas under its charge and there is no misuse
of any type.

iv) To ensure meticalous compliance of the guidelines
on the programme.

v) To plan supplies in such a manner, that there are no
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bottlenecks anywhere in supply of foodgrains and
the works under  the programme do not suffer for
want of food grains in any case.

The committee should meet atleast once in the two months.

Out
of those 3 are claiming separate tribal state within Assam
and the others are willing to stay with Assam. So these
claims practically have no reality. It is impractical. So
I request the Hon’ble members that such move should

- not be allowed to travel in this House
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One hon’ble member who demands for creation of
a separate Tribal land, I doubt, I suspect, whether he
has got the leadership among all the Tribal communities
of Assam, I think; ke has his image within his Consti-
{uency to Tribe and mnot to other Tribes. [ request
that such a claim should not bz placed and he shouid
hot mislead the integiation of ¢greater Assamese society.

Now 1 want to give some suggestions with regard to
the boundaries of our State. The entire boundaries of
Assam are covered by forests and our people are living
only along th: highways or in the plains areas outside
the forests and jungles, So encroachment from other sides
of other States are regular phenomenon and 1 can show
you Sir, how illegal trade across inside our border is going
on. I can show some photopraphs of encroachment took
place during the previous Government under the leadership
of Shri Hiteswar Saikia. Sir, this photo will show the
illicit Agor distillery stationed inside our territory. These
are the photos of Agor distillery inside Behali Reserve
forests. Here is another photograph showing felling of trees
in the forests of Assam. This is a photo of Arunachal
Pradesh Government constructed permanent building within
3 k.m. of Assam territory and established M. E. Schools.
The Arunachal Pradesh Government has come inside our
territory, and put up sign boards. Now the present Gove-
Tnment is trying to restore our boundary people from
Arunachal Pradesh are obstracting it, It is due to :an
agreement between the Ardnachal® Pradesh Government and
the previous Government, T think ‘Mr. Hiteswar Saika
Government gave lease of some plot of land of Assam

\e;'f-’
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to Arunachal Pradesh Government., But we must restore,
we must recovef this land aﬁd ‘1'estor¢ our territory in
the interest of our State. There are so many prdbiems
I wanted to discuss, but as the time is short I would
like conclude my épeech by making a reference to some
of our Tribal leaders who were once partners of Govern-
ment in 1977-80 during Janata-PTCA Government. They
were in that Government. But unfortunately the leader
of the PTCA in his speech remarked that no Govern-
ment has yet looked after the welfare of the Tribals. I
want to know while his party' was a partner of that
Government and when he _h_zid the advantage to formulate
welfare scheme for the Tribals why he should mislead
all by placing the untrue picture?

With these observations Sir, I conclude.

Sir, the address of the Governor

is a public declar-
ation of policy that the Government wants to follow in

the comming year. Sir, while participating in -the debate I

have some observations to- make. - But before that. Ewold

like to say something about the performance of this Govern-

ment. Sir, I myself is also a new member in this August
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House like the A.G.P. members. After the installation of
the Government we heard many commitments on the {loor
of this House fron the Treasury Bench. At that time
we expzcted that as  p=f commitments made both on
the floor of the House as also outside, definitely a clean
and efficient ‘Government would be running- in the state
but today not only our hopes and aspirations has been
belived with regard to the peffor’maﬁce of this Government
but ¥ think those people” who have woted this Govern-
ment into power, they also are loosing their faith and
confidence upon this Government because during the last
one year so far as the implementation of the different
works and schemes are concerned we find no development
taking place in the State. Sir, it is kanown to us all
that last year was a very crucial year for the people of
our State. because of the unusual drought and flood which
completely broke the economy of our 'people. Sir, it is
known to everyone that 80% of the people of -our state
reside in rural areas and those people residing in the
rural ateas mainly base their livelihood on agriculture ;
and when the agricuttural crops were damaged we can
imagine about the economic condition of our people. The
mistake committed by the State Government by dismissing
the B.D.Os, the entire development works in the block
areas of the state came to standstill. T would like to
congrat'uhzte my Hon’ble friend Mr, Deba Bora and Mr.
7oii Nath Sarma because they have categorically stated
that there was no developmental work during the last
year., So, because of their honest submission I am rather
bound to congratulate them. Sir,  while this sort of sub-
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111i$sfo’ns are made on the floor of the House, I think no-
body can challenge about the complete and uttar failure
of this Government during the last one year. Sir, the
Address of the Governor is without any substance at all,
There is no mention about the Venture Schools in the State

'whrch were established at the people’s initiative. Sir, lots

of schools are there. It is the policy of thé Government
that—educat'ion should be spread to all sections of people
bit unfortunatly there is no attempt to take over the
venture schools. So T would like to request that there
should at least be some thinking on the part of the Gov-
ernment for taking over the L. P. schools which are in
existence for the last many years in various parts of our
State. ' ‘

Now, Sir, T would like to say something about the
grants given to the L.P. Schools, Sir, all . the opposition
were given 12 schools in their constituencies but we find
there is discrimination so far as grants given to the
number of schools in the - constituencies of the A.G. P.
members.  Sir, we never expected that such discrimination
will be done with rezard to building grants. Our Hon’ble
Education Minister, said repeatedly on the floor of the
House that in the matter of education there will not be
any politics we were happy at that time but it is a
matter of great dissatisfaction that even though' the Edu-
cation Minister said that there will be no politicalisation
in the educational sphere he set an example by making
discrimination, This is very unfortunate. Sir, the Education
Minister may commit a. mistake but our Hon’ble Chief
Minister is there to look'" to things. [ never spoke ill
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about our Chief Minister even in my constituency because
I have great regard toward this gentleman though 1 belong
to the opposition party but I am very much surprised to
know that 55 numbers of schools have been given build-
ing grants falling within the constituency of the Hon’ble
Chief Minister. Sir, though we belong. to the opposition
group we demand that the Chief Minister should get a
national image. We never thought that the Chief Minister

will try to improve his image within the periphery of
his own constituency by taking more building grants for
schools. Sir, until and unless equal treatment is given
to the people belonging to the all sections of people, there
will be repurcussion no doubt about it. Sir, so farsa
grant of funds in the state is concerned, definitely the
Centre will take note of it that the State Government
is making discrimination at the time of distributing money
towards various sections of the people. So, 1 would like
to draw the attention of the Government, through you,
Sir, that at least in the matter of all these things some
consideration should be given by the Government. Sir, I
have seen in the news paper the other day that the attitude
shown by Dr. B. C. Roy the then Chief Minister of West
Bengal and how he carried the opposition in the House.
So, it is not only the duty of the Government but it is
also the duty of the opposition to see that there should
be equal development throughout the State, So far as
the development work of the state is concerned my friend

Shri Kutum has made some observations but I think he

spoke without any record. So, T like to request that on
the Governor’s Address there should be some mention
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about this. So sir, with this, as less time at my disposal,
I could not elaborate many things. 1 only just put forward
the grievances of the people of the State. So sir, with
these few words, I conclude.
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Shri Sheikh Abdul Hamid : Mr. Speaker Sir, while
supporting the amendment motion moved by Hon’ble Mem-
ber Shri Santi Ranjan Dasgupta on the Governor’s address,
I want to add amendment to this address in some points. Sir,
as [ am a member of Char ares, I must say regarding Char
area’s development. Sir, the Governor’s address should
have mentioned something regarding char area ; but the
Governor has failed to give a true picture of the char area.
As stated in the Governor’s address that the main thrust
of the Assam Char Areas Development Authority 1s to
remove unevenness in development of the Char areas, but
actually nothing has been done for the development, If
we notice the budget estimate of 1986-87, we find the
total allocation of char area was only Rs. 60 lakhs 1. e.
only Rs. 600 (Rupees six) per head, where' as tota! budget
expenditure for the current years in genesal per head is
Rs. 250/-: So, Sir, in this regard we m;,lst say that the
word that has been stated by the Government is not tran-
slated into action or purpose. The word has not been
implemented. Sir, in the last year the- Governor stated
that it has been intensly pursuing the integrated develop-
ment of the Char areas. But Sir, the budget allocation
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which was only Rs. 60 lakhs and out of this Rs. 60 lakhs
only 22'5lakhs was spent for the development of the char
areas and the rest amount Rs. 37-5 lakhs was spent for

the administration and for purchasing of cars etc.

The Government have totally ignored the development
of the Char area. The tasic problem of the Char areas is
the land problem. Sir, years after years people are living
in the Char areas and there is nobody to look after them.
There are families living there from 1930 or before but
even today they have not allotted with any land. They
have not got cven annual patta for the lands. Actually
Government have not done anything to development the
Char areas. As you know, Sir, the developments are in
papers only. Peoples are evicted from their lands who
lives there years after years without looking for their develop-
ment. The Governor has stated in the Governor’s Address
that the main task of the Char Areas Development authority
is to remove the unevenness in the Char Areas. But in
actual practice Government has done nothing and instead
they are evicted and the lands cleared are reserved for
social forestry for biantation of trees. The people of char
will not tolerate such things. The Governor’s address has
totallv failed t> point out the basic needs of the people
of Char areas.- Sir, a number posts of Char Areas Deve-
lopment auathority have been advertised and appointments
has not given _ﬁll today., The Char Areas Development
Authority unde: whose mercy the Char Development de-
pends have not been able to anything. In this respect I
must draw the attention of the Hon’ble Minister-in-charge
to look into this matter, About irrigation as discussed in
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this House I must say something as the Governor’s address
has not mentioned anything about ‘irrigation in the Char
areas prac:ically there is no irrigation. Government has
failed to trace out the basic problem of the Char areas.
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Mr, Speaker : Now hon’tle member Abdil Jabbar
will speak.

# Shri Abdul Jabbar : Mr. Speaker sir, the addess of
the Governor Shri Bhisma Narayan Singh frustrated the
hopes and aspirations of the people of Assam as the same
failed to divulge the true and correct picture of the state
of affairs of Assam. His address does not deserve any
appreciation or thanks. It was hoped that as the Head
of the State and as representative of the President of India,
he will vividly depict true picture of the state under the
AGP Government and through his .address he will warn
the Government and its machinery to proceed in a right
direction and also advise the Government to perform its
function in a democratic way. Through his speech he
endeavoured to guard the misdeeds and failures of the
present Government and to give an untrue notion to the
innocent millions.

“Assam Police charged with violating Coustitution”
Guwahati, January 27 (Staff Correspondent) : The police
machinery in Assam entrusted with the task of detection
and deportation of foreigners’ has been imcreasingly coming
under sharp criticism for allegedly acting in contraven-
tion of the law and the Constitution.

Under a qﬁestionable provision of the Assam Accord

relating to “expulsion” of foreigners’ this section of police

belonging to the border wing of the state police, is said
to be functioning as a law unto itself completely disre-
garding the rule of law which the police: is entrusted.
to uphold.

The modus operandi is like this people belonging to
linguistic, ethrﬁc and réligions minorities are rounded up
on suspicion as ‘foreigners’ and they are asked to provide
instant proofs of their citizenship status. In case they
fail to do so (and in most cases it is not possible for
poor people to provide land documents or oiher proofs
available in their home villages situated in thc interior
or in' other districts or States) they are taken to the
border and ‘pushed back’ or “expelled.”

So sir, in this respect, I like to mention two cases
only which is here in paper and if I go on reading it
will take my time. I want to mention here one case,
Cne Shri Keramat Ali of Napitpara village under Kala'-
gaon PS of Darrang district and his family members were
pushed back to border but the other side did not accept
them and as a result they were produced before the Court of
Calcutta, West Bengal. The other day I spoke to SP,
