Shri Lalit Chandra Rajkhowa (Minister of Power) replied :

(a) Yes.

(b) Tenders for the Generating Equipments have been
called for. Tenders for Power House construction
will be invited after finalising equipment orders.

(c) The Project envisages installation of I5 ( fifteen )
number of 1°33 MW Turbe, Generating sets in 5
(five ) Power Houses ( 3 numbers in each power
House ). Each power station will operate under 9
meters gross head, which is available on Dhansirj
Irrigation, Cannal being executed by the State Irriga-
tion Department. The five Power Stations will be
connected to a common switch-yard and evacuation
of power from the project will be made through
a 33 KV line connecting it to Rowta Grid Sub-
Station. An amount of Rs. 1053'39 Lakhs has been
sanctioned by the Planning Commission in February,
1985 on the basis of an estimate was revised by the

Assam State Electricity Board in March’ 85 and
sent to Central Electricity Authority for scrutiny
and recommendation. Revised cost estimate dated
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March 1985 stood at Rs, 1540 lakhs. As per revised
estimate cost of energy at Power House Bus Works
out to 23°62 Paise per unit, which is considered
to be very economical,

Shri Binai Khungur Basumatari; Whether the Govern-
ment is aware of a new powerful turbine which can gene-
rate more power with the same specification till this new
machine is used ?
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Shri A. F. Gulam Osmani: Sir, may we know which
company is being asked o supply that turbine ?
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Shri Charan Narzari: Sir, whether it is a fact that
the State Flood Control Department has no control at all
on the Brahmaputra Flood Control Board and whether it
is alsoa fact that the Honourable Flood Control Minister Mr.
Samsing Hanse feels that he does not feel himself to be
the Minister in-charge Flood Control in the Brahmaputra
Valley for the Brahmaputra Valley and he is primarily

concerned to the flood control business of Barak Valley
and two Hills districts ?

Shri Samsing Hanse (Minister): Sir, the Brahmaputra
Board actually is not under the control of the State
Government. The second answer is that the fund of Brahma-
putra Valley is purely provided by the Centre, so that the
Flood Control Minister has no power whatever may be the
desire of the State Government but in the Barak Valley
and Hill areas it ig purely under the State Government ; so the

State Government can do the work as desired by the State

Government and that g why to some extent the power

of the Flood Control Minister of the State is limited.
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Dewan Jainal Abedin : Will the Honourable Minister for
Flood Control state what is the difficulty in bringing some
works in the Brahmaputra protection under the State plan ¢

Shri Samsing Hanse ( Minister): Mr. Speaker, Sir,
the matter of bringing the entire Flood Control Department
under the State Government is now under the consideration
of the State Cabinet. :

Shri Altaf Hussain Mazumdar ; Mz, Speaker, Sir, the
Honourable Minister for Flood Control said that so far as
the Brahmaputra Flood Control is concerned it is directly
done by the Central Government and the Barak Valley
is done by the State Government and the fund for Barak
valley is separately given. Will the Minister reply that recently
the Government of India provided about 10 crores of rupees
earmarked for Barak Valley. Has that money been diverted
to Brahmaputra Valley ?

Shri Samsing Hanse ( Minister } ; Sir, such things is
never done—rules do not provide such diversion. Fund for
Barak Valley is meant for Barak Valley,

Shri Santi Ranjan Dasgupta s Will the Minister say
what is the actual relationship between the Government of

Assam and the Brahmaputra Flood Contrel Board ?

Shri Samsing Hanse, (Minister) : Mr. Speaker, Sir, so
far as Brahmaputra Flood Control Board, is concerned we
only depute our officers there for 5 years on completion
of which they come back to the State Government. Their duty
is to investigate and collect data with regard to Brahma-
putra and its tributaties and the fund also is seperately
provided by the Central Government.

Shri Abdul Muhib Majumdar : Mr. Chairman Sir,
I beg to stand here. to_ oppose the Motion which has been
advanced for expressing gratitude and proud on the address
_given by the Governor. Sir, I would like to 1aise a few
points at the very outset. The Assembly is summoned
under Article 174 of the Constitution. The Governor is
entitled to make his Address and it is the convention and
also the constitutional 'p_roviSion that the first session of
the year has {o be _E!dd.II'ESSed b)} the Governor. The Ariicle
further says that 'tﬁé:‘GO\'r’emor has to tell us the causes
for summoning the Houge. Rules 14 of the rules of the
Assembly provides for motion of thanks. Now Sir, I humbly
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state that there has been some confusion on both the
aspects. The last paragraph of the Governor Address tells
us about the policies of the Government. But Sif, it is
absolutely about the causes of the summoning of the House
and this is very important Assembly because we are
going to pass the Budget for the whole year. Under
Article 14 we are to have a motion of thanks for tﬁ¢
address of the Governor bug unfortunately, there is no men-
tion of thanks before the House. T have got the copy of
the motion which has been moved by the mover, The
mover of the motion is still moving the motion of thanks.
It tells usthat we should: express the gratitude and should
be proud of the addressof the Goveraor. I would submit
before! the House that the ‘motion is not inform and it
is- technically defective.” “What we have discussed in the
House . is for ' the motion of thanks. Motion of thanks
cannot be the motion of gratitude and motion  of proud.
Rule does not provide. for it, Rule provides' only for passing
of the motion of thanks, Governor is to tell us about
the policies. of the  Government and for - that reason be
deserves thanks. | say. motion of thanks, it is alright,
because he has taken the trouble -of coming here and add-
ressed the ‘House. We can offer

him ‘thanks but not gra-
titude. He does not de

erve gratitude. [ would draw the
attention of the mover of the motion, the Chief Whip of
the party to this aspect, There are various wrong state=
ments- in_the Governor Address and ‘it appears it has esca-
ped the notice of cverybody: here. ‘1 would only draw’
your attention to a few Paragraphs of the Governor's Address.
I agree to this, The youthful Government’s dynamic: and -
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determined measures have led to a significant trans-
formation in the 1life of the State and ushered in a new
atwosphere. Ofcourse, he ‘orly omitted the word romantic
dynamic and also romantic. -But after one year they look
old. Their romance has gone.

Now Sir, I would like to request you to kindly sece
the next page of the Governor’s Address. “Action has been
initiated under the eaisting Acts and Rules for eviction of
encroachers fiom the Government land as well as land in
the Tribal Belts and Blocks”. 1 say this is a wrong state-
ment. I emphasise this is a wrong statement before the
House. Because I being the lawyer of the High Court,
I know in many cases action has been taken without resor-

ting to any legal procedure or without consulting the Legal

Department. No notice has been served, no prior informa-
tion has been given but the ‘people have been evicted. This
is absolutely a wrong statement. ‘

Now Sir, an ex-gratia grant of Rs. 30,000 per family
has been sanctiored for the families of the martyres of the
Assam Movement. How do you give ex-gratia grant to the
people of Hailakandi ? Was there any influence of Assam
Movement in Cachar ? Did any boy of Hailakandi take part
in Assam Movement y But this ex-gratia grant of Rs. 30,000
has been sanctioned to some:of the families of Hailakandi
as martyres of the Assam Movenient: This is absolutely wrong,
this is absolutely a false statement. There was no Assam
Movement in that particular part of the State. If this ex-gratia
grant would have been given‘to Hailakandi people under
different head, we would not have objected to it.

Then Sir, at page 4 of the Governor’s Address there is

A
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another most dangerous statement. “The Government has
given emphasis on main‘znance of peace and harmony among
the people and effective control of the law and order situa-
tion in the State. The emphasis is already there. “Certain
forces and pressures, however, generated = tension in some
areas of the State” What are the forces and what are these
pressures ? This is a dangerous statement in the Governor
Address. Without mantioning specifically the forces and~ press-
ures the Goveraor has thrown out all ‘of us in the dark
to imagine what are those forces, those pressures.

Now Sir, the Government must be committed. The Gover-
nment has been elected because of this, It has to maintain law

and order and to save the coun‘ry from the external invasion

which are the primary functions of a Government. In the
Governor’s AddreSS, it is stated that the Government, is
taking firm action against terrorism. But, in practice, the
Government has been s‘ubmitredkto this terrorism. The most
dangerous aspect, I must humbly submit in this House is
that the Governor in his Address . stated that there is no
border conflict with the neighbouring States. It is absolu-
tely a false statement. We know and our people outside
know that our people are ‘taken away or kidnapped from
the state of Assam. Inspite of these happenings, the Gover-
nor in his statement s-a'ed that there is no border problem
with the neighbouring States I cee this is the approach of
the Government. The wkole diff culty is that they are laying
down a policy, but in practice, they are saying, the Govern-
ment has no problem with ‘ihe ‘neighbouring States. This
is a wrong Statement, The problem has arisen because
there is an encroachment“by‘.:i_hé peopie of the neighbouring
States, The people come o'i.rer-tjo” “Assam. to live as Indian
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citizen. There is no objection, any 'ndian can come and stay in
the 'state. But they cannot claim a'part of the territory. Is
there anybody who has come to stay is making cleim for
territory of Assam. The Governor said, we have no problem.
But: we have got problem with the bordering states
of Mizoram, Arunachal Pradesh and Maghalaya., It is
known, the Mizoram" has already claimed some part
of Assam. Meghalay, similarlya, has claimed territory, and
the Assam Government has transferred ‘some blecks to
Meghalaya. After that our Honourable Goveinor is telling
this ‘House iin his Address ‘that the Government of Assam
has, in fact; no problem with the neighbouring States. Unless
we know, how can we go on tackle it. In the last year,
I had occasion to speak on the Governor’s Address. Since
then, there is no progress in the funciioning of the Govern-
ment. 'Did you see the Government Diary of this year.
I have brought my own ‘copy. This is published by the
Government of Assam. We are grateful to the Governinent
and the Chief Minister for giving us this Government Diary,
There are photographs. Two pages of this Diary have been
wasted by publication of this photograph. 1he border . of
the pages have been printed the photograph of Gamocha.
Instead of this photograph, we may have been given Gamocha,
The information given in this Diary is not related to this
year. They came to power on 24th of December, 1985.
They could give the information for the year 1986-87. You
may Kindly see, the intormation given are for Agriculture
for the year 1984-85, for Education 84-85, Veterinary 82-83,
Health for 83-84, Co-Opergtion for 1981-82 and P.W.D- for
1984-85. You are passing the wrong information to malign
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us. These are some of the aspects. I find there is ccmplete
lack of direction and policy of the Government. There is
no concrete development and solution of the problem that
Is taking place under the Government. Now Sir, I will

come to some other points. Our Chief Whip has moved a
motion of thanks. I feel it is really a motion of gratitude.
Sir, we are elected by the people of Assam to represent
for the whole of the State or the whole of the Country.
We must be very careful about our behaviour. Whenever
we say something, we are faced with confrontation that the
statement is false. Somethings it may be inc rrect. Which
may be called terminological inexactitude. We must there-
fore, follow some decorum. If we do not follow this decorum,
what will happen to other spheres of our life.

Sir, after 1986 the year 1987 has come and we have
entered into a new year. Now, we are to see what is our
achievement, what is our contributions, The day has to come
after the night, Then Sir, itjs now time to see what is our
progress in the year 1986. Now, another important matter
I would like to refer. The Honourable Chief Whip of the party
is not present in the House now. The other day when we
were talking on something, he got so excited that h» did
not allow us to speak.: Sir, this is not the way to interrupt.
When you travel by air, you are not to call the Air hostess
pointing out your fingure, Sir, I remembered that on one
occasion one of my friends calied the Air-hostess pointing
out his fingure. But the Air-hostess became annoyed and
told him this was not the way ‘to call her., Therefore, Sir,
I would like to mention here that this is not the way to
behave with other Honourable Members of the House when
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the member are talking. So Sir, these are matters of serious
consideration. We have to lay down certain standards of
discipline. We should not lose our temper as we are the
representatives of the public. After all we are projecting
the interest of our people. Sir, thzre is a famous saying
of Lord Action regarding the power. He says “Power corrupts
and absolute power corrupts absolutely”. Now, the present
Government has come to power. They have seized the
House.- They have got the absolute power to-day. Now Sir,
I am citing certain examples as to how this Government
is utilising its power. First, I give a few example. Govern-
ment of Assam is following a discriminatory policy in
distribating -fuads. Sir, whenever Government distributes the
Iargesse,-it should be distribated equally. Sir, equality
has to be maintained- Funds cannot be distributed

because a particular constituency is elected an A.G.P.
M.L.A. or so. This should be equally distributed. Sir, this
year the funds by oir Philosopher Education Minister had
distributed unequally. In my constituency, since 1 am a
Congress (I) M,L.A., I got funds for only 12 schools whereas
in my neighbouring constituency, who is now an A.G.P.
M.L.A., got the funds for 55 Schools. This is the way of
distributing funds to schools belonging in Congress (Iy or A.G.P.
M.L.A, Sir, largesse should not be distributed in this waye
Sir, why has done in this way ? It dose not sound well.
Then Sir, T am comiag to other aspect about the ‘honesty’,
\When the preseat Government came first, we only heard
one thing about the ‘Nika Administration’. At that time
this word was ringing like anything. Now Sir, what about
the ‘potato-deal’ 3  Potato has been purchased at a rate
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of Rs. 7.50 per K.g at a time when no such rate was
existed in the country.- But how it was done insrite
of our Government's repeated soundings of ‘Nika Admini-
stration’ ? Then Sir, I am coming to another point about
the School Board in Hailakandi. Sir, you will be astonished
to know that in Hail:kandi not a single educationist is
found to be appoints as Chairman of the School Board. Sir,
here a retired Excise Inspector, who was put under suspension
twice in his service career, has been appointed as Chairman
of the School Board. Government did not find out any
educationist then a retired Inspector of Excise who has
got no knowledge than the liquor shops. ;

Shri Sahidul Alam Choudhury : Sir, he is also an
educated person. He is a graduate.

Shri Abdul Muhib Mazumdar: Sir, we did wrong
thing and that is exactly why perhaps we had been thrown
out of the Government. For your wrong things you will
do the same. I am telling all these in anguish because
of wrong selection. I have nothing against him personally,
but he is not an educationist and let the Government
enquire about it if my complaint is wrong. Secondly
( Chairman's bell rang in warning ) he is a retired Excise
Inspectcr and he has perhaps equated education with excise
matter. Why I say like this. Education Minister may kindly
see the relevant File. When he wrote to the Hailakandi
School Board Chairman for recommending the cases of
schools for taking over, do you know what he had replied,
he wrote “In Hailakandi no taking over of schools is
necessary” ( laughter in the Opposition Bench side ). Now
if an educationist were there as Chairman of the School
Board, he would have never replied like this. There is so
much of public demands for taking over of schools by

Government, Perhaps he confused that the Schools were like
excise shops.

Now Sir, another interesting feature of the present
Government’s action plan is ad-hocism. The Government are

pursuing ad-hocism with all the local self-Government insti-
tutions like Municipalities, Panchayats etc. I know Sir, the

same thing happeneql at the time of earlier government,
but at that time they all criticised us light and left because

elections could not be held at that time ad-hoc bodies
were to be formed by us. Now Sir, this Government also
are doing the same thiag. They have dissolved Panchayats,
dissolved Municipal bodies and instead of elections they
are forming ad-hoc bodies and they say they are following
the democratic path. When they came to power, they empha-
tically stated that they would follow the democratic process
and they would not be afraid of holding elections in the
Gauhati Municipal Corporation and other Municipal Commi-
ttees, in Panchayats ; last year the Panchayat Minister told
us that election would be held in May and yesterday when
we put a question to him, Honourable Minister Panchayat
stated in reply that he could . not say whether the Pan-
chayat Elections could be held this year, or next or ‘even
next 4 years, Is it the démocpatic practice of the present
Government ? Sir, these are matters which definitely pain
us. Our Honourable Members in the Treasury Bench when
they first came here they. looked like being dynamic and
also very revolting They looked like volcanoes ready to
erupt when they came first. Now after a lapse of one
year in the Government, what has come of them y Now
they rememble is if exXtinct volcanoes. As representatives
of the people we have certain duties, they bave certain
duties and obligations and government cannot absolve of
its responsibilities towards the people. They cannot keep
the elections in abeyance indefinitely, I feel anguished in
this regard what has been mentioned . in the Governor’s
Address is absolutely wrong and in this way you cannot
keep the image you want it to be. Sir it is my .duty to
bring these matters to the notice of the House when I find
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that the Chairman of the Hailakandi School Board said that
no schools should be taken over by Government, ( Chairman’s

bell rang ).

Now Sir, only ' two more points I want to say about
( Mr. Chairman ; your time is over ) only two things have
come. Governor in his Address has spoken of Assam Accord,
They have said it should be fully implemented. We on
this side also say ‘that it should be implemented ; but it
is expressed now aund then that because of certain snags,
Assam Accord cannot be fuliy implemented by the present
Government and they blame the Government of India that
it is not doing its part for full implementation of the
Accord. I want to ask, “Is there any indication given in the
Governor’'s Address ?” If that is the public statement of
the Ruling Party and it is the statement of the Chief

Minister often we come across that Government of Indja is
yet to implement its part of the Assam Accord, why it has

not been mentioned in the Address of the Governor. Are
they afraid of the Government of -India ? Secondly, there
is lot of criticism regarding Illegal Migrants (Determination
by Tribunal) Act and the Government want it to be got
amended by the Government of India and they are yet
to do it, but I ask a simple question, “Assam Accord is
there for Assam; there is mo Assam Accord in Meghalaya
or in West Bengal ; does it mean that such type of people
are to stay in Meghalaya or in Bengal because there is no
Assam Accord ?” It cannot be like that. You cannot keep
on blaming the Government of India because of the non-
implementation of the Assam Accord in full. You may

’e
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drive out the people frem Assam but they will go to the
States where there is no Assam Accord. A volcanic situation
Will be created, and I would like to bring it to your notice,
that ‘a volcanic sitvation is sought to be created by certain
extra-constitutional agencies, and I would appeal to the
Government nét to allow such agency to handle the affair
of the Government. How can you enforce law if you do
allow any extra-constitutional agency to take law into their
own hands: If you do that, you will lend the Government
into very great difficulties and there would be conflagration
of the type you cannot conceive of it. Whether it is in
Chaulkhowa or Maumari or any other place, if there are
encroachers you evict them according to law but you cannot
send armed people to drive the encroachers. I warn - you
that nothing should be done in the pattern it is sought
to be dome. (Chairman rang the bell ),

Sir, another interesting matter is that in Assam we have
got two kind of land-one is private land, and the other
khas land or Government land if there is encroachment it
is ever the Government land not the private land. So
if there are encroachers on the Government land you will
evict them. Now if you evict them from a khas land say
‘A’ land, without any alternative arrangement made to
resettle them, then these encroachers will move from ‘A’
land and encroach upon another site of Government land;
say ‘B’ land because they . will have to stay somewhere
and earn their livelihood, So the problem of encroachment
will continue all along and there will be no end to it

because there is no land except Government land and there
‘Will be further encroachment on Government land because
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they will have to stay somewhere and it is their constitu-
tional right to earn livelihood like every other person. You
cannot evict them like this, whether they are on Government
land or in forest reserve without giving them any alter-
native land. This is the constitutional mandate, What you
are now doing is not the proper policy of Government;
Before you evict the pepole you think of giving them
alternative site for settlement.permanently so that they will
not be required to encroach another plot ot Government

land; With these words, Sir, I beg to oppose the Motion
of Thanks on the Governor’s Address. This is actually an

abuse to say this as ‘Motion of Thanks. It ia proper
to say by the mover of the motion as a motion of his
gratitude to the Governor: You can bring a Motion of
Thanks if the Address deal with all aspectsof the adminis-
tration correctly of which we may be proud, but T am
afraid Sir, the Address lacks in many respects and therefore
it should be withdrawn in the best interest of the procedure
as laid and established. With these words I oppose the
motion and conclude my speech. Thank you.
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Shri Sheikh Saman Ali: Mr. Speaker Sir, I would like to
speak in support of the amendment brought by Shri Santi
Ranjan Das Gupta to the Motion of Thanks for Governor’s
Address. Sir, I will only touch the vital aspect of Flood
Control. Flood and Erosion create Favoc in North Eastern
Region, particualatly in Assam by the river Brahmaputra;
But in the Governor’s Address he is quite silent about this
problem. The Governor has said “Construction of storage
reservoirs under projects like Subansiri Dam Project and Barak
Dam Project can case the flood problem”. I oppose this.
Subansiri Project alone will not ease the flood situation in
Assam. Flood creates havoe and total massacre both in
Barak Valley and Brahmaputra Valley. That is why, if
Brahmaputra river is not conirolled in the near future it
will engulf the whole of Assam and Assam will not be
able to stand erect. Honourable Minister for Releif &
Rehabilitation will kindly make assessment of affected people
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by erosion and take steps for their proper rehabilitation.
Otherwise they will demand back their land eroded by
river. Sir, there are Blocks and Belts for the protection of
Tribal people. What about those who are frequently affec-
ted by erosion and rendered homeless ¢ It is the responsibility
of the Government to rehabilitate those people- There is protec-
tion of the people living in the Hills, living in the Tribal Belts
and Blocks, but what about the people living in the Chars s
This vital aspect has not found place in the Governor’s
Address. My suggestion is that the people who are affec-
ted- by the erosion holding patta of their land should be
given remission of land revenue. Sir, T regretfully say that
the people who are living in the Chars are termed as
‘Pamua’ and suspected foreigners. Sir, 1 want to make
reference to Shakespeare’s drama ‘Othelo’ when Othelo wanted
to kill Desidoma she exclaimed what was her sin, WWas
it that she loved him? So is the case with these people
who are mostly living in the Chars, These people loved

- Assam, gave away their own language and took Assamese

as their language as their own and now they are being
treated in this manner. I want to tell the Members of
the Treasury Benches that if things go on like this they
will have to repent for this. Sir, it has bcen found that
when there is no marginal land the department takes up
project for construction of dam which ultimately do not
materialise. So I would request the Minister concerned
carnestly to take up projects for such dams as anti-erosion
measure Where there is marginal land.
With these few observations I conclude,
