M. Moinul Haque Chaudhury : That is one of the causes.

When Gauhati Medical College was started, the seniormost

Principal of the Medical Colleges who should normally have

been at Dibrugarh Shri Suren Sarma was traasferred by

Government to Gauhbati to see that the Gaubati college

was Completed. But in the case of Silchar till to-day,

in spite of repeated demands made Dboth inside and

outside this House, including Assembly Congress party
meetings, no Principal has been appointed. Therefore

there is none to look afier the progress of that colleg;:
A retired gentieman, who is about 62, was kept there g5
Special officer and in spite of the promise made at the
Congress Party meeting he is still being kept there. There
is nobody to look after the institution. That is ope of
the causes for this slow progress. Of the thiee medical
colleges it is only in Silchar that no Principal bas been
appointed. Is it because the Government does not waptg

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Cbituary reference on the death of President General Abdel
Nasser, Shri Daying Ering, Natasuriya Phani Sarma
and Shri Mizanur Rahman

*Shri Mahendra Mohan Chaudhury ( Chief Minister ) ¢
Mr. Speaker Sir, President Nasser—The sudden demise of
Gzneral Abdel Nasser, President of the United Arab Repu-
blic came to un as a rude shock, He died on September
29 last. Born in 1918 in a tiny village in Egypt, he rose
by the dint of his merit and perseverance to the exalted
position of the most admired and respectad man  of the
Middle Fast, The Iate president Nasser received his
commission as a second Lieutenant in 1938 and fought
during the last great war, He entered the General stoff
College, Cairo in 1943 and subsequently become a lectuyer,
It was he who provided the initial drive and direction 1o
the free officers’ movement leading to the cohesjye and
upifiod action of the revolutionary forces in the Arap
world., After the resignation of General Neguib in April
1954 the then Deputy Premior, Col. Nasser was nominated
as the Prime Minister and Military Governor of Egypt
and within three months of his assumption of office e
was successful in arranging for the evacuation of g4
British forces from the country.

It was during his regime that for the first time jp
the history of Egypt, women went to the polls, when i
July, 1956 the country clected him as the President of the
Republic of Egypt with almost a cent percent majority,
He nationalised the Sues Canal Company the same year

If his health had not broken down, he would
have continued to guide the affairs‘of the State for many

years to come with the same ability and success.

The House will join me in paying this tribute to his
successful stewardship and place on record the immeasureble
debt of gratitude which the State and the people of Assam
we to him.

An unfortunate problem which has cropped up is

the dispute created by the Nagaland Government over the

border, Nagaland was created by an Amendment of the

Constitution which clearly lays down the boundary based
on the 1925 notification so that there can be no uncertainiy

about the border: There are some portions which are not

demarcated by natural features but which can easily be

demarcated by the Survey of India organisation. The
Nagaland Government have, however, unfortunately preven-
ted such demarcation, and are secking to incorporate
territories which clearly fall within Assam as per the 1925
notification. It should be noted that areas which were not

historically Naga areas were nevertheless included in Naga-
Jand and nobody has upto now raised this question. If
the Nagaland Government now want to open the border
question on histqrical pospective, it would be necessary
for them to realise that those areas which were historically
outside Nagaland and belonged to Assam shall have
to be given up also. Historical argument is bound to be
nebulous as compared to existing realities on which poli-
tical arrangements are based, and it is thercfore hoped
that the Nagaland Government would not depart from
existing realities for unnecessarily creating tension beiween
two sister States, as it is on the continusd cooperation of -
the two States that the prosperity of both must depend.

‘Tt is a matter of regret that in the Mizo Hills there
has been a recrudescence of violence. It should be realised
that political violence is not for the good of Mizos or of
Assam or of India. Inimical neighbours who help in this
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violence do it for their own purposes and not for the
good of the Mizos or India. The good “of the Mizos will
lie in quickly restoring a peaceful atmosphere so that
large-scale developmental activities may b: undertaken for
their good. During the British days, the Mizo District was

aclosed, land-locked area without any communicaiions.
The present Goveroment si trying hard to open up the areas.
Once it is opened to communicatioas vast changes of
development and economic prosperity will lie ahead. It
is therefore hoped that the Mizo rebels will appreciate the
position and desist from violence s» that a peaceful atmosp-

here may be created upon Which progeess may be achicved:

The Meghalaya Assembly, it has come to our notice,
has passed a resolution for full-fledged Statehood. It is
unfortunate that the great experiment in history, of the
Meghalaya Autonomous State within Assam State, bas not
been given proper trial, and it is now desired to resile from
the position, If it were given a trial. it would bs good not
only for Assam and Meghalaya but also for the rest of
Ind.a where similar situations exist. Meghalaya is held in
close embrace with the parent State for mutual develop-
ment and assistance, and a division will bring in its wake

problems which will handicap both Meghalaya and the

parent State in the matter of quick development. It is
hoped tkat this aspect of the mattsr will be _considered
carefully by the Meghalaya Governmeat and the Govern-
ment of India before any crucial decision is taken, We
of the Assam State Government would wish and appre-
ciate if the present bonds are retained. If however, the
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bond is desired to be snapped, it would be necessary to
allow time and provide adequate resources so that an al-
ternative capital in the plains for the State of Assam may
be built before the iransfer is made,

The Government is keenly aware of the growing
un=mployment problem and 1is desirous of doing its best
so that a solution might be brought about in the coming
years., After the Bank Nationalisation, the policy

thereof has chapged so that Joans are desired to be
given for (agricultural development, poultry, pisciculture,
dairy, horticulture, agro-based industries and other small-
scale industries. - Loans are also given .for small tradars
for various purposes, including buses, trucks and cars,
The Government will try, in collaboration with the bankg
" and with Government resources, to push foward agricultura)
development with rapid pace and assist in ancilliary direc-
ticns so that employment for youth might bz createq 5
these lipes, at a time when Government employment cannot -

mect the pressing demand,

Government in this regard has taken up with the
Goverpment of India the development of major industries,

particvlarly paper, cement and petro-chamicals based op
refinery. The Governmeat of India have announced their

decision regarding refiaery and the Petro-chemicals aad
have taken some steps with regard to paper and: cement.ﬂ
The State Government will try to urge and collaborate
with the Government of India in thes: mitters so that the

indusiries migat be developed as soon as possible, The
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State Government also has gone in for a paper Mill in
collaboration with the Biliar Government and the foundation
stone for it has been laid by the Prime Minister in"Jogigh-
opa. Government will also try to speedily set up the Urea
Formal Dehide Factory based on -gas' for which steps are
being taken. Permission for a Commereial Plywood Factory
in Cachar has already been' granted, while Goveroment
licence for a Sugar Mill in Cachar is being awaited.

As regards Small Scale Industries, the State Government
will do its best to assist and give mnecessary incentives so

that they might be developed and a proper tempo built up,

Government of Assam have already succeeded in
setting up the Tea Auction Centre at Gauhati after consi-
derable initial opposition from Calcutta. We are happy to
indicate that the move has been"a su'é'cess and buyers and
brokers have statted their offices in Gauhati and it is hoped
‘that in the third sale on the 12th November, all the major

buyers of India will be partlclpatmg This development
has far-reaching financial and commercial consequences for

the State in tha sense that if it can bzcom? the Interna-
tional Tea Cnatre, the financial operations mvolwd would
be on an immense scale, bringing about direct aqd indirect
prosperity to the State ir many ways.

Ia the present constitution of the Ministry, an effort
has be:n made to give representation to various minorities
so that the minority complex in the State might disappear,
and all people of the State, forgeiting their differences,
might think in terms of cooperating in development, which
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alone/ can bring prosperity to the State. In this process,
although the Ministry so constituted may be somewhat large,
it should be realised that Assam is a State full of so many
minorities, with so many complexes, that it was necessary
to expand it adequately so that the minority complex might
disappear and a proper basis for real collaboration for
development arise. | It is hoped that, if it so succeed, the
slight additionai cost involved in the Ministerial expansion
would be justified.

The Labour in the State has been peaceful and indus-
trial relations have been able to be maintained through
mutual discussion so as to achieve progress for the working
class without upheaval_. This wise course is to the credit
of the workers, the industrialists and the Governments, [t
is hoped that this process of improving the wagess and
living and working conditions of labour according to
socialistic programme will continue. Our State is indus-
trially anderdeveloped and needs industrial peace so that
a proper atmosphere may be maintained for industrial
development, and it is hoped that traditions of industrial
relation so ‘established will be maintained.

After formation of Meghalaya, corresponding powers
have been delegated to the district Councils of Mikir Hills
and North Cachar Hills so that the development of thess
tribal areas may receive the same fillip while remaining
in Assam. It is hoped that peaceful conditions will soon
prevail in the Mizo Hills so that there too similar delega-
tions may follow. One of the greatest efforts of the

Governmeat has been for the development of Scheduled
Caste, Scheduled Tribes and other Backward Classes, and
this High endeavour will be maintained so that all people
may be brought to an equal level for further progress.

This Government desires quick social transforma-
tion so that disparities may be narrowed both regionally
as well as among various groups of people. We are deter-
mined to ensure an eff:cient and effective administrative
machinery, and our policies will be so regulated as to
progress in that direction.

In conclusion, I may add that, in the days of collec-
tive leadership, progress is hardly feasible unless both those
in Government and those in the Opposition  collaborate.
Policies in the long term may differ, but the ‘existing situa-
tion inevitably lays down compulsions uander which
