Mr. Spéaker s Order, order. Itis 10 O Clock. We shall

bave to take item No. 4. -that is election of the
Deputy Speaker.

Now we take up fitem No.4, ard proceed
with the Election "cf the Deputy Speaker. On
10th Ncovember, 1970 ] made an announcement
under Rule 8 of the Rules of Procedure and Con-
duct of Business in the Assam Legislative Assem-
bly fixing to-day ss the date ard 10 A. M: to
11-30 A. M. as the time when the election for
filling up the vacancy in the office of the Deputy
Speaker of this Atsembly will be held. For the
convenience of all Ishall read out the relevant
rules in this respects

Rule 8 (5)-On the date fixed for elections
the Speaker or the person presiding shall read
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out to the Assembly names of the members who
have been duly proposed together with the names
of their proposers and seconders, and if only one
member has been so proposed for election, shall
declare that person duly elected. If more than
ore person has be:n so proposed, the Assembly
shall proceed to elect a Deputy Speaker by ballot,
aad in case of two candidates th: candidate obtai-
ning the larger number of vote shall be declared

elected.

Rule 8 (6)- For the purpose of Sub-rule (5), a
member shall not be deemed to have been duly
nominated or be entitled to vote if he and his
proposer and seconder have mnof, before the re-
ading out of the names by the person presiding
make the oath or affirmation as members of the

Assembly.

Rule 8 (7)- Where more than twO candidates
have been nominated and at the first ballot—

(a) onme such candidates obtains more votes
than aggregate votes obtained by the other candi-
dates he shall be declared elected ;

(b) If no candidate obtains more votes than
the aggiegate votes obtained by the other candi-
dates, the candidate who has obtained the small-
est number of votes shall be excluded from the
election, umil one candid:te cbtains more votes
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than the remaining candidate or than the aggre-
gate votes of remaining candidates, as the case
may be.

Rule 8(8) - Where at any bull-t any of the
three or more candidates obtain an equal number
of votes and one of them has to be excluded
from the election under sub - rule (7), the
determination  as  between tie  candidates
whose votes are equal of the candidate who is
to be excluded, shall b= by drawing of lots.
