Re : Shifting of Capital
Shri Dulal Chandra Barua asked :
*Will the Chief Minister be pleased to state—

(a) Whether Government is aware of the administrative incon-
veniences that might be cropped up after the creation of
Meghalaya if the common Capital remains at Shillong ¢

(b) If so, do the Government not consider it necessary to
make immediate arrangement for shifting the Capital to a
central place in any of the plains districts and also to ask

full financial assistance from the Goverument of India for
the purpose ?

(c) If not, why?
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Shri Bimala Prasad Chaliha ( Chief Minister) replied :

379 (a), (b) & (c)—The scheme of reorganisation as announced by
the Government of India on the 11ith September 1968, after many
months of patient deliberation and wide cousultation, also - stated

that Shillong would continue to serve as the head-quarters of Assam
and the Autonomous State. Government do not consider that there
would be administrative inconvenience if Shillong remains as the

common Capital. The term ‘“Capital” includes the seat of the
Governor, Minister and the Secretariat. As the. Governor and
the Council of Ministers of Assam will have jurisdicition over
th: entire State and over some matters relating to Meghalaya area,
the shifting of the seat of the Governor, Ministers or Secretariat
may not arise now. The State Government have. however, already
taken steps to shift some offices from Shillong to Gauhati and more
offices with which peonle in the Plains have day-to-day concern will
s shifted from Shillong as and when considered necessary. Gover-
nment of India have already been told about our financial require-
ments for this purpose. Formal propsal will be sent to Govern-

ment of India after detailed requirments are worked out.

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua — Sir, under the present set up of the
reorganisation of Assam, the State Capital is to be continued here.

But as the Govt. have already decided to shift so many offices, what
is the meaning in keeping the Capita! here for a further period ?

Shri Bimala Prasad Chaliha —The meaning is that this has been the

Capital since a very long time past. Therefore, it continues to be the
Capital.

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua — Sir, I think the Chief Minister will

bear me out that in the near future this Capital has to be shifted

from here, My whole contention is that when the reorganisation of

the State has been finalised by the Govt. of India themselves, they

r |

are morally bound to give us financial assistance for shifting the Capital
as ‘in the case of Punjab and Haryana. Therefore, considering the
importance of this particular scheme for the future, if we cannot press
the Goverment of India now for such financial assistance, will it be
possible on the part of the Government to convince the Govt. of India

later on for such financial assistance ?

Shri Bimala Prasad Chaliha — The Government of India will have

to be requested for funds as and when it becomes necessary.

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua — As the Chief Minister has stated that

the Govt. of India ageeed to give us certain financial assistance.

Shri Binala Prasad Chaliha — No, they have not agreed. I have

only said that this contingency may arise and is arising.

Shri Dulal ChandraBarua—The Chief Minister has already stated ~that
the Govt. has decided to shift so may offices, heads of departments
including a few Sectt. offices. Therefore, a lot of inconvenience will

be faced in the administration if the Capital is allowed to rtemain
here whereas the offices are allowed to function elsewhere.

Shri Bimala Prasad Chaliha — Sir, it is difficult for me to reply to
all these questions now. These will have to be examined.

Shri Sailen Medhi—Sir, I want to put one question. During our
discussion about shifting of the Capital prior to the Reorganisation
of Assam, the Chief Minister assured us in this House that though
this shifting is expensive there will be many conveniences to keep the
Capital here in Shillong. But we are to keep the Capital here in
Shillong because we need good relationship with the people of the

Hills, particularly the people of Khasi and Jaintia Hills. Sir, after the
creation of Meghalaya.----- .

Mr. Speaker : Mr. Medhi, what is your question ?
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Shri Sailen Medhi—My point is after the creation Of Meghalaya

What I said in the past was that there is no proposal
of shifting of the capital. But there are proposals of dispersals of
some of the offices. That was what I said. Now, with regard to the

second part of the question certainly thesc matters will be considered.

Shri M.A. Musawwir Choudhury—Only one question, Sir. I iike

to draw the attention of the Chief Minister to astatemcnt made
by the Hon’ble Deputy Speaker of the Lok Sabha that the people
of Assam are not so foolish to allow their Government to retain their

Capital in a differant State.

Mr. Speaker —What is the statement. ?

Shri M. A. Mussawir Choudhury—The statement is that the people

of Assam are not so foolish to allow their Government to run the
administration from the Capital which is in a different State i.e. in
Meghalaya. I want to know what is the reaction of our Government

to this statement ?

Shri Bimala Prasad Chaliha—Sir, I have not seen the statement.

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua—As per decision of the Government
certain offices have been shifted and we know those offices which have

So instead of shifting these offices haphazardly,

do Government not consider it proper to shift them in a planned manner

by constructing buildings for offices as well as officers and staff quarters ?

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M. Moinul Haque Chaudhury—May I know from the Government
why this matter was sent to arbitration so late and why after it has
heen sent to arbitration so much delay is being made for disposal of
the matter ? Once goods are completely damaged, no useful purpose will
be served and Government may on that ground come forward to pay

six lakhs of rupees.

Shri Ramesh Chandra Baroah—It is a fact that arbitration is being

delayed but that could not be helped.

M. Moinul Haque Chaudhury— Why it connot be helped 7 After
all, the arbitrators were selected by the Government of Assam Accor-
ding to the clause of the agreement, one arbitrator was selected by
the Government and one by the Company. Why cannot the arbitration
proceedings be expeditiously concluded ? Such delay will probably
give an opportunity to the Shaw Wallace to grab six lakhs of rupees,

on the plea that the stuff had deteriorated in the meantime ?

Shri Ramesh Chandra Baruah —OQur arbitrator is available, but

their arbitrator was not. He went to England.

M. Moinul Haque Chaudhury - If itis the case of the Government
of Assam that coal tar was mixed with this foodstuff then it is clearly
an offence under the food Adulteration Act. Then why Messrs Shaw

Wallace & Co. was not prosecuted ? Why the matter has been sent
for arbitration ?

Shri ' Ramesh Chandra Baroah I have already replied that there is a
clause in the agreement for arbitration.

. M. Moinul Haque Chaudhury-It is not a question of a clause
in the agreement. If the Government is satisfied that adulterated
foodstuff has been supplied and is being used by the people, itis a
penal offence. If there is any dispute regarding payment, that can go
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to arbitration or that can be a matter for? civil suit between the

Government and Messrs, Shaw Wallace & CO But when the Company

has committed a penal offence why they have not been prosecuted ?

Shri Ramesh Chandra Baroah —The hon-member s not understood
the Procedure. The Deputy Commissioners in the respective districts
refused to issue this stuff which was said t© be mixed with coal tar.
When asked the Shaw Wallace & Co. refused to take it back and
then, according to the clause of the agreement: the matter was referred
to arbitration.

graph of Chtang-Kai-Shek, before the O. C.. Tirap outpost. He
reported that these leaflets were found by Khem Nath Sarma.
Mon Bahadur Thapa and Chandralal Sarma, all cultivators residing
in the opposite bank of the Dihing river, Tirap (N. E. F. A.) while
they were ploughing on 27th September 1969.

A bundle of 300 Chinese printed !eaﬂets with the group portrarts
of Chow-En-Lai and Khrushchev was also recovered on 15th Novem-
ber 1969 from the vegétable garden of one Pashupati Tamang of
Kuhiarbari village in the same area where the previous leaflets
had been recovered. Pashupati Tamang handed over the bundle
to the local Gaonbura, named Krishna cLal Baskota who in turnm
passed them on to the Police at_Margherita. T

397. (a) & (b) -The problem of unemployment and under-employ-
ment in rural areas has bzsen engaging serious attention of the Gover-
nment in succassive plans. In the Fourth Five Year Plan, a decision

has been taken to make the Plan more employment oriented with-
out however affecting the economy and efficiency in implementing
the Pian-Schemes. Since it is not possible to prescribe a ready
solution for such a big problem, overall planning is being concei-
ved in such a mann2r as to stimulate productive activity in the
rural areas to the maximim possible extent which in its turn will
j=ad to the craation of steadily increasing opportunities for employ-
ment and sslf-employmant in the rural areas. Agriculture provi-
ding the largest scope for utilising rural manpower, considerable

emphasis is being laid on agricultural development and along with
it on labour intensive schemes, such as village roads, Minor lrri-

gation, Soil conservation, area development programmes, c0-Opera-
tion. lrrigation, Flood Control, rural clectrification, village and small
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scale industries and such other allied schemes. nl addition, special
works projects for engaging the unemployed and seasonally un-
employed paople in the construction of roads, embankment, drain-
age, etc, i.e., in creating produtive assets ware organised in sele-
cted rural areas during the Third Plan and are being continued
under overall development programmes during the Fourth Plan.
At the instanc2 of the Governm:nt of india the Statz Government
is at present working on the formulation of additional schemes
relating to rural Manpower Projects, Small Farmers’” Programmes,
i.e.. integrated programmes for the development of minor irrrigation,
supervised agricultural credit, animal husbandry. etc.. and progra-
mma2s aimad at the improvemsnt of the economic condition of
sub-marginal cultivators and landl2ss agricultural labourers in suitable
areas for inclusion in the Fourth Plan. These schemes. if accepted
will be implemented in the Central sector.

402 (a)—There is no shifting of boundary by Nagaland Govern-
mant in Borhat area. Nagaland Government established a check-post
manned by 3rd C.R.P. Battalion inside Assam at Namtola in Tow-
kok area under Sonari police station. [n March 1970, Nagaland
Armed Police established an outpost and check gate at Augurijar
Bridge under Nazira police station more than haif a mile inside
Assam territory and imoasad inner line permit systenv there. Naga-
fand Police check gate in Geleky at 8th mile stone on Amguri
-Mokokchung Road wall within Assam continues to function as
before and another Nagaland Armed Police Post was opend
at Singibil in Geleky reserve forest inside Assam in February 1970.

(b)—Nagaland Government are occupying the said areas illegally
well within Assam territory.

(c) - Government are vigilant and Assam Armed Police posted
at border out-posts are patrolling the areas to prevent illegal acti-
vities of Nagaland Armed Police personnel. Deputy Commissioner,
Sibsagar has lodged protest with Deputy Commissioners, Mokok-
chung and Tuensang for these illegal acts of the Nagaland Armed
Police personriel. Protest has also been lodged at Government
level with Nagaland Government. Government of India have also
been informed on this matter.

ter, and Shri Surendra Das had been sent to wilderness. He was
removed. When the matter came up before the Assam High Court,
Shri Hagjer gave an affidavit saying that in the interest of the
public, for the good of the pudlic, this had been done. I would
like to know in this House what is that good, public good. for
whiclh Shriman Prafulla Goswami who is a Member of the Parlia-
ment and belongs to the same Congress Party of which he was
the President had been removed. Why Mr. Suren Das. a Mem-
ber of this House on whom we have so much confidence, for
which public good he has been removed ? I will now take up the
case of Hailakandi College. The members of the Governing Body
of that College were nominated by the Minister of State. They
were informed and there names gazetted. Mr. Bhattacharjee, the
Principal. I think he was nominated after consulting the local M.L A
lwho is  also a Minister and a Colleague of Education Minister.
I mean Moulavi Abdul Matlib Mazumder. This gentleman was
also requested by the Gauhati University that they would like to
nominate him as the representative of the University in the same
Governing Body. But that gentleman said that since ‘I have
been nominated by the Government in the Governing Body of
Hailakandi College, I do not like to be nominated by the Univer-
sity as my name has already been published and notified, on the
basis of the Government nomination. Then someone else was
nominated by the University. Thereafter, suddenly to his horror,
another gazette notification was issued and he was knocked off.
Shri Upendra Sankar Dutta, a man who was the President of the
Silchar District Congress Committee on the eve of partition of the
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country and who had the honour to be requested by the Govt.
of Assam to hoist the national flag, on the day when the country
became free, he was nominated as one of the members of the
Governing Body of Silchar G. C. College along with Mr. Majibur
Rahman, M. A., LL. B., Advocate. 1 underline the words M. A,
LL. B. because I believe in the Governing Bodies of ‘the Colleges
we should nominate as far as possible educated people so that
they can regulate education in graduation standard. Mr. Speaker,
Sir, after their nominations were announced and their names pub-
lished in the Assam Gazette, suddenly another Gazette Notification
was issued and Mr. Upendra Sankar Dutta was not to be fouud

in the new list and in place of Majibur Rahman M. A., LL B.

another Majibur Rahman who had never entered the precinct
of a College was nominated. I understand the Minister in his own
hand wrote in the file that Majibur Rahman, Advocate. Madur-
band Road should be the other member and not the M. A., LL. B.
Majibur Rahman. The Minister nominated a person who is only
a matriculate Muktear and a dismissed clerk of R.T. A. He was
serving in the Transport Dcpartment and he was dismissed for
dereliction of duty and on the allegation of corruption and bribery.
I d> not know why a matriculate dismissed man had been nomi-
nated in place of an M.A, LL.B. It is a pity that the Assam
Government in the Education Department showed such preference

and it is only possible of people who have no public moral stand-

ard and shame.

Sir, this is what had happened t> the pioneer College of Cacher,
viz. G. C. College, which was established by the sacrifice of a
Jarge number of people including Late Shri Arun Kumar Chanda

who was the Deputy Leader of the Congress party and who was
the first Principal of that College. Sir, in the Cachar College, the
name of Shri Himendu Bikash Shome was selected as a member

The
Govt. of Assam again issued a notification and I say the Minister on
the basis of the order passed by the Minister, The D. C. was
removed from the Chairmanship of the Governing Body and Shri
Himendu Bikash Shome was also removed. I hope the Minister
owes an explanation to the country for all these. It is easy to
say in the High Court that in the interest of public good all
these were done. Fven a Muhammad Ben Tughlak credited with
frequent changing of orders would be ashamed of such ' conduct.
He was an autocrat. It is parliamentary democracy. You may
take shelter in the High Court-that you have got the right and
power to do all these; these are administrative matters. But you
owe an explanation to the country ‘and the electorate and also to
these gentleman who, for no fault of their own, have been insulted ?
Why this has been done ? For what public good ? I say there
is no public good involved ; all there are political gamblings. by
doing all kinds of nefarious things political advantages are sought

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committee of the Minister selected Mr. Jalil, present Principal of
the Diphu Govi. College as Joint D.P.I. then why my friend has not
allowed him te jein this post. What is the reason for it ? I want
to kamow if the committce has the tight to make the selections
and if the Govt. belives that it has the right then why Mr. Jalil who
had been scleeted has not yet been appointed and allowed to join ?

While supporting
the Cut Motion moved from this side of the House I want to
make few observations. At the outset I must express my thankful-
ness to the hon’ble member Shri Haque Choudhury for his eloquent

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speech delivered a little while ago criticising the Government action
and their activities with regard t0 the Education Department. I
must say, Sir, responsibility doesnot lie alone with the Education
Minister. It is the collective responsibility of the Cabinet, say
all the members of the party in power, namely the Congress.
( Applause from the Opposition )- So, Sir, I alse hold hon’ble
member, Shri Haque Choudhury responsible who is also a member

of the party in power. If any Minister indulges in such kind of

corruption, favouritism, nepotism, he should be removed forthwith
Sir, today we are having a Very bad smell in the administration
of the Education Department. If the Education Department indul-
ges in corruption instead of educating the people then what will
be the fate of our younger generation. After independence we
expected much from this Department.  But it is now almost
23 years since we attained independence but till today we are not
satisfied about the achievements of this Department. It has been
rightly said by hop’ble Member Shri Haque Choudhury that poli-
tics has been brought in Education. Instead of reorienting the edu-
cational policy this Cabinet under the leadership of Shri Chaliha
indulges politics in Education. Education is meant for educationist
and not for politician. We find every where this political consi-
deration over-rides other matters. Sir, you will be surprised to
hear that even the Governing body of the College is constituted
on the political consideration. Even while constituting the Regional
Board 1 find, Sir, right man has not been given right place. There-
fore, Sir, 1 submit it is high time for the Government to think
afresh and reconsider their policy in its proper perspective. Sir, it
is said, on the basis of the recommendation of the Mudaliar
Commission Government is going to reorient the educational system
in the country. But nothing h_as' so far been done in this respect
as yet Sir, with your permission, I would like to read out a
portion from the Report of the Secondary Education Commission-
At page ‘65 it is said “A Committee should be constituted both
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:at the Centre and 1in each State consisting of the ministers concerned

‘with the various grades and types ofeducation in order to discuss
Thow best tthe resources ‘of the -department could be pooled for the
furtherance of reducatior ef all types® In view of this recommen-
«dation and also to reorient the entire -educational system I submit
ithat there should 'be a ‘Committee <constituted in our State I also
wrge uporn the Goverament to implement the recommendations
«of the Mudaliar ‘Commission and the Kothari ‘Commissien without
further delay. Next, Sir, I would like to suggest that to cepe with
ithe presemt situation vocational course should be started from the
L.P. School standard. This system is also fellowed in advanced
<ountries, And, this vocational training scheme should be drawn
up in coordination with the Labour Deptt, Education Department
and the Industries Department. Government will have Yo ensure
employment for the boys after successful completion of theit studies.

Now, Sir, in our State there are several types of schools and I
have been told, discriminatory policy is being adopted against some
such kind of Schools. We have, L. P. Schocl, Basic school, M.E.
school, then M.V. School, High School, Govt. Aided High School
and then Higher Secondary School. So many types of Schools are
there. Result of having so many types of Schools is that standard
of education is deteriorating day by day and there is no co-
ordination among them, I suggest, Sir, a co-ordinate course should
be introduced in all types of school so that only one standard of
school exists in the State in order to have a bstter and unified
standard of education throughout the State. Sir, apart from that

I must say that the rules framed by Governmznt for Government

. Schools and Colleges and Aided Schools and colleges are different.

I should submit there should be a uniform set of rules for Govern-
ment and aided schools and colleges.

There is anomaly in awarding scholarship. 1 have been told very
recently that for failure of timely approach by the Education
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Department to the Finance Department a huge amount had to be-
surrendered. And even the amount that has been: drawn for awar-
ding of backward seholarshipr by difféerent institutions is being
utilised by the institutions for theirown purposes. This has been.
detected by the auditors. I must say that the meney must be-
utilised' for the bBencfits of the stu‘déﬂnts forr whom it has been:

sanctioned In this connection Sir, I suggest that the Scholarship:

Branch in: the D.P'[. office’ should be: strengthened.

Sir, T must tell yow a story — a new story whieh has also beem
narrated by my friend Shri Haque Chaudhury. The story relates:

to the State Elemszntary Educatiom Board. Sir, om principle you

will agree withh me that we are here for the welfare of the people
first. But everywhere, in the E&D and other Departments the economic:
bencfit is going to the people who have tlie least interest for our
State. Now the last straw in the camel’s back is the Edueatiom
Department. They are following the foot-stepr of ether Depart-
ments. In what way 7 Our Joint Director of Elementary Education:
Board calleé for tenders for supply of materials valued about &
lakhs - maps. globes, black-board ete. Our Government have always:
been saying that in such cases our local industries will be given
all facilities, Qur Minister, Finance and Minister, Industries and
everybody said so. But the funmiest part is that when some
local people gave tender they were mtimated in such a way that they
will get the supply. But overnight tlrat was changed and without
the approval of the Purchase Board—the so called Purchase Board
they have gwen the contract to one man who is not a local man.
The more curious part of it is that the Deputy Secretary of that

Organisation (Purchase Board) has ignored and kept unaware of all
these things. It is alleged that the Jt. Director and the Assistant

Secretary of the Board joined their hands together and purchased
these things without observing any formality. In the face of the

P
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‘Government assurance to decentralise this they have given this order
ignoring everything. More so, it is better not to spzak of the quality
of the materials. These are all defective, Sir, we have suggested that
ithis system ef purchase should, be revised and it should bz decent-
ralised. Is it not fumrny and curious that for the entire State two
‘persons sitting at Shilong make the purchase ? Do they know the
requirement of the scheels ? Therefore, I urge upon the Minister Educ-
ation to stop this sort of deal pending enquiry. The officer rasponsible

for this should be brought to book.

Shri Jay Bhadra Hagjer - What are the mames of parties ?

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua—There is -one party whose headquartei
is at Calcutta. He is one Jhunjhunwalla. Amother party is from
Tinsukia whose headquarter is also at ‘Calcutta. Another interesting
thing is that for the printing of question papets for Primaty
examination they have sent it to an unknown firm at Calcutta.
This involves an amount of 13 lakhs of rupees I want to know
Wwhether the Minister, Education or the Minister of State, Fduca-
'tién know these things, or is it not the duty of the D P.I. to bring
it to the notice of the Government ¥ We have got our own peo-
ple who can earn their bread from this, but they have been

deprived of it. Therefore, we want a thorough prove in the
matter.

Now coming to another important thing I should like to say
that Government is sending candidates for Teachers’ Training ; they
deputed certain girls student with scholarship. But after completion
of their training everyone has been absorved leaving one Kalyani
Chakravarty. This unfortunate girl stood first, but she was not
absorved. In the beginning, this Kalyani Chakravarty, B A. was
given the assurance of her absorption in the Pine Mount Governs
ment School, Shillong. When she was about to joih another candidate
was appointed who is less meritorious than her. She represented
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to the: Government times without number without any effect. I should
like to ask the Government why such imjustice should be meted
out fo- meritorious girl # Minister should Took info- the matter
mmmediately’ and’ should ensure that the girl is. appointed on the:
basis of her merit. .

M. E. School is Iocated there will it not create a bad’ atmosphere:
for' this institution: ? Therefore, I should submit that under what
consideration, without taking into: consideration all these aspects,.
the Government has taken such a step? There are so many
grievance .

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua: Sir, I was dealing with the grie-
vances of the Aided High School Teachers and the 3rd &. 4th
grade employees. This is a long pending thing and I hope the
Government will look into it and take steps for the fulfilnent of

the grievances of these employees.

There was a recommendation- by the Pay Committee for selection
grade posts for the teachers ‘in different institutions but in spite
of these recommendations made by the Pay Committee no effective
step has been taken as yet by the Government. Therefore, I hope
the Government will take appropriate ~ action for the creation of
selection grade posts in different institutions so that the teachers
will get sufficient incentive to work properly and, with these words
Sir, I commend the motion.
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Rani Manjula Devi—Mr. Deputy Speaker, Sir. 1 for myself do
not like to indulge in personal criticism although there is every
reason for it and I am also tempted to do so. But I am afraid
that by personal criticism I may be bringing down the standard
of debate of this House. Sir. education is a very important factor
in our life. It is education, Sir, that differentiates inan from the
beast ; it is education that elevates man to his fuller height ;- it is
education, Sir, that brings in evolution of humanity. But unfortu-
nately, we are not paying education due reverance and attention
that it deserves. Sir, this amount of Rs, 17.51,00,000 and odd is
not sufficient nor is the sum of Rs. 51 lakhs sufficient for techni-

cal education to deal with the gigentic task of educating our masses.

Education is neglectéd “ Sir, at the very primary stage, at

the school stage and at the college stage. ‘The grants are held up,
' intentionally or otherwise, I do not know. I do not know whether they

‘are held up at the Ministers level or at the Department by certain
interested officials. I like to know the truth, Sir,because to-day, many of
the school buildings have been blown up by storms, have been
blown up by cyclones and have been burnt down by fire. I have
vitnessed the sad scenes and the children are rcaming about the
school compounds. It is a very sad thing Only the other day,
‘even the recufring grant is granted—only this month and the
non-recurring grant is still heid up. Sir, the other day, when I was
in my constituency there was one erosion of a High School at
Bohulpur which for the last 2 years was affected. Some Ministers

went there personally and they promised some grants. Sir, this
erosion has been there for the last few years and I personally
made several demands and promise Wwas aiso made to e, But

nothing has come out of it. 1t is very sad

Now, I like ‘to deal with youth frustration. 1 met some youths,

students who are very frustrated and ‘I am afraid the seed of
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. sntinational feeling is sown by this very Department of Education by

its negligence. I do not blame the youths: they are innocent,
they are upright, they are stiraightforward and they want straight-

forward answers to their straight questions. They can be properly

corruption and I will personally give them to the Ministep sin
: ce
you do not give me further time to do it here.
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Shri Giasuddin Ahmed : Mr. Deputy Speaker Sir, I do mnot like
to take much time of the House.I want to say that the working
of this Deptt. can be compared with that of Mohammad Bin
Tuglak. What I mean is that the activities of -this Deptt. is worse
than that of Mohammad Bin Tuglak: This Deptt. which is the most
important nation building Deptt. is going on {vithout any policy.
Have we got any policy ? I do not think that they can answer in
- the affirmative. This Deptt. has got no policy. It is moving just
like a Barometre. It is like the radarless boat moving about without
any aim and only Providence knows where it is leading us to. After 23
years of independence we have achived a slightly more than 27 per
cent of literacy. This is most deplorable condition in the field of:
education. Then again whatever pércentage we might have achieved
in the field of literacy is not equitably distributed. I am sorry to
mention again about that sick man of the State of Assam i.e. the
District of Goalpara. The - figure shows the percentage of literacy
in the District of Goalpara is the lowest in Assam and times without
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number we appealed to the Government to take some special mea-
sure to remove this disparity., But, unfortunately, nothing has been
done. I heard the hon’ble Minister in-charge of Education saying

that the percentage of literacy is not lowest at present. But here
is the figure for 1961." It is 21.1 and whereas in Sibsagar it is

34,3 that is the highest. Even that is not sufficient; ‘it is not
adequate. All the districts should be given equal opportunities and
that disparities must be removed. Now I pass on to the next
item-Text Books. Sir, This state of ours is inhabited by different

religious, linguistic, cultural and racial groups of people. Assam is
just like a miniature India and for the sake of national integration

Text Books should be thoroughly revised. Perhaps I would not have
much time to go into the details. Simply I would submit that the
Text Books ‘should be prepared in such a way that it can ‘help
‘national. integration. There should not be any attempt of cultural

conquest by any group of peoplc over another group of people.
That will sow seeds of discord and dis-unity. So, Text Book should
be thoroughly changed and it should be prepared in such a way
so that we can achieve national integration without any delay.
(Bell rang) The next point I would 'say regarding corruption ip
the field of education. There is a regular taxation over the L. p,
School teachers. Whenever any superior officer, say, S.I. or D.I of
Schools require .some money for his daughter's or son’s marriage
or for some other purpose, he just begins to pass transfer orders
such as A is transferred to that place, B is transferred to that
place, X is transferred to some other place. In this way he creates
a havoc in his jurisdiction. Whenever a transfer order comes this
poor, unfortunate L. P. School teachers rush to the officer concerned
just to cancel or revise the transfer order. (Bell rang) .Aund the
officer concerned reaps a bumper harvest.

M. Shamsul Huda : There are members who did not agree. 1

did not agree.

Shri Joy Bhadra Hagjer : I think Mr. Huda only who did not
agree. (Laughtcr_), But the majority agreed in principls only they
did not agree in details and therefore they suggested that a Swall
Committee should go into the matter. Since I have not consulted
the Cabinet 1 do not either disagree or agree’ but I am agreeing
in principle’ that a ‘Small Committee consisting of members of this

As for Primary Education it is the most important thing The hon.
Members may be aware of the provision in the Constitution ‘The
Directive principles wherein it is said that children upto the age of 14
should have free education. It should not only free but compulsory as
well. The other word apart from free, compulsory I have forgotton. My
predecessor Shri Barua had appointed a Committee to report om
the principles of the Primary Education, It was too big a
Committee and perhaps for that this Committee could not function.
And after I have heard the speeches of the hon. members most
of whom have given a great important to Primary school, I
would like to constitute another small committee. It is a very
important thing. Literacy means Primary Education or at Ieast
upto the age of 14 which means upto Class VI in our State in
other States it is upto eight class VIEL. This is the most important
part of literacy. I would like to appoint a small committee asin
the Secondary Education. The hon. members must be aware about
the Secondary Education Committee. It has taken much time but
then it is nearing completion. They have only to draft it. About
college education some members have referred to establishment of
more colleges and school wherein the University did not agree.
As a matter of fact we have too many colleges now. More colle-
ges than we can open.

Minister tha{ how can
he say that it is not the bouden duty of the Govt. to extend
financial help to an educational institution as and when recognised
since it is provided in the Constitution that it is the bounden

duty of the Govt. to provide education to the children atleast
up‘o the primary stage.

Shri Joy Bhadra Hagjer —Sir, I refer to the provision in ths
Constitution. Upto the age of 14 it is the bouden duty of ths
State Govt. to provide education “and provide all facilities-it is
free and compulsory. We have not been able to do it so far. In
the Fourth Plan our target is 80 p.c. of the school-going childrea
upto the age of 14 -it is that.

The fact is that Sir the local aut}iority have taken side with
the miscreants and they have, by their action. created panic among
the minority and harassment is going on. May I request the Hon.
Chief Minister to intervene in this matter so that the panic be
removed. :

Shri Bimala Prasad Chaliha (Chief Minister): The  incident of
Lakhipur on 15th April, 70 was the subject matter of an Adjourn-
meni Motion in the Assembly on 4.5.70. The Revenu Minister

gave a statement in this connection on the floor of the House,

Regarding the present position of the cases registered in this
connection, it is learnt that 27 cases have been- registered at the
Lakhipur police station in regard to the murder, arson, mischief
etc., cases which occurred in the wake of the communal disturbances.
Eight cases have been registered against Muslim accused persons.
The police have arrested 64 persons and forwarded them in the
custody. Qut of these 64, four persons including three students
have been released on bail. The remaining ;ﬁcrsons are still in jail
hajat. Of these, 56 persons were arrested in a case under section
302 I.P.C. They are also required in connection with other cases
either in conjunction with section- 302 or other sections of Law.
8 cases have been taken up under either one or more of the
sections in the L.P.C., such as, 302/153/153A/188/436/148/149 LP.C
62 muslim accused persons were arrested on or before 26-4-70.
The last batch of two Muslim accused were arrested on 12.5.70.
They could not be arrested earlier as they were found to be
absconding,

17 cases have been registered at the Lakhipur P.S., against
the Hindus. 16 persons were arrested and they are all released

on bail now. The sections of law under which these 19 cascs have
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by the Police at Lakhipur

been registered involve either one or more of the sections

147/148/325/427)436/457/380 L.P.C. One Hindu accused named Shri
Umesh Sarkar is still absconding.

Two other cases were instituted at the Lakhipur police” station
by Muslims against Muslims ; but no arrest has been made.

It is clear from the above statement that most of these arre-
sts were made immediately after the occurrences. Bails have been
refused or granted by the Court depending upon its own discre-
tion. Arrests have been made in specific cases and sometimes
under grave sections like 302 LP.C., and there is nothing to indi-
cate that indiscriminate arrests of persons belonging to minority
community were resorted to or that any partial stand was taken
against them. As already referred to above, most of these arrests
were made immediatq}y after the occurrence, and the delegation of
Members of Legislative Assembly, who visited the area in the
first week have not spoken anything in their report about any

partial stand taken by the local authorities in this connection.
The actual responsibility of the arrested pcrsons in the cases in
which they were arrested can be ascertained only when the inves-
tigation and the trial, if any, of the cases are completed.

Shri Giasuddin Ahmed—On a point of clarification, Sir, to
whichever community the miscreants may belong, the law should
take its own course. What I want to say that in course of inve-
stigation the local officers may not act in a just way as they
are expected to do. Will the Hon. Chief Minister kindly depute
one high-ranking officer to supervise the investigation of the cases ?

Shri Bimala Prasad Chaliha —I accept the suggestion.
