Shri Bimala Prasad Chaliha (Chief Minister) replied :

406. (a)—One Constable had to open two rounds of fire

on 27th November 1969 at Dhansiri T. E. in self-
defence and in order to protect the Government

Vehicle which the violent crowd attempted to put
fire to.

(b)—As a result of the firing four persons received
bullet injuries and of them two women later died.

(¢)—Two rounds of fire had to be opened when

the mob became unruly and attacked and tried
to overpower the Police and attempted to snatch

away  the arrested persons fand burn ths vehicle.
The police party had arrested four persons wan-

ted in connection with two

cases registeted
earlier.

The Deputy Commissioner, Darrang
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ordered for a magisterial enquiry into the incide-
nt. The Magisterial report commented on some
ommissions and commissions on the part of
some Police Officers, but concluded that the
firing was unavoidable.

Shri Sailen Medhi asked :

*410, Will the Minister, Finance be pleased to sta'e, what
were the amounts surrendered by the different
Departments of the Government at the clos: of th:

Shri Kamakhya Prasad Tripathi (Minister, Finance) replied :

410. A Statement showing the amounts surrendersd under
each head of account at the close of the Finan-
cial yeiar 1969-70 is plac.d on th: Table of th:
Houss,
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Shri Sailen Medhi ¢ Sir, from the statement that has

been placed on the library table it appears that
Government in all Departments have surrendered
nearly Rs. 27,76,.80510 during th: financial year
1969-70. T would like to know from the hon.
Finance Minister as to whether it is the wusual
practice of the Government to surrender a  huge
amount of money every year, and if so, who is
responsible for 1his huge surrender from the State
Budget 2

Shri: Kamakhya Prosad Tripathi s Sir, there are so many

item and each item has a separate cause, and it
will take a long tme if I read them:

Shri Sailen Medhi: It is the wusual practice to surren-

der money like thisy If so, who is responsible for

this huge surrender 9

Shri Kamakhya Prasad Tripathi & If there are no expen-

diturcs, surrender is an automatic process and it
is the consequence of non-expendi ure. Therefore,
if a pa ticular Department cannot spend the
amount then it has to surrender it.: So, every year
there are sur,enders and re-appropriation:a'so. For
instance, if a particular Department has a scheme
and at the end ‘of the year it flnds that th: s:heme
cannot, .be executed: that it has to surrender the
money. Then . there: ars re-appropriations also.
The hon. Members know that many of the
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surrenders are technical surrenders in the sense
that they are again re-appropriated. Whatsver is
left unspent, it is automatically surrender:d and
it is a consequential process which cannot be
avoided.

Shri Sailin Medhi : Then are we to understand from

the statement of the hon. Finance Minister that
the amount which Government surrender every
year is due to the defective system of budgetting ¢

Shii Ka makhya Prarad Tripathi: There is no question

of defective system of budgtting. In the beginn-
ing of the year expenditures are visualised and
forecast and when it is found that this %expen-
diture cannot be made for various reasons, the
amount is surrendered y For instance, an office
building has to be built but the land is not acquired
or the utilisation certificate is not available and
there are various other reasons for which the
expenditure cannot be made, then that money
has to be surrendered,

Shri Prabhat Narayan Chaudhury : &ir, ia respect of

Sanskrit Tools and Sanskrit colleges the expendi
ture was commisted by the iDepartment and the
demands were also placed timely and the utilisa-
tion ceriificates submitted. But even then the

amount was surtendered. What was the reason
fcr  that ¢

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Shri Kamakhya Prasad Tripathi: Sir, for individual cases
individuil Departments have to be addressed. This
is a consolidated list of thousands of files. There-
fore, to know about a particalar file relating to
a particular Department, that Department has to
be addressed,

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua : Sir, this reveals a sorrowful
condition of the Government machinery. As the

Minister bhas stated, there are re-appropriation cases

too. But there are cases where re-appropriation

4 carnot te made, for instance, the amount provided
by the Government of India. Sir, on the one hand
Government has given a long list of surrenders of

all Departments and on the other they have presented

a deficit Budget., I want to know on what pria-

ciple Government surrenders huge amount of money

every year and at the same time present deficit
Budget ?

. Shri Kamakhya Prasad Tripathi : Sir, the Budget every
year storts with a deficit on 3!st March and
then the Budget is prepared on that basis and
exdenditure is forecast. If there is a gap between
the visualised expenditure and income then in that
Case 1o that extent the Budget is a deficit Budget.
While preparing the Budget everything is taken
into consideration. Therefore, this is only an
accounting  procedure. Differnent schemes are
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prepared znd money piovided in the Budget and
if «t the end of the year it is found that a parti-
cular scheme cannot be executed th-n there isa
surrender.

Shri Giasuddin Ahmed : Sir, it has become a regular feature

that every year huge amount of money 1s surren-
dered for non-cxecntion of works. May I tell the hon.

Finance Minister that a sleeping fox cannot catch

paultry. Therefore, will. Government be pleased
to take some Feffective measures for implementation
of different projects so that no money is surrendered ?

Shri Kamakhya Prasad Tripathi : T agree with the hon.

Member that the Departments should undeitake
preliminary steps so that surrenders may be mini-
mised. In many cases schemes are put in without
preliminary arrangement, with the result the money
given for that scheme cannot be spent as they cannot
undertake the scheme, and at the end of the year
the money is surreredered. The difficulty is that the

Departments, while preparing the Budget, provide-

money for such schemes which cannot = ultimately
be executed.

Shri Syed Ahmed Ali ( Minister of State for Education )

replied :

425. (a) & (b)—Yes.. There were two Commissions cons-

tituted by Government. One for enquiry into the
‘anomalies df-Pay. - Committee’s ' recommeéndations
and the other for'fixing theratemof D, A. of
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Government employees. Perhaps the Hon’ble
Member has referred to the second one, which is
called as Dass Commission. This commission reco-
mmended different slabs of D. A. for Government
employees witn effect from [st April 1967 and not
for the employees under the State Board of Ele-
mentary education. But the Government has
extended this benefit to the employees of the
Board with effect from 1st February !968.

(c)—No. As because the same benefit was not aut-
omatically applicable to the employees of the
State Board.

(d—Yes. But it was not considered necessary to
consult this Association also separately,

(e)—Yes. This Association demanded D. A. with
effect from 1st April 1967 but considering all
aspects of the matter the Government could not
accept it.

(f)—Does not arise in view of reply to (e) above.

COMPLAINT OF BREACH OF PRIVILEGE
Against the Minister, Law

Ou the 26th May 1970, Shri Govinda Kalita -
gave notice of a complaint of breach of privilzge
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against the Minister, Law, for giving an incorrect
reply fo a supplementary question to Starred

Question  No. 287. replied on 20th May 1970
and thereby misleading the Hoase. The chair ruled

that there was a prima facie case: of breach of
privilege and the matter was then referred to the
Committee of Privileges for investigation and report.
The Chair’s ruling dated 29th May 1970 reads
as follows g

On 26th May, 1970, Hon’ble Shri Govinda
Kalita gave notice of a complaint of breach
of privilege under rule 159 of the Rules of
Procedure and Conduct of Business in Assam
Legislative Assembly against Shri Abdul
Matlib © Mazumdar, Minister-in-charge of
of Law, in respzct of the following matters =
(1) That on 20th May, 1970, in connection
with ~ Starred Question No. 287, the hon,
Member asked the following supplementary :

In reply to the said supplementary the Law
Minister stated as follows ¢

“There . was. one. case in which three
: months’ imprisonment was: awarded; the

convicted person prayed to Government for

mercy ‘but his: petition was rejected.”
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The hon. Member submitted that the state-

ment of the Law Minister was incorrect
because two persons, namely Bhuramal

Oswal and Banwarilal Agarwalla convicted
for adulteration of food submitted mercy

petitions to the Government which were
allowed by the Government, Therefore,
shri Kalita submitted that by making
the above incorrect statement the Miaister
had misled the House and thereby
committed a breach of privilege.

In support of his contention’ Shri Kalita sub-

mitted copies of the Goverament orders
commuting the sentences of rigorous impri-
sonments to fines in two case. One is against
Shri Banwarilal Agarwalla of Fancy Bazar,
Gauhati who was convicted in Criminal
Appeal No. 17 of 1965, dated 28th August,
1968 and sentenced to three months im-
prisonment and a fine of Rs.500 or in
default R. I. for another one month by
the Hon’ble High Court of Assam and
Nagala:d. In this case the G vernor, in
consideration of the health of the conviet,
in exercise of the powers conferred by
Section 402 of the Criminal Procedure
Code commuted the sentence of R. I. for
three months and fine of Rs. 500 or in
default R. I. for another month passed in

IR
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criminal appeal No, 17 of 1965 by Hon’ble High

Court of Assam and Nagaland to a fine of Rs. 1,000
exclusive of the fine of Rs. 500 in default to
R.I, of one month. The convict was directed
to pay the fine within seven days. In default
the convict was directed to surrender to his bail
bond. Further it was directed that pending

realisation of the fine, the sentence will remain
suspended:

The other case was against Shri Bhuramal Oswal,

son of Mahal Chand Oswal of Fancy Bazar,
Gauhati who was convicted and sentenced in

Criminal Appeal No: 43 of 1965, dated the Ist

September, 1967. to R, I: for one month by the
Hon’ble High Court of Assam and Nagaland.
The Governor by his order dated 9th March,
1968, in consideration of the old age and condi-
tion of his present health commuted under
Section 402 Cr. P. C., the sentence of R:I, for
one month to a fine of Rs, 500 and fixed 18th
March, 1968, for payment of the Fine and in
default he was directed to surrender to the bail
bond. Pending realisation of the fiqe, the Gov-
ernor directed that the sentence of imprisonment
shall stand suspended,

Thus it would appear that in both the cases the

sentences of imprisonment were commuted to
fines. In this connection Shri Kalita and other
hon. Memberts raised the following issues @
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1, ' Shri Kalita referred to clause (6) of Section
401 of Criminal Procedure Code which deals
with suspension, remission and commutation of

sentences, It runs as followss

“The appropriate Government may by general rules
or Special orders give directions as te the suspen-
sion of sentences and the conditions on Wwhich
petitions should be presented and dealt with s

Provided that in the case of any .sentence (other
than a sentence of fine passed on a male pesson
above the age of eighteen years) no such petition
by the person sentenced or by any other person
on this behalf sball be entertained wunless the

person sentenced is in jail and

(a) ‘Where such petition is'made by the person
sentenced, it is presented through the officer
in charge of the jail;

(b) Where such petition is made by any other
person it eontains a declaration that the
person sentenced is in jail.

So Shri Kalita submitted that: the petitions for
mercy were improperly submitted and accepted

by the Government and commutation of the
sentences was against the provision of law in as

much as the convicted persons were not sent to
jail.and their applications were not from the
jail,

{ 1970 RULING BY THE SPBAKER 57

Hon. Member, Shri Sailen Medhi, referring to
{ Article 161 of the Constitution stated that when
a law was passed by the State Legisiature and
1o :
under that law if a person comes and prays
% for mercy, in that case only the Governor has
the power to grant pardon:

All these issue involve questions of justifiability,
legality or otherwise of the action of the Gover-
nor ip the exercise of his ‘power under Article
161 or under Section 401 Criminal Procedure
Code. These are outside the issue before me.
The only issue before me is whether the Minis
ter by wis alleged incorrect statement, misled the

- House and for the matter of that he committed

a breach of privilege. There is a proper forum

for adjudicating the legality or otherwise of any

action of the Government under the law. It
was further submitted that in the present case
the Government by acting illegally under the

Constitution or other laws committed a breach

of privilege against this House. I am constr-

rained to disagree with this contention.

s Now the only question before me is whether the
statement of the Minister made before the House

& on 20th May, 1970, is incorrect and calculated
to mislead the House and for that matter whe-

ther there is any prima facie case of breach of
privilege.
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On 20th Xiay, 1970, the Hon'ble Minister stated as
follows

“There was one casein which three months’
imprisonment was awarded. The convicted person
prayed to the Government for mercy, but this
petition was rejected.”

On 26th May, 1970. when after discussion about
the admissibility of the privilege Motion the
Hen’ble Minister, as required under rule 168
was given arn opporiuniiy to be heard in expl-
anation or exculpation, the Hon’ble Minister
did not refuie the abovementicned Government

commutation orders but stated as follows, among
others :

“Sir, as the matter was dealt with by the
Law Department, I said that there was one
case as far as I remember in which (he
man was imprisoned for three months. Moreg-
ver, there was no question of pardon. Only
three months’ imprisonment was commuted...,,.,,
................ . We are not challenging the deci-
sion of the High Court. No question of

pardon at all comes here. How the qusstion

In his previous statmeat on 20th May, 1970, the
Hon. Minister stated that the petition of mercy
was rejected. But the Government orders dated
30th September, 1969, and dated 9th March,

of imprisonment of the two convicts were com-

D muted to fines. As such mercy petitions were
allowed by the Governor in exercise of the

» powers conferred by Section 402 Criminal Pro-
cedure Code. ‘Article 167 of the Constitution
deals with the powers of the Governor in gra-

nting pardon, reprieves, commutation, etc. It
reads as follows :

“The Governor of a State shall have the power
to grant pardons, reprieves, respites, or remissi-
ons of punishment, or to suspend, remit, or
commute the sentence of any person coavict-
ed of any offsnce against any law relating to
a matter to which executive power of the
State exists.

So it appears that commutation of sentences of

: imprisonment is one of the forms of mercy
contemp'ated in Article 161. Mercy can be shown

by granting pardons as well as by suspending,

- remi'ting or commuting the sentence of any
person convicted of any offence against any law.

So I fail to understand how the Hon’ble Minis-

ter can say that the mercy petition of the convict

was rejected. As a matter of fact, mercy was

‘ shwon by the Governor in the above two cases

by commuting the sentences of imprisonment to
fines,
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On the 26th May, 1970, when the Privilege Motion

was discussed and when the Hon’ble Minister
was given an opportunity to explain and excul-
pate himself under rule 168, he should have
placed before the House all facts and circums-
tances at his disposal to clear the misunders-
tanding that was created by his statement on
20th May, 1970. But this was not done and the
impression that the Hon’ble Minister by his
statement, on 20th May, 1970 wanted to suppress
material facts calcluated to mislead the House
subsists.

seen that we are going to vote for a huge amount
of money under different heads of accounts of the

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the Finance Minister and his Government will try
to implement all the schemes they have undertaken '
and utilise the grants fully for the betterment of
the people and welfare of the State. In this connec-
tion I would like to mention that the statemznt that
has been submitted by the hon. Finance Minister
in reply to a question of my friend Shri Sailen
Medhi depicts a very sad state of affairs of the
Departments and it shows how inefficiently this
Government is functioning.

recommendation of the Public Accounts Committee
made in this regard should be strictly followed.

Apart from that I must say one thing that the
Government is sleeping over a very important source
of revenue and they have not yet been able to tap
that source. This is relating to the royalty in res-
pect of various forest products, coal, limestone and
siliminite and upto 1969 there is an arrear of
Rs. 80 lakhs and no special steps have so far been
taken to realise this amount. The amounts are due
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from the A.R.T. Co., Assam Cement, Assam
Siliminite, Colliery in Mikir Hills and Dilli and
Joypur Colliery in Lakhimpur District. Sir, there
is an agreement and according to that agreement
unless the money is cleared up the agreement is to
be cancelled- But no step in this regard has so far
been taken either by th: Forest Department or by
the Geology & Mining Department. Sir, I have
been told by the Director of Geology & Mining that
they wanted to take up the matter but due
to the obstruction of the Forest Department
and due to the obstruction from the Finance Depart-
ment nothing could bs done. Therefore, we are
losing greant resources on account of this. Sir, Wwe
are also losing resources in the foim of royalty
from the Railways. The Ruilways are using and
taking away stoacs and clay from our State
without hiving to pay any royalty. Therefore, [
submit that tais matter need to be tak:n up with
the Railways so tnat we can s'rengthen the State
resources,

Sir, another very important matter. That
is the case of pensioners of the State who happen
to be the most neglected people. »ir, you also
know that the Government have committed many
times for fulfilment of the pensioners’ request,
Sir, the Pensioners Act, 1871 (Central Aet XXIII
of 1871) and the rules under Section 14 of the
Act m-de during the British regime in India is
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outneeded and needs drastic revision. Sir, the total
number of pensioners in the Stite is 5929. Out
of this, those who are getting upto Rs.20/-p.m.
including 1958-Rs. 10/-p.m. increment, are 2347
in number. The total number of political pensioners
is about 3,000, Class I getting Rs. 75/-p.m. and
Class If getting Rs. 50/-p.m.

Sir, thess pension rules have eontinued s'nce
the Second Great world W.r, Many other States
in India have taken steps to increas: the rate of
pension in order to improve the lot of the
pensioners. Even the Prims Minister declared op
28.6.69 that additional Adhoc increase te the Cen-
tral Govt. Pensioners would be given consideri. g
their past services they rendered to tie country
during the past years of their life. The pension-
ers are also part and parcel of the socitey. There-
fore, the Government is to look after the interest
of these people. The Parliament has also discussed
the case of the pensioners during the last Budget
Session, Sir, our Committee on Petitions has also
taken up this matter. Sir, as I said other States
have taken steps for improvement of the lot of
the pensioneis. ~ For example, Maharastia has
given increment of Rs. 16/-p.m., Rs. 21-p.m,
Rs.27/-p.m. upto Rs. 30/-p.m. in accordance with
the basic pay of the pensioners. Gujarat has given
increment of Rs, 30/-p.m to all pensioners in
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1964 and 1966. West Bengal has given an i- crease
of Rs. 27. 50 upto a rension of Rs. 500. Jammu
& Kashmir also has increased the rate of pension,
Uttar Pradesh and other States also have granted
increment of pensions from time to time and
recently also. Sir, the pensioners shculd not be
treated as beggars. They have also rendered their
services to the State. Therefore, I hope that when
the Govt. has onece committed - to improve their
lot, something should be done immediately, and
atleast Rs 30/-p.m. shou!d be given at the first
instance to each pensioner. For this puspose, a
Committee of the House should be constituted
to go info the matter as that on the recommen-
dation of the Committee the !ot of the pensioners
can be improved.

Sir, there is another very important point.
ltis regarding the plight of the Ex-service men.
Sir, in the name of the Ex-service men the Govt.
is extending facilities but these facilities were being
misused by certain persons, I want to submit
that one Shii Jatin Bhagabati of Kuruabahi village
under Bebejia post office of Nowgong district was
discharged from the Military sérv.ce some time
during 1944 or 1945, joined the Nowgong District
Soldiers’” Board as a Lower Divis'on Assistant and
subsequently he was appointed as officiating
Secretary of that Board. Somehow or other this
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gentlemen enrolled himself as ex-service man and
entered the District Soldiers® Board of WNowgong.
But he misappropriated a buge amount of Govt.
money and he has been put under suspension.
But what happened ; The land acquired by Govt.
for giving settlement to landless ex-service men
was given for settlement to civilians and I have
been told that Govt. is giving long rope to this
gentleman. You know, Sir, during the Chinese
aggression in 1962 or the Pakistani aggression in
1965 some youths have volunteered to join the
Army. A few such volunters from Assam were
also joined in the Army and served the
the country. These officers were released from
the Army according to a p-ssed programmeg since
emergency had been lifted. The Govt. of India
and other State Governments are providing employ-
ment with all facilities such as pay protection,
seniority, etc to the released Army officers. The
Government of Tndia had issued certain circular-
circular No. F. 31/1/65-Ests (B) dated 29.1. 1966
which was addreseed to all the Chief Ministers and
Chief Secretaries instructing them that these ex-army
men are to be absorbed in Government service. But
no stepe have been taken to this end, All this
other States have taken apprapriate steps to absorb
all of them in Government service. I have got
the data (o show but it will take a lo)ng time to
discuss it here: (Bell ring). Sir, only one more
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point. I want to draw the attention of the Govt,
to a clash between the judiciary and the executive.
This isa very unpleasant thing, In Karimganj
for allotment ofa room in the Dak Bungalow
there was a quarrel between the S. D. C. and
the Subdivisional Magistrate, and I have been
told tha:t the judiciary side is not fuctioning
there properly. In Golaghat the S;D.OQ (Civil)
closed the court from of the Magistrate and did
not give him ths accommodation to conduct the
cases for which all the Ilawyers aad the liti-
gant public are facing greant. inconvenience,
This matter - has been brought to the
notice of the Government but nothing has bzen
done. Therefore, my whole contention is that the
Govt. should try to create a congenial atmosp=
here everywliere. there should not be any room for
such a clash between the executive and the judici-
ary and the officers should also feel that they are
serving under the same Government. With these
few words, Sir, I resume my seat.

, Shri Kamakhya Prasad Tripathi (Minister, Finance) ¢ The
House will remember that during the reply to my
budget debate I had stated that we had decided
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to open an auction centre for tea in ' Assam. I
regret to say that since then th: Tea Traders
Association  of Calcutta have taken steps to pre-
vent any new auction centre being créated in
India’ apart from what exists at present: I have
no doubt that in a very parochial way they are
looking at the problem: So far as Assam tea is
concerned, it has become self-succifient ; we have
been able to produce Tea, we have besen able
to produce our own machinery and now
if the auction centre is there then we will be fully
self-sufficient, and there will be considerable savi.
ngs. Last time I said that the saving would be 30/40
paisa per kilogram but actually it would be 40
to 50 paisa per kilogram if the centre is opened
here; From here all the sales meant for the rest
of India can be booked. We had a discussion with
the Railways and they have promised us to pro-
vide any number of trains to transport our tea,
We have also discussed with the Posts & Telegraphs
Department. They have agreed to provide 10 Telex
and 50 telephones for this purpose. So far as
the auction ball is concerned, that has also been
arranged. So far as warchouses are concerned,
considerable arrangement has already been made.
Therefore, we are in a position now to start the
auction and we are going to have a conference
with the Tea Brokers the tea producers and tra-
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ders very shortly aftsr which this will be finali-
sed and, I hops, not later than 15th of Audgust
the Ceatre will (e inaugurated. I hope the tea
traders of Calcutta will see the writing on the
wall and will not try to preveat it from coming.
It is necessary for the good of the tea industry of
Assam and whohe of India, and, T hope, they will
not try to creite any difficulty in our way.

The second question which I want to address
myself is with regard to the decision of the Govern-
ment of India about the pricing policy of the
petroleum products. We had taken up with the Shah
Commission that so far as prices are concerned
they are the highest in Assam. We produce petro-
leum. Therefore the fictitious pricing policy based
on borf parity should be given up. Gauhati should
itself be declared asa port. The Shah Commission
supported us and the Govt. of India’s decision is
that Gauhati will be regarded as a port and for that
some price relexation will be made. I am told that
per kilo litre of petroleum products the concession
would be about 34 rupees, but a very interesting
point is that the wharfage charge has been retained,
When  petroleum comes from abroad off-loading
takes places and there are certain wharfage charges
and this is the fiction on the basis of which it ig
made. Petroleum does not come actually from
abroad. Tt is produced here. Therefore this is g
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notional way of fixing price, but this wharfage is not
merely notional but fictional. The wharfage charge
is about Rs. 26 per killo litre. Now this wharfage
charge should have been abolished but that has not
been abolished. Only the transport cost of petrolium
products from Calcutta to Digboi has been taken
into account. We therefore think the Govt. of
India had not done justice in this matter. Now the
nearest port is Bombay but instead they have taken
Calcutta into account where the distance is much
larger. Therefore, I think it is not quite justified
and I hope the Govt. of India will look into it.

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua : What about the royalty ?

Shri Kamakhya Prosad Tripathi : About the increase in

royalty ?
( Voices : Yes, yes ).

So far as the royalty is concerned we have agreed
to the arbitration of Prime Minister and the Prime
Minister arbitrated at about Rs. 10, Now this
arbitration is likely to last for 4 years and after

4 years we will be able to reopen it again. The
Govt. of Assam is dissatisfied with the decision of

the Govt. of India and thercafter she arbitrated on
this matter and we agreed to that and therefore her
arbitration is binding on us. I hope after four years
we can again take up this matter with the Govt.
of India. :
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Sir, the hon. Members have rightly remarked
that the amount of surrenders are very colossal. It
showed ‘that something very wrong is taking place.
I quite agree with them that once budget provision
is made it should be expended and there should not
be any surrenders. The peculiar sitnation of Assam
is one of the reasons for which a lot of surrenders
take place. Why this is so ? This because when
the budget provision is made then only the other
steps are taken for construction such as acquisitioﬁ
of land etc. Now, if these are taken as prelimi-
nary steps and then the budget provision is made
it will-be much better. But any how the process
which has been going on is continued and even
the Deptt. has asked the P. W. D. to construct . the
buildings when the land is yet to be acquired. By
the time they will acquire the land it will take long
2 or 3 years and till that all the money provided in
the budget will have to be surrendred. There is
really a case for the Deptt. to look into the matter
and I hope the particular deptt. and the Deptt. of
construction will look into the whole matter so that
the preliminary steps are taken in due time. There
should be a.-departmental conference. about this and
t
