Shri Bimala Prasad Chaliha—Sir, the question jis that within 30
days, the remark is to be communicated to the person con-
cerned Otherwise the reports should be treated as not giving
any credence at all. Therefore, on that point 1 am saying that
it is too short a period to communicate the report. )

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua—Is Government aware of the fact that
even after a lapse of three to four years these Confidential
Reports against some officers were not communicated .to them ?
As such they were not aware of their defects ? On the other
hand they were also deprived of the legitimate rights to

represent their cases and get those defects rectified.

equally conscious human beings. At the same time most of
such patients are capable of movement. They are not com-
pletely invalid. But sir, usually they are prevented from going
out.

Therefore we have experience even after the treatment ol
several years and after the complete cure the patients refuse
to leave the colony because they feel thatthey will net get

nlace in the society.

Mrs. Pranita Tafukdar—Sir, as no-body can contrel the patients,
Do our Govt. feels it necessity to shift the said ecolony to

Mr. Speaker : Grant No. 4 moved.-
Shri Gourisankar Bhattacharyya : Mr. Speaker, Sir, under this grant
No. 4 we have got some Cut motions but we are not going
to move them. However, I would like to have your permission
to make some observations under this Grant, and that is mainly :
1

with a view to request the Government to make certain follow-
ups in certain matters. Sir, on the 17th of March, 1969, I had
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appraised the Chief Minister with certain serious matters in the
Motor Vehicles Department, and I also brought to his notice
that lakhs of rupees of taxes were being evaded and in many
cases this was being done with the connivance of the D.T.Os
or and his staff particularly at Gauhati. I also gave some
specific instances to him giving the names of the vehicles. The
Chief Minister was good enough to request the Vigilance Comm-
issioner to take up the matter and make an inquiry. The Vigi-
lance Commissioner has taken up the matter and asked the
Department to make an inquiry. I am informed, of course
informally, that as far as the cases investigated are concerned,
they were found true and some of the officer or rather emp-
loyees were put under suspension and some others were ordered
to be transferred. I had specifically brought allegations against
some officers and also some other touts. For example, I had
brought allegation against one Motér Vehicle Inspector, one
Enforcement Inspector, somie clerks,ﬂ Head clerks-cum- Cashiers
of the Gauhati D,T._O’s Office. I also alireged that some of
these people working themselves in R.T.0 or D.T.O’s Offices
were having many stage carriage or contract carriage vehicles
or other type of vehicles benami. I also gave the numbers of

these vehicles. Inspite of all these, that is to say, all these speci-
fic allegations which were found to be true on enquiries further

follow-up has not been made, thatis to say, the persons fond
guilty have not been punished by the Department, and those who
were transferred are now in the process of being brought back
again to their rendezvous of all these corruptions. That is my
complaint. I do not know, this may be still in the considera-
tion of the Government, but what I know is that these pgople

" have not been punished uptil now. I sﬁbmit, 'Sir, that the

enquiries, if not completed by now, should be completed and

 those who have been found cuiliy should be given proper
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punishment and speedy punishment because delay defeats justice.
This -is my first submission.

My second submission is that Government should in certain

matters be careful. Not only justice should be done but also
it should appear that it has been done. For example, in this
Transﬁon Depﬁ.rtment there are some people who are in busi-
ness connection with the Department, Let me give one instance,
M/s Goenka Engineering of Gauhati. That is a concern which
is connected with the Government in the Transport Department,
They make motor bodies of our State Transport vehicles. At
the time when Khan Abdul Gaffar Khan visited Gauhati and
a purse was to be presented to him, from that firm a sum of
Rs. 5,000/- was realised. It may be said that afterall donations
may be taken from anybody. Yes. Even then, if there is a
concern with which Government has business connection, why
should any Government officer, or any Minister, or any Deputy
Minister, or any Minister of State contact the firm for donations
even for such a purpose ? Then again at the time of the Con-
gress session in Bombay donations were collected. In one single
might a sum of Rs. 18,000/- was collected with the good offices
of the State Minister incharge of Transport and also D.T.Os
and others. Of course his P. A. and others were there 150!

A substantial portion of the sum collected was from those
people who have business dealings with this Department. [t may
be said that they are all Congress-premies and they are all
Indicates and they are very keen for socialism of India‘s type
and these people in one single night contributed Rs. 18,000,-
May be so. Even then it does not look very nice. These are
public talks and known facts. Ishall be glad if the Minister
placing his hand on his chest says that these allegations are

baseless. Is it not a fact that sums werc collected from these
people, is it not a fact that these people have business relations

o
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with our Government in the Transport Department ? Sir, I for
one, hold that simply because somebody is a Minister's brother
or a Deputy Minister’s son, or 2 Minister’s clerk or a Minister’s
brother-in-Jaw, he sould not be discriminated against. I am not
in favour of any-discrimination simply because he is in any way
connected ; but at the sametime they should not be favourably
treated particularly when appointments are made not on the
recommendations of the Public Service Commission but ad-hoc
appointments. may be under Reg. 3 (e) or 3 (f). Government should
be very careful particularly those Ministers, Ministers of stote or
Deputy Ministers that their sons, brothers er brother-in-laws are
not given this sort of ad hoc appointment. For example, there
was a Minister. His brother was an Assistant Station Supcrint-

endent of the State Transport which is now a Corporation.

Now, he was sought to be made a D. T. O. At that-time
of course Mr. Barkataki was the Chairman of the Public
Service Commission, and that preposal was turned down by
the Public Service Commissien. Now, when the tenure of that
Chairman was over then again an effort was made and this
time also the propcosal was not supperted by the Public Ser-
vice Commission. Then that gentleman was made an Enfor-
cement Officer, of course with better scale of pay and status
a!dng with some others. Now, of course thereafter ultimately
he had to appear inthe A.P.S.C. again and coufd not qualify
and now probably he is in Manipur. (Voice : New we could
realise whao is he.) | shkall be very gratefu! if it can be proved
that what | have said is wrong.

after year this continues. Then after some years surreptitiously
“H” form is kept in the office and then after running it for
about 2 or 3 years then the certificate is brought to the
<ffect that here a new assembie is made, Chasis No. is such a :d such
and the Engine No. is such ang such and it is re-registered
somewhere else. If the ‘H* form is there, for example, at
Gauhati the re-registration g done at Dhubri. Sometimes it is
done even outside the State and this racket is going on. Such
a case was detected by the Transport Commissioner himself
at Gauhati itself. Thege are not isolated instances , such insta-
nees are gafore. In this way defalcation of Govt. money goes
on. Further more, 1 had given some concrete instances last
year as to how false rubber stamps are made showing the
tax paid upto such and such date, vide Treasury Chalan No.
such and such. Even the treasury chalan number is put, a
stamp is also given. Such cases had happened at Gauhati last
year. I have placed in this very House such a case in origi-
nal ; enquiries were made and it was found correct also. The

racket is still continuing. There was an enquiry at the instance
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of the Vigilance Commissioner. When it was investigated at
the State Bank whether actually such Treasury Chalan was there:
or not; it was not found. But those Head Assistant cum
.Cashier and others in the D.T.0.s” office who actually mani-
pulated these things, they have not been appropriately punished.
Now, Sir, the aceeptance of registration fees and others these
are received at the houses of the Assistants. They take the
money and record it on some chit of paper, and thereafter they
come and make those entries in the office. We alsosee there

are ‘touts’ hovering in the offices and they collect registration

certificates and others and they keep these things with themselves for

making necessary entries, and the people also generally instead of
standing in the line prefer to take advantage of the services
of this sort of touts. Then, Sir, hundredsof vehicles have been
registered in the office. for example, of the D.T.O, Kamrup, the
necessary particulars of which are not recorded in the register, not
showing also whether any tax was realised in respect of such
vehicles, I had given some instances last year ; there are many
more. As a matter of fact, it is not possible for anybody to
collect all this information from the office. If a thorough in-
vestigation is made and if Government is pleased to appoint
a special audit for the purpose at least in one office, siy the
Gauhati transport office. they will find scores of such instances.
Why Government is not doing it I at lcast fail to understand,
specially when some cases Were detected and reported. Sir,
will it not be difficult for the Police to detect in case any
such vehicle makes an accident and kills people on the public
road, apart from non-realisation of taxes from such vehicles ¢
Sir, I will give a recent example. Our ex-Chief Engineer,
Shri Kamaleswar Barua, had parked his vehicle on the Reha-

bari side. One particular vehicle had pushed his vehicle while

it was parked and thereby his vchicle was damaged. He came
to complain to the D.T.O.'s office and wanted to know the

)

"
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particulars of that vehicle, viz.,, who 1is the owner of that
vehicle, where it was registered, whether it had paid any taxes and
other necessary particulars. D T.Q. gave him a simple answer :
“Sir, our records are clean”, that is to say, nothing is ente-
red : He of course said it in a humcurous manner, but that
is literally true. Here I am giving a concrete instance of Shri
Kamaleswar Barua’s vehicle, which was damaged by a parti-
cular truck. But when enquiries were made about that truck
in the D.T.O.'s office, the humourcus (though a very unkind
humour) answer was that their records were literally clean. If
an investigation is made and Shri Kamaleswar Barua's evide-
nce is taken. the truth or otherwise of this assertion
of mine will be found out. Does it not sound strange, Sir,
that particulars of vehicles are mnot available in the D.T.O ‘s
office, where vehicles are registered ? Is it not a clear case of
defalcation and misappropriation of public money ? Is it not
the highest form of mal practice and corruption ? This parti-
cular case 1 have recorded in this note-sheet and I am going
to forward this note-sheet of mine to the Minister putting my
signature and taking the responsi-bility of proving whatever I
can of the specific instances I have cited I take ths respon-
sibility of giving evidence to the extent I know personally and
also help the Government by collecting evidence in support
of the allegations I have brought. I shall forward this chit
to the Minister with my signature taking the full responsibility
for the charges made.

Now, with regard to the transfer of Government officars.
very recently the Head Assistant of the D T.OQ.'s office,
Shillong, was transferred to Tezpur and again sent back to
Shillong after only two days! Does not this sort of transfer

involve public money y For what purpose wasthis officer tran.
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sferred only for a couple of days Well, the reason is that
there was somcbody here in the transport office who wanted:
him to be here and, therefore, th yugh he was transferred he
was retransferred because he cannot leave the congenial climate:
of Shillong. Then one M. V.I. from Tezpur; was transferred
to Jorhat and i1 his place one wag transferred from Jorhat
to Tezpur. When the M. V. L Tezpur arrived at Jorhat, the

transfer order of his counterpart at Jorhat was eancelled all

of a sudden. This cancellation order of the Jorhat officer was.

not kmown to the M. V. I. Tezpur, The result was that the
M. V. L. Tezpur having handed over charge at Tezpur cams: to
Jorhat only to be frustrated and to fing that he was unwan-
ted. This kind of cancellation of transfer orders takes place
not for Government requirement but for other considerations.
Sometimes transfers are ordered and for certain considerations

(these considerations are sometimes material), the transfer orders

are cancelled. If orders are caneelled like thig, why transfer

orders were made at all ? Then. Sir. in the transfer orders, it
is not specifically stated who is to move first and who is to
relieve whom. And why transfer orders of Governmeat are so
frequently revised at public cost ? Are these the instances of
economic austerity practised by Government 7 These are the few
questions [ wanted to ask in connection with this demand. [
submit, Sir, that nobody will be happier than myself to see
that the instances which I have cited are proved to be false,
I wish Government will be able to say that these allegations
are baseless. If they can satisfy us that these arc baseless |
shall be only happy and grateful. I am passing this paper to
the Minister after putting my signature indicating that I take
full responsibility for what I have said.

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua—Deputy Speaker, Sir, while moving e
our Cut Motion under this particular Head, I want to make

a few observations. Sir, annually, heavy expenditure for the

maintainence of the Police administration is incurred in the
State, and we are expecting that with the changed circumsta-
nces of the society, this law and order machinery will come l
up to the mark to cope with the present situation and also
that they will be in a position to give security to the life and ﬁ

property of the people living in the State, but to our utter :
disappointment they have failed to do so. = |

Mr. Deputy Speaker —Mr. Barua, how much time you will take?

#Shri Dulal Chandra Barua —I will take 10/15 minutes. Now, Sir,

as 1 have already said, they have failed completely to meet
the requirements of the people of the State although we are e

spending crores of money for this department. Sir, this; system

of Police administration remained as it was during the British
regime. There need be reorientation of the entire department.
We are glad that a Police Commission has been set up and
we are expecting that this Police Commission will give certain
recommendations through which the rotten machinery of this
department can be toned up to the mark. Sir. due to the old system
that has been followed by the machinery of this department, they are

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not effective in respect of detecting and preventing the crimes in the
State. Therefore due to their inefficiency and due to all types of
systems that are followed till today after 22 years of our Indepen-
.dence, this department is looked upon dowan by the people, They
cannot becomeé friends, philosopher and guide to the people in
general ; rather till today the people are treating them as their
enemies. Se, we have to find out the root cause ef the ine-
fiiciency in this department. Unless cooperation is received by
this department from the people, this department cannot work
properly for the maintenance of law and order. Let me submit
to you the roeot cause of all these. It has been said that it
is very of course frem our side to criticise the Police depart-
ment or any other department but it is very difficult to under-
stand their difffculties. gir, the first and foremost thing is the
lot of the common policemen in the State is horrible. They
are not provided with proper facilities ; they are not: provided
with proper accommodation. Sir, I have gone through the

entire budget and I do not know whether 2ny amount has

been ear-marked for the housing facilities of the low-paid
police staff who are the backbone of the Police department.
A horrible situation has been created for not giving them
sufficient facilitiecs because the police peopl: cannot devote
their undivided attention for waat of these facilities. If it would
have been the case in West Bengal, the situation would have
been a different one. Therefore, Sir, the first and foremost
thing in my mind is that the lower strata of people who ar:
serving under this Department and who have been neglected
should be provided with adequate facilities like housing acco-
mmodation etc. improvement of their pay scales, medical

facilities without any further delay. The constables are to be
provided with prescribed scale of rations. We have made this

suggestion long before. Therefore we must we look to the
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interest of those people whom we are utilising for the main-
tenancc of law and order and who are required to perform
the arduous nature of duties. We find that at the top of
this Department the number of officers has inereased but it
is not so at the bottom where you will find that they are
the real people who are actually serving the country. That is
the reason why the Department connot improve the cfficiency.
Unless there is overall increase from top to botiom there is
no likely improvement of efficiency of the Department. Now,
we find that so many big officers are at the head whereas
there are few small limbs. It is something Lke a man having
a very big head and very small limbs -it is the same thing
with the Police Department. The Department has become top-
heavy and for those people like Constables and A.S.Is who have
been utilised for day in and day out duty facilities should be
immediataly provided.

Now, Sir, there is also another thing which reguires to
be looked into. What is thaty The Thanas are not equipped.
with experienced and educated personnel and with modern
system of facilities like telephones, vehicles and oiher facilities.
Therefere, in the border areas these police personnel are not
in a position to cope with the situation. I, thercfore. submit
that in all the Thanas and the outposts there should be
provision for modern amenities and experienced personnel sho-
vld be postsd for detection and preventirn of erimes. Apart
from that there is lack of discipline. This has become a chr-

onic disease in the police organisation. It has started from
the top. Formerly I have found that a high-ranking police
officer had a strong personality. But now we have selected people
in different categories like I P.S. and A.P.S but mostly their
character is doubtful. Because they are mostly busy in enjoy-
ment rather than doing their duty, and we nave found in many
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places, for instanee, in Jorhat subdivision, the police high-ups
are mostly engaged in enjoyment. For that reason, the entire dis-
cipline whick is one of the most important things for the
Police Department is {acking. This should be revised and a
man of strong personality should be posted in the district as
Superintendent of Police. Otherwies, from my experience, I have
found that the top-ranking officer employed the subordinate
officers to get money for himself. Sir, in this way corruption
has started. I found one of the big officers while he was on
transfer, on the last day before he left, he had to be given
one thousand rupees by the O.C What happened ? The O.C.
has started taking bribe from each and everyone I-can cite an
instance. One Mr. T. Saikia one day went to the Police
Station and at the Police Station Jorhat bribery was demanded
from him. Sir, it is for this reason that I submit that there

should bz an overall re-oriontation of the Polic: machinery.

Now, I must submit to you, Sir, (bell rang) one most
important thing, Now-a-days, as I have said, crimes are being
committed in a modern and scientific way. As the society is
changing the methods of committing crimes are also changing
day by day. To meet that situation we must be equipped
with trained personnel. For instance, the triple murder case
that has taken place in Burapahar—the culprits there have
adopted modern metheds of murdering. For that reason, the
forensic laboratoy till to-day has not been able to send the
report for which I am afraid even the entire case may be
lost because the main evidence Mr. Upen Dutta is under polce

guard. Sir, unless the report is expedited, my submission is
that the case may be lost. Sir. in the year 1952 the Govt.
of India has taken up a scheme to start forensic laboratory
to be equipped with most modern methods of investigation of

crimes. But after a lapse of 10 years only one Director has
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been app()inted. The Director has submittec'raf'ull-ﬂedgcci‘ scheme
and after one year a sum of rupees two Jakhs has been -
sanctioned. But even the materials necessary to equip that
laboratory have not been c»rderf:d‘.2 Therefore, { submit that this
laboratory is to be well equipped and the scheme that has
been submitted by the Director . should ‘be accepted in toto for

training our personnel to meet the demands of the situation.

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Shri Dulal Chandra Barua—Now, Sir, I submit the scheme is to

be implemented and the experts are to be trained up so that
all the main Thanas and police outposts are to be manned
with experienced and able personnel.

Sir, another thing which I want to mention is a crisis
which the State is facing. In the name of naxalism—in the
name of communal riot throughout the State, so many things
have taken place. I have found in one place in Goalpara the
Naxalites are active. One Shri Bhabeswar Choudhury, then one
Tekela Mahajan and one Harakanta Mahajan of the same
place where they complained that the husband of a woman was
murdered by his own younger brother and the case has been
forwarded to the I. G .P. and the Chief Minister. My whole
contention is that in the name of Naxalites crimes are being
committed. Government should be careful and take strong pre-
ventive measures and the hole machinery has to be geared
up. Therefore, Sir, 1 submit that this Govt has failed to
maintain law and order because in the name of maintenance
of law and order and for combat against the Naxalites, they
are borrowing the C. R. P. from the Centre.

Lastly, I want to say that though there is a provision
here for the River Police, but we find no River Police in our
State. I want to know why that provision has been made.
In this connection I would like to suggest that the case of
Ladies Police Force should be taken up in right earnest.
Finanlly, I request the Chief Minister that recommendations
made earlier should be implemented. In the present situation,
the police shouid know that they are the agents through which
life and property of the people are saved. With this obser-
vation, Sir, I support the Cut Motion.

But I regret very much to have to say that since thb Assam
Circle was raised to that of Postmaster General and in place of
formerly a Director of Post and Telegraphs for the whole state
or rasted the area included in the circle, we have 3 officers now
Post Master Géneral and two lieutena nts—Direéior of Postal
Service and the Director of Telegraphs. Sir, I have TL.CCIVCdﬂ-
letter today which was posted at lerugnrh on the morning
of 9th. Yesterday I got a letter from Dibrugarh after 6 days
and these are not solitary instances. From Jorhat to Dibrugarh
and _’from Dibrugarh to Jorhat a letter normally takes 4 days

to reach: and our com plzums mostly go unheeded.

Now, Sir, ‘as regards telephones these are in most agomsmg
condition. From Jorhat to Airport (Rowndh) which is at a distance

of 4 miles, Rowriah Airport is one of the closest to the town

in, perhaps, 'all” over 'India, one cannot get telephone connection
easily because--one has to go through another local exchange,

i. e Nefabari Exchange. and out of every three c¢ase one would
not get that connection within half an-hour in two cases. In
one out of three, the caller may not get the air-port at

all. Now, within a radius of 3 miles Dibrugarh and Tinsukia

- I think there are 6 or 7 small exchanges. Almost everyday. one

would find that one ‘or the other of the lines to these telephone
exchanges are not in order. In Upper Assam, 1 do not know
